To the N. B. Bastern Association
Dean Breranss

In presenting to you this annual letter, I
bave chosen for my sutjec!, ** The Great
Need for Obristisn Giviog.” It is not
beosuse this subject bus laoked discussion
of late, or that I bave any s; ecial informa-
tion to impart on this topio, that I hiwe
obosen it, but because I believe thete is
special need that this christian grace be
oultirated among us, snd thut partonlarly
st this poist of our bistory s &
desow ination.
Unless I bave incorrectly inter preted the
signe of the times, th's grace of christinn
giviog must come (o the front and receive
what it deserves, apecial atiention. Too
long bas it been kept in the background;
sod pow ten thouesnd voices ory for it o
take the front ranks.
That it ie & ohristian’s daty (o give there
oan be po doudt.  God bes chosen in bia
wisdom to carry on his work through
wedos.  When be sent Gideon to mest
the hosts of the Milisnites that Iny along
ia the valley like grasshoppers for maly-
tude, with & heodfal of mev, b hw‘-:
Terael two siriking lessoss.  Fires, ¢

tueirs ; and second, that that viotory conld
only come through their obedience 10 God®s
word. 8o Gideon was o go forwerd and
ory: *“The sword of the Lord obd of
Gideon.” God is carrying oo bis work in
the world to-day through mesns. And he
who bolde to God in strong faith, and hopes
a4 if everythiog depended upon God, and
works ae if everything depended upon
himeelf, has osught the ‘true idea of
inspiration.

In oarrying on the work of the Lowd
there is absolute need for money. We have
mireionaries to send 1o the perisbing,
winisters to presch at bowe, reminaries
sad & college to rquip sod support, snd
charitable interests to carry forward ; sod
all need mouey.

with much entreaty that we would receive
the gift, and take upon us the fellowship of
the ministeriog to the saints,” The New
Testameat makea it plain that God requires
of us & portion of what Le gives us. The
exsot amount 1 (0 be according to this
rule: “As God bas piospired him;” &
that every chrictian must seitle this
question personally with his God, remem-
bering that hie-decision will meet bim
again at the jadgment seat of Chriet,

Paul, writing his second letter to the
Corinthisns, speaks of giving as & “grace.”
After paying & just tribute to shose graces
posseased by the Corinthinas it abundsnce,
be urges the duty of christian giving. He
says: “ Ae ye abouad in everythiog, in
faith, and utterance, and knowledge, and
in all diligence, and in your love to ue, see
that ye abound in thie grace aleo.” And
he goee on 10 yhow them that it is po mere
stotiment he ié urging upon tbem, but
says plainly that this giving is * to prove
the sinverity of their love,” snd then
imwediately refers them to that high
pattern of love in Christ which proved
itself to be genuine by its giving.

Prayers and sywpathy -nd%od wishes

Seriptures require more. Christiac giviag
proves the singerity, the geaninenees of qur
love to God and to one another.
