THE FARM.
BUTTER n A MINUTE,

A wonderfal dnry machioe s on
exhibition in England. This machine,
the invention of Herr Saleniys, & Swedish
eugineer, makes butter (n about & min.
ute from stetilzed milk direct.

ilk is heated ‘in the sterilizer (or
Pasteurine, as it s called) to 160 degrees
Fahrenheit, and runs thence into the
oreaniskimmiog chamber of the ma
chine. As the cream is skimmed, it
rises into the churning chamber, being
cooled down (o 60 aegrees in its progress
by means of very small cooling frames,
through “which iced water constantly
passes, and whioh revolve with the skim
mer at the rate of 6,000 revolutions per
minute. The cream is forced into a
tube perforated with tiny holes, through
which it emerges with grest force on to
each fresh layer of cream that rises, con
verting it into butter by goncussion, The
butter thus formed in granules emerges
from & spout intos ‘gxb mixed with
buttermilk.

When all the churning is done, &
wooden stirrer is passed “up and down
gently for two or three minutes to make
the butter separate from the greater
part of the buttermilk. The butter is
then taken out and passed threugh a
Butter-worker, which squeezes out most
of_the buttermilk remaining in, after
which it is placed on ice for two hours,
and then worked a little more snd made
ap.

Seceral - advantages. are claimed for
this remarkable machine which bids fair
to create a revolution in butter making
upon a large sosle. In the first place,
by Pasteuniging the milk. disease germs,
if any are in it, are destroyed, ns well ns
the microbes which cause the putrefaction
of the butter. The process of butter
making is 5o rapid that there is very little
chance of sy germs that may exist in
the atmosphere of the dairy getting into
the butter, especially as all, or nearly all,
must be forced out of the chambers
of the machine by the extreme rapidity
of the movement going on inside.
When the butter is once pressed the
possibility of germ impregonation s al
most eliminsted. Thus a wholesome
and long-keeping . butier is produced,
Another advantage is that milk can be
converted into butter directly after being
obtained brom the cow; and yet another
is that there ia a considerable saving of

1abor, when the use of the “radistor’ is

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A NEW INSRCTICIDE,

Tree vermin will soon have no peace
or comfort in the orckard or shrubbery of
the progressive farmer or lover of nature,
Kerosena emulsion, paris green, pyreth
rum and other insecticides have been
most effectaally used in the destruotion
of vertaln forms of insect pests, but a
class of vermin consisting of borers and
other sorts have baffled all attempts ad
their destructicn, The New-Jersey Ex-
periment Station found the German lime
remedy, “raupenleim,” effective,  but
expensiie. Accordingly the station offi.
cials. set to work to produce a similar
product within the retoh of all farmers
and others who would rid their premises
of tree insects. “Dendrolene’” is the
product of the experiments and has

been found very eflective. It weighs
about like butter, and is nypliod to
trunks of trees with a brush Being

sticky, insects can neither cruwl up nor
down a trank coated with it, or insects
cannot bore through it into the trunk, or
the adult insect issue from the tree trunk
for its freedom. Applied 0 trees it
shows no harmful effect. It has been
found effective in destroying peach and
pear borers, and will probsbly afford
immunity from canker worms, scale iu.
sects; moths and oaterpiilars. Full
