Many a man's 
envier! fortune is in God's sight Hut the splendid mausoleum 
of his soul. We do indeed need the prayers of God's 
people in the time of prosperity that our hearts may he 
kept warm and soft, and that we may he sheltered by the 
love of God from all the insidious dangers and hurtful in­
fluences that belong to the experience of worldly favor.

Another condition that, according to the Scriptures, hides 
an unsuspected peril, is one of unbroken prosperity. “Be­
cause they havé no changes, therefore they fear not God. 
Those who are thus described are free from trouble, from 
adversity, from misfortune, from disappointments. It is 
not usual that such an experience is regarded as one of 
danger. Indeed we naturally consider such persons as 
peculiarly favored. For example here is a home which has 
gone on for n long time without saddening chnnjjes. Busi­
ness has pros|>ered, ami tliè circumstances of the household 
have become more and more ens> There have been no 
long serious illness, causing pain and anxîetv, no deaths 
breaking the happy circle of loved ones.

There is a blessing 
in such a life. But in the life. of.ease which many a woman 
lives there hide sore perils.

Another of thé unsuspected perils of no changes is thp 
lessening of dependence upon G<»d. While there are np 
breaks in the flow of favors, we are apt to forget that all 
our good gifts come from our
hour in my life, when tlie consciousness of*the need of (aid 
fades out of it. It setyrpC’pleesant to go on making plans of 
our own, and carrying them out without check or defeat. 
We like to say that we arc masters of circumstances, that 
we make all things serve us, that we turn obstacles into 
stepping-stones, climbing continuously upward upon them. 
But a little thought will show peril that hides in thus hav­
ing always one's own way. It is not the doing of our own 
will but God's that leads to perfect character and blessed­
ness. Unless, therefore, we are filling out of God's plan for 
our life, the unbrokenness of the prosperity is not an 
unmixed good. Most of us need to lx* l milled oft times in 
our schemes, to be defrayed in our projects, to have our 
plansJail, to be compelled to yield to a stronger will. In 
no other way can*t-he sense of dejicnd(*ncn ami obligation 
lie kept warm in the heart.
