"As regards the Germant losses, defi­
nite evidence, It Is declared, has now 
been obtained that they were deltbeb 
ately falsified, and that the following 
were totally destroyed:

"Two battle cruisers; one at least, 
one probably two battleships: four 
light cruisers: eight, destroyers and 
one submarine.

The remainder of the German 
battle cruiser squadron may have 
beached home ports, but the ships 
evre all severely damaged, as also 
were ships of the Koenig class, which 
were under the fire of a portion of 
the British battle fleet.

"Besides the. above, the Associated 
Press has obtained information from 
returned officers of the fleet to the 
cited that they are able to Identify 
the lost German battle cruisers as the 
tilndehbtirg and the Lutsow.

“Naval officials here point, out that 
on account of their proximity to home 
ports, some of their vessels that were 
its badly injured as the British crui­
ser Warrior, would have been able to 
make port.

"The German warship Hltidenburg 
has hitherto been classified as a bat­
tleship.

"The Merffllwger and her sister ship, 
the LtitSdW. are believed to be the 
battle cruisers which the British have 
included In the list of supposed Ger­
man losses, while another battle crui­
ser. the Beydlltx, is reported from a 
neutral source to have been seen on 
Thursday mottling badly damaged and 
being pursued by British warships.

"The result of the battle, It Is also 
suggested, puts an end to the German 
ambition, which many believe they 
were attempting to realise last week, 
of forcing a way through the British 
blockade for a few fast cruisers 
which, if the scheme had been suc­
cessful. would have undertaken to 
raid Allied shipping In the Atlantic. 
With the loss of the three, If hot four, 
light cruisers and damage done to 
others.

There Is a mystical 
filament that units the white fingers 
of these white-clad girls with the pain 
of some pallid lad in a foreign land. 
And In some foreign workshop some 
woman is perhaps filling the shell that 
may complete the tragical circuit. 
Shells and swabs! Swabs and shells! 
Alas! war Is a vicious circle that baf­
fles the weaver of glamour and the 
alchemtet of glory. In the Swab room 
there Is neither glamour nor glory. 
There Is nothing but unfathomable 
pity.

In another room women are filling 
bags with sphagnum moss and pine 
wood sawdust. The moss comes from 
bogs and marshes in Scotland. Ireland, 
and the Isle of Man. It is an old 
wives’ remedy, now come Into Its 
own again. Its absorbent quality is 
valuable In "cases with copious dis­
charge."

This room makes silk purses out of 
sows’ ears. It does not argue about 
that lying proverb. It refutes It.

The brain behind the St. Mary le- 
bone War Hospital Supply Depot is a 
woman’s brain. Miss Ethel McCaul 
is an inspired organizer. She won 
her experience in the South African 
war and In the Russo-Japanese war. 
She started a year ago with three 
workers and £25. Now she has 150 
branch depots co-ordinated with the 
central depot. There is need tor more 
workers and more money, for the war 
is insatiable, and will be more Insati­
able until the last gun that riddles 
human flesh is silenced.

Copenhagen, via London, June 5, 
0.29 a. m.—A despatch to the 8tlft- 
stidende from Rlbe, Jutland, say» that 
the German battle cruiser Seydlltz 
was sighted Thursday morning, thir­
ty-eight miles west of Fano Islands, 
going south pursued by British war­
ships.

If Mr. Thomas Hardy were to write 
a pendant to “The Dynasts.” dealing 
with the Great War as he dealt with 
the little Napoleonic War, one of the 
scenes in It might well be called “No.

1914. The housd of the Earl of Craw­
ford tor more than a year has been a 
house of bandages, snow-white band­
ages made by white-robed ladies, a 
house of white mercy and ruth. Stand­
ing in the midst of these women, sew­
ing with bowed heads. I see war as a 
red stain slowly spreading over their 
handiwork.

We who live outside the red world 
of wounds are wont to conceive a 
bandage as a simple roll of soft white 
stuff. Here you may see that primi­
tive bandage being made and rolled 
on little wooden machines by fair fin­
gers. But there are many other band­
ages that set the imagination quiver­
ing with grief. A soft-voiced, silver- 
haired lady daintily and deftly mani­
pulates the wonderful bandages de­
signed by Mrs. Robertson Lawson. 
Their purpose is to spare the sufferer 
by enabling wounds to be dressed 
without moving limb or body. The 
principle of the many-tail bandage is 
its ingenious simplicity. The tails fold 
neatly over a fractured arm, and they 
can be unfolded without moving the 
arm a hair’s breadth. There are many 
tall bandages for head wounds, neck 
wounds. chest wounds. shoulder 
wounds, hip wounds, and abdominal 
wounds. They are marvellously ob­
vious, and yet they are hard to de­
scribe. They open and close like the 
petals of a tulip, the wound being se­
curely and comfortably nestled In the 
cup. There are no wrinkles and there 
is no displacement of the dressing.

These bandages give blissful ease 
to the pain-racked soldier. There Is no 
sadder torment than the Jar of mov- 
ing a severely wounded man. Think of 
the agony involved In the shifting of 
a fractured hip. The hip bandages 
delivers the groaning patient from 
that daily ordeal. Fold after fold 
falls back like the straps of a port­
manteau, one set of tails on one side, 
and one on the other side, and there 
they He like the leaves of an open 
book until the surgeon or the nurse 
tenderly closes them again. Let me 
think of another metaphor which will 
help you to see this heaven-sent band­
age. What is it like? Ah, yes! It Is 
like the wings of a dove that open 
and close like a sigh—the wings of 
the dove of pity. Musing over these 
snowy piles of bandages. I feel hope­
ful about the future of humanity, for 
surely It is the mission of woman to 
bring compassion back to the earth. 
I can see our bleeding Europe lying 
with pale face on the bed of peace, 
with the spirit of womanhood binding 
up those wounds that will need genera­
tions for their healing. Wounds of 
the soul! Wounds of the mind! 
Wounds of the will! Wounds of the 
conscience ! Men who govern or mis­
govern will need the aid of the guilt­
less ones in the service of reparation 
and salvage.

After bandages, surgical dressings. 
Here one sees piles of soft, snowy 
swabe, gauze balls packed In tens In 
muslin bags, abdominal gauze swabe,

THE NORTH SEA VICTORY. *Y/i
40c, 45c, 50c per poundAdditional particulars concerning 

the North Sea battle of iMay 31-st tend 
to emphasize the importance of the 
victory gained toy the British navy 
even at a very considerable cost. As 
a result of that battle the German 
fleet has been so badly battered that 
months may elapse before it again 
seeks the open sea.

The blow to German prestige is in­
deed great as the loss of some of her 
finest vessels without any compensat­
ing gain cannot but serve to have a 
powerful effect on Germany’s Chilian 
-population which has already com­
menced to clamor tor peace.

Just what led to the German attempt 
will probably not be known until the 
history of the war is written, but mili­
tary and naval critics freely express 
the opinion that the benefit sought was 
as much political as material. For 
many months the prized German high 
seas fleet has been lying inactive in 
Kiel, a fact that has occasioned a 
growing spirit of dissatisfaction among 
that section of the German people 
which had been taught to believe that 
"Der Tag" meant more than an empty 
boast. Representations have been 
made to the powers at Berlin pointing 
the necessity of setting the fleet in 
action with a possible chance of forc­
ing the British cordon and, perhaps, 
making a raid on an unvisited portion 
of the English coast. If the German 
fleet could have accomplished its end. 
at least some of the discontent might 
have been allayed. But it tailed, and 
the development of the German policy 
is seen in the barefaced attempts to 
add to British losses in an effort to 
create a victory out of a real defeat.

Notwithstanding the decisive char­
acter of the British victory, there are 
some phases of the affair that still 
await explanation, although the Ad­
miralty requests that criticism be 
withheld until the reports of the offic­
er» commanding the squadron have 
been received. It is probably well 
within the mark to say that the Ger­
mans had better information as to the 
strength of the enemy than that pos­
sessed by the gallant Beatty who, it is 
reasonable to assume without at all 
discounting hi® bravery, had no idea 
that the German fleet numbered 
Dreadnoughts until he was actually 
called upon to face them.

The Germans, on the other hand, 
seemed to know just how far they 
could fight without courting annihila- 

. lion and. consequently, were enabled 
to withdraw -before the heavier British 
vessels could get in position to do 
their most effective work. Had it been 
possible for the British front line to 
have consisted of Dreadnoughts and 
super-Dreadnoughts It is not likely 
that half a score of the enemy’s ships 
would have escaped. As it is, while 
there will be regret that the ‘ Queens 
of the Fleet" were robbed of their full 
share of the triumph, there is every 
reason for the greatest satisfaction 
over the general result.

Whether it was wise on the part of 
the -British authorities to permit the 
public to gain it® first news of the en­
gagement from misleading German 

.sources will remain open to question. 
There can be no contradiction of the 
fact that the publication of such a one­
sided story as that of Friday after­
noon created a feeling of apprehen­
sion and alarm entirely unwarranted 
and unnecessary.

Corned Beef Hath.
Chop rather fine some cold corned 

beef. To each pint add one and one- 
half pints of cold boiled potatoes 
chopped fine, one tablespoonful of but­
ter and one cupful of stock, or If no 
stock*" is one hand, two4hîrd» cupful 
of hot water. Season with salt and 
pepper to taste. Put the mixture into 
a frying pan, and stir over the fire for 
about eight minutes, being careful 
not to burn it. Spread smoothly. Cov­
er the pan and set it back where the 
hash will brown slowly. It will take 
about half an hour. When done, fold 
In like an omelet, and onto a hot dish. 
Garnish with points of toast and pars­
ley. Serve hot. If there are no cold 
potatoes, the same quantity of hot 
mashed potatoes may be used.

This very excellent imitation may 

be made with the use of any flaky 
fish. The materials required are one 
cupful of cooked fish broken in pieces, 
one egg yolk, one dessertspoonful of 
cornstarch, a generous half pint of 
milk, a grating of nutmeg, salt, and 
pepper to taste, a piece of butter of 
the size of a walnut.

Put one cupful of any flaked fish to 
heat in a double boiler. Mix the egg 
yolk and cornstarch until light, stir 
in gradually the milk; add this to 
the fish. Put all over a brisk fire, 
season with the salt, pepper and nuti 
meg, stir and cook until the sauce is 
as thick as molasses. Then drop in 
the butter chopped fine.

W. R. Robinson, and both made stir­
ring appeals to the patriotism of the 
men of Canada, with the result above 
stated. Capt. Sanford was the first 
speaker, and he dealt with the excuse 
that we were going to win anyway. 
Up to the present time the Germans 
had the best of the argument in re­
spect of territory gained, they were 
holding practically all the ground they 
took in the first rush. It was true 
that they had not made any advances 
since the first two months of the war 
but on the other hand the Allies had 
not been able to drive them back, nor 
would they be in a position to do so 
unless they got more men. Men were 
needed and needed at once, and every 
able bodied young man should put on 
the uniform at once and do his share 
toward ending this awful struggle.

Rev. W. R. Robinson made a most 
eloquent appeal to the manhood of 
this country not to go back on the 
promise of the premier of 500,000 men 
from Canada. He referred to the last 
battle which had Just taken place, and 
to the fact that a large number of 
those engaged had fallen In the fight, 
and pointed out that it was the duty 
of every man who aoitfd go'to don the 
khaki and take the places of those 
who had been compelled to lay down 
their weapons. The 26th had made a 
name of which all St. John was proud, 
and It was up to the young men of 
this city to come forward and refill 
the ranks which had been thinned out 
by nearly a year In the trenches. At 
the close of his address Capt. Miller 
Invited the young men present to fol­
low the band to the recruiting room 
and see the doctor and ML they -passed 
he would be very pelased to sign them 
on for any branch of the service they 
wished to enter.
