“New Brunswick is enjoying an un-
precedented prosperity and is more
than doing its share in sending men
to fight for the Empire and in other
patriotic works,” said Hon. L. J.
Tweedie, former Lieutenant-Governor|
of New Brunswick, last night.

SOLDIERS AT THE FRONT.

| The public is urged to°exercise ev-
ery care in packing parcelo for the
troops, as careful packing is absolute-
ily essential to ensure delivery of the
parcels in good order.

| Parcels sent abroad require a higher
standard of packing than is necessary
in the Canadian Parcel Post, and this
|applies with even greater force to
parcels for the troops. Those which
lare inadequately packed run great risk
| of damage or loss of contents.

| Thin cardboard boxes, such as shoe
boxes, and thin wooden boxes, should
"not be used; nor does a single ‘sheet of
ordinary brown paper afford sufficient
protection. The following forms of

(I.) Strong double cardboard box-
|es, preferably those made of corrugat-
|ed cardboard, and having lids which
completely enclose the sides of the

V(I
(III )
paper.
(IV ) Additional security is afford-
ed by an outer covering of linen, cal-
|ico or canvas, which should be secure-
|1y sewn up.
The address of the parcel should be

Strong wooden boxes.
Several folds of stout pack-

written in ink on the cover preferably
!in two places. |

The address of the sender
iparcel should also be stated in order
that it may be returned if undeliver- |
able. The contents ' of the parcel‘
should be stated in writing on the’
covering.

In the case of parcels sent to the
Mediterranean Force, they should be
very strongly packed. They should be |
as nearly round as possible, and well
padded with shavings, crumpled paper, |
or similar protective material. The|
