—A sensation has been caused 
Montreal by a child, who is said to have 
the power of healing deseases by simply 
touching the patient.

—Rev. Mr. How, Church of England 
clergyman rtt Briton, Fortune Bay, New 
foundland, and his daughter, while re­
turning in a sail boat, were upset from 
the boat and both weredrowned.

The wild beast business seems to be 
very active. Carl Hagenbeck, of Lon­
don, has during the past year, disposed 
of 741 lions, over 700 tigers and 350 
elephants and panthers.

The opponents of tobacco in Eng­
land have made the discovery that the 
influenza is certain to attack every per­
son who uses tobacco.

According to the article, the 
horrible feasting occurred at Salinoe, in 
the State of Minas, Brazil, where the 
human monsters, a man named Clemente 
Viera, was caught in the very act of 
eating a portion of the remains of one of 
•his victims.

Maritime provinces— This now in­

cludes New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and 
Prince Edward Island. Without the 
latfer it wua.organizcd in 1873, tho isl­
and being added early in 1890. The sta­
tistics are as follows: Unions in Nova 
Scotia, 32; membership as reported,984, 
Unions in New Brunswick,31 member­
ship, 593, in Prince Edward Island, 
unions, 2; membership 67, total''unions 
as reported,05pnenibership, 1696. This 
shows, comparing it .with the dominion 
report of last year's total increase of 11 
unions and 294 workers, having there­
fore, made far greater progress than any 
othèr provincial unions. 27,424 leaflets 
have been distributed; 23 departments 
were undertaken. Of these we will 
speak but briefly. In the juvenile work, 
26 unions have been engaged and 2,655 
children enrolled. Gospel purity is the 
name given to what is generally known 
as the social purity department. In this 
interest a number of meetings have been 
held and 400 pledge cards sent out. In 
purity in literature and art. 10 unions 
have done active work, and aroused the 
attention of parent's to existing evil. 
Again, wo find evangelistic efforts have 
been nobly put forth, alms houses visit­
ed, gospel letters sent broadcast, prayer 
ami moth ere’ meetings held as Christ as 
the centre of our work duly acknow­
ledged. About 28 papers are supplied 
with temperance items. Most of the 
churches, except Episcopal ahd Roman 
Catholic, use unfermented wine. Under 
scientific temperance instructors 190 
copies of the Pathfinder series have been 
distributed "to unions and teachers, and 
this subject brought before the board ()f 
education and teachers’ gatherings. In 
petition work, the total number of sig-J 
natures to World’s petition have been 11- 
000; it was also brought before the Bap 
list convention of tho maritime provinces 
last August and endorsed by a unani­
mous vote, this body representing .more 
than 45,000 communicants. In the par­
lor meeting department, socials have 
been hold and students interested in the
temperanco^ause. In efforts to roach raitsmen, mere io wiw
field, for «in Now Brunswick alone 11,000 
men were emplowed winter before last, 
and many remain fui* six months or 
more. Literature has been distributed 
in some of tho camps, and through influ­
ence of the superintendent the book and 
tract society have two colporteurs to 116 
camps with tracts, Bibles and other 
books. Prisons and jails have been vis­
ited and literature distributed. The Y. 
W. C. T. U. reported seven branches 
last autumn, but more have been formed 
since, while 400 bouquets have gone 
forth from the flower mission. One kit* 
chon garden is carried on, illustrations 
of which will be given at this conven­
tion. We would refer more fully to the 
department of narcotics, ns for this we 
have no dominion superintendent. For 
the past year literature has been distrib­
uted and work done in 18 unions. To 
show the need of arousing interest m the 
suppression of the tobacco evil, I will 
mention one instance of a boy of 12 who 
said it was too much to ask him to give 
up tobacco, as he had used it for live 
years. There is a law by tho New Brun­
swick legi.àtntuFe-proliibitüig tho sale or 
gift of cigars to boys under sixteen, but 
this is very difficult to enforce. An in­
dustrial school is at work in St. Jphn» 
and coffee houses carried on in several 
places. The other departments are par­
liamentary usage, unions, sailors, fairs, 
railway men, hygiene v. heredity. 
Three counties are now organized and 
conventions have been held during the 
year. An organizer is employed and has 
done good work/'*'

British Columbia-'-Organized in 1883, 
now contains five unions with 386 mem­
bers, and two Y. W. C. U., one at West­
minister, and one at Vancouver. They 
report ten Loyal Legions with 395 mem­
bers. In Westminister there is a boy’s 
league for those over thirteen.

His first visit was to Jacksonville 
creamery, owned and managed by lames 
Good. The milk received the day he 
visited it was 5,800 pounds, and 8 cheeses 
were made up.

The Woodstock creamery received 
next inspection- The building was new 
and fitted up with tho latest improved 
machinery for manufacturing a very fine 
article of butter. They shipped princi­
pally to St. J.olm in one-pound rolls. B

The Belleville cheese factory is owned 
by John Martin and managed by John 
VAndine. The daily receipts of milk 
was 2,200 pounds and 4 cheeses \Vero 

made up.
Richmond Corner cheese factory is 

owned" by Ch. L."Tilley, manager Farnli 
Tilley, receives daily 5,563 pounds of 
milk and makes up 8 cheeses.

The Waterville factory has for its 
owner the manager Ch. L. Tilley. The 
amount of milk received daily was 4,525 
pounds, the output of cheese was 8.

Tlie Avondale Cheese Factory Com­
pany received 4,003 pounds of milk and 
produced eight cheeses. J. A. Barter 
was manager.

Tho Tracey mill factory is owned and 
managed by James W. Slaat. Milk 4,- 
700 pounds, eight cheeses.

Tho Andover cheese factory is run by 
a company. The manager is J . Allen 
Good. Receipts arc 5,300 pounds 
milk; output 4 cheese, common size, 4 
small sliecse Stilton shape, 10 pounds

Mr. Robertson says that tho sections 
of country lie visited are exceedingly 
adapted for dairy work, being rolling 
clean pasture land with abundance of 
tine spring water, two mast favorable 
conditions for successful jurying.

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MR. WOOD’S SPEECH.

Mr. Wood’s speech on the budget in 
the House of Commons, a text of 
which appears in another column, is 
one of the mo-1 masterly addresses on 
the subject that have been delivered 
to the house. It is remarkable for 
conciseness and simple and affective 
reasoning The statements which he 
uses in reply to the apostle of blue 
ruin from Queen’s Oo.are substantiated 
every one by local facts bearing upon 
the subject. He points out the fallacy 
of crying for wider markets when the 
home demands are supplied by out­
siders, which by the way is the con­
dition of affairs in more places than
St Johu and in move products thaniwliich Mr King said liad been injured by 
coal. Ho shows Mr. King that he is inTthe national policy, Mr, Wood 
opposition to the government or its 
policy yet in his place in the House 
he advocates free trade in natural pro­
ducts warmly: the end which the gov­
ernment is desirous of bringing about 
and for which purpose a delegation 
has already been sent to Washington.
In touching upon the stone business 
ho points ' out the fact that our stone 
quarries were closed in 1878, a year 
before the National Policy came in 
force, in which year 4,600 tons of 
American stone wore imported into 
this province instead of thousands of 
tons being shipped as at present. On 
the decline of this industry under the 
present government, the speakers at 
Rockport last winter sang many a 
doleful strain, but forgot to tell when 
and why the quarries closed.

DR. INCH’S SUCCESSOR.

At a meeting of the Board of Re­
gents of the University of Mount 
Allison College yesterday afternoon, 
it was unanimously decided to ex­
tend an invitation to David Allison, 
M. A , L L. D., Chief Superintend­
ent of Education for Nova Scotia, to 
the presidency of the College. Al­
though ho has not as yet given his 
formal consent it is more than prob­
able he will accept.

Dr. Allison was born in Hants Co., 
in 1836. He was educated at the 
Halifax Academy, Wesleyan Acade­
my, Sack ville, and Wesleyan Univers­
ity, Middleton. Conn., from which ho 
graduated in 1859 and became 
classical inatrue’or a\ Mt. Allison 
academy. In 1862 lie took a similar 
position in the college. - In 1869 Dr. 
Pickard resigned the presidency and 
Dr. Allison was unanimously elected 
to the President’s chair, a tribute to 
liis scholarship and ability. This 
position he filled acceptably until 
1878 when he resigned the position 
for his present one. In 1859 Dr 
Allison received the degree of B. A., 
M. A., in 186*J and L L 1) . from 
Victoria, Coburg, Ont. in 1873, In 
1876 he was appointed a fellow of the 
senate of the Halifax University.

3 Occupant—The applicant must have 
been a bona lido occupant for one year 
prier to application of real property of 
the value of $300 in cities, $200 in 
towns or $150 elsewhere.

4 Income—Applicant must be a resi­
dent of electoral district and derive an 
income of at' least $300 a year earnings 
in money or money’s worth, or some 
profession, calling, trade or .investment 
in Canada, and lias so derived such in­
come and been a resident of Canada for 
one year next before being, placed upon) 
the lists.

5 Farmer’s Son—Applicant must have 
resided with his father one year before 
being put on the list, and as many sons 
may bo put on as the value of the fath­
er’s property will admit, allowing each 
son the same amount as entitles the 
father to he put on.

(> Owner’s Son—Applicant must be 
the son of an owner of real estate other 
than a farm, and the father’s property 
must be sufficient to give each so apply­
ing a qualification equal to that required 
of an owner. For example In country 
districts if the owner’s property is valu­
ed at $750 the owner and four sons may 
he placed on the list, as this would allow 
$151) each.

7 -Tenant’s Son—Applicant must be 
son of tenant of farm of not less than 
twenty acres and leased for not less than 
five years, and have resided with his 
father at least one year before going on 
list.

8 Fisherman—Applicant must, be a 
fisherman and the owner of real estate 
and fishing gear which together are of 
the value of at least $150.

9 Annuitant—Applicant must have 
resided within the electoral district one 
year before being put on the list, and in 
receipt of a life annuity secured on real 
estate in Canada of at least $100.

Referring to Mr. King’s 
claim that the Grand Lake coal fields 
were making no progress for want of an 
American market, Mr. Wood said he 
would not venture to account for the 
small output of Grand Lake,, coal, and 
for the fact that, while St. oolin consum­
ed onë hundred and twenty thousand 
tons of Nova Scotia coal each year, it 
used little Grand lake coal, though St. 
John was not half as far away as Bangor. 
Whatever might be the reasons that 
Grand Lake coal could not profitably be 
sold in St. John in competition with the 
production of other mines would prevent 
its sale in New England. Nor could 
Mr. Wood see how the national policy 
had injured the St. John river lime bus­
iness. The industry had almost wholly 
been developed since the national policy 
was introduced. In 1878 lime was im­
ported into parts of Canada and$ qven in­
to New Brunswick. Since then the lime 
industry has captured the home market 
and built up an export trade with the 
United States, valued by Mr. King at

Taking up the 
next article mentioned, that of freestone, 
Mr, Wood showed that the quarries 
were in a far more prosperous condition 
now than in 1878. In the last mention­
ed year large quantities of stone wore 
imported from the United States intq/ 
the dominion. Today the Canadian 
quarries, and particularly those of New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, were send­
ing building-ytone all over this country, 
lie could point to the magnificent build­
ing on Wellington street, Ottawa, con­
structed of Miramichi stone, and could 
further inform the house that a quarry 
within five miles of his (Wood’s) house 
sent last year about two thousand tons 
of stone to Toronto and this year would 
send twice as much. Mr. Wood then 
described the growth of Moncton, 
Amherst, Springhill, Windsor.

As re­
gards agriculture; he' argued that free 
trade would command a market for 
surplus, barley, potatoes and some other 
articles, while it woulcThand over to the 
United States the control of the Canad­
ian market in beef, pork, lard, corn and 
other articles. The United States was 
no more a natural market for Canadian 
farm products than was Canada a natural 
market for United States beef, pork, 
lard and corn. Mr, Wood’s speech 
occupied two hours and a half and was 
by far the most finished in style, argu­
ment and strength, of any lie has ever 
yet made in the house of commons.

Mr. Burden of Kings, Nova Scotia, 
moved the adjournment of the debate, 
and the house adjourned.

—Statistics of the sugar induçfeçy, of 
Cuba for the last ten years show an aver­
age production and export of 650,000

—There is now in the bonded ware­
houses in Walkerville nearly 4,250,000 
gallons of proof spirits, the duty on 
which will be upwards of $6,000,000.

—It is estimated that the wealth of 
the United States now exceeds the 
wealth of the whole world at any period 
prior to the middle of the eighteenth 
century.

—The Bank of Spain has negotiated a 
loan of ten million dollars with the 
Banque du Paris and the Rothschilds. 
The Bank of Spain gives treasury bonds 
as a guarantee for the repayment of the 
money.

—One of Messrs. A. & R. Loggie’s 
lobster fishermen, with an assistant earn­
ed $400 catching lobsters in six weeks, 
at 40c. per hundred.

—A cablegram from London i 
letters have just been delivered in Lon­
don from Yokohama, via Vancouver, in 
26 days. This isr the quickest delivery 
on record, being five days less? than th 
official estimate in post office guide* and 
12 days less than the average time via

— Leary’s logs—The Leary raft has 
reached Now York. It contains over 35 
schooner loads of timber, measuring 
about 23,000 feet of logs, lineal measure, 
or 3,5000,000 board measure. The freight 
by sail for such material is three cents 
per foot, and notwithstanding the cost 
of construction and towage the saving by 
the rafting method is very large.

—The overproduction of molasses 
Louisiana this year consequent on the 
large crop of sugar is, says an American 
exchange, so great that an article which 
was once a valuable product is now 
nuisance. It has been proposed to use 
it for fuel in the sugar houses. This 
would replace 65,000 to 100,000 tons of 
coal. As an excellent rum may be made 
out of molasses, there will doubtless be 
found persons who will grieve over 
what to them means just so much waste.

—The effects ot the millmen’s strike 
are not confined to the city alone. * They 
extend even beyond tho county, and un 
less tho men soon tesume work, thee 
whole province is likely to feel more or 
less the loss occasioned by the stoppage 
of work. As an evidence of this a cir­
cumstance may be mentioned. The 
other day an up-river farmer, who had 
a small quantity of lumber for sale, came 
to the city, expecting, as usual, to dis 
pose of it and return home with the pro­
ceeds.

BAPTIST ASSOCIATION.

Tho annual meeting of the N. B 
Eastern Baptist Association commenced 
its session on Saturday afternoon last in 
the new Baptist Church, Sackville. Am­
ple accommodation was afforded in the 
commodious rooms of the fine, new 
building for tho varied gatherings con­
nected with the association. The list of 
delegates was large, and the general at 
tendance throughout the session was 
such as to keep the building well filled 

Rev. W . H. Warren, pastor of the 
church was chosen as moderator; Rev. 
S. W. ICierstead and Rev. I. B. Colwill, 
as secretaries; and Mr. J.Doyle as treas­
urer. An excellent digest of the letters 
from the various churches connected 
with tho Association was read by Rev, 
L. M. Weeks, of Dorchester. From 
this summary it was learned that cheer­
ing progress had been made during the 
past year in denominational work.

About four hundred additions to the 
churches of the Association were noted, 
and there had evidently been consider­
able improvement in the contributions 
for religious objects.

An enthusiastic temperance meeting 
was held on Saturday evening at which 
stirring addresses were given by Rev. 
W. Camp, Rev. S. W. Koirstead, Rev.

FATAL ACCIDENT AT CAPE TOR- 
MENTINE.

WM. KEARNS, OF CAPE TRAVERSE, 
INSTANTLY KILLED.

On Tuesday morning last, Wm. 
Kearns, a workman en tho Breakwater 
Pier Works, at Cape Tormentine, was 
instantly killed, while hoisting logs 
from the water to the top of tho pier. 
A large log had been lifted by the steam 
derrick from the water to its position, 
and Kearns, whose duty it was to re­
lease the dogs by which tho logs were 
lifted, stepped up the sloping rock work 
and knocked them free. The stick was 
not secure in its position and started 
down the slope at a terrific rate of speed 
taking another log with it. Kearns 
started for the foot of the slope but be­
fore he could reach a place of safety, 
the piece of timber overtook him and 
buried him beneath three feet of water. 
As soon as possible the log was lifiod 
but Kearns was taken up dead. It is 
thought death was the result of the 
blow from the log, rather than drowning 
as there was a bad bruise on the left side 
of the head, which he received before 
reaching the water. No inquest was 
considered necessary. The body was 
forwarded to Cape Traverse yesterday.

Kearns, who is spoken of as an indus­
trious and well liked man, was a section 
foreman on the P. E. I. Railroad, at 
Cape Traverse about a year ago. He 
was 38 years of age and leaves a wife 
and five children.
