B. C. Copper Company Takes Up Option
on De.oro and Said to Have Optivn
on B. L. Mine in Semmit Camp

(Special to The Daily News)

the large mining companies are still look-
ing for copper propertles thaf glve prom-
ise of developing large tonnage. The an-
nouncement has just been made that the
British Columbia Copper company has tak-
en up its option on the Denoro mine, Sum-
mit camp, whieh is ;not due till the 26.h
instant, the papers with the owning com-
pany, the Denoro Mines, Ltd., having al-
ready been signed at a figure somewhat
less than the option called for, payment
to be made in British Columbia ‘Copper
company shares, Tids gives the purchas-
ing company another claim adjoining their

Y xmma mine, and which is capable of a
large tonnage. For the past two months
#he property has been tested by diamond
wirilling.

The statement is also made that the
Hritish Columbia Copper cormpany has
taken an option on the well known B. C.
mine in Summit camp. This option was
held by W. T. Hunter of Greenwood, who
sold it to the B, C. Copper company. Fore-
man Johnson with a crew of men has al-
ready been sent to the B. C. mine to
pump the property out and prepare it for
examination and development. The price
of the bond is not given out.

Probably no mine in the Boundary has
had a more interesting history than the
B.C.. The B.C. Chartered Corporation,
1.td., of Montreal, purchased the mine
for about $100,600, including 11 claims in all,
some years ago and worked it vigorously
for a time. It was the first shipper of
importance in this section when the C.P.R.
was completed from thé Columbia river
to the Boundary, and much of the gold-
copper ore was sent to the Trail smeiter,
it being a better grade than most of ‘the
Boundary ores.

It is sald that the ‘mine has
large bodies of ore that can now be shipped
profitably, whereas in the early days,
with high freight rates and -smelter
charges, and the low copper prices, they
did not pay to take out. Besides this, the
territory owned is well mineralized and
may prove up well. Mining men conver-
sant with Summit camp seem to think that
this acquisition on the part of the B. C.
Copper company, with its extensive smelt-
ing plant, was an excellent one. The mine
has a complete machinery equipment,
bunk houses, boarding house, office, ore
bunkers, C.P.R. side tracks, etc.

TO PROSECUTE STANDARD OIL

Announcement Made By U. S. Attorney-
General Meodie.

Washington, June 22.—The formal an-
nouncement of the purpose of the gov-
ernment to prosecute the Standard Oil
company was made today by United
States attorney gemeral Moodie.

It appears from his statement that the
proceedings in the first instance will be
beld under the terms -of the Elkins’
law, which prohibits rebates in inter-
state commerce. The attorney general,
however, gives notice that in all prob-
ability, should the investigation he is
still making justify it, he will bring
furthan action against.the Standard Oil
company under the terms of the Sher-
man anti-trust law, and also will take
steps to ensure against the continuance
on the part of the company of the dis-
criminations in trade and transporta-
tion not now subject to prosecution
under existing law, buf especially pro-
vided against in the pending rate bill.

IRON :
Native iron, magnetite and siderite
having been given last week, under the:
chief minerals of tiis. metal, we now
come to the most important of the iron
producing minerals i
HEMATITE. Hematite besides Deing

the most important of the.iron produc-

ing ores, is the. most abundant ore in
pature. It occurs im--many - different’
forms each distinguished by a special
name and which will ‘be treated separ-
ately. Hematite is an  oxide  ‘of iron
(ferric) containing when pure 70 per cent |
iron. It often containg titanium andi
magnesium as impurfties, - owing to
which it gradually changes into ilmenite
or titaniferous iron. ‘Hematite has’ a
metallic luster sometimes splendent, and
often earthy. Its color varies from a
dark steel gray to an iron black; when
it is earthy its color is red. Its streak
varies from a cherry red to a reddish
brown. {t is usually opaque but when in
very thin erystals it bas a fine blood
red color and {s transparent) Hs frac-
ture is uneven. Occasionally hematite is
slightly magnetic, due probably 1o a
small amount of magnetite, or some par-
tially decomposed pyrrhotite being pres-
ent.

There are a number of separate varie-
ties of hematite characterized as follows:
Specular hematite or specular irom,
with a lustre that'is always metallic or
splendent, from whenee it obtains its
name.

Micaceous hematite, when the struc-
ture is follated (leaf like) or micaceous;
this variety of specular iron is nearly al-
ways soft and greasy to the touch of
the fingers.

Compact columnar hematite, or fib-
rous, is found in long radiatory masses,
has either a metallic or semi-metallic
lustre, and a color varying from 2 red-
brown to an iron black. This mineral
is sometimes called red hematite, some-
times kidney ore on account of its shape.
Red ocher, otherwise called reddle’or
ruddle, is hematite in 4ts earthy. form.
It is red in color and has a simliar col-
ored streak. - Usually it contains more
or less clay. 1
Clay ironstone is & hard brownish
plack or reddish-brown hematite; some-
times it has a semi-metallie’ luster but
more often than not it is ‘un-metallic.
It is a mixture of the oxide of iron with
clay and sand, sometimes containing
other impurities as well.

Martite is another form of hematite
usually occurring in 8 or 12 sided prisms.
In color it is iron black with a reddish
pbrown streak. Usually it is slightly
magnetic, and owing to this feature is
supposed to have been formed from the
oxidization of magnetite.

LIMONITE or brown hematite is very
similar in many respects to ordinary
hematite. The greatest difference being

pure. It is one of the most abundant
iron minerals found, and is often con-
founded with hematite in some of its
forms, and-can sometimes only be dis-
tinguished from it by an analysis being
wade, It varies from hematite in the
facts: that it is never found in & Cry-
stalline form; it has a brown color (of
various shades); its streak is always @&
yellowish brown, it is never as hard;
and upon-being heated gives .up its

Limonite is_usually found massive or
compact, having a fibrous structure, oc-
casionally it is found earthy.

Brown clay ironstone - is similar in
composition to hematite. clay ironstone
(see~ above), from Wwhieh it is distin-
guished by its brown, instéead Of red,
streak. . :

The foregoing iron minerais are those
from which practically all the iron of
commerce is obtained. The sulphides of
irpn to which we now come are impor-
tant, not so much for the iron they ¢on-
tain, but om-account of the sulphur, gold,
silver, etc., that is present in them. In
this province they. are the chief sources
of the gold in quartz mining, the iron is
very useful for fluxing, and the sulphur
for matting in smelting the various ores.
In other parts of the world these sul-
phides are used in . the.manufacture of
‘sulphuric. acid; the pyrites being burn-
ed and the sulphurous’fumes being col-
lected and eventually turned into sul-
‘phuric acid. 'Oceasionally the resulting
oxide of irom, obtaimed by this process

: PYRITE or iron pyrites occurs both
crystalline and massive, sometimes in
fiie graulations, and in many other
forins and ecombinations. It has a pale
brass yellow color with a greenish black
or brownish black streak. Its luster is
metallic from glistening to splendent.
1t is quite hard a:d will strike fire with
steel. It is brittle and has an unéven
fracture. Nickel and cobalt often re-
place part of the iron present in pyrite.
‘Gold is frequently present in this min-
etx:ly, being distributed invisibly through

Irpn pyrites are distinguished from
copper pyrites by the greater hardness
of this mineral, as it can be easily
scratched with a knife. It is also paler
in color than the copper mineral.
Marcasite or cube iron is pyrite when
it is crystallized in the form or cubes.
It very rarely contains any gold or sil-
ver.

PYRhknutITE, or magnetic iron py-
rites like magnetite is a combination of
ferrous and ferric iron salts, only in this
instance the mineral is a sulphide of
iron. Usually this mineral occurs mas-
sive, though occasionally it is found cty-
stalline. It has an uneven fracture;" is
brittle, has a metallic luster. 1Its color
varies from a bronze yellow to a copper
red, and it speedily tarnishes upon éx-
posure to the atmosphere. Its streak’is
always a dark grayish black. It can
readily be detected from other sulphides
of iron and copper by its magnetic pro-

When it came to sel-
ecting their lands under their land con-
struction grant of 190,000 acres, the rail-
way company, really the Great Ni
notified the govermment, it is sald, that
part of their grant had already been
taken up, and it was estimated that
about 42,000 acres had either been pre-
empted or staked as mineral lands.

‘staked.

As is very well known many- lands
originally pre-empted are dropped and
revert to the crown and the same thing
happens _in the;case of mineral lands
which are not crown. granted and which,
when abandoned -revert to the govern-
ment. It is now stated that a large sec-
tion of the 42,000 acres allowed out of
the land grant to the K. & 8. has been.
abandoned and, of course, is open to
relocation or pre-emption as wild lunds
of the crown.
