AVOIDANCB OF A Dj&cisioN.-When a motion has been made
upon which the House is unwilling to come to a vote, there are cer-

taià formal modes of avoiding a decision, amongst which are-
', passing of the orders of the day," or «19 moving the previous ques-
tion. Il The former means that the House should--casting aside
and taking no notice of, the matter -then befère it-proceed to, the
other business appointed for that day ; the latter, that a vote be pre-
viously taken as to the expediency of coming to any decision on
the question raised. If -t the previons question Il be negatived as a

matter of expediency, the motion to which it referred is only
gotten rid of for the time, whereas a direct negative to the motion
itself would be a proscript' Oýf it for the remainder of the Session,
as well as a denial o * principle. With respect to, a Bill, moving

that it be read this daý six monthsl 1 or l- this day three monthsII
is a mode of throwing it out without coming to au express declara-
tion against the principle of the measure.

BILLS (PRivATx).-Private Bills are chiefly introduced to enable
individuals or bodies corporate to undertake works of publie utility
at their own risk, and chiefly for their own emolument and benefit -,
but there are other private bills which, frequently come before Par-

liament, such as bills for adjusting claims to property between
individual claimants, and bills relating to divorce, naturalization,

&C., &c. The expenses of legislation in such matters must be paid
by the parties seeking the relief; and a deposit of $200 must be
made immé ' diately after the second reading of the Bill. After the
second reading, if all the rules of the House have been complied
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with Private Bills go to th e Committee, and it is before this Com.
mittee that proper attention must bc given by the parties interested.

Individuals or companies may appear by Parliamentary Agentý;.

BILLS (PUBLIC).-A Bill is the draft or skeleton of a Statute.
Anv Bill which the Senate can originate may bc Introduced and
laià on the table by an individual Senator without the previoua
permission of the House ;- but in the Commons no bill imn be
brought in unless a motion for leave bc previously agreed to.
Permission having been granteï, a Committee is appointed to pre-

Z pare the Bill. It is ihen brought in and read a first time, without
amendment or debate, and a day is appointed for a second reading,

previous to which it is printed, and a copy furnished to each mem-
ber. The Bill, after the second eeading, is referred to a Committee
of the Whole House, at the sittings of which it8 details are con-
sidered as its principles were at each of Its severai readings.

Members are at liberty to discuss its principles at any of its stages,
î but no one is considered to have declared decisively in favor of it8

principlesunless b bis vote bc supports its second reading. In
Committee the Bill is debated clause by clause, the blanks left

for names, dates, nature and amount of penalties, etc.,, ere filled
up, and sometimes the Bill is entirely, remodelled. The blanks,
as they are called, which are usually filled up in italics, are agreed

to without a question being put, unless a member should propSe
to alter them. The next proceeding is, that the Chairman of the4Z.

Committee should make a report to the House of the changes that
the Bill bas undergone, which he does by presenting it to the
Speaker in its altered form. The report of the Committee is

agreed to without discussion, the Bill is ordered to be printed, and
it is then read a third time, when any further amendments can be
made. lf a new clause be added,, it is called a rider. The. lut
question but one is that the ci Bill do pass ;Il after this nothing
remains except to determine its title, which used to bc a general
one for all the acts pastsed in the session.,but in modern times dis-
tinct titles are used for each Statute. During the progress of a
Bill, the House m" divide on the following questions :-ist, on the
second reading; 2nd, that it bc committed; 3rd, on the considera.
tiOn Of report of Committte in case ot amendments ; 4th, or that
the Bill b e recommitted; 6th, tbat it be read a third time ; 6th,
that it do pass ; 7th, the title of the bill. These are. quite exclu-
sive of any division in Committee, or any amendments, or of any
clauses added to or expunged from tiie measure .,A or out of -the

Committee. Alterations are not usually proposed in a Bill until
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after its principle lias been disposed of on the second reading.
Immediately after the passing of a Bill, it is taken by a member to,

the Bar of the Senate, desiring their concurrence, where it passea
through. the same forms as in the Commons. If the Bill be rejected,
no further proceedings ensue. When the Senate agree with the

Cemmons in the principle of the mcasure, but differ on matters of
detail, a conférence usually follows between members deputed from

each House, who generally succeed in adjusting the différence; but
if both Houses remain inflexible, the Bill is dropped. The same
proceedings are adopted mutatis mutandis, when the Bill originates
in the Upper House. The Bill having thus passed both Houses,

remains with the Senate, except in the case of a Bill of Supply,
which is sent back to the Commons, to, be by them. presented at

the Bar of the Senate to the Representative of the Sovereign. The
assent of the Crown is tJLie final proceeding which converts a Bill
into an Act of Parliament. [See Il Royal Assent.11]

BUDGET (TER).-The Minister of Finance makes one general
statement every year to the House of Commons, the object of which

is to, present a compreliensive view of the financial condition of
the Dominion. Sometimes there are preliminairy, or supplemental,
or occasional-- speeches; but the great general statement ot the
year bas, for a long time past, been quaintly called (4 The Budgd,"
from, the French bougette, by a common figure of speech, putting the

name of that which, encloses, to signify the thing contained. The
annual speech, known by that appelation embraces a review of
the income, and expenditure of the past yeer, as compared with
those of preceding years; remarks upon the financial prospects of
the country; an exposition of the intended repeal, modifications, or
imposition of taxes during the session; and a detail of the publie
expenditure during the current period with its cyrounds «justification.

CABINET.-The Govèrnment of a Stâe or community is under-
stood to, signify the exercise of supreme authority, and includes
the executive the le,-islative and the udicial powers ; but in popu-
lar acceptation it means only the first of these, the higher and
more immediate functions of which are exercised by the Cabinet, a
select/ body through whom, for the tirne being, the principal func-

tiont3, of royalty are discharged. , 1-
It is only since the adoption of theýysteîn of Responsible Gov-

ernment that any of the'B.N.A. Provinces bas had a Cabinet-of
Mhùatem Before this took place, those who advised the Execu-

Qvcý or Her Yajesty's Representative, were called, as they were in
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fact, Members of the Executive Council. They are here dignified
by the same name as that by which they are acknowledge4 in the
Parent State-they are called the Government, when the fact is
that this word only applies to the three Estates which consbtute
the Government ; but we have come into the use of the term
usually employed in England, and as such it will be best to use it.

When r-peàking of the Supreme Government of the Dominion, thý
people understand the Members of the Queen's Privy Council for
Canada in office. The QueenI8 Privy Councit for Canada is at
present composed of about forty members, but only thirteen of the"
are of the Cabinet. It usually includes all those who are bound to
retire when a change of Ministry takes place. The Privy Couneil
being more immediately responsible for the conduct of publie

affairs, their deliberations are always considered confidential and
are kept secret. The head of the Cabinet who has been entruzbed

with its tormation, is called Il The Premier,," but more properly
the head of Her Majesty's Canadiau GovernmeDt. The Cabinet

as it stands at present, comprises the following offices:-" The
Minister of Justice and Attorney-Genelrat;" "The Minister of
Militia and Defence; The Minister of Customs ("1"he Minis-

ter of Finance The Minister of Publie Works; The Minister
ît of Inland Revenue; The Minister of the Interior: The Kini&

ter of Marine and Fisheries The President of tÉe Queen's Privy
Council; The Postmaster-General; The Secretary of State of
Canada; The Minister ùf Agriculture and Il The Receiver-

Geneml." They usually resign when they have lost the confidence
of the House of Commons or they may be dismissed by Her

Majesty'is Representative and either House can, by addresis to the
Governor-General ask for the dismissal of his Cabinet or adviser8.
The members of the Cabinet or Administration, are supposed to

agree upon principles of policy and legislation, and are expected to2
co-operate in Parliament upon ail matters and questions not apeci-

fically agreed upon as open questions." The office of Premier
may be beld in conjunetion with either of the principal departmenta

of State though heretofère (before Conféderation), it has been
usually associated with the office of Attorney-General.

Wé reproduce from Macqueen'8 Appplate Jurisdiction of the House of

Lords that portion which refers to the duties of this officer
in England:-,& The duties of the Clerk of the Crown do not now,

aa heretofore, require his constant attendance in the House of Lords.
He assists when the Royal assent is given to Bills ; but haa no

concern with the business of the Appellate Jurisdiction. In an
ancient manuscript, preserved in the office of the Clerk of the

Crown, the following particulars aie given respecting this ancient
officer :-9 The Clerk of the Crown sitteth in the Upper House of

Parliament, by the Clerk of that Court upon the Woolsack, attend-
ing there all the Parliament, and is sometimes sent on messages to

the Lower House ; and on the lut day of the Parliament he readeth
the Act8, and -the Clerk of the Parliament giveth the Kingle

answer; where. it is to, be noted tbat all the time of Parliament, he-
sitteth on the right hand of the Clerk of Parliamentý and when he
readeth the Acts, he standeth on his left hand, whieh is the higher
place, being on the Ki ng's liglit hand.

CLXRK OÉ THB HOUSE oF CommoNs.-," The Clerk of the Com-
mono House of Parliament'l holds an office of great trust and im-
portance. He, with two assistants, sits at the upper end of the
table. The Crown appoints him by commissisn under the great

seil. It is hiis duty to, make minutes, not of the arguments held
in the House, but the decisions at which it arrives-in other words,
to make a true and faithful record of all the proceedings in which
it may be engaged ; to, see that they are correctly printed and dis-

tributed to, the members- to read alou'd all such documents as the
Bouse may order to be read; to, perform the dnty (without taking
the chair), of president or moderator during the choice of a
Speaker, putting a question and directing a division in the same
Manner that a Speaker would do.

COMMTTALS.-In common with Courts of Iàaw and Equity, the

ister the Publie Revenue; to, prorogue or dissolve Parliament. The
QueeWs Representativ% in appearing for the Crown, representa the

source of justice and mercy, confers office, honors and emoluments -
but in the samv, manner as the Monarch acts, by Ministers, who, are

amenable to the Imperial Parliament, so the Representative in
Canada acts by Ministers, who are responsiýle to Parliament, and
the choice of those Ministers, is the only prerogative which can bc

constitutionally exercised without responsible advisers ; but even in
this, Parliament, or rather the People's -Representatives, exerciBe
the controlling power; for the appointment of euch Ministers by
the Crown's Representative can have no practical effect, unless it
rests upon men whose characters and racasures prove generally
acceptable to the House.

ESTATIC 01? PARMAMENT. Parliament fully assembleè4 consists
of the Monarch, or his Representative, the Upper House and the

Lower House. They are more frequently spoken of as the three
branches of the Legislature. Neittier House deliberates in the
presence of the Queen's Representative, nor will either of them
permit any allusion in debate to the opinions or sentiments enter-

tained by him. The three branches taken together exercise none
but legislative functions, and they must ail consent or no law can
be passed. But -they have separate functions as well. The
Monarch., or Representative, holds the whole Executive authority,
and while the Lower House alone can originate Money or Tax Billzy
the Upper House is deprived of this power. Nor does the Upper

Irouse possess the great function of trying impeachments, which is
held by the Lords in Great Britain from the simple fact we pre-
sume, that there is no power invested with the right to impeach.
But we will speak of each one separately

Houss op Commo-.is.-The Speaker takes the chair at 3 p.m.
daily. If there be a quorum, the business is proceeded witb ; if

not, the House is adjourned to, the next day, at 3 p.m. Early meet-
ings take place befère the termination of the Session, in order te
expedite business and bring matters to a close ; the H o*use does not
usually meet on Saturday, nor does it assemble on any holiday.

INTERRUPTION OF THE SITTINGS OP PARLIAMENT.-The proceedin a
of the Legislature may be interrupted or suspended either by

adjournment, prorogatioii, or dissolution.
Adjournment, as the term'itself implies, is a postponement of

the sittngs or proceedings of the House, from one time to another,
specified for the re-assemblage. When the sittings of both Houses
are intenmpted by royal authority, it iscalled prorogation., Dissolu-
tion puts an end to the representative character of the individuals
who at the time compose the House of Commons, and Parliament
cannot therefore assemble until after a new electioni except in cases
hereinafter menti oned. The power of adjournment is a right

belonging to each House, and there are no restrictions to this
power.

The Ho-use of Commons can interrupt or postpone any debate,
defer the considerarion of any measure, or altogether adjourn it8
sitting, but the practice is always to adjourn to some stated'time
and we think there can be no doubt that, by the previous pprmiis-
&ion of the House, the Speaker can leave the Chair for a certain

number of houts ; but this does not amount to an ad* t
jourumen , and

could not be noted as such by the Clerk. But it must-be remarked
that the adjournment of one House dots not adjourn the pther.
The Crown may, pending au adjourtimenti summon by Proclamation
either House or both and may direct either Rouse or both te

'adjourn to, any particular day But while the power exista, and
although in former times it has been frequently exercised in the
Imperial Legislature. it has grown into desuetude there, u well U
in the Provinces enj o'ying the privileges of their own local Legisla-
tures.

An individual member may for a time interrupt t1re progress of
business by successive motions for adjournment which rmy be
repeated indeûnitely, with this restriction: no second motion to

adjOurn can be made until after some intermediate proceeding shall
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bave been had. The motion in committee, that the chairmait
report progress, is equivalent to a motion to adjourn the debate.

Adjournment does not close the session, nor does prorogation
terminate Parliamont. The former is au act which either 1[ouse
can perform ; the latter is a power ve-:sted in the Crown, the dura-
tion of which may be subsequently shortened or extended as the

Crown pleases. All business terminates and dies with a
prorogation, but during an adjournment they remain in statu quo to,
be revived on the re-assembling of Parliament. A member who,

moves the adjournment of a debate, or who is in posseesion of the
floor at the time of an adjo.îrnment, is %içl,,-to be in possession of
the House with the right to, re-open the debate whîch bas been in-

terrupted. This is not the case, however, when Cominittees of the
whole House adjourn. Prorogation never extends beyond forty

days, but it may be repeated frum time to time by proclamation,
and continue to, be renewed until it is intended that Parliament shall
meet for the despatch of business.- The Crown can summon

Parliament to, meet at any time by giving fourteun days notice.
Dissolution is the simple death of Parliament, and may be brought
aboÙt in two ways, either by the pleasure of the Crown, or by lapse
of time for which it was called into existence. There was a time
when thé exibtence of a Parliament terminated by the demise of

the Crown, but a special-raw removed this provision of the Consti-
tution. But there is no power in the Constitution by which. a
Parliument in Canada can be, extended beyond five years. If Par-

liament, at the time -of the Sovereign's death, be separated by
a4journment or prorogation, it - iust assemble immediately, or

within a reasouable perîod. If no Parliament be then in existence,
the members of 'the last must -again meet, and may serve as a
Parliament for six months unless sooner prorogued. By the
British North America Act, 30 Sec., it is provided that Il there shall
be a session of the Camidian Parliament once, at least, every year,

so, tbat twelve months shall not intervene -between the last sitting,
etc.,,

The rules by which, the business of Parliainent is con-
ducted are of two kinds; one kind the house possesses in common,
with all deliberatiye assemblies-another is peculiar to its own a

+existence and powers. Por the proper application of all these rules,
the Speaker or ChairmilLn's decision is had, and to this decision due r
defèrence is ait all times paid. The Speaker, while in the Chair, c
takes no part in the debate, it being his duty to regulate the manifer
in which business sliall be -transacted; to, confine those members
who address the House to the subject unaer consideration; to, give

his opinion in all things which. relate to, order; to put the matter
in dispute into the form'of a question., upon which the votes of

members are taken, and to declare the majority als soon as it is
communicated to him. by the Clerk. It is also his duty to déclare

the business of the House closed, and to sue that the affairs -of the
House are correctly and properly recorded. After routine lie calls

upon the member -whose motion stands first on the paper of notices, 1
or who is otherwise entitled to precedence. All motions must be f:
seconded, or they fall to the ground ; being seconded, the motion is a

There are several Nfays by which a motion may be opposed; it may
be met by a direct negative or by an anienduient or by a motion to

P.&BLI&MISNTAity AGENTs.-In England all the business transacted
for private Corporations and individuals is attended to by what they
call Parliamentary Agents, who are parties generally well up in the

practice of Parliament, and who take off a great deal of the drudgery
from Members. Parliamentary Agents are now employed in Canada,

and are a very tiseful class of men. Co inprehending their duties,
they do not annoy the Membcire, nor nerrlect the interests they have
in charge. *

ETITIO-ss.-Therc arc several re-ulations which -rovern the
presentation of Petitions to, Parliament, which should bc attended

to by those who are interested. Petitions to the House of Commons
should be addressed to Il The Honorable the Commons of Canada,, in
Parliament Assembled.

1. Speaking Twice on Motion checked.-20 March, 1868. On
