CAP. I.

OF THE PATRON, THE VISITOR, AND THE GC : ' RNORS.

1.—The Lord Archbiahop of Canterbury, for the time being,

it* * Patron of the College and University.

i^-—The Lord Bishop of Nova Scotia, for th(3 time being, is

* Visitor of the same. It is his office to take care that the Statutes

are observed. He may summon before him, within the College,

the President, Professors, and all other members of the University

or College, and examine them touching all matters whatsoever,

relating to the University and College, or any of its officers or

members, and more particularly as to their religious principles and
behaviour. He may admonish offenders, either publicly or pri-

vately, but he shall not inflict any further punishment without the

consont and couciirronce of tho (lovornors, or the major part of
thoni.

S—Thero aro oightoon (Jovornors, incliidiug the Lord Hishop
of Nova Scotia, who is ex-ojO'icio Proaidunt of tho Board. Twelve
aro elected by the incorporated Alun:ni, two going out of oftico an-
nually in rotation. Two are elected by the Diocesan Synod of
Nova Scotia, iu accordance with the Act of Legislature, 4fi Vic

,

Chap. 63 ; and under the provisions of the same Act, tho Lord
Bishop of PVedericton is tx-officio a member of the Board, and two
members are elected by the Diocesan Synod of I'redericton. They
meet once a month in Halifax or Windsor, and five aro a quorum
for the transaction of business. A special meeting may at any tinifi

bo called by the President of the Board or by any three member.'^

thereof.

4.—The government of the College and University is vested
in this Board. They have power to frame such rules and ordi-

nances touching any matter or thing respecting the College and
ITniversity as to them shall seem meet, provided that such rules and
ordinances shall not be repugnant to the laws and statutes of the
realm or of tho Province or to the Charter as amended by the Act
of 1853.

5.—The appointment of all officers of the College and Uni-
versity, except as hereinafter provided, belongs to the (Jovoruors.

C —At their annual and any other meetings, which they mav
think proper to hold at Windsor, the Governors are entitled to the
free use of all public rooms, buildings and gardens, belonging to

the College
; they shall be supplied with meals according to their

own choice, and at their own expense, by the steward, and shall be
waited upon and attended by the College servants.

7.—The Treasurer shall be appointed by the Governors during
pleasure, and shall find competent securities for the faithful per-

formance of his duties. He shall have a seat at the Board, and
may speak but not vote on all questions of finance. He shall sub-
mit his accounts for the inspection of the Governors wlienever
required to do so.

3.—The Prfisi<leut of King's College shall be Vice-Chancellor,
e.\-oJ)icio : and shall preside in the absence of tho Chancellor, or at

his request, in his presence.

4.—Tlio Public Orator siiall be elected by Convocation from
their own body, and shall hol.l otliee for one year. It shall be his
duty to make orations for the Pniversity when required to do so,

and to j)reseut all camlidaten for <legrecs honons catisn or jure
dignitatis.

T).—The Proctor shall be elected auuually by Convocation.
It shall be his duty to take care that the Statutes are not trans-
gressed in the town or neighbourhood outside the (,'ollege.

G._The Pvegistra' ball be elected annually by Convocation
from among the reside- t members of the same. All the books and
documents of Convocation shall be in his keeping. He shall keep
a list of members of the T'niversity, attend Convocation as Secretary
and keep registers, in which all degrees conferred and otlier pro-
ceedings of Convocation sliall be entered.

7.— .A yearly fee for membership of Convocation may be fixed
by Convocation whenever and as soon as it may deem it expedient
to do so.

8—A Matricula, or Register, shall be kept, in which the
names o^^ll persons who shall be admitted * members of the Uni-

" TlMi anaugeinent of Lectures for eacli term, with the time
and place of their delivery, shall he subject to the approval of the
(lOvernors."

{.—Persons who are not members of the University may, with
the permission of the President, attend the Lectures of any Profes-
sor or Professors, upon i)ayment of a fee for each course, and may
obtain certificates of i)rolicioncy at the examinations held by such
Professor or Professors.

i —All i)ersons, whilst in attendance at the Lectures of any
Professor, are subject to his control and direction.

•")—The Professor of Divinity shall be a Clergyman in full
orders of the Church of England. Vacancies in the Professorship
of Divinity shall hereafter bo filled up by the (iov(!rnors, from one
or more names, to be su])mitted by the Bishop of the Diocese at the
request of the Board, and if none of the names so submitted be
found acceptable, then from other name or names to be in like
manner submitted, until tlij vacancy shall be supplied. And the
Bishop shall b.i requested to allot to him some share in the Cure of
the Parish of Windsor, in order that he may be able to give the
Divinity students practical instruction in Pastoral Theology.

CAP. IV.

CONVOCATION AXD DEGPKE.S.

1.—All Masters of Arts, Engineering and Science, and mem-
bers of the University of higher degrees, shall be members of the
House of Convocation, but no one shall be entitled to a vote who
does net appear in his full Academical habit. The Chancellor, or
in his absence, or at his request, the Vice-Chancellor, shall pre-
side, and in case of equality upon any division, shall have « second
or casting vote.

2.—Convocation may be convoked at any time during the

Academical year, by the Chancellor or A'ice-Chancellor, by public
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notice affixed in the Hall, and summons sent to every resident mem-
ber at least two days before the day of meeting.

Convocation shall meet in Convocation Hall on the day before

Encaiuia for the election of officers, etc., aud on Encaenia day for

the conferring of degrees.

3 —The province of the House of Convocation is more parti-

cularly to confer degrees and to transact all business connected
therewith. It may incorporate members of any Universities con-

stituted by Royal Charter, or lialiy recognized by the Board of

Governors, undergraduates being admitted to the same standing,

and graduates to the same degrees, which they may have respec-

tively attained in their own Universities. Honorary degrees may
be conferred upon distinguished persons.

4.—Every candidate for a degree in regular course shall apply
to the House of Convocation, by a petition to be presented by a

member of the House, setting forth that he has complied with all

the requisite conditions, according to the form in the Appendix,
and certificates of the several facts mentioned therein, duly signed

by the proper authorities, shall be read to the House by the person
presenting the petition.

The degree shall then be proposed to the House, and shall

be granted if not less than two-thirds of the members present vote

for it.

The candidate shall then be introduced by a member of Con-
vocation, who shall be appointed for that purpose for the time

being ; and after being presented in due form, he shall kneel before

the Chancellor or the Vice-Chancellor, who shall confer the degree ;

after which the graduate shall retire, and shall return in the habit

of the degree to which he has been admitted, attended by his pre-

senter, and shall make his obeisance to the chair, which shall bo
duly acknowledged.

under the Seal of the University, upon paying the appointed fee.

CAP. V.

• THE COLLEGE.

L—The College shall consist of a President, six Fellows,
besides Scholars and other students.

2.—The President shall be a clergyman of the Church of

England, who has taken the degree of Master of Arts, or some
higher degree in some LTniversity incorporated by Royal Charter,

and shall, before admission to his office, take the Oath of Allegiance,

and subscribe the thirty-nine Articles of Keligion and the three

Articles in the thirty-sixth Canon, and shall also sign the declara-

tion (2) in Appendix. He shall res de in the College during the
whole of every term, and shall not be absent more than twenty-
four hours at any one time, without permission of the Governors,
except in cases of great or unexpected necessity.

3 — It shall be the duty of the President to exercise a general

superintendence over every department of the College, and all

officers and students shall be subject to his control. It will be his

duty to watch over the youths entrusted to his care,—to advise
and admonish them, making himself personally acquainted with
the character and habits of each student, so as to be as far as possible

/oc'o parentis.

4.—At least two of the Fellowships shall be annexed to Pro
fessorships in the University, and the remainder shall be filled at

the discretion of the Governors, being conferred, as honorary di.s-

tinctions upon graduates, and a preference being given, in all cases,

to candidates educated at Windsor.

5 —The Professors of the University shall also be College
Lecturers, and if re(iuisite additional Lecturers or Tutors may be
appointed.

With the sanction of the President, a Professor may be absent
from his lectures for a period not exceeding twenty-four hours.

For a longer absence, he must obtain the permission of the Board
of Governors,
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(i.—The Vico-President shall be noniiuated by the Covernors

annually. He shall reside in the College during the whole of every

term, and perform the duties of Dean, and shall be charged to watch

over the morals and general behavior of the students within the

College ; he shall see that the exercises are duly i)orformed, and

that the Chapel and Hall are regularly attended.

7.—The Bursar shall be one of the Fellows uomiuatod to this

oftice by the Governors. He shall keep the accounts, wiiich sliall

he audited annually by Auditors appointed by the Governors, and

his account books shall be open at all times to the inspection of the

(Jovernors. He shall receive all payments duo from the Tneml)ers

uf the I'uiversity and College, and shall pay the servants, all of

whom shall be immediately subject to his control. He shall super-

intend all domestic arrangements, and have the charge of the

buildings and moveable property of the College.

8.—The Professors and resident Fellows, or so many of thcim

as shall be in holy orders, shall perform the office of Chaplain in

rotation according to the arrangement of the President.

9.—The Scholars shall be elected after examination. They

sliall cease to be Scholars when of four years standing They shall

be entrusted with the care of the Chapel lists.

10.—No servant shall be employed in the College in any capa-

city who is not regularly appointed or sanctioned by the authorities.

. 11.—All meals are to bo taken by undergraduate members of

the College in the Hall, unless a dispensation, on account of sickness,

JK obtained from the President, who may in such case permit the

steward to supply what is required in a private room.

12.—Members of the College may, with the permission of the

President or one of the Professors, introduce strangers into the Hall

at any meal, paying for them at a certain fixed rate.

13 No undergraduate shall be allowed to keep a term unles.s

he has paid all his College dues and complied with all other regu-

lations.

U—Applications for roonus are to be made to the Presideut

Koonus occupied by students are to be regu'arly inspected at certain
times, and any damage beyond reasonable wear and tear mu.t b..made good by the occupier.

CAP. VI.

I'-'l'J'^ immediate government of the College shall be vestedm he 1 resident, Fellows and Professors, who shall constitute the
(.ollege Loard and Board of Discipline. The President may con-
vene a meeting whenever he may think proper, or when requested
by two members of the Board

; and iu case of equality of votes he
shal have a second or casting vote. This Board shall alwavs meet
on the second day of each term, not being Sunday, and sh;il pre-
pare a table of Lectures, which shall be afHxed to the notice board in
he hall, as soon as adjusted, but always within tha first week of
he tenn. It sl.all decide upon all cases of irreguhuity and viola-
tion of rules which the respective officers are not authorized to
punish at then- own discretion, provided that in case of any sentence
of banishment for more than one term, or of expulsion, an appeal
".ay ue made to the (Governors, but the infliction of the punish-
...ent shall not be suspended pending such appeal. All applica-
tions for testimonials are to be referred to this Board.

In case of appeals, a day shall be appointed for hearing the
ease, ol which due notice shall be given to the President and to the
party appealing, and the Governors will in each case give orders
touching the mode of proceeding therein.

joyed or been entitled to in the University or College.

X.—No member of the Fniversity shall be guilty of immoral

or ungcntlemanly conduct, or shall hold, maintain or teach any
principles contrary to the Christian faith, or to good morals, or

subversive of the J'.ritish Constitution.

^-—Juniors shall pay proper respect to seniors, and especially

to those in authority in the University.

6.—Students residing in the College are not to be oul of it

after 9.30 P. M., without the permission of the President, or in liis

absence the Vice-President, and such regulations shall be made aa

may be found necessary to secure the strict observance of this rul«.

In no case shall permission be granted to be out of (Allege after

twelve o'clock. 'I"he College authorities may enter the apartments

of any undergraduates at all hours of the day or night.

^To undergraduates shall resort to any inn, tavern or public

house, except for some special cause to be approved by the Presi-

dent, or shall spend his time in the streets of the town. Any
member of the University who shall disobey the Proctor in the

performance of his office, who shall refuse to go home wlien reijuired

by him, or who shall be guilty of disrespectful language or beha-

viour to him. shall be liable to expulsion.

7.—The Academical habits shall be the same as those which
arc worn in the University of Oxford.

8 —All bills of Undergraduates are to be sent by the trades-

men with whom the debts are incurred, to the liursar, at the end of

every term
; and parents are particularly re<[uested to refuse pay-

ment of any bills not thus sent in.

9.—The introduction of spirituous li<[uor.s into the College,

under any circumstances, is absolutely prohibited.
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l«».-Stiulouts, with tho ponmasiou of tho President, may ro-sulo ,n houses withiu tho preciucts of the town of Windsor, approvedby the author,t.es. They are ro,uirod to attend tho proscribed
"n.nW of week-day and Sunday Chapel services, and are su Jicto th same rogu at.ons as those residing' in the Collogo, un os.
