MEETINGS.

i. The Annual Session of the Council shall take place on the second
Tuesýday ofJune in each year, at Toronto; but special sessions May ho
called by the President, wbenever hoe May consider it advisable.

It must bd sxemembered that by Section 55, every prosecution

When the conviction is obtained it is important to see that the
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formai conviction i., in the Vcry waords of' the 'ýeCti0)t in question,
and that the penalty imposed .is strictly ivithin t1ie prescribed
limita. It is înlost imnportant~ tbat no penalty shoul<l be imposed

except wbnt is strietly within the terrus of the Act, as any vari-
ance in this, respect would only resuit iu thje cornpletc failure of

the prosecution, as e., whdle under Section 51 the Justice may

award payrnent of costs in addition to the penalty, and in default

of paymentinay commit the oflender to jail for any terni not ex-

ceeding ana înanth, yet he mnust flot includo in the costsý, the costs
of corninitmient and conveying ta jail, ani if ho dues wo the con-
viction is void and mnay be quashed an appeal.

SECTION 44, SUB-SIiCTIO'N 2.

We bave already seen that the naine of any persan tnay be
erased frotn the Register who bas proeured or caused to be pro-
cured. bis registration by any taise, or fraudulent representations.
an(1 by this sub-section a penalty is providcd not only for the
wiltul commission of this offonce, but also for the wilful attempt to,
commit it, and a further penalty of framn $20 to $50 is imposed
upon every person aidlingy and assisting hii therein.

This
uiay be çroved by persons aware of the fact to whoni he bas stated
his wiilingness to act in such capeity or who, have seen any
adverhisement, sign. or notice eîther *in a newspaper or publicly
exposed about bis prernises and 112 case anl advertisement in a
newvspaper or by the distribution of cards is relied upon such. ad-
vertiseinent.should. always be produced and identiêied.

The offence majy sometimes be pr6ýed1 by a. druggist -who bas
prepared prescriptions, but in ail cases the beat evidence * l tbtýof
the patient, wbere the charge is the aeliual practicao of eiie.

If sufficient evidencieis, given to coverLone or both of the poinits
above referred to, the proof of the cbw%'e will ho conipleted by
provinig that what was doue. was for- 'hire ain» or hope oôf re6-
ward.» Upon this point proof should ho offered- that hejibas
taken fees or bas been paid for medicine, services rendex'ed; or
that te lias stipulated for payment or made..ýome 'bargp'n -for
rernuneration eitber in cash or otherwise. -

SECTIONS 46 AND_47.

Section 46 deals with the offence of Nasely pretending to, ho a
Physician and the~ assuroption of any-title, addition or descrip-
tion to -which the person charged is iîet legally entitled. Section
47 imposes a heavier penalty0 for the use of a titie implying, or
calculated to lead people to injer that-:he is registered or that ho
is a physician or- surgeon recognze-by law. IProof should ho
gaivtei of the uase of any sueh titleriù; the sanie way as ahove
mentioned for professing or advertising to give advice.
