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According to the figures furnished by the
Government Bureau of Statistics, there are
consumed in the United States in one year
about forty millicn barrels of beer, ninety-
eight million gallons of proof spirits, and
thirty million and five hundred thousand
gallons of wine. These drinkables, sold at
retail, take out of the pockets of consumers
in a single twelve-month the sum of $1,
454110858, This is simply astounding.
But look at the case from the view point
of the following comparison:—The people
of the United States in a vear spend
$660,000.000 for meats and £400.000,000 for
breadstuffs. They pay ont £630.000,000 for
cotton and worsted goods, for wearing ap-
parel and honsehold nse.  Roots and shoes
cost them #761,000.000 in the same length
of time. For iron and steel they enend
£480.000,000, for sugar and molsses £225.
000,000, and for ten, eoffee and choeolate
£160,000,000, Tt will be noticed that no
two of these items, which represent the
chief expenses of the nation, equal in sum
the total expenditure for liauors, the meats
anfl hreadstuffs together amounting to only
$1,260,000,000.

PROTESTANTISM IN HUNGARY,

From a very interesting ar'icle in “The
Sunday at Home” for Febrrry we learn
with much satisfaction that P
in Hungary is a living force. Numerie-
ally it embraces about onefifth of the
populati Roman Catholi
about onehalf—some twelve millions,
Greek Ohurch and Greek Catholies about
one-fourth, the balance being made up of
Jews and other persuasions, Of the Pro-
testants about 2,500,000 belong to the Re-
formed or Calvinistic Church, and 1,500,000
to the Lutheran Church. ‘The Reformed
Church has no less than five theological
eolleges, one of the chief being n Buda
pest, the capital.

HUNTERS HAVE GOOD SUCCESS.

The hunting season in the “Highlands of
Onterio” during the year 1005 was prob-
ably the most succossful that has been ex-
perienced, both as regards the number of
hunters and the results secured.

The information to hand -ha\y- that
0,425 licenses were issued including 422
non-resident licenses, 203 reudent. moose
licenses and 5,800 resident deer licenses.
It is estimated that 12,000 deer were hill-
ed during the fifteen days of the open
season, between November Ist and &ih.
Of the Moose, some 150 heads were taken
out, mostly from the Temagami district,
about 100 of which were taken from thai
territory. This is a large increase in com-
parison with the season of 1004 when ouly
22 heads were secured in that locality
This large increase is accounted for by
the fact that the country was made easy
of access last year via the Grand Trunk
Railway System and Temuskaming &
Northern Ontario Railway, whereas tae
difficulties in former years of reaching
the hunting grounds debarred many from
makiag the attempt. The Canadian Ex-
press Company alone carried 2,796 deer
weighing 306,305 1bs, an increase over 1004
of 233 carcasses. The largest shipments
were made from Burk's Falls, the starting
point for the Maganetawan Kiver Region
Huntsville, Lake of Bays district; Musko-
ka Wharf, Muskoka Lake distriet; Pow-
assan, and Scotin Junction, the diverging
point for the territory contiyuous to the
Ottawa Division of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way System. The number cairied by all
express companies was 3,310 deer, This
amount, of course, does not give any idea
of the number killed as runy of the deer
are used for food in the weods and many
are transported by other mesus than the
transportation companies,

Instead of the diminution of numbers,
the deer and moose in the “Highlands of
Ontario” and New Oniarjn a1e increasing,
the woods are full of them and the game
laws are so well put in ore2 by the Qu-
tario Government that so0d hunting in
that territory is assured for years to come,

INDIA: ITS PEOPLES AND RE-
LIGIONS.*

It is almost impossible for anyone who

has not come into personal contact with
the Orientals to appreciate the almost total
disimilarity of character and custom which
forms a great gulf between them and us,
brought aboui by centuries of training in
different directions. For centuries India
bae lived an exclusive, self-centred, and
self-absorbed life, proudly and blindly sat-
isfiea that her amcient social, religious,
and philosophical systems were the high-
est and noblest in the world, and cut off
from enlightening intercourse with other
nations by their rigid caste system. Even
yet a man's caste is broken if he dares
q to make & trip to England. The influence

of English government has done much to

break down these ideas and they are be-

ginning to shake, but have not yet fallen.

nearly three hundred millions, or about
ome- fifth of the whole human race. There
are ssid to be over a hundred languages
and a mach larger number of dialects,
but the language most widely known is
Hindi, just as the Hindus are the most
important people numerically, and Hindus
the religion of widest extent.

Hindi is spoken by about one hundred
millions of people, about one-third of the
population, and can be understood by
many tribes having distinet dialects of
their own. Urdu, or Hindustani, a mix-
ture of Hindi and Persian, has been the
Court language of India ever since the
Moh dan invasion and c 1000

P AD., and is the consequent mixture of
the languages of conquerors and comquer-
ed. Tt is understood by educated natives
in all the large towns and cities of India.

Some of the outstanding rules govern-
ing the castes are, that they can mot in-
termarry, must not eat together, and that
each caste must keep to its own occupa-
tion. To come in contact with even the
shadow of a Sudra is pollution. The Code
of Manu, in its section on the Law of
Caste, lays down a set of rules governing
all the details of individual, family and
social life, which have no parallel in the
world, and the restraints of which often
seem so childish, trivial, and hap-hazard,
that it is difficult to realize that for a
Hindu to violate them is to lose his social
position.

Caste has its effect upon mission work
in India, and it is on aceount of it that
educational methods are used so much
more largely than in other countries,
House to house visitation cannot be at-
tempted without special permission and
invitation. Half an hour or an hour spent

" in listening to street preaching fails to
undermine the proud philosophy of the
educated upper classes, especially as the
theological terms which a preacher must
perforce use in speaking their language,
convey not the Christian ideas which they
signify to the mind of the speaker, but
the Hindu ideas which cling to them in
the mind of the hearer,

All classes, however, high or low, will,
for the sake of the education given, send
their children to mission schools and col-
leges even though they know Christian-
It;y will be taught there.

It is of Hndwsm that one chiefly
thinks in speaking of India's r-lgion, the
other faiths are all small sects compared
with it. The thing to be considered is
its growth during the centuries, from the
simple nature worship of the Aryans to
the gigantic system of mingled philusophy
and wdolatry which exists at the present
day. It bhas been said—"Hinduism is a
social league and a religious alliance. As
a social league, it rests upon caste, and
has its roots deep down in the race-cle
ments of the Indiaus. As a religious al-
liance, it represents the union of the Ve
dic faith ot the Brahmans with Budd-
hism on the one hand, and with the rud-
er rites of the non-Aryans on the other
hand.”

The other religions in India should be
mentioned, Buddhism sprang up about
200 B.C., as a revolt against the priestly
and caste systems of Brahmamsm, and
reigned in India about one thousand
years,

1t preached the brotherhood of man,
and at first was atheistical, casting aside,
with the priests of Brahmanism, all their
gods. 1t held to the doctrine of trans-
migration, teaching salvation through
lives of merit in many births, but its
heaven was extinction, and not absorp-
tion into any diety., ‘There were or-
iginally no temples or idols, but only
monasteries, which were seats of learn
ing. The new doctrine made mighty ad-
vances, and for centuries Brahmanism
went down before it.

T

The Mohammedans invaded India about
1000 A.D.,, and ruled there upwards of
seven hundred years. They are responsi-
ble for the seclusion and much of the
degraded position of women amoung the
Hindus. Their own women were seclud-
ed and the Hindus soon found that they
must seclude theirs too if they would pro-
tect them from the conquerors. After-
wards the Hindus adopted the Moham-
medan idea, that women must be seclud-
ed on account of their lack of so wany
virtues, and their proneness to vice.

ohammedanism, as a religion, is striet-
ly non-idolatrous, and its worship in con-
trast to the disgusting rites of Hindu
temples, seems almost wholly spiritual.
But their hearts are untouched and their
lives unpurified by their religion, their
heaven is but a sensual paradise where

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A NOTABLE CONVERSION.

Wide comment Las been excited by a
public contession of cunversion by Pro-
fessor kidward Kverett Hale, jr., occupy-
ing the chair of Knglish at Union Col
lege, Sclenectady, N.Y. Prof, Hale is
the son of the venerable chaplain of the
United Siates Seuate, the most con-
spicious clergyman of the Unitarian
Church.  The son has accepted unul
now the theology of the father and he
also has called himself a Unitarian, But
at a meeting in a Methodist Kpiscopal
churcl of Schentectady he made receutly
a public address on ““Lhe Call of Christ,”
in which be related u new religious ex-
perience which came to him during the
series of evangelistic services held in
Schenectady in November by KRev. W.
J. Dawson, the Cougregutional evau-
gelist. P'rofessor Hale said his attend-
ance upon the first service in which he
beard Dr. Dawson preach bad been al-
most an accident, The discourse was
on prayer. He was impressed that the
speaker represented prayer to be lar
mote useful in lite than he had  himseit
ever regarded it. He determined to try
the watter for himselt—wo see whether,
as the speaker said, prayer would open
the way to Christ. For several days
he prayed an almost formless petition
that God would bring into lus lite the
best that Christ bad tor him. Said the
Professor in his public stalemeut: “As
1 continued the experiment, 1 became
conscious of a curious change going on
within me which 1 did not then and can-
not nmow explain, Many things which
bad been much to me—indeed, all—
had ceased to intérest me. 1 became fer
the time indifferent to books and art and
nature, and there came upou me a great-
er love for humanity, for others, tor
people in general. What is the experi-
ence of him who obeys? Love to all
is the feeling that follows.”  Professor
Hale thus defined what he understands
conversion to be: “The call of Christ
1 conce ve to be that time in a wan's
life when an impulse comes to surrender
everything for Christ. We all come to
that place in our lives when we feel that
there is something lacking, and Christ
speaks to us in that still, small voice,
and if we accept him he brings us into
that new life.” He spoke of himself ns
having answered “the call of Christ”
and characterized these statements of
his as “confessing Christ.”” It is re-
ported that the Professor has nlrendy
become a “personal worker” among his
students. He has joined a Presbyterian
chureh in Schenectady, of which liis
wife has been a member for some years.

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NEW ZEALAND BIRDS,

It is curious how extraordinarily tame
are the parrois, pigeons, and lughtiess
birds as soon as you penetrale 1w one
of these dense bushes; they have no tear
whatever of man, and they regard hum
simply as a cunosity, ‘I'ne smail birds—
the New Zealand robins and fantails, tor
instance—will actually perch on you if you
keep perfectly sull; and it is very comical
to see the robin—which, by the way, is al-
most exactly like our British robin, except
that he wears a white waistcoat instead
of a red one—put out a wax match,

The trick invariably comes off. Just
light a mateh and put it down near you
and stand still, and the robin, which is
almost certain to be near you, will invari-
ably fly down to it and put it out with
his beak, or fly away with it.

DOWN THE MOTHERTS THROAT,

In an intimate study of the pelican,
Frank M. Chapman gives, in The Cen-
tury Magazine, a description of how the
nestlings are fed:

“Menhaden form a large proportion of
the fish captured, and, large or small,
they are carried in the crop, not in the
pouch. No time is lost in administering
food to the expectant and clamorous
young, and this cperation of feeding is

most remarkable performance which
the watcher on Pelican Island will ob-
serve,

“Long had I wondered how the naked,
apparently helpless pelican a day or two
old, was fed by its great billed parent,
But with the utmost ease the cronhing,
wabbly little creature helped itself to the
predigested fish which, regurgitated by
the parent into the front end of its
pouch, was brought within reach of its
offspring.

“This method is followed until the
young are covered with down, when, evi-
dently requiring a larger supply of food
than their parents can prepare for them,
and no longer needing partly digested
nourishment, they extend their feeding
excursions into the throat of the patient
parent, finding there entire fish, which
they swallow before withdrawing their
head. Two and even three well-grown
chicks will thus actively pursue their
search for food at the same time, and
only their extended and fluttering wings
seem to keep them from disappearing in
the depths of the cavernous pouch,

“Not for a moment do they stop a
high-voiced squealing, and the rise and
fall of their partly muffled screams in-
dicate the nature of their success in get-
ting food.

“Occasionally the poor judgment of
the parent, allied to the greed of the
young, leads the latter to attempt to
swallow too large a fish, when the old
bird saves its offspring from choking to
death by forcibly pulling the fish from
the throat it refuses to go down.”

TAKE THE FIRST STEP.

A gentleman of superior edueation and
natural ability was in the habit of at-
tending the ministrations of a faithful and
gifted eervant of Christ in the city of
Hamilton, Canada. Though an adherent
of the congregation, he was not a “mem-
ber,” for the simple reason that he knew
he was not a Christian, and he made no
profession of being one.

“Revival services” were announced to
be held in the church, to which he was
specially invited. Instead of being told
God’'s simple way of salvation—“Believe
on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt
be saved” (Acts 16, 31)—the people were
urged to “seck diligently,” to “pray fer-
vently and earnestly,” to “give up their
sins,” and “make a start for the king-
dom.” After the address the “seckers”
were urged and pressed to “go forward”
to be prayed for and spoken to.

Mr. A— not having “gone forward”
at the close of any of the meetings, he
was waited upon by two office-bearers of
the church, who expressed a desire to
bave a conversation with him. They
#poke to him about the services that were
being held, and said they hoped that he
would take the first step to salvation.
“What do you mean by taking the ‘first
step’?” he eagerly asked. “To go for-
ward and ask the Christians to pray for
you,” was the reply.

“T don’t ece what good that would do,”
said the gentleman. The early instruction
he had received in the city of Hamilton
came before him with wondrous clear-
ness, and he said: “As I view thin,
there is no ‘first step’ to be taken: Gﬂ
loved the world, and gave Christ to die

for our sine. The Lord Jesus received our
penalty and paid our debt, and those who
believe on Him are saved.” While he
was thus speaking, the Holy Ghost reveal-
ed to him the simple and glorious gospel
which he was trying to make known to
others. His face became radiant with
joy, and from a heart filled to overflow-
ing, he exclaimed: “I eee it! I see it
now! T have eternal life. I am saved'"
Have you hitherto imagined your
“steps” are necessary | -fore you can
come to Christ? If so, you are wrong.
Satan does his best to make salvation
difficult for the sinner. When urged to
immediate decision, he suggests that you
are not “prepared” to become a Chris-
tian. This is one of his “steps.” e
insinuates that you are not “anxious
enough” or not “sorry enough”; and
makes you believe that you must feel
helplees and undone before you can accept
salvation, Perhaps he has been telling
you that when you are willing to “give
up t‘hq world” and become melancholy
anfi said, you can cherish the hope of
bemg' accepted by God. Listen no longer
G“dhm lylpx .uzlgutionl.

“Now is the accepted time.” Under
whn}ever Dious pretence, don't allow the
devil to cheat you out of your soul, He
k,""w" vou “intend” to be saved some-
time; but he wishes you to put off the
settling of the question unti] a “‘conveni.
ent seakon.”” You never can have a more
gonvenient season than the present. No
longer procrastinate.  No longer allow
yourself to be deceived with the lie that
God is unwilling to save you now. Give
up “trying,” working,” and “striving.”
Think of the truth that gave peace to
the One of whom we have written:
loved the world, and gave Christ to die
for our sins. The Lord Jesus received
our penalty and paid our debt, and those
who believe on Him are saved” (Acts 13,
38, 39). Now, as*you read these lines,
take the first step, “believe on the Lord
Jesus Christ,” and with the Canadian
gentleman you will be able to say, “I
have eternal life; I am saved.”

(2) If the father (or mother, If the father s deceaged) of any person
who 1s eligible to make a homestend entry under the provislons of
thie Act, resides uron a farm in the vielnity of the land entered for hy
such person as a homestend, the requirements of this Act as to resl-
dence prior to obtaining patent may be satisfied by such person residing
with the father or mother P

(3 1t a settler wns entitled to and has obtalned entry for i second
homestend, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to obtala-
Ing prtent may he satlsfied hy residence uwpon the first homestead, If
the gecond homestead ls In the viclnity of the first homestead.

(4) If the settler has Nis permanent resldence upon farming land
owned by him In the viclnity of his homestead, the requirements of this
Act 18 to residence may he satisfled by residence upon the sald Iand.

The term “viclnity” nsod above I8 meant to Indicate the same town,
township or an adioining or cornering township,

A settler who avalls hlms:lf of the provisions of Clanses (2), (3) or
(4) must cultivate %0 acres of bis homestead, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulld or their acc dation, and have besides 80
acres substantially fenced,

The privilege of a gecond entry Is restricted by law to those settlers
only who completed the dutles upon thelr first homesteads to entitie
them to patent on or hefore the 2nd June, 1889,

Bvery homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestead law 1s llahle to ave his entry cancelled, and the land may
be again thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT
should be mc.de nt the end of three years, hefore the Local Agent, Sub-
Agent, or the Homestead Tpspector. Before making application for
patent, the settler mugt give slx months' notice In writing to the Com-
missloner o# Dominlon Lands, at Ottawa, of his intention to 0~ so.
