Report of Board of Managers.

It is with feelings of gratitude and thankful-
ness that we present this, the .jth annual
report. We begin the year with bright pros-
pects, and we think all will feel encouraged
with the satisfactory statement we now
present.

Our weekly offerings amounted to $3,234,
being an increase of $300 over last year, average
Sabbath collection being about $60. ‘>

The offerings towards the reduction of the
Debt Fund amounted to $560. Although it fell
short of last year and only half the sum hoped
for, still we must not teel discouraged, but
strive to make a special efiort to raise the
desired amount—$1,000—this year. Total
receipts for the year amoun ed to $4,003, an
increase of $260.

During the year we paid off the Booker
estate loan $400, leaving a balance of $160,
$160. This, with the $151 collected by the
Ladies’ Aid Society, amounts to $311 to the
credit of this fund; which has been deposited
in the Savings Bank at interest.

Since our last Annual Meeting we have
opened a section of the gallery and upholstered
the same. Hope ere long that it will be neces-
sary to open the remaining sectiun to accom-
modate our increasing numbers. L'he ventil-
ator, we trust, has given periect satistaction.
