This climax was all he more si
cant because Martin T. Manton, chief
counsel for Becker, had lauded *“Jacl
Sullivan” to the skies. He had called
him *“the greatest character produced
in years, a man who was willing to
spend a life in prison to preserve the
truth, a man deserving of the jury's
commendation.” He had spoken of Sul-
livan’s rugged honesty and had sought
to establish through him that Becke)
Sulli-
van had made it clear that the attri-
buted the frame up to Mr. Whitman.
