The latter, angered by
the re-building of this fort, made an ir-
ruption into the isdand of Montreal, hut
met with a stern rebutl, The Ottawas
and Hurons were also successful in an in-
vasion of the Senecea teritory, while a
| body of Miamis and French utterly de-
stroved the Iroquois forees on Lake Huron.
Discomfited in war, the subile people had
now recourse to diplomacy Knowing
that the Hurons and Ottawas had long
murmured against the prices paid for their
| peltries, and the exorbitant charges im-
posed on them in their purchase of French
merchandise, the agents of the Five Na-
tions soucht to impress them with the su-
| perior advantages of English trade.  They
succeeded o well that De Frontenae found
it almost impossible to sever the alliance
in this way, hrought about by the Iroquois.

| the French to destroy their growing crops

[ to the British by Huguenot renegades,
alone remained in this vast territory to the
| English.  The fall of Fort Rupert and St,
Anne placed an immense booty in valua-
| Dle ]n'{llin'- in the hands of the victors,
| In 1687, D Iberville retuwrned to Quebee, |
hut re-visited Hudsons Bay in the follow-
ing vear. With a garison of fourteen
men he resisted three British ships of war,
and finally captured the vessels themselves,
In 1689 he also succesfully defended fort |
| St. Anne, and took another vessel.

In 1690, the British once more bhecan
masters of fort St. Anne, lost it the yea
following, to recover it two years later.

In 1694 M. D'Ibherville captured Fot
Bourbon, but had to mowrn the loss of his
hrother, M. de Chateaugnay, who fell in
the siege,

His expedition in 1697 was attended with
marked suceess,  He not only overcame a
strong British marine foree, hut captured
Fort Nelson, and with it acquired for
France undisputed possessions of the en-
tire Hudsons Bay territory. Thus in the
brief space of two years did this remark-
able man wrest from British control the
{ island of Newfoundland, and the immens
regions hordering on Canada’s great inland |

The unwonted activity of the French
marine caused a feeling of the deepest un
casiness throughout the Anglo-American
colonies. A combined Jand and sea exju
dition against Boston had indecd received
the consideration and approval  of
the Freneh government, It the exhausted

| state of the national fing < prevented the
execution of the scheme,  The treaty of
Ryswick, signed Sept. 11th, 1697, at length
restored peace to the parent states and to
their dependencies in America, The proc- |
lamation of peace was hailed with joy in
the British and French settlements,  Even
for the adventurous Canadiaus war had,
for the moment, lost its charus, and peace
was welcomed everywhere from Quebee to
the distant trading posts on the western
lakes,

Under the provisions of the treaty of
| Ryswick, France acquired possession of the
| western coast of Newfoundland, the entire

eastern mainland seaboard from Hudsons
Bay to New England, with the adjacent is-
lands, the valleys of the St. Lawrence, in- |
cludinge the lakes, and the whole Missis<ippi

region.

M. de Frontenac did not long survive |
the conclusion of peace.  He died Nov.
2sth, 1698, in the seventy-seventh year of
his age.  His second administration must
[ be considered one of the most hrilliant g
| epochs of French colonial history.  On his |
arrival in 1689, he found the colony in a |
state of defenceless inactivity., The mas-

| sacre of the settlers in the neighhorhood |
of Montreal by the Iroguois, and the want |
of tact and judgment evineed in the ad- |
ministrative offices, combined to render |
| the Canadian colonists a prey to misgiving
| and apprehension. His vig and promp- |
titude soom restored confidence.  He met |
every difficulty with a fortitude hecoming |
his Nigh rank, and had the satisfaction of |
witnessing, hefore his death, the sovereign-

| ty of King Louis acknowledged from Lab- |
rador to Louisiana.  The ervors of his

first administration were certainly repaired |
| by the Williant achievements of his second
term of office. The memory  of these
achievements caused hisdeath to he Tooked

be covered with the generous oblivion,
| well merited by one wh, notwithstanding
| his shorteomings and frailties, accomplished

The rest are comprised of
some twelve Protestant denominations.
The same mistake is made here as else-
where in giving the Catholie body the ap-
pearance of a seet, by ranking it between
semi-colors with the various Protestant
denominations,  Cathclicism is not a seet,
it is a wnit; and if it takes an ad infinitum
series of fractions to make up the Protestant
whole, it is their lookout, not ours. Make

CROPS AND MARKETS,

Accounts from all parts of the Niagara
peninsula as to the state of the crops are
very encouraging. Wheat indications are
rather above theaverage; potatoes, on the
whole, show an advance of 20 per cent,
above the ordinary crop; oats in like
manner; apples hold their own; peaches
above the average, and generally all fruits;
but hay shows an average decrease ten
per cent.

Quotations on marketable articles can
only be obtained satisfactorily on Satur-
days, and partly so on Tuesdays and Thurse
days. On Saturday, the 10th inst., the
market was well supplied with all kinds
of commodities.  Fruit, including rasp-
berries, currants and cherries, was in
nlmmlmn-c, and at low Iu]‘i('t'* i beef
brought from 53c. to 6ic.; mutton dlec. to
Te.; veal de. to He.; lamb Se. to 10¢.; egas
an average of 14c.; hutter 22¢. and pota-
toes 15¢. perpeck. The wood market was
comparatively light, as also the grain
market. No barley, peas or oats, and
prospeets if any very slight.  White
wheat and winter red brought $1.00 to
81.05; spring wheat the same, and oats
37c. Wood scarce in the John street
market, farmers being busy at present.
The wood-yards are well supplied at $5,50
for No. 1.

THE STATE,

as the State, has no commission to educate,
In the natural order parents have the right
to educate their offspring.  They are
bound by a duty to do so. The State, as
such, has no direct right or duty to educate:
much less has it 1ights against the rights of
parents. It has in education no duty ex-
cept by way of self-protection. If parents
neglected to educate their children, .tlw
State has a right to protect itself against

| all moral evil and all evil-doors, This,in-

deed, invests it with a right to see that its
citizens shall be educated in the know-
ledge of their moral duties; and this ri.;_;h(
is good, and may be enforced against
parents who nv-h'lq-'t their duty, to their
children and defrand them of education.
But this right of the State is not, and it
cannot be, good against the Church, whose
divine commission it is to educate all its
members,  The Divine command, "Hu{u
and teach all nations,” is the charter of the
Church. To no other was this charter
and commission ever given. And this
commission extends to the whole forma-
tion, spiritual and intellectual, of all its
children.

WHAT A PROTESTANT WOMAN HAS

shelter in St, Joseph’s Orphan Asylum,
721 East Friend street. Their non-Catho-
lic parents are both still living, the wife
having been deserted by her first hus-
band before the second child saw the light
of day. Having obtained a legal divorce,
the father took another “ wife,” and the
inother took another “husband,” who,
not long ago, left her and the two little
ones in the greatest want, verging on
actual starvation, he himselt going away
to parts unknown. This opened the
eyes of the unfortunate woman, who, in
tf)ue meantime, had heard that divorces
are not permitted among Roman Catho-
lics, and she desires now that her children
should become Catholies, to be saved from
the misery of divorce and other evils con-
nected with Protestantism, or rather ab-
sence of all religion, since both parents
and children are in reality pagans. She
also heard that homeless children are cared
for by the Waisenfreund, at Columbus,
Ohio, and that they receive there a Catho-
lic education.

| Asylum, to whom she has given all her
