WOTICLS OF NEWFOUNBLAND.

B {No. 6.] s
During the last three.years the, prosperity of
Newfoundland has declimed. Doverty
-and debt—twin genin whic{: play their victim in-
to each other's hands—sorcly press the majority
of our fishermen. The system of trade, the great
.expense and rivk in prosecating the fishery, and
the various calamitics which have of late afiliot-
ed the oolony, have beea the united cause of our
_present distress.
"Tho fisherman has scldom any capital or stock
in trade, beyond his boat, and in many instances
oet that. It us look at him in the Spring of
the year. e repairn to his merchant who sup-
plies bim with provisions, fishing gear, salt, and
every thing necersary to prosecute the fishery
during the summer. Ho 1s now in debt. Be-
tween the first week in June and the last in Oc-
tober he must kill and cure as nuch ‘Tish as will
pay his merchant, and, if he be a planter, his
servants’ wages, and other expenses; besides as
much as will:buy provisions for the long winter.
With an anxious heart he commences operations
in the Caplin shoal, or skull, as it ix pronounced.
This is the fisherman’s harvest.  But suppose a
storm wrecks hi- boat; or it is so damaged asto
require time anl expense to repair it Mank
and nails are a mere trifle compared w4 the
loss of the time. Time is gold now.  The wmighty
shoals of ocean’s teeming wealth are filling cach
bav, and creck, and cove; but not for any long
pc'riod. Pyrhaps in another six week< time, or
even a month, uot a single codfish will be canaht.
Or the planter loses a man or two by death.
They were lost in a storm.  Where mn he ship
men now 7 All are engazed.  Or supyrise of-
fliction seize his men. At this smoment, whike
write two boats’ ¢rews are laid aside from work
with festered hands.  The hook tore them, foul
fish water of the boat venomed the wound wnd
they are racked with pain day and night.  One
month with these men is fost. Auother month out
of the four amy be lost by rough weathef, or in,
soeking for bait, or in following the vmigratory
fish to the ditferent fishing grounds — Or suppose
the fishery fuil altogether ? Lle: fail of the year
has come and where is the Planter 7 ©ver head
and ears in debt.  His merchant must be pald.
But he has scarcely as much fish as will pay ‘his
men’s wages, unless they engwered ©on shaves”
as it is called, each mman having halt his cateh of
fish be it little or much, leaving tle other half
for the planter. Does hix merchant sieze his
boat? Very rarcly. lle takes into considera-
tion the whole circumstances, and is guiduid in a
great measure by the man's moral character. 1f
the planter, or dealer, is honest and gives to hix
merchant all his fish and oil, it is a rare case for
8 merchant to complete ns ruin by selling his
boat. To do that weuld be to take the lame
man's crutches from bimand leave him on the
hizh road to shift for himselt: But should the
ﬁ;?')erman fear to meet his merchant and scll hrs
fish, rogue like, to any other merchant, or to a
trader who passes by in his coasting vessel, he is
a ruined man,  The fish has pnrthgml him pro-
visions for the winter. But the springycomes

* and he wants supplies again. Now where is'he 7
e dare not see his robhed merchant. No-other
respectable merchaut will supply him. He is,
in many instances, left to the mercy of petty
/pedlars who supply him with jnfericr goods at a
most exorbitant price. Misfortures overtook the
maa ; he Lad not the mora! comage to cast him-
solf and hie wrecked fortune on the morey of his
merchant, and he is ruined for ever. But what,
i€ one universal calamity befall the fisherman,
and at the end of the year, 'u‘-:\rcel__v a single
dealer pays hid merchant?  Take for instance
the failing ‘isheries of 1816, and 1147, The mer-
chants were at their wits’ end. HNow mauy a

without a cakec of bread for winter's supply !‘
And during the years of prosperity the natives

In place of this we have collective day-schoals l
to the scholars of which we furnish instruction
gratuitously. A3 many of the buys are the
chilllren of pareuts too poor to purchase books,
pens, paper, &c., for their children, we furnish
to cach scholar twemty-five cash on cach se-
venth day, for this purpose. We employ a Chi-
nese teacher to instruct the boys.  is salary is
aix dollars @ mcnth. Tho reat of the school-
room is about lwenly dollars & ycar.

We have now three schouls under our control.
In each school there are about twenty scholars.
