Bat
at the same time I as certainly believe that there
are a vast many witkin the pale of the church who
give no evidence of a genuine conversion. Some
come in through the unwise persuasions of others.

as it is to urge people to marry. Both of these
great steps in life should be taken from the spon-
taneous promptings of the heart. Give a man
the reasons for making a profession of faith;
point out the happy influence of  sincere * stand-
ing up for Jesus,’ and then let him decide for
himself.

Some come into the church through a lamen-
table self-deception. They were the vjctims of
s spurious religious excitement. Tiey were
alarmed by pungent preachiag or a view of their
own sin, and mistook fright for contrition ; they
afterward fell into the hands of false comforters,
and then mistook the reaction of their excited
feelings for true sonversion. They were indis-
creetly snnounced as “ new converts;” they felt
commiiied to a certain course of conduct; snd,
betore time was given them to put their own
bearts to a severe trial or to see bow their relig-
ion would wear, they burried into the church
with the most solemn vows before God or man
upon their consciences. Alas! how soon bhave
such rootless professors withered sway! How
can such self-deceived souls be snything else
than 'LUKEWARM—* neither cold nor bot”—
neither out of the church nor yet honestly with-
in'it? From our inmost heart we do pity those
unhsppy persons who are thus chained to &
church with which they have no sympathy—pro-
fessing to love what they regard with utter in-
difference or elee secret disgust. The true course
of such is to burn up the stubble of a false hope,
and seek at once genuine hope in Christ before
it is too late. If it is a kinduess to point out &
fatal disease on a friend, how much more is it &
kindness to shake down the rotten hope of &
sell-deceived or lukewarm professor. Rudn_!
if you do not believe that your professed piety is
a true piety, then lose not sn hour in fleeing to
Jesus. Do not flee out of the church; but flee
to the Saviour. Thousands have been convert-
ed within the pale of the church.

11, A second portion of the lukewarm in near-
ly every church—perhaps the larger poriion—
are so from a culpable declension of heart-relig-
ion. They were once converted ; but are now
downright backsliders from God and from duty.
They have lost their first love. Jesus Christ has
ceased to be the supreme object of their thoughts
and affections.  This strikes at once 1o the vitals.

and it must in fairness be added that there is a
growing fastidiousness on the part of circuits in
their selection of ministers. The plain and
homely manner which in former times was a re-
commendation rather than otherwise to a min-
ister, is now sadly at a discount. Everywhere
there is a demand for first-class talent; and the
stationing committee are sometimes at their wits’
end. Mr. Punshon has at length broken the
ice, by declaring at the recent Conference that
some change in the manner of appointing tke
preachers has become absolutely necessary; and
he so far succeeded as to obtain the appointment
of a committee which is to meet in the course of
the year, and to report to the next Conference
whether, in their opinion, any such change be
practicable. Mr. Punshon, whose administra-
tive ability bids fair to rival, if not to exceed,
his oratorical power, has not given the least in-
timation what measures he himself thinks de-
sirable. But it is not supposed that he contem-
plates any change in the constitution of the Sta-
tioning Committee. The chief inconvenience
arises from the discussion of the question of
stations in the full Conference; and it is here,
if anywhere, that a change must be effected.
The health of our gifted brother is at present
feeble ; and he is about to seek a rest of a few
months duration, probably on the Continent.
The new ecelesiastical year opens upon us in
peace and quictness. Although the increase in
the membership has been but small, the liberality
of the people in providing new places of wor-
ship has been beyond all precedent. During
the last year upwards of £190,000, or nearly a
milhion of dollars have been actually raised and
paid in Great Britain for the erection and en-
largement of chapels, a sum unparalleled in the
history of the denomination ; and this too at a
time when a munificent subscription, to a yet
large amount has been raised to commemorate
the Jubilee of the Missionary Society. The
new “chapels,” as the Wesleyans of England
still persist in calling their places of worship,
are generally bailt in the Gothic style of archi-
tecture. Probably four-fifths of the new erec-
tions are in this style, and a large proportion of
them are adorned with lofty spires. There is,
however, a feeling prevalent among the preach-
ers, and we think that the feeling is growing,
rather than otherwise, that whatever may be
said as to the architectural beauty and ecclesi-
astical propriety of these structures, they are
not upon the whole, so well adapted for the mode
of worship which is adopted by the Methodist
people, as the old-1ashioned square or Grecian
buildings. 1f a taste for a more elaborate and
pompous ritual should gain ground amongst us,
the Gothic buildings will undoubtedly be more
suitable for this species of worship. But hither-
to Methodism has gloried in its preaching; and
for preaching the Gothic is certainly not the
most eligible style of building—at least such is
the verdict of a majority of the preachers, es-
pecially the older men.
Our friends in Ireland have had a grand cere-
monial. For some time past it has been in con-
templation to erect a Wesleyan College, not for
the education of ministers exclusively, but for
the sons of our people generally ; and at length
the foundation has been laid of a noble edifice
in the populous and thriving town of Belfast.
Belfast may be termed the metropolis of the
northern or protestant portion of Ireland; and
here is no city in the Emerald Isle whichas so
rapidly increased in wealth and population.
There is already at Belfast a branch of the
Queen’s University, chiefly, at present, under
Presbyterian management, where degrees may

be obtained without coming under the influence
of the established church. Many leading Pres-
byterians have long been desirous that the Wes-
leyans should join them in this College ; and the
new institution has been started with general
good will and with every probability of success.

Methodism, British and American.

The recent visit to Englaud of Bishop Janes
has paturally drawn the attention of Erglish
Wesleyans more closely than usual to American
Methodism. The hope was expressed by speak-
ers in the Conference that the bounds of »mity
between the two Churches might be more firm-
ly cemented ; that they might come to know
more of each other’s methods of operation, and
of each other's progress. Reference was also
made to the vast numerical preponderance of
the American over the British Methodist Church,
the membership in the United States being
neatly three times s numerous as the member-
ship in Eogland. We bave detected, or least
fancied, an undertone prevading some comments
on this disparity, which if brought out into plain
intelligible speech, would amount to the expres-
sion of an opinion that the parent body in the
old country might very profitably study the tac-
tics and the economy of her more powerful and
succesaful scion in the Western hemisphere.
We certainly do not belong to that class of pre-
judiced Eoglishmen who believe thatno good
thing can come out of the transatlantic Nesareth.
The Methodist Episcopal Church bas adspted
itself with wonderful skill to the peculiarities
of anew and a prodigiously extensivej country,
and a blessing from above has signally rested
upon its efforts. It would be impertinent in us
to presume to offer judgment upon a case, all
the details of which we cannot be fully acquain-
ted with; and we are far from saying the depart-
ures from the old Methodist discipline which
bave been legalised in America may not haye
been wisely conceded to the necessities of that
country. At the same time it is only fair to
point out that the disparity between American
and British Methodism, as it regards general
efficiency, may easily be exaggerated, if no
other features of the case are brought into view
than the numerical return of members. The
English method of reckoning membership is so
much more strict and searching than the Ameri-
can, that the numerical results yielded by the
two systems caonot in fairness be compared with
each other, at least not without explanation,
When it is stated that the number of recognised
members is 330,000 in Eagland, and 900,000 ia
United States North the public should be in-
formed of the processes by which these results
are respectively arrived st.

Conflagration at Liverpool.

The startling intelligence reached us on
Tharsday last that a destructive fire had occur-
red in the town of Liverpool, originating in the
premises of Mr. Jonathan DeWolfe, and making
rapid and fearful progress, until it had destroyed
much valuable property, including, we are im-
measurably sorry to say, the Baptist Church,
the Methodist Church and Parsonage, besides
cighteen or twenty other buiidings, a large
amount of furniture, &c. &. The loss sus-
tained in private property must be large, and
will be severely felt, some, we fear, being stript
of all they possessed. We hope a kind Provi-
dence will raise up for them friends in their dis-
tressing mecessity. The loss also in regard to
their sacred edifices and other church property,
cannot be easily estimated by those unacquaint-
ed with the circnmstances of that community.
The churches destroyed were fine buildings,
highly creditable to the town. The Methodist
Church was quite new, having been opened for
divine service during last year.

Tue Harvest.—A land valuer, of London,
who annually reports to the Zunes, has made an
estimate of the crops. All cereal crops this
yesr, he says, are remarkably variable. Bpring-
sown wheat is most deficient, being short in the
straw, and thinly planted. Like the quantity
the quality of wheat is very variable. The grain
wi'l be coarse and rough, with the exception
of some of the earlier varieties, and as Talavers
sud Australian, little injury has been caused by
sproutiog. I estimate the yield of wheat crop
to be 26 bushels per acre, or 4 below the aver-
age ; oate, 34 bushels, or 14 below average;
beans and peas average ; turnips average ; man
golas an extraordinary crop ; potatoes unusually
good ; hay average; pastures singularly abun-
dant, and carrying an unusual quantity of stock

Tne FrEncE FLEET AT SPITHEAD.—It is
very gratifying to see the happy state of frater-
nal feeling which at present between t-e
French and Eoglish Fleets now moored off Spit-
head, to which place have been adjourned the
series of nautical fetes and ceremonies which
commenced a fortnight orthree weeks sgo atCher-
bourg, and were cor.tinued at Brest. The waters
of Eogland now reflect the generous horpitality
extended by the French marine at home to the
beads of our navy. Nothing could be more im-
posing than the dinner on board the Duke of
Wellington to the French Minister of Marine,
and the officers who accompanied him, except
tne otill grander banquet at Portsmouth, in the
spacious tent, gorgeously fitted up in one of the
tri s of the college. These entertainments
ste of importsnce only as showing the amity
which now exists between the two great Western
Powers,—an amity which guarantees while it
lasts peace to Europe.

TrE CHOLERA.—The latest information as to
the cholera would indicate that the epidemic
wave is now receding. Sometime ago it swept
northwards, from Alexandria to Constantinople,
and westward, even to Velencia and Gibraltar.
It has hitherto failed to establish itself at any
point west of Anconia. It took no hold «f Mar-
seilles, and scarcely made itself felt at Barcelona.
8till, too, it fails to etrate inwards from any
seaport attacked. It remains beyond & dount

that the present epidemio is limi
tr:nmtn and Bll:ck Sea. It is reported from

Varos and Trebizonde, and we hear of it as far
east as Bagdad. The epidemic seems retiring to-
wards the regions from which it is said to have
arrived—the coast of Arabia. At the same time,
however, its characteristic caprices have been
sigoally shown. Sicily and cther places, though
in the focus of contagion, have escaped, and the
viralence of the attacks at some points is oim-
larlarly contrasted with the lightness of the afflio-
tion at others.

THE CATTLE PLAGUE has extended its ravages
over the whole country, and is no."natunlly
regarded with the greatest apprehension. Alive
to the necessities of the case, everything was
done to aveért the evii, and extraordinary means
are being resorted to to mitigate the calamity,
the extent and consequences of which seems to
be fully realised. The Foreign Office has pub-
lished & despatch from Mr. Lumley, at St
Petersburg, in which he states that the Russian
Government have determined that no single
head of eattle shall leave a Russian port without
examination end ocertificate of health. This is
very corsiderate on the part of the Russian Go-
vernment, and deserves our thanks inasmuch as
people at home have contended thst the virus
was generated in Russia, and that the evil ougbt
first to be arrested there. But there is still bet-
ter riews from Russia. Consul-General Mans-
ficld also sends a despateh, in which he gives
the important information that water impreg-
pated with iron is a remedy for the disease.

Water of this description is used to cure many
complaints to which birds are subjeet, and iron
is largely used for the cyre of many maladies to
which- the human frame is liable. .

The symptoms snd course of lhc'uuh disease
are described by the London Medical Times a8
follows :—* The cow, previously quite healthy,
is suddenly seized with trembling or rigors ; 10
an hour or two purging of thin f@cal matter oc-
cars, soon followed by purging of a thin, watery,
brown, serous fluid, sometimes sccom
with a little blocd. Of course, the ‘.;Ik is at once
suppressed. Soou after a serious discharge takes
place from the nose, and the mucous membrane
of the nose and vagina are observed to become
denuded of epithelium.

In one of these instances—that of a
veterinary surgeon at Stamford—the case has
been watched from beginaing to end, and no
doubt seems to be entertained that the fly killed
the man, If this is true the flies may convey
the disease from animal to animal, and precau-
tion becomes almost impossible. The other
suggestion is that, as i lation from a di d
lung certainly prevents the disease in cows, it
may also prevent it in human beings, and we
may yet discover a system of pulmonary vaccin-
atior,—a boon to humsnity almost as great as
vaccination against smallpox.
THE QUEEN AT CoBOURG.—The statue of the
late Prince Consort efected in Cobourg, his natal
place, beinq brought to completion, the ceremo-
ny of ubnveiling took place on the 26:h uit. The
Methodist Recorder gives the follow:ng secount :
ceremony was brief and simple. A statuve,
the gift of the QUEEN, has been placed upon
s pedestal, the gift of the people of Cobourg.
For the first time these several years the whole
of the Eaglish royal family have had the oppor-
tunity of meeting together. ALBERT EDWaRD,
the heir to the throne of England, with his wife,
the daughter of the King of Denmark—FgE-
DERICK WILLIAM, heir to the throne of Prussia,
with his wife, the eldest daughter of our QUEEN
—Louis, sovereign Prince of Hesse, with his
wife, familisr to Englishmen as the Princess
ALICE—ALFRED, heir to the Duehy of Cobourg
—united with their revered MOTHER, and with
her younger children, in an act of domestic and
filial love which will hereafter form a e in
nistory. The ceremony was anticipated by all
classes with the utmost enthusiasm, and was at-
tended by many Germans of rank from all parts
of the Fatherland. The weather, after a week
of threatening rnin and storm, was propitious
throughout the day ; and at four o’clock, amid
the firing of guns, the singing of hymns, the
tears of royalty, and the scclamations of such a
concourse as has seldom been witnessed in Ger-
many, the statue was unveiled, admirable, it is
said,in its conception, and perfect in its likeness;
which will stand as & memorial to future gene-
rations of ALBERT the Good.

CoxressicN OF CoNsTANCE KENT.—Con-
stance Kent says that the manner in which she
committed her crime was as follows :—A few
days before the murder she obtained possession
of a rszor from a green case in ber futher’s ward-
robe, and scoreted it. This was the sole instru-
ment which she used. She also secreted a can-
dle with matches, by placing them in the corner
of the closet in the garden, where the murder
was committed. On the night of the murder
she undressed herself and went to bed, because
she expected that her sisters would visit her
room. BShe lay awake watching until she thought
that the household were all asleep, and soon after
midnight she left her bedroom and went down
staire and opened the drawing-room door and
window shutters. She then went up into the
nursery, withdiew the blanket from between the
sheet and the counterpane, and placed it on tbe
side of the cot. She then took the child from
bis bed, and carried him down staire through
the drawing-room. She hadon her night-dress.
and in the drawin?-room she put on her goloshes,
Havieg the ehild in one arm;she raised the
drawivg-room window with the other hand, went
round the house icto the closet, lighted the can-
dle and placed it on the seat of the closet, the
child being wrapped in the blanket and still
sleeping, and while the child was in this position
she ioflicted the wound in the throat. She says
tbat she thought the blood wou!d never come,
and that the child was not killed, so she thrast
the razor iuto its lell side, and put the body, with
the blanket round it, into the vault.

Hints on Harvesting Buckwheat.
The excellence of buckwheat flour depends
chiefly on the management of the grain between
the time of ripening and grinding. The com-
mon way of treating buckwheat effectually pre-
vents making good houryjt being allowed to
remain in the swarth for several weeks, when it
should never be suffered to lie longer than a day
or two, and it is decidedly better for the grain to
ruke it and set it on end as fast as it is cradled,
Much less grain will be wasted by sbelling out ;
the straw will care and dry out sooner, and make
better fodder ; the crop will be ready for thresh-
ing or housing in less time, and the grain will
yield a much better quality of flour. It 1s espe-

When to Pick Apples-and Pears.

Most peopie let apples and pears become too
ripe before they gather them. They waat to see
them fully ripe, ready to fall off the tree, before
they pick them. This is wroog. 1f picked o
few days before maturity they will keep longer,
color more highly, and commhnd a higher price
in market. ‘L'he precise time to pick is rather
difficult to determine. The best crite:ion is to
raise the fruit up, and bend the stem over, and
it the stem parts from the shoot without bresk-
ing the fruit is ready to pick, whether apples or
pears. Pears should be picked proportionably
earlier than appies. The quality of the fruit i
also improved by early gsiueriug. Afier being
picked it should be put in tight boxes or barrels,
and kept a few days in the durk, if summer or
fall varities. Here they undergo a swealiog
process, and when the barrel is opened the fruii
wiil be found of the brighiest crimson snd rioh-
est golden colors. Huli of the secret of success
1 orcdarding is in knowing bow aad when to
pick fruit, and how to gat it to market 50 as to
commaad the highest price and readiest sales.
Every one’s experieuce must govern bim, auu
the more he studies this maiter the more expeit
e wui become. We are arxious ail our readers
should think while they work, that the miud
should be exercised as weli as the muscle in ali
farm operations; and particularly shouid tais be
the case in fruit growing, where skill of the
highest order will always be suitably rewarded.
—Rural World.

Top-Dressing with Manure,

The experience of those who have applied top-
dressing on their grass lands at different periods
through sautumn confirms the opinion that the
earlier the application is made Luc greater is the
benefit received, whether it be for the present
crop or for inverting the sod next spring for corn.
When applied late in summer or early in sutumn
tae manure becomes more thoroughly diffused,
but gives a larger amount of vegetable matter,
as well as loosens the soil by the increased growth.
Farmers who have manure now on bend will
please remember this fact and act accordingly.
Another importaat fact in this counection should
be boroe in mind. It is better to apply the
manure during a drouth—not only because the
manure when dry can be more evenly spread,
but the s0il being like a dry sponge will readily
abeorb all the I'qiid manure which the first rain
washes down into it.—Country Gentleman.

Farm Accounts.

No farmer is true to his own interests who
does not keep just as acourate accounts of his
business as the best * business man.” It is not
#0 easy to keep accounts ms where everything
has a definite money value, but it may an¢
should be done ; and after a iittle practice we
may soon get in the way of placing a jast vaiue
on the labor of men and animals, cur own time,
ete. One of the most important things is »
correct inventory of everything that has value—
of investments and stock in trade, of debts and
dues, of live stock and implements, of manures
in the ground and in the compost hesps, elc.,
etc. Were a farmer only to take a good inven-
tory once a year, and keep no other accounts, it
would be an invaluable aid to him in regulating
his future menagement.

About Potatoes.

Tte tendency of potatoes to sprout in the
early spring is reported to be prevented in Scot-
land, and by so doing their full edible qualities
are preserved, and ‘ mealy ’ potatoes can be had
all summer from the previous year's growth,
The experiment costs but little, and is worthy of
being tested by every one who coubt its efficacy.
Obtain from a druggist one ounce of liquor of
ammonis, (hartshorn,) to a pint of water : let
the potatoes be immersed in this mixture four
or five days, then dry them. Their substance
is thus e~ isalilated, and much of the moisture
extracted, without the slightest injury for all
table quaiiti»s, but their vegetable power is for-
ever destroyed. If spread out after immersion,
80 a8 to be well sired, they will keep good for
ten months.
