MEAT FOR POULTRY.

The hest food for waking hens lay
is lean meat. But a supply of it s
oftea hard to get. Any animals that
die during the winter can be fed, if
wholesome, with profit to the poultry.
Some poultrymen are always on the

for this purpose, and find it pays well
to even give a fair price for the ani-
mals. The hide is takem off and sold,
the flesh boiled with boiled feed, and
the bones cut up green and all fed
to the poultry.

The latest plan for supplying meat
fer poultry is by rabbits during the
winter ; trap and shoot them and feed
the carcasses to the poultry.

One reason wby hens sometimes fail
to lay when they have plenty of grain
is that they require a change, and
meat contains the material for supply-
ing the albumen of the eggs, and is
therefore a substance that the hens
must have or they cannot perform ser-
vice. [If the hens are fat, give one
ounce of lean meat eachl day, allowing
no other food for a week or two. When
the supply of eggs fails stop all oth-
er foods and feed lean meat, or liver,
aay cheap meat will answer, and it

VALUE OF EARLY CUT HAY.

willl be found superior to anything
that can be used. Green bone that con-
tains a large proportion of lean meat
is even better, provided the fat por-
tions are removed from the bone. It will
be found cheaper than grain because
it will make eggs. A bone-cutter is
the best thing for cutting up -bomes;
they can now be had very cheaply;
but if you haven't one, get a good
block of iron and a heavy hammer and
smash up the bones.

Save the best early out hay and
other roughage until the latter part
of winter and early spring. All prac- |
tical feeders have observed that farm |
animals are less likely to make satis- |
factory gains in the spring months |
than at any other time of the year, |
Oftea they lose flesh unless the very |
best of care is given. They refuse to |
eat the usual amount of forage unless
it is early cut and of the very best
quality. However we" have found that |
by saving the earliest cut hay until |
the last, the stock will continue to |
consume the usual amount of food with !
a relish and algo continue to make sat- |
isfactory gain. With milch ocows the
flow will not decrease, as so often hap- |
pens in spring before the cows can|

be turned out on good pasture. i

Then, too, by feeding the earliest cut |
hay last, the system of the animal will
be in a better condition for making |
satisfactory gains immediately afier bo-
ing turned out on fresh pastures in
spring. Very early cut fodders have |
a tendency to relax the bowels, conse- |
quently the change from dry fodder |
to fresh pastures will not be a radical
change in feed. In the early part of |
the winter they are in a better con- |
dition for consuming the late cut hay
and fodder, after being taken off the
pasture, where their rations have of-
ten been made up of over-ripe and part- |
ly dried off grasses. Every practical |
feeder has long ago learned the ad- |
vantage of securing all fodder as early
as possible after it has gained the re-
quired stage of growth, but where a
large amount is to be put up, some of
it will of necessity become eiper lh.'m‘
is desirable. |

OVERHAUL THE HARNESS,
Now is a good time to overhaul the |
harness and get it in good shape for
the spring. Ior this work many good
farmers have a repair kit with which
they can do a great deal of the work
themselves. Such an outfit saves its
cost many times a year. Go carefully
over all your barness, a set at a Lime,
make all the repairs you can yourself,
then take what you cannot repair to
a saddler. Replace all worn out pieces,
with new ones. Now, if not apart,|
separate each piece of the p;u'm»s S0 |
that it can be handled easily.

RAILWAY EARNINGS.

The annual report of the Minister
of Railways and Canals, just presente
ed to Parliament, shows that on the
30th June, 1898, there were 16,87¢
miles of completed railway in Canada,
20 increase of 183 miles during the
year. Besides this there are 2,248 miles
of sidings. The paid-up capital of the
Canadian railway companies amount=
ed to 89%1;397.000. an increase of $19,~
439,800. The gross earnings were $59,
715,1(!0, an increase
working expenses, $39,137,560, an 1n-
crease of $3,968,880 compared with the
grevnous year, leaving the net earnings

28,677,550, an increase of $3,392,940. The
number of passengers carried was 18,
440,0!!0, an increass of 2,272,710. Freight
traffic amounted to 28,785,900 tons, an
increase of 8,485,570 tons. The number
of miles run by trains was 50,658,280, an
increase of 4,977,432, Accident returns
show that five passengers were killed
during the year.

Up to date the Government of Can-
ada has spent on railways, on capital
account, $128,551,000, and for railway
subsidies $17,619,220, a total of $141,-
170,220. Since Confederation there has
been spent in maintenance and opera-
tion of Government railways $73,029,-
630, the revenue derived from them
being $64,510,650. The net loss on their
operation has been $8,518,980.

LOSS ON GOVERNMENT RAILWAYS

During the past year the net loss on
the operation of the Government rail-
ways, Intercolonial and Prince Edward
Island, was 263,400, including $70,000
rent paid for the extension of the I. C.
R. to Montreal, to which poiat it has
been running since March 1st. The
£ross earnings were $3,318,847, an in-
orease of §$253,772 ever the previous
year, and the working expenses $3,-
577,248, an increase of $399,979. During
the year there was also spent on the
. C. R. and charged to capital account
the sum of $252,756.

CANAL STATISTICS.

_Canal statistics for the season of na-
vigation of 1897 show the revenue from
tods te have been $346,758, a decrease
of $3,802. o chief decrease was §6,-
432 on the Welland, due to a reduction
of 10 cents a ton on tolls on certain
agricultural products.

The Direotors herewith lay before the
Policyholders and Shareholders the re-
port of the business for the year 1898,
and in doing so they feel that both
Policyholders and Shareholders will

find ground for congratulation with '

the results of the operations for the
year. The business generally has been
well maintained, and a satisfactory
volume of new business has been se-
cured on the lines which have guided
your Directors in the past.

There were received during the year
2,381 applications for a total new in-
surance of $3,333,393 ; of these 2,251 for
$3,164,443 were approved ; 118 for $205,-
45) were declined, not coming up to the
Company’s standard, and 12 for §
were deferred for further information.
Including bonus additions, the new
business for the year was $3,186,450. The
total business in foree at the close of
the year was $29,677,418, under 19,950
policies on 17,108 lives.

The claims arising from death among
the insured were very favorable, and
comsiderably under those for the prev-
isus year. There were 99 deaths, eall-
in . fer the sum of $183,931 under 112
policies.

The valuation ef the policy amd an-
nuity obligations of the Association has
been made on the conservative basis
used for the iwo previous Yyears, name-
ly; a rate of interest of 31-2 per cent.
for all business written since 1895, and
4 1-2 per cent. for business written prior
to that date,

The usual financial statements are
herewith submitted, and they ‘will be
found to exhibit the position of the
Company at the close of the year.

‘The auditors have continued to make
their audit each month, and their re-
port will be found appended to the
financial statements.

By reference to the financial state-
ments, it will be noticed that substan-
tial payments have been made tothe
Policyholders in the way of profits,
the sum of $85,390.22 having been paid
during the year. Taking the last four
years, a total sum of $345,276 has been
paid to Policyholders in this way, giv-
ing an average of $86,319.

Your Directors, after careful consid-
eration, comcluded that the impreve-
ment in business generally would war-
ranf them building on the vacant land
on Queen street which forms part of
the Head Office block, and they have
aceordingly erected a three-storey
brick building containing eight stores
and two flats, the latter used as show-
rooms. All were otcupied as soon as
finished. The balance of the vacant land
south of the stores has been ground-
rented, and the lessee has erected a
brick building thereon, for warehouse
purposes, so that what was non-pro-
ductive, is now yielding a very fair re-
turn, in addition to paying taxes and
all other charges.

Your Directors also. though receiving
a good rental for the Yonge street
shops in the Head Office building deem-
ed it wise, when the corner store be-
came vacant some time ago, to make
changes in the construction of the
fronts on Yonge street and part of
Richmond sireet, by which the heavy
piers, which were undesirable from a
commercial standpoint, will give place
to a construction that will admit of
more window space, and by {hat means
be more suitable for the purposes for
which the space is likely to be used.
These changes are now being made,
and will shortly be finished, and the
whole space has been let at satisfac-
tory rentals, and will be occupied as
soon as the changes are completed. Tt
will also be satisfactery to learn that
the Head Office building is filling up
with good tenants at fair rentals and
with good prospects.

Reference was made in the last an-
nual report to the returns from the
properties taken over in the City of
Toronio, and your Directors are now
able to report a still further improve-
ment in the returns, with better pros-
pects for the present year both as to
rents and sales.

Sir W. P. Howland, President, in
moving the adoption of the report and
financial statement, said:—

“It affords us sincere pleasure, gen-
tlemen, tobe able to present you with
the report and statements in regard to
the business and the position of the
Company which you have just read.

BRITISH DEATH PENALTIES.
Periinent Remarks of Justice Darling in a
Recent Case.

The very small percentage of death
sentences which ever get as far as the
hanging - has aroused the British
judges, says a London despatch.

In charging a jury the other day,
Justice Darling sharply remarked that
in three recent cases of the same
kind the death sentences were never
carried out, and that it was absurd
that the highest pemalty which men
bhad the power to inflict should be
gravely decreed, with the full know-
ledge that the whole proceedings to it
were a sham. He therefore advised
the jury not to return a murder ver-
dict if they- thought the wound was
not inflicted with the intention of kill-
ing. The.jury approved, when Justice
Darling expressed a determination to
try to put an end to the recent ridicu-
lous performances in murder cases.

Whatever be the cause, there
are a great many murderers running
loose. During eighteen momths there
bave been exactly a dozem murders
committed in and around London, the
perpelrators of which the police have
failed to trace. '

What makes it all the more deplor-
able is that these twelve were
the most brutal of a whole series of
crimes, and in four of them little chil-
dren were done to death in a horrible
manner, with no apparent reason.

The latest was discovered last Sun-
day, when a pretty little girl, nine
years old, belonging (o the suburb of
Eastham, who had been lost for nearly
a fortnight, was found dead, doubled
up in a cupboard in an empty house.
It looks as if this new murderer would
escape justice, the police not bhaving
the faintest clue to work upon.

ANCHORS.

Those Carried om Merchant Vessels Painted
—Galvanized Anchors on Yachtx,

Ships’ anchors cost from five to
geven cents a pound, so that a 6,000
pound aachor, which would be a very
large omne, would cusi, even at the
lowest price, about $300; and the big
ship that required an anchor ol that
size would carry two of them., 'The
two big anchors earried by a ship of,
say, 2,000 tons would weigh from 4,-
80J to 5000 pounds eaeh.

‘1he anchiors of merchani vessels are
tarred. Whenever ~ the
vesscl is  painted the anchors are
painted al o to preserve th-m from
rusi. But on yachis and 'vuriuus
«maller pleasure craft galvanized an-
chors are used, which, o1 course, do not
require painuing. (Galvanized iron an-
chors have been made for torpedo
hoais in the navy but, generally speak-
inz. itheir use is coniined o pleasure
crafc. A gilvanized anchor cost near-
ly as much again as one not galvaniz-
ed.

i he galvanizing preserves the anchor
from r1usiing ana makes the anchor
more sightly in appearance, :m‘d ot
prevents -ihe anchor from dripping
rusty water and so staining gmd mar-
ring decks or other surfaces with
which it -might come in contact. An-
chors weighing 1,400 pounds have been
galvanized, such anchors being for
very large steam yachts; anchors are
galvanized|in various sizes from that
down to the very small anchors used
for sailboats and small yachts. Of
small galvanized anchors many are
sold.

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PINEAPPLE CLOTH.

In the search for new fibres that
may be used in cloth-makipg it has
heen suggested recently that the pine-
apple plant might be pressed into ser-
vice. Pineapple leaves contain silk-
like fibres, which can be divided into
exceedingly thin filaments and then
spun into threads. In Eastern coun-
tries delicate fabrics, as light almost
as cobwebs, have been made of this
material.,.

FRANCE'S PRESIDENT. _

Borm on a Farm-—-Was Once a Struggling
Lawyer—He Is Now Worth $75,000.

The people - of France bhave taken
up a farmer’s son and made him Presi-
dent. Real France haa spokem, the
France whose bone and sinew are made
upofthe mass of people—the peo-
ple who have made France great.

Emile Loubet exhibits to-day, in his
timid and awkward manner the traits
of his early training, The French peo-
ple don’t mind that, They know that
he has those other oharacteristics of

the common people — honesty and in-
dustry.

Loubet was borne in 1838 on-a- lit-
tle farm at Marsanne, about twomiles
from Montelimar. It is the typical
farm of the Southi of France. . It has
two buildings forming a right angle,
The stables and barns are on the
ground floors, and abovea them the
living apartments. The pigs, sheep,
cows and hens buddle about in the
roomy court yard.

The President’s mother, eighty-six
years old, still manages the farm. She
bas never been to Paris. Her son’s ade
vancemeni has not altered her in any
respect. She wears the garb of the
peasant, as her people had done before
her—the homesupon gown, gingham
apron and white cap with its ilutted
edges. She is a plain, simple, clear-
beaded old peasant mother,

PROUD OF HER SON,
bul sorry to be separated from him.

Loubet was educated in the neigh-
borhcod, became a lawyer and buiit up
a modest practice at Montelimar — the
little town famous for' its candy. In
1867 he married Marie Denis, an iron-
monger's daughter. Her father was
a tramp. He came from Picardy and
lound employment in a nailsmith’s
shop at Montelimar. When he died he
left a pro-.percus business to h.s son,
wh) pow operaces it, and a fortune to
his family of 300,00V francs.

'Lhe President’s wife was brought up
in a simple way and well trained in
household duties. She is a good cool
but more partial to the garlic-ﬂpicvﬁ
dishes of the meridional than to the
Paris confections. She is stout and
gray-baired, dresses richly, but makes
no attempt to follow the fashions. She
is courteous and motherly.

In 187) Loubet became Mayor of Mon~
telimar and in 1876 was elected to the
Chamber of Deputies. Ther' his Parig
life began. His wife was of a retiring
disposition and they made mno display,
Later, however, when sha was calle
to preside over her husband’s official
household in his respective positions of
Cabinet Minister and President of the
Senate she surprised every one by her
dignity and tact,

‘The President has three childre
one of th m, a daughter, married to l&
Soubeyran de Saint-Prix, a Judge at
Marseillcs, Mme. Saint-Prix will ass-
sist her mother im ber new social dut-
ies at the Elysee.

Ihe President is worth nol more than
&£7>000. He is shori in stature and hag
a round, plump figure. He is intense=
Iy devoied to his family and derives
his chief recreation f{rom books and
music, Among public men he is re-
garded as safe buty not brilliant. His
honesty, however, is unquestioned and
his private life is above réproach,

The First Woman to Die tn an Electric
Chalr,

A despatoh from Sing Sing, N. Y.,
says:—Mrs. Place, the first woman
electrocuted, died at 11.01 on Monday
morning, .She made no scene. The
first shock lasted four seconds. The
voltage was 1,760.

Mrs. Place weant calmly to the chair,
leaning on Warden Sage's arm. Her
eéyes were closed, and she seemed nei-
ther to see nor hear. She murmured a
prayer. Two women attended her, one
a prison attendant, the other a physi-
cian. Mrs, Place was calm beyond ex-
pectation. No one has walked into the
death chamber as serenely as she.
Death came with less struggle than
was ever witnessed here before. Death
was instantaneous.

Place
left the house in anger, and after he
had gore the woman discharged the
servant, and then proceeded to the
room of the girl, who was just sixteen
years of age, threw acid in her face,
and afterwards choked her to death.
She then lay in wait for her husband,
and when he returned met him in the
hallway ‘and struck him twice with an
axe. He escaped, however, and inform-
ed the police, who broke into the house
in time to prevent her taking her own
life by asphyxiating herself with the
fumos of illuminating gas.

ARE LYNCHING THE NEGROES.

A Raco War in Little River County, Ark-

A despatch from Texarkana, Ark.,
saysi—A race war i8 om in Little
River Co., and during the last 48 hours
an indefinite number of negroes have
mel death at the hands of the white
population.
