~—The party system, which is the best sys-
tem of government yet devised for democracy
to give itself expression, is never a perféct de-
vice even in time of peace. It breaks down pit-
ifally in time of war.

War .is an abnormal condition tha.t cslls
for the suspension of the ordinary rules. - War
of the dimensions of the present gigantic con-
fiict is world-wide in its scope and effects.
When our, national existence is threatened it is
a case of all hands to the puInps.

In other words, wars of . vast proportions
must be fought out by dicta.torships or ofde-
mocracies resolving themselves into the iorm
of dictatorships. The ordinary processes of de-
mocracy or of -individual liberty must be sus-
pended during colossal ‘wars -if democracy
would not be submerged by autocracy -and hold
the blessings it enjoys in times of peace.

Germany’s . initial success and Germany’s
staying power in this war are due to the fact
that Germany was @ :genuine autocracy or die-{t
tatorship right at the beginning. Germany had
some of the forms of liberal government -but
there wns 1o’ q‘uestion about who wag in con-
trol of the vast machine.

Brifain began the war as a pure democra-
cy, but through sheer force of circumstances
and of public opinion she was compelled at a
very early stage to accept .a coalition -ministry;
Wlth an inner war cabinet and with the pre-
mier, David Lloyd George, invested with dic-
tatorial powers.

ROUMANIAN SOLDIER TELLS OF
VERY BRUTAL TREATMENT -

A Terrible Tale Told Simply and
Dramaticallyp—Men . Were ‘Forced
to Eat Horrible Food, Including
Soup Made From q“man Bones,
and Many of Them Died of Star-
vation,

A Roumanian soldier, Toma Hara-
lam, taken prisoner by the Austrians
last September in the Roumanian in-

Members of Reckefeller Institate Re-

. ove Secrecy:as to Preparation
of| Vaccine—Complete Im-
“ munity

Serums as specifi¢c in the cure of
pneumonia and to provide immunity
against that disease have been accu-
pying the attention of the research
staff of the Rockefeller Institute.

| The October number of the Journal
jof Experimental Medicine,

issned
recently, is devoted to articles cover-
ing phases of that résearch. The sub-
Ject is of prime importance in view
of the risk of pneumonia in the army
camps.

Pneumonia serum ‘has ‘been ‘ussd
for several years. It has been sold
by ecommeréial houses and the de-

*‘| mand'has made its production profit-
"l'able. An article in the Jotirnal by

Doctors - Rufus Cole and Henry F,
Moore says that in spite of all the
theoretical principlea Jdnvolved in the
preparation, and all the reports of
its therapeutic applieation, it is diffi-
cult to learn from the literature on
the subject how ' ‘the serums have
been prepared or standasrdized. With-
out this knowledge there can be no
accurate .starting point from which
to proceed towards improvements in
metuods of production.

Tells About Making Serum

The article removes the secrecy of
preparation and gives to the profes-
sion an accurate “description of -the
metheds employed in making serum
for the Institute hospital. ‘This pre-
paration has been adopted by several
commercial houses and public health
laboratories.

Its efficacy in the Institute hospital
has been shown by the quiek recov-
ery of twenty-eight cases out of thir-
ty with which it was-tried: Dr. Cole
has a special article in the Journal
describing the  treatment and pro—
gress of these cases. -

Although there is a general helief
to the'contray, the joint article ' of
Drs. Cole ahd Moore’ says, all kinds
of animals, even the most susceptible
may be rendered ‘actively immune
to pneumococcus or by the injection
of the dead bodies. The degree of

UseGoatsdeorsos

Rabbits, goats and horses were us-
ed in making the Institute serum for
three types of the disease. For prac-
tical reasons small animals cannot
be used to supply serum for therap-
eutfc purposes, especially if the large
amounts now . considered necessary
are to be used. The writers advise
‘the use of sound and healthy horses.
Experiments show that by intrayen-|.
ous ' injéctions the bacteria are
brought more rapidly and with less
opportunity to :change into contact
with widely ‘distributed cells, the re-
action ‘with which is supposed to re-
sult in the immunity response.

Test for Mice, Test for Man -

Immunization of horses should' be
carried. on with = organisms which
have not been long ‘under artificial
cultivation since their isolation from
the human body. These organisms
are. practicauy always virulent for
mice, so that where they are employ—
ed the test of the protective power of
the serum in mice is probably a good
test for protective and curative -pow-
er in man.

FmBuchin&dndthantm is
Clouded in Uncertainty. '

There is a phrase going the rounds
just now that is bound to .acquire
deeper and deeper meaning as the
war goes on—it is the Diminishing
Power of the Dollar. It was obsery-
ed in spite of this country having he
come the “Bank of the World” that
dollars were at a slight discount in
Europe. .. When the reason for this
was sought, Americans suddenly sat
up and realized that the dollar was
at a still greater discount right here
in. Amerjca.: That is—the dollar
purchases less today than it did be-
fore the war.

Perhaps the best illustrajion of
‘the diminishing power of the dollar
s in a table compiled by a financier
ywBuffalo. . Compared to 1900, the
dollar’s purchasing power was only
82.2 in 1914, ' 66.4 in 1915, 51.4n
1916, 50.3 in Februs’ry of 1917, 48.5
n March of 1917, 46 cents in June of
1917, and is still declining.

The best way to realize what that
means is to take some basic supply

much of it the dollar would buy..In
1900, roughly the dollar would buy
a quarter barrel of ‘flour or one and
a-fifth bushels of wheat. By 1917,
the dolar would buy only a four-
teenth of a barrel of flour or half a
bushel of wheat. Its power to pur-
chase had diminished. . Its power to
buy labor ‘had ‘diminished; but its

-EFFECT OF “INFLATION”

Two big basie reasons are given
for the diminishing power 6f the
dollar; -and both are implied in the
term-—infiation.

(By Dr. Ramsay Muir, Noted- British

Tt was so a hundred
years later, when the highly organ-
ized power of Louis XVI. threatened
the liberties of Burope. It was so
again when Napoleon’s might over-
shadowed the,world. i It is so once
more today when the German' peril
menaces the liberty of nations.

tral vessel ever be sunk and in no
cireumstances must the lives of non-
combatants he saerificed. Is it hot

In ‘all ‘the
great crises of niodérn European
history, the British, naval power has
been the ultimate bulwark of liber-

latter . part. of. December, 1916. . It
i8-a well. known fact that Count .von
Bernstorff, the German ambassador
at Washington, had the submarlne
note in his hand some weeks before |
he presented it to the United States
Government. b

It seems that Von Hindenburg,
supported by Von Ludendorft;: took
to the Kaiser the. question of resum-
ing - the submarine campaign. The
Chancellor, Von Bethmann-Holweg,
stood far in the background of the
whole affair, as . befitted the  civil
head of a militaristic government.
Quite apart from what his sympa-
thies or judgment may have been,
he had no inﬂuence on the decision
and no course left after .the decisipn
was made but to execute the cogl
mands of the military.

Von Hindenburg, who had often
boasted that. he knew nothing but
military tactics and. strategy, with-
out hesitation or misgiving entered
the field of statesmanship. Von Lu-
dendorff, admittedly better equipped
in. many ways to enter the wider
field, was, nevertheless, irretrievably
committed to Prussianism, Once
again the German general staff, the
purely military branch of the Gov-
ernment, had run away with the
country’s foreign policies.

The prospects
of the economic warfare seemed in
generel averse to Germany’'s cause;
but with the submarine England
could  be.defeated  and ‘Germany
conld emerge victorious.

The Kaiser is understood to have
raised , the point . of ~America’s pos-
sible entry into the war,

“Rest -assured that America wﬂ!
not’' come in,’’ these adyocates of
ruthless submatlne warfare are re-
ﬁorted to have answered. ‘‘You
may . decide against, thls step your
Majesty, but you must. accept full
responsibility for the decision. I
all goes well it will ‘not matter; but
if Germany loses the war the Ger-
man people will know who to blame.

In the face of this advicé from his
war experts it is not. difficult to see
why a man . of the Kaiser’s character
made  his decision .in faver of the
submarine- campaign. - In  fact, it is
obvious that if the above report is
a correct one;;Von Hindenburg and
Von Ludendorff were. playing. upon
their knowledge of the man when
they threw their cards on' the table|:
in such a vigorous fashion.

Prussian Spirit Misinterprets
Psychology

In short the Prussian spirit once
mare disclosed its utter lack of a
grasp of internatignal pyschology.
It misjudged the American situation
in 1917 as badly as it had misjudged
the Englishsituation in' 1914; three
Yyears of war had taught it notHing
in the realm of statesmanship. It
saw nd erason why the German sub-
marine note of Jan. 30, 1917—per-
haps the most ottensive note ever
passed between nations not at war
—should call forth from America
any action beyond a safe and profit-
ablé armed neutrality.

The. Prussian method apprehend-
ed no means of understanding the
true situation. It based its ‘calcula-
tions upon statistics; upon the work
of its intelligence organization in-
tent on proving a preconceived no-
tion—so many German societies in

cans, so ‘many aliens of German sym-
pathies—add and snbtract and the
result is a mathematical certainty.

The error in such a method al-
ways comes from the human equa-
tion. This, the most important fac-
tor of all, is totally disregarded by
Prussianism. v

One man with imagination and un
derstanding could have solved the
problem in accordance with its real
factors. But the man with imagin-
ation and understanding had no
Place-in the Prussian organization/
He will not always report what the
organization wants to Hear.
