Berlin, Feb. 21.—In the Reichstag today, 
by a large majority, the motion made by 
Hen Winterer to repeal the ‘dictatorship 
paragraph” now in force in Alsace-Lorraine 
was defeated.

Herr Winterer likened the situation 
tl ere during the last 28 years to a state 
of siege. The Imperial Chancellor, prince 
Hohenlohoe, said he could not hold out any 
h-pe for the repeal of the paragraph. If 
must remain in force as a warning to the 
French minority.

“It is true,” added Prince Hohenlohoe,
‘ that our relations with the French gov­
ernment are the best in evidence, and in 
France also a friendly feeling prevails, but 
there is no guarantee for the duration of 
this feeling. For this reason, we must 
not'relinquish our weapons. We have ac­
quired Alsace-Lorraine, not by popular 
vote, but by force of arms and we shall re­
tain the reconquered lands.

Almost the entire production of the War 
Eagle mine has been derived from its 
main vein and from a single ore shoot in 
this vein. This shoot has a dimension of 
500 to 450 feet along the vein and bas now 
been exposed to the sixth level, a depth of 
755 feet measured on the vein.

*■The special committee appointed at the 

recent board of trade meeting here to 
frame a memorial to the provincial "govern­
ment, protesting strongly against the last 
ntimg of the minister of mints on the con­
struction of the mineral act prior to the 
amendments of 1898, will meet today to 
draw up the protest.

Mr. J. A. Kirk, who has been chiefly in­
strumental in drawing attention to the 
unpleasant results of the ruling mention­
ed, at the board of trade meeting, several 
cases coming within his own knowledge, 
where great injustice would be done un­
less the minister could %e induced to re­
consider the matter. The details of the 
several claims are given hereunder, show­
ing how the ruling will work:

Claim No. 1.—Located m 1895, value of 
work actually done, $1,200, but as only 
four assessments have been recorded, $100 
worth of more work will have to be done 
and recorded befyire a certificate of im­
provement and subsequent crown grant 
can be issued.

Claim No. 2.—Located in 1896, ten as­
sessments recorded, and $500 worth of 
work done. As the work was done in the 
years when assessments were done, it can 
not count, and $300 worth of more work 
will be required before certificate and 
crown grant can issue.

Claim No. 3.—Group of four claims, lo­
cated in 1895, four assessments, S2,2iKI 
worth of work done. Certificate will not 
issue until $100 more work is d me on each 
claim, making the total cost of work neces­
sary before a certificate can issue, 87.OJ0, 
in place of $2,000, as required by the stat- 
t”te.

Case 4.—Claim located in 1895, three as­
sessments recorded and in 1896 Over $2,- 
800 worth of work done, but before certi­
ficate can issue for crown grant, another 
$100 worth of work will have to be done 
and recorded, making cost of work actual­
ly done, 0,300.

Case 5.—Group of eight claims, on six 
claims two assessments recorded, $1,200. 
Un two claims no work recorded. In 1897 
value of work done, $3,000. In 1898 and 
1899 value of work done, which can count 
for certificate of improvements, $1,000, 
making a total of $5,200. Work yet to be 
done before crown grant can issue, $1,- 
800.

were in their seats last evening when the 
regular weekly session of the council com­
menced, a rather unusual occurrence in 
Rossland—one which happened twice last 
year.

The city solicitor advised the council 
that he had written Mr. F. P. GuteUina 
instructing him that the council insisted 
on the Canadian Pacific railway placing 
gates on all level railway crossings in the 
city.

Hon. C. A. Semlen, Provincial Secretary, 
advised the council that Messrs. A. A. 
McKenzie and W. F. MacNeiU had been 
appointed members of the board of licens­
ing commissioners, and that Messrs. John 
S. Clute, jr., and Hector McPherson had 
been appointed members of the board of 
police commissioners. Letters were also 
read from W. S. Rugh, W. S. Witherop, 
J. J. Hill and the Nelson A Fort Shep­
pard railway in reply to the memorial 
recently issued by the council concerning 
the titles of certain city lands. The let­
ters have already been published in full 
in these columns.

The board of works reported as follows: 
That the following letter be sent to Mr. 
Gutellius, superintendent Canadian Pacific 
railway: “Your favor of 13th inst. to
hand. We note that you are deliberating 
over the protection to be afforded at cross­
ing of St. Paul street of your railway, and 
pending your decision as to the sort of 
protection you will provide we request 
that you will "act under the understanding 
you had with the chairman of the board 
of works, the* you would provide a watch­
man until such permanent protection was 
afforded, and hope the permanent protec­
tion will not be long delayed.
