LIFE IN MOROCCO.
Am Unconfirmed Report That Jews Had
- Been Massacred.
LONDON, July 28.—Nothing s known
here of the report to the effect that a
masdacre of Jews ~ has occurred at
Ofram, near Tangier, Morocco. The
Morning Leader of this city in a dis-
patch from Tangier publishes a report

The communication forwarded by the
board of trade to the Canadian Pacific
is not calculated to accomplish the de-
sired end, according to J. 8. Carter,
district passenger agent, who is now
in the city, Mr. Carter is disposed to
characterize the wording of the letter
in terms that are not precisely com-
plimentary and to attack the veracity
of the statements contained therein,

No official reply has been made, but
Mr. Carter has discussed the matter
with several board members.

As a starter, Mr, Carter objects to
the statement that it is dangerous to
operate mixed traing on the run from
Rossland to Smelter Junction. He
points out that the question of safety
is one that the practical railroad man
is best fitted to determine, and that the
Canadian Pacific is not taking chances
on accidenits that would wipe
out a years revenue of the
branch in damages. Then he re-
sents the statement that the train from
Robson to Rossland is a “cattle train.”
In refutation he asserts that a scrutiny
©of the company’s books shows only 11
«cattle cars hauled over the branch since
January 1.

Mr. Carter admits that the delays at
Robson are trying, but he says the con-
ditions have to be met, and he cannot
figure out any scheme for overcoming
zhe trouble. It is the company’s inten-
tion, however, to handle passenger busi-
mness next winter via Arrowhead, Na-
Xkusp, Roseberry, Slocan Lake, the Slo-
can branch and then to Rossland. This
would avoid the Arrow Lake section,
which has caused the delays in past
winters. It is unfortunate also, Mr.
“Carter agrees, that the heavy grade on
‘the Rossland hill precludes the hauling!
of the heavy palace cars into the city.!

John A. Finch, the Spokane million-
aire mine owner and operator, is in the
city for the purpose of examining the
Jumbo mine.

MAY BE LENGTHY

MANAGER GRAY TALKS OF THE
CLOSE-DOWN AT THE VEL-
VET MINE.

CUTLINES DIFFICULTIES UNDER
WHICH THE PROPERTY
LABORS.

S tom—

(From Friday’s Dally.)

The close-down at the Velvet mine
may be of considerable duration, ac-
cording to Willlam Gray, manager of
the property for the last year. Mr. Gray
arrived in the city yesterday and will

-tlii;xe. the program will be definitely de-
cided.

The Velvet mine has labored wunder
greater handicaps than any other mine
in the Rossland distriet.

Since Mr. Gray assumed the manage-
ment of the Velvet last fall the mine
has shipped 4827 tons of ore, which net-
.ted on an average $12.50 per ton. From
these profits all the costs of operation
were liguidated and various improve-
ments carried out, with the discharge
of an indebtedness of $3000 under which
the property labored. The directors have
not been asked to put up a cent of work-
ing capital during this period. The con-
ditions at the Velvet are such, however,
that pay ore in the Rossland camp pro-
per—that is in Rossland city where ore
can be placed aboard cars for a few
 cents per ton—could not be handled
save at a heavy loss on Sophie mountaia.
The wagon road between the mine and
the railroad i1s twelve miles in length,
the grade is heavy, and this has necessi-
tated high charges for hauling ore out-
ward and supplies inward.

The Velvet workings contained several
;shoots of ore carrying high enough val-
ues to stand the enhanced costs of min-
ing and teaming with a margin of pro-
fit, and mining operations had, obvious-
iy. to be confined to these shoots, leav-
ing the lower grade ore bodies in place
until such time as conditions altered
in the direction of reducing costs. In
the natural order of things the high
grade bodies were exhausted, and the
management is faced with a heavy out-
lay for additional development, the al-
ternative being a suspension. The
course to be adopted will be datermined
on the arrival of Director Maclean next
month. The Velvet company has ex-
pended $200,000 in the development of
the mine, and that better results were
not, secured is a source of genuine re-
gret throughout the district.

KILLED IN CALIFORNIA.
Tragic Fate of Captain Thomas How-
ard, Lately of Victoria.

Captain Tom Howard. lately of Vie-
tcria, was murdered in Berkeley, Cal.,
some days ago, and his body was lying,
unidentified, in the morgue in the uni-
versity town for severai days. Tele-
graphic reports were received in Vietoria
telling briefly of the finding of the body

of a well dressed man, who had either
committed suicide or been murdered in
Berkeley, but no idea that it was Tom
Howard entered the mind of anybody
until the San Francisco papers, with
photographs and description of the mur-
dered man arrived in Victoria. Cap-
tain Howard had been living in Victoria
for some time. He went to the Yukon
district, leaving his wife and daughter
in Vietoria, and was in California on
husiness in connection with several min-
ing properties he had acquired in the
North.

There is unhappily no doubt that the
murdered man - was Captain Howard.
Seemingly he was brutally murdered
and robbed, having been lured to a
barn which was the abode of tramps,
struck over the head with a blunt in-
strument of some kind, and afterwards
shot. A revolver found near the body
was evidently both the blu n and
the firearm. The butt end of ‘the wea-
pon fitted into the wound in the frae-
tured skull, while the bullet in the head
corresponded with its calibre.

On the body was found a ring—a lion
holding an arrow—the Howard crest.
When the widow and her daughter were
told of the death in Victoria by the Rev.
J. H. Sweet, rector of the church which
they attended, each wore a ring of the
same kind. The laundry number on the
linen was Captain Howard’s, and by
the clothing and various articles found
in the pocket the identification is com-

Captain Howard was one of the foun-
ders of the St. James club in Mont.real.!
He had a commission in the Victoria
Rifles in Montreal in 18¢9; at the out-
break of the Red River rebellion, joined
the Second Quebec Rifles and went with
them on the celebrated Wolseley expedi-
tion. He was captain and paymaster
of his regiment,

'After the suppression of the rebellion,
when the province of Manitoba was
created, Captain Howard entered poli-
tics and held the office of minister of
public works, provincial secretary, and
provincial treasurer at different times
during the life of the first legislature of
Manitoba, under the leadership of Hon.
Henry J. Clarke, the first premier of
the province. In 1875, Captain Howard
retired from active political life, and
embarked in business in Winnipeg as a
forwarder, in which he was very suc-
cessful for some years. Early in the
cighties he returned to Montreal, where
he carried on a brokerage business until
the discovery of gold in the Yukon.
Deceased was in his fifty-ninth year,
having been born at Kingston, Ont., on
June 2, 1845, whence his father, Henry
Howard, M. D., removed to Montreal.
In 1868 deceased married Mirah Walters
Dyde, daughter of Colonel Dyde of Mon-
treal, who, with three children, two sons
and a daughter, survive him. One of
his sons, “Atty,” a celebrated lacrosse
snd hockey player, is living in New
York; Shirley, the other son, is in Chi-
cago, and Miss Cherry Howard is with
her mother in Vietoria.

A BAD RECORD.

Many Railway Accidents in the States
in Three Montha.
WASHINGTON, .'I'_u.ly 27.—The report
of the interstate sommerce commission
on raflroad accidents in the United
States for the three months ending
March 31st last shows that during that
quarter 300 people were killed and 2834
injured in train accidents. Other kinds
of accidents, including those sustained
by employees at work and passengers
in getting off and on cars, makes the
aggregate 827 killed and 11,481 injured.
There were 1650 collisions and 1181 de-
railments, causing $2,491,046 damage to
cars, engines and roadways.

UNWATERINGSTARTS

GREAT WESTERN MINE WILL Bg
PUMPED OUT AND
OPERATED.

PROBABLY AN IMPORTANT FAC.
TOR IN HISTORY OF
CANP,

The preliminary work undertaken at
the Great Western mine some weeks
ago, and detailed in The Miner at the
time, has resulted in a decision to un-
water the mine immediately and pro-
ceed with a thorough examination ang
sampling of the workings, to be fol-
lowed, if satisfactory results are ge-
cured, by extensive mining operations.

The work is of special interest in view
of its possible important bearing on the
future of the camp.

As is generally known, the Great
Western mine is one of the properties
turned over to the Rossland Great
‘Western company by the British Amer-
ica Corporation, and included in the
merger when the Rossland-Kootenay
company was formed. The mine has
mot been worked for about three years,
but is known to possess about 5000 feet
of workings, and considerable ore bogd-
ies of varying richness. When work
was suspended the management had
concluded that the ore was too low in
value to be handled profitably, but
since that juncture radical changes
have taken place in respect to freight
and treatment charges, with the result
that paying ore now embraces matenial
that could not be touched save at a
loss a few years ago. The additional
experience gained in respect to the
characteristicg of local ore bodies will
undoubtedly prove of very material
value in dealing with the Great West-
ern. At any rate the recent examina-
tion of the surface showing gave sur-
prisingly encouraging results, with the
outcome that the management has now
concluded to give the property a thor-
ough trial.

About a week will be required to set
up the pumping apparatus, the boilers
being already in position.

'In England the Moat case excited great
interest, but the people did not go wild
over it, mor did the ﬁewspapers use
type half a foot long in reporting it.

And that no mistake was
made was evidenced by the fact that
Dougal confessed his guilt on the gal-
lows. In the States there would have
been the greatest excitement over such
a rare case. The sensational newspapers
would have exploited it as a godsend
to their circulation, and the flame of
popular excitement would have been
fanned until its blaze was of the inten-
sest. Half-sheet posters would have
been nowhere alongside the front pages
of the yellow press with the blackest
type obliterating all resemblance to a
newspaper. If the criminal had money
bis trial would take years in all proba-
bility, with delays and postponements,
till all interest would be lost, and then
ht would escape—or he would be taken
out of jail and hanged by a mob. For
it is sorrowfully' admitted by the best
newspapers across the border that the
American administration of justice
tends either to mob law or the escape
of the criminal.

The resuit
of their investigations became the talk
of Canada from one end to the other.
The biggest scandal ever unearthed in
the West was brought to lLight. In the
nick of time a special committee of the
legislature discovered that a gigantic
job was on foot by which members of
the Prior government were attempting
to rob the people of 635,000 acres of
these very coal lands in East Kootenay
for the benefit of themselves and the
C. P. R. The land was saved by the
prompt passage of and assent to the
famous Bill 16, which re-established be-
yond all question the Crown’s title to
these lands. Then, as .everybody

knows, Premier Prior dismissed Attor-
ney-General Eberts and Chief Com-

missioner Wells for their connection
with thd scandals, and he, in turn, was
dismissed by the Leutenant-Governor.

It was obviously a dangerous, under-
taking, because, while appealing to pa-
triotic motives, it was m.lly a business
venture intended to make a profit to
the promoter out of the flow of immi-
gration to Canada. Here was a case
in which an efficlent minister would
bave been able to do the country 'good
service. It was idle to plead that the
department had no control over Mr.
Barr. The first thing Mr. Barr did
was to approach the minister of the
interior and solicit his co-operation
Mr.. Sifton told us this in his remarks
on Friday. The department had to
reserve the land for the colony. Be-
fore doing so it should have asserted
its authority to supervise the methods
of the promoter. When it was obvious
that the project had objectionable fea-

tures, the land concession should have|

been withdrawn until the interests of
the colony were safeguarded. In this
way the department had the project
completely under its control. Mr. Sif-

ton does not help himself by contend-
ing that there was no financial ar-

rangement between the department and
Mr. Barr. With or without an arrange-
ment Mr. Barr has told us he is to be
paid by the government some ten
thousand dollars for his services. This
is an additional reason for the exercise
of ministerial control. Even if no mon-

was to be paid, Mr. Sifton cannot
shirk responsibility for the project.
The absence of public assistance would
make it the more incumbent on the
promoter of the venture to make a
larger and more oppressive margin of
profit out of the colonists. Mr. Sifton,
according to his own confession, was
blind to the nature of the undertaking
to which he committed the country.
While he flippantly disclaims responsi-
bility, Canada is held accountable for
the tramsaction, and the incident is
likely to retard immigration. It is
time we had a minister of the interior
who will accept responsibility for his

department.

FREQUENT REPORTS.

We cannot urge too strongly upon
promoters of mining enterprises the
importance of rendering frequent re-
ports to the stockholders. This, of
course, applies especially to those com-
panies whose property is being actively
operated.

When an eastern investor buys shares
of mining stock he thereby acquires
a lively interest in the property of that
particular company. He wants to hear
about it occasionally. Naturally, he
prefers, good news, but at any rate he
wants to know what is being dome
with his property, even though the re-
port is not alwayg favorable. Some
promoters are so shortsighted as to give
frequent reports while they are trying
to secure the capital of the prospective
investor, and then stop when the money
is in their hands. No man or set of
men who have any regard for their
business future can afford to treat their
clients in this manner. The client is
really emtitled to more consideration
after he has entrusted his money with
a promoter than before. The sooner
those who seek outside capital to de-
velop our mines recognize this fact,
the better it will be for the mining in-
dustry.

The policy of frequent reports has
another advantage. It keeps the promo-
ter comstantly on the alert to make a
good showing. It thus becomes a strong
incentive to action and assists in the
more rapid development of the com-
bany's property We are not certain but
that it would be a wise move to com-
Del, by legislation, all mining compan-
les to render a careful report to their
Stockholders at least once per quarter.
Publicity of this kind could do no pos-
~sible harm, and would result in much

the construction of another transcomti-
nental railway from the East south of

the C. P. R. and across the rich but

treeless farm and range lands of South-
ern Manitoba and the Northwest Terri-
tories direct to the Kootenay country.
There is no land richet in agricultural
possibilities than that extensive terri-
tory lying mnorth of the international
boundary between Estevan on the Soo
line and South Kootenay pass. So rich
is it that no rallway company could
have the temerity to ask for a cent of
subsidy to induce immediate construc-
tion. :

It is an open secret that the Union
Pacific system, which already extends
as far north as Butte and Spokane,
is anxious to reach farther north if
circumstances would only justify. Not
only does President Harriman of the
U. P. desire a share of the carrying
trade of this rich province, but it is
necessary that he should supply the
western and northeastern portion of his
great railway eystem with B. C. fuel.
It would be an easy madtter for him to
build from Montana up the Flathead to
Kootenay,

It will thus be seen that by the open-
ing up of Bast Kootenay British Co-
lumbia would gain the tremendous ad-
vantage of two new ‘indepeadent rail-
way systems, and a development of her
natural resources that would inaugu-
rate an era of unprecedented industrial
actlyity and prosperity for . the wihole
province. : ;

THE CITY SOLICITORSHIP,

Comsiderable interest is manifested
concerning the city solicitorship. Since
J. L. G. Abbott left Rossland to take
up his permanent residence at Van-
couver, the office of city solicitor has
been vacant., Meanwhile the city has
been put to no little expense for legal
advice and assistance, The arbitration
case between the city and Blue and
Deschamps has not, according to the
opinion of Mayor Dean, resulted satis-
factorily, so he has taken legal advice
with a view to upsetting the award of
the arbitrators. He may decide to take
the case into the courts, Since the re-
tirement of Mr. Abbott the city has had
to engage the services of a lawyer for
cases that have occurred in the police
court. It may be necessary at any
time to have to resort to this step
again, unless a city solicitor be appoint-
ed.

Now the ratepayers desire to know
what policy is to be pursued by the city
council. If a lawsuit is to be started
against the Blue and Deschamps
award, is it to be conducted by a city
solicitor on a fixed stipend, or is it to
be a case in which a counsel will have
the privilege of charging a private fee?
The suit, if started, is certain to entail
considerable costs, and the public have
a right to know beforehand just what
course will be followed. The rate-
payers are also entitled to information
ag to the policy of the mayor amnd
council in the future hamdling of police
court cases,

It has been suggested that the city
can adopt a plan which, for effective-
ness and economy, has decided advan-
tages. It is proposed that the office cf
police magistrate be combined with that
of city solicitor, the appointee to draw
a salary of $1256 a month for the dual
duties and also enjoy the emoluments
of the small debts court. This, of
course, would be conditional on the
duties not conflicting.

There should be no shilly-shallying
on this important question. If the pro-
posed combination is feasible it cer-
tainly has the merit of economy. But
regardless of that feature, it would
be well for the public to know the
council’s policy as to the vacant city
solicitorship, especially in view of the
fact that there is some likelihood of ex-
pensive litigation in the near future.

e
INCREASED CIRCULATION.

For some time past it has been pos-
sible for fault to be found with Canada’s
money. Its quality is above reproach,
but complaint has been entered as to
its quantity. There is not enough of it.

The country’s wealth has increased

, 8wollen, but the volume of its cash has
not expanded commensurately. The sup-
ply of money has been barely sufficient
for the performance of its function as
the ‘medium of exchange. Much of the
business that was done might have been
facilitated had there beéen more mon2y,
and possibly some deserving enterprises
remained unproductive because funds
could not be spared to ‘assist them, Dur-
ing the last twelvemonth large mer-
cantile borrowers have had to pay on
the average about 6 per cent for their
loans. This somewhat high point on the
‘interest ‘gauge indicated no lack of ‘cons
fidence, no scarcity of scceptable col-]
lateral, but a simple falling of the level
of reserves in those main storage cham-
bers, the banks. True, measures have
been taken by the banks to provide for
meeting the demands of eligible bor-
rowers. Many of the banks have in-
creased their capital and enlarged their
note issue pari passu. Also new banks
Lave come into existence, prepared to
add some millions to the ecirculation.
Still there is a sense of strain on the
money supply, and the interest rate
marks a shortage. ;

It must be remembered that the banks
are not the only source of eurrency is-
sue. The finance department of the
Dominion government is in the business
as well. In addition to the $58,865,845
of bank notes which were in circulation
at the end of last month, there was
$39,006,198 of Dominion government
money outstanding.

As the banks have been increasing
their issues in response to the larger
demand of trade, so, impelled by the
same demands, the finance minister pro-
poees to increase the government issue.

Certainly the credit
of the country is easily able to sapport
75 per cent of such an issue, especially
when Dominion debentures are deposited
against it. It is understood, moreover,

‘that this extension is not to be a pre-

cedent to be soon followed. Mr. Field-
ing may possibly add a $5 government
note to the existing denominations. In
times of stringency such a note would
be welcomed even by the -banks, and
would remove the excuse for cirealating
United States notes in Canada,

TOOK HIS OWN LIFE

CSCAR SZONTAGH'S SUICIDE THE
RESULT-OF DESPON-
" DENCY.

IN FINANCIAL STRAITS AND UN-
ABLE TO FIND EMPLOY-

a position, Oscar Szontagh, one of the
most distinguished chemists and metal-
Jurgists in America, committed suicide
or Tuesday morning at his room in the
Spokane hotel, Spokane, by shooting
himself with a revolver. He was evi-
dently standing in front of a mirror
vhen he fired the fatal bullet, but he
probably lived for several hours after-
yards.

The tragedy was disclosed at 1:45
o’clock in the afternoon by the chamber-
maid. After repeatedly rapping at the
door without getting a response she val-
led one of the employees of the hotel
who, looking over the transom, was hor-
rified to see the body of Mr. Szontagh
lying on the floor in a pool of bhlood.
The . door was forced and the body
w/as removed to the morgue. He was
dressed only in his pajamas, and was
lying before the dresser.’ Clenched in
a death grip was a.32-calibre revolver,
while a long deep wound in his right
temple showed the cause of death.
Szontagh went to bed about midnight
Monday and was in his ordinary spirits.
He ‘announced to friends that he ex-
pected to leave for Colville in the morn-
ing to examine a mine.

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YOTERS’ LIST
QUESTION

Full Court Decides That
Ottawa Members May
Register.

The Conservative Nom=-
inations to Be Held
on August 15.

VICTORIA, July 24.—In the full court
this morning a stated case was argued
regarding the exception by the collector
of votes to declaranons by those claim-
ing a right to register from outside of
the province. In view of the previous
proceedings in the Earle case it was
thought desirable, under section 98 of
the supreme court act, to refer the fol-
lowing questions to the full court:

1. Under the provincial elections act
and amending acts of the province of
British Columbia, can an application
to be placed on the register of voters
for an electoral district in the province
be sworn or affirmed outside the limits
of the province; and can venue and
Jurat of the affidavit, form A, “Provin-
cial] elections act amendment act 1902,”
be varied to conform to that fact?

2. If the answer is in the affirma-
tive, what official may administer the
oath or affirmation?

3. If the provincial electioms act pro-
vides no machinery for dealing with
applications by persons temporarily
outside the province, has the lHeutenant
governor in council power, under the
provincial elections act and amending
acts, and section 11 of chapter 58 of the
statutes of 1902, being the “Redistribu-
tion act, 1902,” to make regulations on
this subject whereby any such affida-
vits or affirmations made without the
province may be received by the collec-
tor of votes and the applicants’ names
be placed upon the register of voters?

There were present onthe bench the
Chief Justice and Justices Walkem,
Drake and Irving. Messrs H. D. Helme-
ken and L. P. Duff, who appeared on
behalf of the parties interested, con-
tended that there was no express pro-
vision in the act preventing the ac-
ceptance of affidavits such as that ten-
dered by Thomas Earle, who, being a
member of parliament, was absent dur-
ing the session of the federal house.
They argued that the object of the
franchise act was to enable the voters’
list to be made, and that anyone other-
wise fitted to vote who could show sub-
stantial compliance with the form of
the act could have his name placed
on the register. Should amy difficulty
arise ample provision was made in sec-
tion 210 A of the election act and sec-
tion 11 of chapter 58, of 1902. Counsel
contended that the widest possible con-
struction should be placed upon these
acts relating to franchises.

A. L. Belyea, representing the attor-
ney general, submitted that the object
of the act was to confine the franchise
to those within the province, and ne
express provision had been made in the
act authorizing any functionary out-
side the province to administer the
oath, the evident intention being to re-
strict such administrationn of oaths to
provincial officials,

At the conclusion of argument, the
learned judges, in view of the urgency
of the matter, delivered judgment at
once. They gave an affirmative an-
swer to each of the questions.

The Comservative provincial execu-
tive, -after a conference with Premier
McBride, have arranged for simultan-
eous nominations throughout the pro-
vince on August 15th.

GRANBY’S BIG WORK

A REVIEW OF COMPANY'S ACHI-
EVEMENTS AT MINE AND
SMELTER.

THE EARLY DAYS OF PHOENIX
CAMP RECALLED—FIRST
LOCATIONS.

PHOENIX, B. C., July 24.—Exactly
twelve years ago this week the first
minera} locations were made in what
is now Phoenix camp, being antedated
by but few prospects in the Boundary
country. These locations were the Old
Ironsides and Knob Hill, and were
made by Matit Hotter and and Henry
White respectively on the 20th day of
July, 1901, and were recorded five days
thereafter at Rock Creek, the recording
office for this entire section in those

. days, The contrast of conditions here

\. twelve years ago and the situation here
‘today is a remarkable one, the great-
est progress, of course, having been in
the last four or five years.

When Henry White and Matt Hotter
toiled up the valley of Boundary creek
on that hot summer’s day in the early
Rineties, there were no trails or wagon
Toads of any kind in this section, but
fow locations had been thought worthy

sixty or eighty miles from the nearest
railway, which was at Marcus, Wash.
But White and Hotter believed that
they had found something good at last,
one of the claims being named after
the famous old frigate of the United
States navy, and the other because of
the immense showing of iron ore. John
Stevens was a side-partner of Matt
Hotter, and on August 1, 1904, he locat-
ed the Victorla adjoining the Old Iron-
sides, which is al8o included in the
present Granby group of mines.
Times were hard in the Boundary,
however, and it was next to impossible
to get capital interested here, so far
from railway communication, and with
most of the mines of so low & grade.
The original locators became! discour-
aged, and it was not till 1895 that Ste-
vens ran an open cut on the Knob Hill,
showing more plainly what' an im-
mense proposition that was.
Eventually Mr. White disposed of
a half interest to H. P. Palmerston of
Spokane, and he advised Jay P. Graves
of Spokane to take it up. Mr. Graves
looked into the matter, and finally de-
cided to do so, organizing the Old

him in the enterprise from its inception.
This was in the winter of 1895-6, and
Mr. Graves, although he had confidence

However, in 1897 Mr. Graves decided to
prosecute active development, and sent
Johnn F. Hemenway here with a small
force of men to undertake it.
Hemenway had sole charge for some

ed in the spring of 1898, to assume the
local comtrol. At that time there had
not been 150 feet of work done on the
Old Ironsides, the No. 1 shaft being
down 100 feet, with some drifting. He
soon started work on the Knob Hill No,
1 tunnel, as well as continuing the ex-
ploration of the Old Ironsides claim,
and before the end of that year it be-
came known that an ore body of al-
most fabulous width, length, and no one
knew how deep, had been explored,
and the attention of the mifiing world
began to be attracted.

About or just about this time Mr.
‘White and Mr. Graves succeeded in
interesting 8. H. C. Miner of Granby,
Quebec, in the group, as well as other
men of means from the BEastern Town~
ships of that province. Some of the
Spokane men had tired of waiting and
sold out their shares—always at a
profit, however, as Old Ironsides shares
were quoted at 80 cents at one time
and Knob Hill got as high as $1 and
$1.10.

More claims were acquired when it
came to be more and more realized
what a tremendous- proposition was
here, and the first Granby company
was organized, as well as the Grey
BEdgle company. Eventually these four
companies were comsolidated in the
newly organized Granby Consolidated
Mining, Smelting and Power Company,
Limited, with a capital of $15,000,000.

The smelter had been erected at
Grand Forks with an initial capacity
of ' two furnaces, which was later in-
creased to four, and in a few weeks
will be increased to six, with a total
capacity of treating 2200 tons of ore
dally.

In concluding this brief history of

capable engineers as Canada's great-
est copper mine, a glance at what has
been accomplished here, most of ft
within five years, will not be amiss.

Up to the 1st of July, 1908, the devel-
opmeént of the ‘Granby mines was:
Sinking and ralsing, 3762 lineal feet;
drifting and crosscutting, 14,882 feet,
or a grand ‘total of 18,584 feet—nearly
three miles of underground develop-
ment, not including the vast work done
on the surface in the shape of ore quar-
rying. During that time also the mines
have sent out a total of 769,685 tons of
ore—all to the company’s own smelter—
and 9,236,220 cubic feet of ore have been
broken.

At the present it is not an extrava-
gant statement to say that the mines
are in a position to break down and
ship ore at the rate of 5000 tons daily
as soon as adequate smeilting and tran-
sportation facilities are provided. The
ore is there, and the equipment for
handling it is complete. It has been
estimated that at least 20,000,000 tons
are now “in smight,” as it is termed,
and no one knows how much more.

It is quite in place here to mention
the business and executive ability of
Jay P. Graves, the general manager,
who was so fortunate as to to secure
the co-operation of President Miner and
the gentlemen on the board of direc-
tors, as well as the success attained by
William Yolen Willlams in directing
the mining operations of the company,
and that of A. B. W. Hodges, the
smelter superintendenit, whose metal-
lurgical skill has contributed in no
smail degree. In all these years the
Granby company has never had a
labor trouble, has never postponed a
payday, and has never failed to settle
its obligations, no matter how large.
Can the reader of these lines find its
parallel in the history of mining?

NEW RAILWAY LINE

A COMPANY PROPOSES TO BUILD
FROM VANCOUVER TO
HUDSON’S BAY.

( Correspondence of London Express.)

{ The British embassy, where the king
of England resided during his sojourn
in Paris, is an edifice of no small inter-

est.

Although the Rue du Foubourg St
Honore is not a very striking or majes-
tic thoroughfare—not to be compared,
for instance, with Albert Gate, Beigrave
Square or Carlton House Terrace—nev-
ertheless it includes some of the leading
ministerial departments as well as the
Elysee itself and the embassy.

The narrowness of the street opposite
No. 39, and the loftiness of the plain
brick walls that shut it out from the
thoroughfare somewhat detract from the
attractiveness of the building, but when
you once enter through the huge portals
surmounted by the royal arms in the
spaclous courtyard you find yourself in
front of a mansion of dignified propor-
m‘ .

The entrance hall is shut off from the
graveled yard or approach by a glazed
ante-chamber, and beyond lie a suite of
reception rooms and salons leading to
the extensive garden which “stretches
down to the well known Avenue des
Champs Hlysees. A corridor occupying
three sides of a square and walled and
roofed with glass, like the facade of the
embassy, gives access from the principal
rooma to the garden.

POPE LEO’'S PRIVATE FORTUNE.

(New York World.)

The statement cabled from Rome that
Pope Leo has willed his private for-
tune, not to his relatives, but as a priv-
ate fund for his successor, arouses in-
terest in the extent of the pontiff’s
private fortune.- Probably no one but
Cardinal Rampolla and Cardinal Mo-
cenni, the papal treasurer, knows with
any degree of accuracy the extent of
the pope’s wealth, but it is sald that the
amount will probably exceed $5,000,000.
It is on deposit in the Bank of England.

The pope has three nephews, sons of
his brother, and many grand nephews
and nieces and a host of lesser rela~-
tives, but he told them when he was
elected pope that he would not use his
position to enrich or advance them.
He kept his word, end in all likeli-
hood they will get little after his death.

The pope’s private fortune must not
be confused with the treasure which
he regards as belonging to the papacy
though as a maltter of fact he could if
he wished regard as his own all the
vast resources attached to hig office.
He has preferred to regard as his own
only .such momey a8 comes to him
through private gifts and from those
to whom he grants audiences. The reg-
ular revenues of his office, such as
Peter’'s “pence, revenues from real es-
tate and bonded investments he keeps
account of. separately. Out of it he
pays the $1,000,000 that is necessary to
maintain the papal cournt, consisting of
cardinals, -diplomatic representativaa,
court officlals ‘and his little standing
army. Other drafts on this fund are
for poor missions amnd expenses of
church Administration and charity.
Over a million dollars @ year is spent
on charity by the pontiff. Out of the
surplus of official funds Pope Leo has
by wise administration been able to
create a contingent fund of $30,000,000.

Like all his predecessors in the papal
chair, Leo has not been parsimonious.
Neither has he been extravagant. His
greatest expenditures have bean for
charitable purposes and for the advan-
cement of art and literature. He has
been generotis in giving financial as-
sistance to friends and many men in
Rome today, who have been his poli-
tical opponents, are his financial debt-
ors. He once loaned a million lire to
save the Banca di Roma from disaster,
and on another occasfon advanced 400,-
000 lire to a great landed proprietor,
who had been an active supporter of

stewardship over them. The vatican
palace with its 7000 rooms is a store-
house of priceless treasures of ant,
literature and precious examples of the
jeweler’'s and goldsmith’s art. It is said
to contain more gold than the Klondike,
more jewels than the diamond mines of
South Africa,

The pontificate of Leo has added an
inestimable treasure ¢0 his hoard.
When he celebrated the golden jubilee
of his priesthood im 1888, an exhibition/
was opened in the vatican of the gifts,
presented him. Tons of gold poured
into the. vatican during the jubilee
year. Om the day of the jubilee mass
$3,000,000 in gold coin was presnted to
him. The crowned heads of the world
vied with each other in the costliness of
their gifts. The total value of the jubi-
lee gifts was estimated at $14,00,000.
The pope has since celebrated the gol-
den jubilee of his episcopate and the
twenty-fifth amniversary of his pon-
tificate. On each occasion millions in
gifts were presented to him.

One of the most notable gifts pre-
sented to Leo is a diamond said to be
worth $4,000,000, which came from that
stanch disciple of Luther, “Oom Paul”
Kruger. The Transvaal president re-
ceived it from Memela, a native chief,
who was given his freedom after cap-
ture by the Boer troops, It fell into
Memela’s hands from a chief of the
Basutos, who had taken it from a Zulu

March was a topaz weighing 1784
grams, on which the celebrated Nea-
politan artist, Andrea Cartello, had af-
ter 12 years’ work engraved a picture
of “The Last Supper.’
