‘Thell‘ Troops
Their Nerve and No Long-
er Oppose Determined
Front to Russians

N officer writing from the posi-
A tion before Jaroslau has given
a graphic description of the de-
moralisation which has fallen on the
enemy’s army. He says: “The Austri-
ans began the war with a full assur-
ance of a brilliant and easy victory.
“At the opening of hostilities I wit-
nessed an attack of Hungarian hus-
sars. They sat erect as on parade,
shoulder to shoulder, and at an even
gallop sharged down upon our caval-
ry. I saw blue rows of infantry, who,
upright and rigid, stepped out into
our fire as if disdaining to take cover.
I saw Austrian artillery driving out
into open postions as if showing off at
manoeuvres.
“How different that has all become
now. Their mounted troops no long-
er accept our cavalry attacks, but
hide, so that we rarely see anything of
them. Their infantry conceals itself
in forests and everywhere digs trench
es. Their artillery chooses positions
farther and farther from our line.

An Antidote for Shrapnel.

“In their first rearguard battle they
distinguished themselves by great
ibravery and stubbornness. Now they
disappear without making a fight to
retard our advances.

“When we approached Lubaczow it
was held by considerable forces ef the
enemy. We opened fire but the Austri
ans hardly answered. Troop trains
were pouring out of thes tation, leav-
ing the town to its fate. Whatever at-
tempts they may make to keep up the
fight, however many victims they may
sacrifice, their fate 1is irrevocably
sealed.

A French Magistrate saw him, ac-
companied by a force of 10,000 cav-
alry in parade dress, with whom the
Emperor intended to make a trium-
phant entry into the capital of French
Lorraine.

“The Kaiser had alighted, and was
following the movements of his army
with his glasses, when suddenly, un-
der the pressure of the French troops,
the Germans beat a retreat.

KEPT CLOSE TAB
ON CERMAN SPIES

Admiralty and War Office
Roped Large Numbers Of
Them in When War Broke
Out

London, Oct. 12—Thec Official News
Bureau has issued the following:—

“Steps have been taken to deal with
German espionage. It was clearly
ascertained five or six years ago that
the Germans wcre making great “ef-
forts to establish a system of espion-
age in this country. In order to trace
and thwart these efforts a special in-
telligence bureau was established by
the Admiralty and War Office. This
department, acting in close co-opera-
tion with the Metropolitan Police De-
partment, was able from 1911 to 1914
to discover the ramifications of the
German secret service in England.

Learned Very Little.

“Despite the enemy’s enormous ef-
forts and lavish expenditure little
valuable information reached them.
All the agents who were known to
be engaged in this traffic were mark-
ed and kept under observation.

“On August 4 twenty known spies
were arrested under instructions from
the Home Secretary. In addition 200
suspects were watched and a ma-
jority of them interned soon after
the breaking out of the war.

Broke It Up.

“It is believed that this action broke
up the spy organization that was
established before the war, which has
not been re-established. A rigorous
search was made of the houses and
clubs of Germans and Austrians, but
no stores of arms, bombs or instru-
ments of destruction were found. All
Germans and Austrians wha were
deemed likely to be dangerous have
been arrested. Nine thousand Ger-
mans and Austrians of military age
are now prisoners of war.”

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Labrador Slopp

HE fishermen now arriving with
’[ Labrador slopp are compelled to
sell at one dollar less than the
price prevailing two weeks ago. The
cut in price is chiefly due to the ina-
bility of some suppliers to buy their
dealers’ fish. The price might have
been maintained by co-operative exer-
tion. Action should have been taken
by the Government last week to keep
prices up to $4.00. Had the Govern-
ment fixed $4.00 as the price and pre-
vented anyone buying at less, the buy-
ers would have purchased at $4.00
without a grumble.

An effort is now being made to re-
duce price of $3.00 for slopp. Let all
take notice that slopp fish must not
be sold at less than $3.560. When that
figure becomes general it will repre-
sent the lowest cent at which any
fisherman will sell slopp. If all the
slopp fish is not purchased at $3.50,
then look out for tough times in St.
John’s We intend to call upon every
fisherman to refuse to sell at less than
$3.50. We shall call upon every fish-
erman to draw his money from the
banks. We shall convene public meet-
ings and pass resolutions demanding
the dismissal of the Government by
the Governor. The battle against the
robbery and oppression whnich the
fishermen have borne for generations,
will be started, and those who have
been codding and fooling the baymen
so0 long will see a thing or two happen.

A meeting of all fishermen will be
convened by President Coaker just as
soon as it is found that there is a
slackness in purchasing at $3.50. The
Government’s duty is to arrange at
once for the purchase of a quantity of
Labrador slopp at $3.50 from inde-
pendent planters, and issue an order
prohibiting the purchase of slopp fish
by suppliers at less than $3.50. Those
who have bought at $4.00 and $4.50
should be foremost in maintaining a
figure equal to $3.50 in order to aid
the disposal of the dearer fish.

Now, men, hang her down when you
cannot sell at $3.50 and let St. John’'s
see what sort of stuff you are made
of.

The price for shore has been main-
tained and, while some are buying at
$6.00 for Merchantable, most buyers
are paying $5.75 for Shore Talqual
with an easy cull which is fully equal
to the $6.00 talqual price paid two
weeks ago. There will be no further
reduction in shore fish.

When the steamers and Brazilian
vessels, now chartered, are loaded,
there will not be 20,000 qtls. of shore
fish in St. John'’s. Anyone with shore
fish to sell in December or the the
winter months will receive good pri-
ces. Labrador shore is firm at $5.50
with very little offering.
~Cod oil is keeping up its price “in
spite of the efforts of one or two large
firms fo lowér the prces.

. The lowest prices which the fisher-
men will take for fish have now been
reached and every reasonable export-
er will agree with us when we state
that there is no valid reason for lower
prices, except the desire to injure the
fishermen and country, m;niﬁested, we
regret to say, by the want of action on
the part of the Government and the
greed of a few buyers. Every fisher-
W who sells his slopp fish at less
than $4.00 must blame the Government
-.br the loss of the mo between

what he gets and four dollars, for the
‘Government could have seen that all
were paid $4.00 if they felt so inclined.
The F. P. U, through Mr. Coaker,
asked them to take action, but it was
just as well to ask the Southsjde Hill
to move as to ask the Government, for
Morris and his party were only too
delighted to see the Green Bay, Bona-
vista Bay and Trinity Bay men forc-
ed to sell their fish at 50c. less per qtl.
than its proper value. Not one mem-
ber of the Government represents
a Northern Bay. Not one member of
the Government represents a district
selling slopp fish. They thought they
could afford to see the Northern men
deprived of one-seventh of the value
of their toil and then add to their
miseries by placing a tax of 27%c. on

flour, 6c. 1b. on tea, 1%c. per 1b. on
sugar, 6¢. gal. on Kkero. oil, $1.00 per
brl. on beef, $1.50 to $2.00 per brl. on
pork, $1.66 per 100 1bs. on sugar, and
all this in addition to 10c. per 1b. on
tobacco, a hundred per cent. advance
on liquor and a 10 p.c. surtax on ev-
erything else used by them.

They may yet be sorry for their
refusal to help the fishermen. The
limit has now been reached and the
toiling masses will no longer submit
to any further reduction of the value
of the produce of their toil.

A panic has seized outport buyers of
slopp fish and the Northern harbours
are today seething with discontent and
great excitement prevails.

A Contrast

HE cable news that brought us

T the information about the

splendid British naval victory
off the Dutch Coast also informed us
that the new cruiser “Undaunted”
was commanded by Capt. Fox who
was in comn of H.M.S. “Amphion”
when she w )s sunk in the North Sea
a month or so ago.

Thus a British captain whose bad
luck it was to lose his ship shortly
after the commencement of the war
was placed in command of a new ves-
sel as soon as she was put in com-
mission. ,

After the “Amphion” disaster, Capt.
Fox doubtless had to explain to a
court martial just how the unfortun-
ate affair occurred and, we judge
from his new appointment, must have
convinced his judges that he  was
blameless.

He, therefore, was placed in charge
of the “"Undaunted” and his misfor-
tune was not construed into a “black
mark” against his career. And how
nobly he has justified the confidence
placed in him by the Admiralty the
action off the Dutch Coast amply
proves.

That is the British way of giving
Jritons every chance of proving their
worth and, as a rule, the country, as
well as the individual, benefits.

The German way seems to he slight-
ly different. Failure meant disgrace
for two of the German generals and,
even for disagreeing with the Kaiser
Von Moltke is said to have been super-
seded.

In Germany a man becomes simply
a cog in a great machine. He is per-
mitted to assert his individuality only
in so far as it accords with that of his
tellow-cogs. To think for himself
would be dangerous inasmuch as it
might inspire him to act on his own
initiative and to the German military
man that is not permitted. It savors
too much of leadership and only one
man in Germany—the Kaiser—has the
“Divine Right” to lead the people of
“the Fatherland.”

Is it any wonder that the indepen-
dent burghers of South Africa prefer
the British way?

Is there anything surprising about
the fact that India, despite her ante-
hellum mutterings of discontent, is
enthusiastically helping to ke=p the
Union Jack flying over her proud
cities and rural districts? She doubt-
less believes that in good time Great
Britain will see that she is granted,
in some measure, that home rule so
many of her sons ardently desire.

And it is becaunse’ Canada, because
Austrialia, becavse Newfoundland and
he other far-flung scions of Empire
believe in the justice and humanity
of the British way that they are giv-
inz of their wealth and of the pick of
their manhood to the defence of the
Empire against the soul-less machine
of German militarism.

Single Aeroplane Worth
. Division Of Cavalry

French Corps Commander
Tells of the Great Value of
the Machines in Warfare-—-‘
A Duel in the Air

Paris, Oct. 17.—The activity of Ger-
man aeroplanes over Paris has
brought up a general discussion of
the value of these machines in war-
{are and a recital of thrilling aerial
duels between French and German
machines.

One French corps commander is
quoted as having said that, in his
opinion, a single aeroplane was as
valuable as a division of cavalry.
Aeroplanes are of the greatest ser-
vice in preventing surprises, and few
‘mportant movements of troops have |
been made which have not been
oromptly reported by aerial  scouts |
yefore their completion.
