Manila, Feb. 5.—Customs officers, 
aided by navy experts, have discov­
ered that every one of the seventeen 
German ships anchored here have 
been extensively damaged.

San Francisco, Feb, 5.—The ex­
tent of the damage to the interned 
German gunboat Geier, which ad­
vices yesterday from Honolulu stat­
ed was on fire in the harbor there, 
probably will remain unknown until 
the government censorship has re­
laxed. Messages sent from this city 
to Honolulu seeking information re­
garding the Geier to day brought on­
ly the reply :

“Censorship in operation.” 
Honolulu, Feb. 5.—The interned 

German gunboat is burning in the 
harbor here. She was set on fire by 
her crew, according to the local.au­
thorities.

The Geier. of 1.004 tons, was in­
terned here shortly after the war be­
gan. She was built at Wilhelmshaven 
in 1894..

IBy Courier Leaned Wire.
Paris, Feb. 5-—'Alejandro Lerroux, 

Spanish deputy and leader of the 
Republican party in Barcelona, in­
terviewed here to-day declared that 
Spain should protest energetically 
against the German submarine cata- 
paign and make clear her intention 

i^to defend herself if necessary.
,,r “Spain possesses,” said peputy 

Lerroux, “the means of making her­
self fully respected. She can say, 
and will say to Germany:

“ 'Halt., you have here 100,000 of 
your compatriots, fifty of youF'ships 
lie helpless in our ports and you 
have besides important material in­
terests in Spain: therefore avoid all 
acts likely to afféct the lives and in­
terests of Spaniards.’

“Should there be a diplomatic 
rupture between Spain and Germany 
-—you will note that I hesitate to 
say that there will be—there is one 
thing that should be remembered: If 
Spain recalls her ambassador from 
Berlin, the last representative of a 
great country disappears from that 
capital. In the interests of the En­
tente some one ought to remain in 
Germany as an authoritative witness 
of the violation of the law of nations 
and the barbarities which are evid­
ently going to be committed, 
can protest against them in the 
name of .the civilized world ? There 
.must be some one to defend the pri- 
’soners and the unhappy populations 
of the invaded territory and those 
who have been deported.

“Spanish policy, in mv opinion, 
should dictate a reply protesting en­
ergetically against German pretens­
ions and making clear our intentioa 
to defend ourselves. At the same 
time our representative at Berlin 
should remain there to continue his 
work of humanity and justice. That 

I of course, could only last until ou-' 
national honor was insulted. How­
ever, the world thanks Amerida to­
day for having won a victory of jus­
tice, a certain prelude to the victory 
of arms which I look for."

Wilson Gives The Reply Of United States To Teuton Declar­
ation of Ruthless Submarine Warfare, and Reviews The 

Controversies Arising During the War
(From the Courier Second Satil^day Edition)

Washington, Feb. 3.—The severance of diplomatic relations with Germany was formally announced 
to the country and the world by President Wilson at a joint session of congress to-day at 2 o’clock. The 
United States now stands on the verge with all the historic precedents, of centuries pressing it forward.

Fervently invoking the guidance of Almighty God in the step he had taken, President Wilson detail­
ed to the congress why the United States could not continue relations with a warring power which repeat­
edly invades the sacred rights and takes the lives of its citizens. Calm, witl) a sense of right in what may 
prove the most sombre moment of American history, the president stood in the historic hall of the House 
of Representatives and with senators and representatives before him, spoke the words which may carry the 
country into the world conflict, not for aggression, and not for power; only for law and humanity.

Silent and attentive the nations law-makers listened with rapt attention, while President Wilson told 
of the United Statès course in the now unsuccessful diplomatic struggle to dissuade Germany from her 
campaign of ruthlessness.

In concluding his address President Wilson declared that he could not even now believe that Ger­
many intends any overt acts against American citizens, but that if overt acts are forthcoming he will again 
come before congress to ask authority to “use any means that may be necessary for the protection of our 
seamen and our people.” All neutral governments, he believes, will take the same course.
