ATHENS POULTRY FAIRS

Athens bas gained an enviable dJis.
tinction as being the chict poultry
centre in Leeds County, and its right
to that title was once more conclnsively
estahlished on Monday last.

Two fairs here preceded that of Mon.
day, but at neither was the offering
large. At the first, held on Nov. 25,
only Canadian buyers were present,
and what turkeys were offered went at
13c. Awerican buyers announced
their fair for Dec 12 and another lo’
of Canadian buyers advertised a fiir
for Dec. 9. Of course, the Americans
did not want to buy poultry on two
days, but they felt that, under the
circarastances, they should miotect
their fair ; 80, without announcement,
a depatation fyled an appearance here
on kviday. What birds were offered
brought a good price, as high as 18c
being paid for choice offerings. Be-
sides the Americans, the buyers here
on Friday were Messrs. H. Moffatt, R.
Nevens, J. Johnston, Jasper; W.
Hewitt, New Boyne ; W. A. Olmsted,
Chesterville; Deb. Landon, Lyndhurst;
W. D. Hay, Toronto ; E. F. Denesha,
W. Tubbi, Ottawa,

Monday was rather too cold for
comfort and the mixtire of wagons and
sleighs on the road made traveling
anything but pleasant. But the royai
turk had been dressed for mdrket and
must go ; 8o at an early hour in the
rorning, from all points of the ‘com-
pass, loads of poultry were headed for
Athens, some traygling a distance of
twenty miles.

Bradstreet’s on Trade.

Bradstreet’s advices from Montreal
say: The volume of wholesale trade in a
general way is fair. As regards the goods
for which the demand is accelerated by
the approach of Christmas, the trade is
brisk;and it looks as though the country
felt able to spend money on the season’s
festivities. The manufacturing indus-
tries generally continue active, and val-
ues continue steady to firm. The coun-
try trade has not been so brisk. The
wholesalers in a number of lines here are
busy stock-taking. The spring movement
in certain departments has begun with a
vigor that promises well.

There is fair activity in wholesale cir-
cles at Toronto. The colder weather has
had a good effect upon the movement of
seasonable lines, and the sorting trade
generally is satisfactory, although this is
never a brisk season. The wholesalers
are meeting with a good demand for holi-
day goods, and much more frequently
than in years past this demand is shown

prosperity of the west 1s universally felt
to favor a continuance of good trade con-
ditions here.

At Quebec wholesale trade in general
shows no great signs of activity. Colder
weather is wanted. Collections are still

slow.

According Yo DBradstreet’s advices,
trade conditions at Winnipez are satis-
factory in all departments. The Amer-
ican demand for Canadian wheat has had
tne effect of materially raising prices,
and although grain is pretty well out of
the farmers’ hands, this is a factor in the
country’s prosperity.

Victoria and Vancouver reports to
Bradstreet’s say: There is an improve-
ment in the condition of wholesale trade
here. There is talk of an end to the
trouble in the lumber trade, but nothing
very definite is announced on this score.
There is a continued depression in the
salmon industry.

Hamilton reports to Bradstreet’s say
the wholesale movement of Christnias
goods is heavy and trade generally is
fairly active. Retail stocks are meeting
with a better Gemand, and collections are
improving somewhat. The industries are
active and trade prospects are bright.
Business conditions at London are fair-
ly satisfactory. The pre-holiday trade so
far compares favorably with that of for-
mer years.

Bradstreet‘s advices say the volume of
wholesale trade at Ottawa is fajrly large,
although in some lines more ¢f it is on

account of the coming holidays. .

LIFE ON THE PLANET MARS,

Getgraphical Map of OQur Celestial
Neighbor Very Accurate.

We can draw all the guographical con-
figurations, seas, coasts, islands, penia-
sulas, mouths of rivers, or canals of
Mars with accuracy, says Camille Flam-
marion in Harper’s Magazine, and we
can anticipate what district wg> appear
the lens of the telescope, for the
length of the rotation of the planet is
known to the hundredth part of a sec-
ond. As the planet ‘urns upon its axis
more slowly than ours, the calendar of
two consecutive years of 608 days and
a bisextile one of 669 days.

It is not many years since Mars enter-
ed into the sphere of our observation.
And one can say also that there is but
a small number of the inhabitants of
this world who have observed it in all
its details, and of these the most ex-
perienced is Signor Schiaparelli, director
of the observatory at Milan.

The geographical map of the planet
Mars has just been made with infinate
care by the above-mentioned astronomer.
One might really consiaer it a terristrial
sphere of continents, islands, coasts,
peninsuias, gulfs, waters. Moreover,
clouds, rains, inundations, snows, sea-
sons, winters and summers, springs and
autumns, prevail as they do here; and
the intensity of the seasons is absolute-
ly the same as with us, the inclination
of the axis being the same as ours,

Our problem of the habitability of the
stars is limited to observing the celes-
tial bodies upon which the conditions are
such’ that organized matter can exist in
a durable form.

In the planet Mars, the density of a
cubic merte of water, earth. or any mat-
ter is only the seventeenth of what it
is here, and the weight is only 38-
100ths,

A kilogram transported to Mars would
therefore only weigh 376 grams there,
and a man or woman weighing 70 kilos
would only weich 26 there. %he years
are nearly twice as long as upon our
planet. and the climatological conditions

seem much more favorable than they are
here, :

+ In the seed laboratory at Ottawa, one
hundred fresh seeds of wild mustard
were planted in good soil in a box, and
under the most favorable conditions only
thirty-five of them could be induced to
grow . The box was then placed in thé
open air for a'week with the thermom-
eter below zero. When again put in the
germinator, seventeen more of the seeds
produced plants. The soil was then al-
lowed to become thoroughly dry and
again put out to freeze, after which
twelve more of the hundred seeds germ-
ingted. This operation was repeaaed
several times, until finally every seed
demonstrated that the mother plant hed
not lived in vain.

As a rule seeds of the more noxious
weeds that grow from the seed alone re-
tain their vitality for several years when
embedded in the soil. It is highly im-
portant, then, to prevent the formation
of seed. It is quite evident that many
fields throughout Canada have now a
sufficient stock of séeds to produce lux-
uriant crops of weeds for several years,
but by adopting a suitable rotation it is
possible to prevent most of the plants
from these seeds coming to maturity.

All will agree that most districts have
their full share of weeds. Like the poor
they are always with uf. How do we
get them? Many farmers can doubtless
remember.when the Canada Thistle was
a new weed. Perennial sow-thistle, rib-
grass, ragweed, bindweed and some

headway at a much more  rapid
rate they did twenty-five . years
ago. How can we account for this?
The investigations of the seed
sion have s! that the

ws the difficulty of
keping such, land free from weeds,
Transportation companies, particularly
the railway companies, have much to
do with the introduction of new weeds.
Most of our noxious weeds are intro-
duced from Europe. Their seeds are of-
ten brought in with material that is
used for packing articles of commerce.
This packing material is scattered about
on the tground-and the seeds soon ger-
minate. In thrée or four years the new
weed may be found on a large number
of farms. That is the way most of our
weeds come- to us.

The wind and animals of various
kinds do much to spread weed seeds in a
local way. Seeds of many weeds, are
provided with ial facilities, some
like small parachutes as in the Dande-
lion and Canada thistle, by the aid of
which the seeds are carried long dis-
tances by the wind. Nature provided
seeds of other weeds, such as burs, with
the means of clinging to the wool of
sheep or to other animals, in order to
insure their distribution. In any case,
it is the seed that comes first; the w
curse follows.

two or three years, such telephone lines
have come into use in most of the big
logging regions.

Throughout the forests, from the St
John to Vancouver, lumber camps be-
longing to the same interests are com-
nected by  telephone, the lines running
thence to the saw mills or wood T:I:
works at the frontier towns, from whi
communication can be had even to the
metropolis.

It was formerly the custom of each
lumber interest to maintain a force of
couriers, like the voyageurs of the Hud-
son Bay Company, and these hardy men,
with knapsack, would travel twenty-
five miles 4 day through the wilderness,
over rough forest paths.

Now the mill calls each camp in turs
at stated hours, and receives reports and
gives instructions to the foremen and
it is not necessary to dwell on the com-
mercial advantages of maintaining such
close touch between headquarters and
outposts in any enterprise. Letters are
read to men snowed in the forest fifty
or one hundred miles away, and answers
are dictated by the lumbermen to a
stenographer, who transcribes, them in
the office and then mails them to theis
homes.

The relative contentment among the
men which is established by this frequent
communication is highly advan us te
the working force, and therefore to the
employers.—Detroit Tribune.

kes, joined continuously by rivers also
navigable to a great extent, so that of the
200 miles covered by this route but twenty
miles required canalization. As stated
all but three miles have been fin-
ed, but these unfinished portions are at
either end. The waterway in its present
uncompleted condition is an internal
stretch of first-class navigation, hermetically
sealed at either end; unless from a
national point of view, but affording some
250 miles of direct and lateral inland navi-
gation for local use. It is believed that in
two years’ time the entire project will be
finished. In view of the small cost it is
surprising that the scheme was not con-
summa long ago. Up to the present
time there has been expended less than
five million dollars, and it is estimated that
another five millione will be sufficient to
finish the work.

Peterboro’s lift lock is a Cyclopean struc-
ture of concrete and steel. It is the largest
of its kind in the world.

‘There are two steel basins or chambers
working up and down between guiding
towers 125 feet high from the bottom of
the pit, which is 27 feet below the level of
the water in the lower reaches. Over the
central tower is the lockmaster’'s cabin,
from which the operation is controlled.
The basins measure 140 by 33 feet, and
weigh about 400 tons each. When filled
with water to a depth of 8 feet they
weigh 1,700 tonms. They are supported by
heavy steel trusses of the double canti-
lever style upon rams nearly feet in
diameter and ng =
These rams have a 65 feet stroke and
work in two steel watertight presses, one
under each chamber. The foundations for
the presses are on solid rock in wells 70
feet deep.

The two presses are connected by a pipe
twelve inches in diameter, and this con-
nection bl the two chambers to work
practically automatically— that
the valve connecting the two presses
opened the upper chamber, which has
been loaded down with eight Inches of
extra water, giving it an—ifireased weight
of about one hundred tons, will descend
and for the other chamber up to the
higher level. This operation may of
course be carried on without regard to
whether there are boats in the chambers
or otherwise; since it is a well-known
scientific fact that any body floating in
water always displaces its own weight.
A chamber, therefore, containing one or
half a dozen boats, may be raised by the
weight of ehe other chamber with the
extra eight inches of water. Leakage is
taken care of by an accumulator in one
of the towers, this accumulator also being
used to operate the hydraulic engines
with which the gates .are opened and
closed, as well as for operating the cap-
stan by which the vessels are towed in
and out of the chambers. The spaces be-
tween the movable lock chambers and the
upper and lower reaches of the canal are
provided with collapsible tubes, which
when inflated with air supplied by a hy-
draulic air compressor effectively preveat
eakage. 5
! The total length of time required to make
a lockage is about twelve minutes from the
time that the gates, are lowered ae the boi-
tom to allow the hoat to enter until it
leaves the chamber above. In making the
actual ascent about three minutes is re-
auired.

APPARITIONS AFTER DEATH.

A Curious Instance, Possibly Explained
by Telepathy.

How are we to explain apparitions of
the dead? Evidence for these was much
less copious, and, necessarily, much less
satisfactory. Coincident crisis in the af-
fairs of the dead could, of course, be de-
tected, as in the case of the living. Again,
even if we grant that telepathy between
the living is a fact in nature, a ghost of
the dead can hardly hope to prove his
identity.

To take a case:
commercial traveller, alone in his room
at a hotel, suddenly saw his dead sis-
ter standing beside him. He rose to
embrace her, but she fled like the
shade of the mother of Odysseus in
Homer. He went to his distant home,
and told his parents, adding that on the
cheek of his sister there was a scratch
which he had not seen in her lifetime.
The mother exglained that, in arranging,
when alone, flowers around the dead
body of the sister, in the coffin, she had
accidentally scratched the face, but had
concealed the mark with powder.

Now, if telepathy exists, the mother,
brooding over the memory of her
daughter, might transmit the whole vis-
ion of the dead, scratch and all, to the
mind of her distant son.—Andrew Lang,
in Harper’s Magazine.

Radium Clocks.

A novel exhibit at a lecture given by }
Sir William Ramsay, F. R. S., last nignt
at Ealing, was a radium clock, an idea of
Dr. Hampson. By means of an exceed-
ingly small quantity of radium salt a
feather is electrified. It bends away
from the metal until it touches the side
of the vessel and loses its electrical
charge, then springs back and is again
electrified,the process being repeated any
number of times, practically like the
swinging of a pendulum. A clock of
this kind would be conceivably possible,
and as it would persist so long as the
radium retained its power, we mig&t;
have a timepiece going for, say 2,
years and never require to be wound
up.—Pall Mall Gazette.

From an idea of the Hon. R. Strutt,
son of Lord Rayleigh, a radium clock
has been constructed which is considered
by Sir William Ramsay as likely to %o
for 2,000 years without “winding.” It
is made on the principle of the electro-
scope, and depends on th well known
power possessed by the emanation from
radium of conducting electricity. A small
plece of gold leaf is the pendulum; it is
charged with electricity by a radium salt
and swinging against the side of the ves-
sel containing it discharges electricity.
The process continues indefinitely. Need-
less to say it is not a solution of per-
petual motion any more than radium is
a contradiction of previous heat theor-
fes, In both cases the chemical energy
is simply exhausted at a very slow rate
of speed.—London Globe.

England’s Lavender Harvest.

The lavender harvest is one of the
most abundane of recent years, says the
Westminster Gazette. In the three chief
levender growing counties—Surrey, Ként
and Hertfordshire—extending areas are
devoted to the crop. It is usually raised
in sheltered fields by farmers. One
of the most productive plantations is to
be found in a place where it would hard-
ly be looked for—on the east coast of
Kent. Though the plants there are
swept by the east winds all through the
spring, they bear profusely, and at the
present time are making a [grand dis-
play of bloom. The lavender supply of
Hertfordshire and Surrey is sufficient to
yield 50,000 gallons of lavender water
each season, There¢ are about 1000 acres
devoted to lavender in the four king:
doms, and the total output cannot be
less than 5,000,000 bunches. In Kent and
in Surrey the lavénder plantations are
looking excellent. The frequent rains
in the late spring and early summer
chiefly contribute to the heavy yield
of flowers. In July the blooms are ga-
thered for the street hawkers, and in
August the crop is harvested with the
sickle for distillation.

Japanese Naval Guns Battering Russian War
.Yessels in the Harbor. ;

The Poltava Sunk, the Bayan Aground and the
Retvizan Disabled.

" Vicinity of Mukden.

London cable: It was reported unof-
ficially the other day that Russia had
resolved to send a third squadron to the
Far East. This has been semi-officially
denied, but the Daily Mail's St. Peters-
burg correspondent reiterates the story,
adding that the Czar, at a special con-
ference of the Supreme Naval Council,
signed a decree giving effect to the deci-
sion. It was decided to complete the
battleships Paul L and Slava with all
speed, and, adding to them five older
battleships, five cruisers, and forty tor-
pedo boats, provide a new fleet within
two months. Three thousand engineers
were engaged i liately, and R
agents abroad were instructed to ar-
range for coal for the fleet, the sup-
plying of which will be entrusted to a
German firm, owing to the difficulties
raised by the Mritish Government
against British merchants furnishing
supplies for Russian warships. No
cvommander has been selected, but prob-
ably Admiral Dubassoff jor Admiral
Tchuknin will be appointed to the post.
The correspondent asserts that the con-
fercnce did not reach a decision to util-
ize the Black Sea fleet.

The Czar was emphatically opposed to
this, but Grand Duke Alexis, Naval
Commaunder-in-Chief, favored it.

The reporis received in” London con-
cernin{’;tuxe probability of the Black Sea
flect belng employed arc contradictory.
A section of the Russian press, notably
the Novos Vreyma, which is known to

" have close conuection with exalted and
influentix! personages, has been agitat-
ing for days for the forcible abrogation
of the tronties closing the Dardanelles.
A conspicuous contribution to the move-
ment is a signod article by Capt. Kiado,
of the Russian navy, in the Novoe Vrem-
va, urging that it is imperative that the
Black Sea floet ehonid be used. He and
others argue that none of the signatories
of the treaties will attempt to prevent

the passage of the ships. Even Great
Britain, although™ she might bluster,
would not employ force. 'This view is
bglitlaved to be held strongly in naval
circles,

At Whatever Cost.

The announcement that the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of
Marine are wholly opposed to the pro-
posal can be ignored, because if Russia
intends to break through the Darda-
nelles it obviously would be absurd to
declare the intention beforehand, and it
would be depied until the fleet got
through. There is no doubt that a con-
siderable court party, alleged to be head-
ed by the Dowager Czarina, strongly
approves of employing the Black Sea
fleet at all costs. On the other hand,
many responsible officials are reported
to be opposing the proposal with seri-
ousness, on the ground that the treaties
are twosedged, and if Russia can send
out her warships, other countries can
send their in, which would involve great-
er injury to Russia in the future than
could be compensated for by any benefit
that could be derived from the present
instance. Moreover, it is notorious that
many of the vessels comprising the
Black Sea fleet are antiquated and in-
efficient.

Meanwhile, the history of the first
Pacific squadron seems to be fast draw-
ing to a close under the destructive
cannonade of the Japanese, which is
piercing one after another of the ves-
sels as they lie in Port Arthur harbor,
It is held here that if, or when, they
are all destroyed, Admiral Rojestven-
sky’s mission with the second squadron
will be foredoomed to failure unless he
can be strengthened from home, an
opinion whihe creates a belief that a
third squadron is being formed.

Nothing has been heard for many days
from Admiral Rcjestvensky’s division of
the second squadron. The last entirely
reliable report was from Dakar. The sub-

Mr. Sin-
nett, who is said to have purchased the
boat from its English builders, and
against whom a warrrant is also believed
to have been issued, treats the matter
lightly. He talks of going back to Eng-
land if his counsel secures bail for him,
but he does not intend to be imprisoned.

The Charge Against Roche.

London cable: Some of the Paris
correspondents say that Mr. Roche’s ap-
pearance in London when the case
against him is called is conditional up-
on his obtaining bail.

The Standard says it learns that the
Government has thus far not succeeded
in serving a summons on Burke Roche,
who took the turbine boat Caroline from
an English port to Libau, where she
was delivered to Russia, owing to the
fact that he is abroad. Consequently,
when the case against him is called on
Dec. izth,-it ‘probably will be adjourn-
ed. Mr. Roche is charged with violat-
ing the Foreign Enlisment Act.

BLOCKADE RUNNING.

A . Shanghai Merchant Tells of Recent
Successes.

San Francisco report: H. Frankell,
the first man to arrive in Chemulpo,
Corea, after the battle of Feb. 9, and
was also the first person to run the
blockade of New-Chwang  before the
Japanese took possession of that port,
Was a passenger on the Siberia, which
arrived from the Orient to-day. Fran-
kell, who is a business man of Shanghai,
has taken a prominent part in blockade
running since the war started, and has
shared in the enormous profits of the
business.

“You see, business has all gone to the
deuce in Shanghai,” said Frankell, ”so
everybody has gonme in for. blockade
running, with profitable results. I ran
& cargo of petroleum into New-Chwang
in the latter part of *February, and
made big profits.

“The title of King of the Blockade
Runners, belongs to Louis Spitzel, of
Shanghai, who is known all over the
Far East. Spitzel has made a mint of
money running cargoes into Port Ar-
thur. One of his ships, the steamer
Shishan, was seized recently by the
Japanese, and some people gained the
impression  that the incident ate up
most of the profits of his summer’s
business. On the contrary,  Spitzel
wanted the ship seized. The Shishan
took a cargo of rifles, ammunition and
cattle for the Russians. She cleared
for New-Chwang and landed the cargo
at Port Arthur. Then Spitzel took the
vessel over to New-Chwang. The Jap-
anese ‘were aching to capture the Shis-
han, but after they had seized her they
were forced to release her, because she
had no contraband aboard.”

JAP BIG GUNS.

Russian Warships Poltava and Retvizan
Sunk, and Others Badly Damaged.
A Tokio cable despatch: The com-

mander of the Japanese navel land bat-

tery in front of Port Arthur reporting
on Dec. Jth, says:

‘An observation taken to-day, Dee. 7,
from 203 Metre Hill, shows that the
turet ship Poltava lies sunk, as report-
ed on Dec. Gth.

TROUBLE-MAKERS IN CHINA.

Anti-Dynastic Movement Which Threatens
; the Throne. it

New York, Dec. 12.—A Herald corre-
spondent cables from Tientsin, China,
under date of Dec. 5: “I have just com-
pleted a journey of a thousand miles
through the south of Chi Li and the
north of Honan and Shantung Provinces.

“These sections of North China I
find are in a state of evident anti-dyn-
astic unrest, which will probably culmi-
nate in an uprising against the Manchus.
This uprising will not be confined to the
sections of China mentioned, but will in-
clude a majority of eighteen Provinces.
This movement is not ignorant Boxer
fanaticism. It is widespread, well or-
ganized and well armed. Prominent and
wealthy men are members of all. the

northern societies, controlled by a strong
central authority, with headquarters in
South China, 5
They are in close touch with the Kola-
chui head of the present rebellion in
Kamingsi. The Kolachui was organized
by soldiers after the Tai-Ping rebellion
as a patriotic society. It now leads the

anti-dynastic movement and includes

among .its members many soldiers fromy
south of the Yangtse. 4

the anti-dynastic grievances:
are the indemnity tax and the immense
forced contributions to the imperial
army and court in Chi-Li. The seques-
trion of temple properties for publis
schools is another grievance. :

The anti-dynastic movement is neces<
sarily anti-foreign. Premature overt acts
are more probable in Honan Province,
Strong government influence is cviden®{
in Chi-Li and Shantung, There is no{
evidence of Japanese influence, but the
situation is serious, for the Chinese gov~
ernment under existing conditions.

—AiLIFE WRE(EKED.
How Nclson Boggiano, Soon to Die,
Became a Murderer.

Detroit, Dec. 12—“An eye for an eye;
a tooth for a tooth.”

Only a few days more and the light
of this beautiful world will be shut
forever from the sight of Nelson
Boggiano, the young Buffalo man who
is to be electrocuted in Auburn prison
next week. As each day fades away
this poor fellow’s life fades with it and
he can count on the fingers of one
hand how many more he will see, and
then ?

The nonchalance which characterized
Nelson Boggiano’s attitude while he
was on trial, and even followed him to
Auburn prison, stayed with him until
his doom was sealed by the Court of
Appeals, and then it left him. Now he
is a sad, heavy-hearted young man,
with fear in every vein of his body, for
he knows that it will not be long before
he is sent across the mysterious path
into the Great Beyond in a much quicker
fashion than he sent Harrv P. Bender.

Love, passionate love, intrigue and
hatred were crowded into the short life
of Nelson Boggiano—he is only 23 years
old—and brought about his condition of
to-day. He loved the wife of Harry
P. Bender, a hard-working window-
trimmer of a well-known dry goods
firm, who was wrapped up in his home,
wife and children, Clandestine meet-
ings between Boggiano and Bender’s
wife were discovered by Bender, and he
pleaded with Boggiano not to break
into the sacred precincts of his home
and blight the bright hopes he had
built for the future.

Mis. Bender has denied recently that
she ever lovied Nelson Boggiano, but
she permitted him to see her even
after her husband had given his com-
hands. Her excuse was that Nelson’s
mother was her step-sister. As for
Boggiano, he laughed to scorn the
wishes of Bender. In order to try to

one shot and that a struggle ensued in

which the revolver fell from his hand.

While the men were grappling and roll- :
ing over the floor, Bender, according to

Boggiano, got his hand on the revolver.

Seeing this, Boggiano says he reached

for a broken tabile knife and plunged ;
again and again at Bender’s throat. That

was all he claimed to have done, othér .
than drag the body of Bender to the

sink in an attempt to revive his victim.

But the criminal authorities did not take

said he fired the revolver at Bender. Not |
satisfied with his work, Boggiano them,
got at Bender with the knife and cub;
his throat. It was no gentle slash he ‘
gave Bender, but a deep, heavy, strong

cut across the throat. Bender’s head was)
almost severed from the trunk. Tho'
body was found in the sink.

After that Boggiano ran down staivs,
and Mrs. Bender met him at the foot!
with the ery, “My God, Nelson, \\’HB_G
Lave you done?” Boggiano went to his|
parents’ home, sat down in the kitchea |
and told them what he had done. Tha|
police were notifed and Boggiano was.
soon in No. 6 Police Station, charged|
with the murder of Harry P. Bender.
Bloody clothes, a bloody metal pipe, &
revolver, and a nasty-looking broken tae
ble knife were taken care of by the police
as evidence. The knife had been sharpe
ened. It was as keen as a razor.

Boggiano’s trial soonfollowed. On the,
witness stand Boggiano was not very
nervous. He told a story tha: was cone:
sidered marvelous for the anner im
which he:related his crime, Every day/|
as he entered the court room he had;
smiles and pleasant looks for his lawyee!
and his relatives and friends. Even whom
he was sentenced to die Nelson Boggiano
did not quail. It is truc he did pale s
trifle but afterwards kissed his little
sister and brother and petted both. That
smiling visage remained with Boggiano
at Auburn until the day the guards told
him, as he sat in his lonely ce!l in Mur-
derers’ Row, that there was no hope for

break the web of fascination that Bog-
giano seemed to have for his wife,
Eender moved to various parts of the
city, but love—be it of the pure or
of the passionate kind—will* find a way
and Boggiano was often to be seen
around Bender’s home.

One day—it was on June 29, 1903,—
Boggiano did not go to work. He left
his room in Mohawk street and went
to the home of his parents, which was
in Michigan street, next door to the!
Bender honie. Dender was at work nsl
usual. PBoggiano stayed most of the!
time around his own home, and the |
Bender home. Mrs. Bender, at moon |
time, laid the table for Bender’s noon
lunch. Mrs. Bender claimed she did
not see her husband come in, as she
was in the yard hanging up’ clothes.
She did not know where Boggiano was '
at the time. so she swore. Boggiano ;
was upstairs in her home. While Mrs.
Bender was hanging up clothes her
husband was being hacked -by Bog-
giano. Nobody knows what death |
struggle occurred in that little home,
only Boggiano, and the story he told
on the stand in Supreme Court could
not have ueen the true story, or else
the jury would not have convicted him.
But when a man is on trial for his
life he is mot. particular about tell-
ing the truth. The law does not ex-
pect him to tell things which will be
detrimental to his own case; and the
law will not compe] him. So Boggiano
told his story of the tragedy. He said
he had just gone -upstairs to get his
coat when Bender came in. They had
some words, and Boggiano pulied his
revolver and told Bender not to come
rear him.
