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ELECTROCUTED IN 
VIEW OF CROWD.

One Man Killed by Current and Another Shocked 
Falls From Roof.

Forty Policemen Wounded and Many Hoodlums 
Hurt in Calcutta Riot.

New York, Oct. 4.—-In full view of a 
throng in the street one man was in- 
etantly killed and. another mortally in­
jured last night by an electric current 
in Brooklyn. The victims were Jacob S. 
Blinbach, 21 years old, Joseph Weieh, 23 
years old.

The accident was the result of the en­
tanglement of a banner announcing a 
pleasure club outing in a number of elec­
tric wires. The banner was strung from 
the roof of a small hotel. Slinbach and 
Weick volunteered to free the banner.

Unknown to any one, the wires sup­
porting had become crossed with a ‘live” 
electric wire. Slingach grasped the ban­
ner wire. The instant he did so he fell 
back dead on the hotel roof. His com­
panion, Weick, who had seized the wire 
at the same time, received a shock which 
sent hinj reeling off the roof head fore­

most three storeys to the street, and 
was removed dying with a fractured 
skull and internal injuries, to the East­
ern District HospitaL

Rioting in Calcutta.
Calcutta, Oct. 5.—The rioting here, 

caused by seditious agitation* during 
which about forty policemen were 
wounded Tuesday night, was renewed 
yesterday evening in a number of streets 
of northern Calcutta. Students and 
hoodlums collected on the roofs of houses 
and in the roadways and pelted passers- 
by with bricks, Europeans being espe­
cially singled out for attack.

The Bengal newspapers this morning 
throw the whole blame for the riots on 
the police, and print statements alleging 
police brutality, all of which is denied 
the authorities and eye-witnesses. There 
was no loss of life, but many persons 
sustained severe contusions and scalp 
wounds, and many street cars were dam-

MAY INVOLVE CITY 
IN COSTLY LAW SUIT.

East Enders Who Paid for Sewer Will Bring 
Action Against the City

And Will Look for the Same Terms as the 
Council Gave to Aid Farrar.

That famous application of Aid. Far­
rar's for a sewer connection .on Sherman 
avenue, which has been the subject of 
considerable warm talk .in the Council, 
and of vague hints of graft, threatens to 
tangle the city up in a lawsuit. Mayor 
Stewart vigorously denounced the Coun­
cil’s action in granting the doughty ald­
erman a connection for a rental of $» a 
year, a concession that no one else, ex­
cept a party who got a connection 
through a clerk’s error, was given. The 
Mayor declared there was nothing to jus­
tify it. That is the view some of the 
people who contributed liberally towards 
the fund for building the sewer take, and 
they say that if Aid. Farrar gets his con­
nection on the terms set down, an action 
will be begun immediately against the 
city. People who follow municipal mat­
ters closely say there is no reason why 
all those who have contributed to the 
cost of the sewer should not get just as 
good terms as Aid. Farrar. They will 
try it, anyway.

Foreman Towers, who was instructed 
by the City Engineer to inspect the 
Street Railway’s cars nnd sec if the or­
der of the Ontario Railway Board re­
specting repairs and improvements had 
been -complied with, said to-day ho 
thought it would' be unfair to make a 
report at the present time, while the 
company is making the changes. A num­
ber of the closed cars have been nicely 
painted and put in good condition, but 
some of them, he says, have not been 
touched since the strike.

The permit was issued this morning

for the big addition to the Eagle Spin­
ning Company’s works at the corner of 
Sanford avenue and Wilson street. It 
will be two storeys, of concrete and ce­
ment, and about as large again as the 
present building. It is to be completed 
within eight or ten weeks. The Provin­
cial Construction Company, of Toronto, 
lias the contract and Charles Milk is the 
architect. Other permits issued to-day in­
cluded :

It will be a 
much easier job than the south basin, 
he explain*, because it will be straight­
away and it is possible to lower the bas­
in that water much below the level of 
the other one thus avoiding moving the 
sandsueker around so often.

Although the fire put the sandsueker 
out of business the city has not stopped 
the work of scooping out the middle 
road. Teams are busily engaged there 
plowing it up and will probably have it 

-cleaned out down to the waterlevel by 
the time the sucker is depaired.

TWO CHICAGO LOVE TRAGEDIES ; 
TWO WOMEN BADLY INJURED.

Both Were Shot, One by Her Husband and the 
Other by Jealous Lover.

Chicago, Oct. 4.—Two women were 
shot and probably fatally wounded in 
Chicago last evening—one by her hus­
band, who later committed suicide, and 
another by a jealous suitor whom she 
had rejected. The two oases were entirely 
separate, but both women now are at 
St. Elizabeth’s hospital. . .

Haines, Mrs. Mary, 23 years old, 178 
North Wood street, shot in head by her 
husband, Lloyd Haines, a laborer, who 
then shot himself, dying almost instant-
iy-

Maurno, Mrs. Loretta, 30 years old, 
153 Grand avenue, shot three times in 
back by Joseph Stodricia, laborer, who 
lives at 173 Grand avenue. Stodricia was 
arrested and confessed.

The shooting of Mrs. Maurno occurred 
on the sidewalk in Grand avenue in front 
of titodricia'a house. Both are Italians. 
Mrs. Maurno was passing and was seen 
by Stodricia. She had left her husband 
three months ago and since that time the 
man had tried to force his attentions on 
her, without success.

She had left her house at 8 o’clock, 
walking east in Grand avenue. She was 
stopped byr Stodricia, who again told 
her of his love and asked her to marry 
him. When she refused his offer and at­
tempted to passe on, he seized and threa­
tened her. She laughed and pushed him 
aside. Then, without further warning, 
he drew his revolver and fired five 
shots.

Mrs. Maurno fell and her assailant

I fled. Many persons, attracted by the 
J shooting, gathered and joined the police 
! in the immediate search for him. The 
j west Chicago police-ambulance took Mrs. 
I Maurno to the hospital.
I Five minute* later titodricia, who had 
j gone into hiding in a passageway' be­

tween two nearby houses, dashed out 
nnd ran east in Grand avenue. Men, wo­
men and boys took up the chase. As he 
ran, Stodricia scattered along the side­
walks more than thirty cartridges. The 
revolver with which he did the shoot­
ing could not be found.

The chose led through alleys" and 
streets in a circuitous route until Stod- 
ricia returned almost to the same spot 
where lie had shot Mrs. Maurno, He 
then gave himself up aiul was locked up. 
He confessed that lie did the shooting, 
could not be found. '

The suicide of Haines and the attempt­
ed murder of his wife furnished ’the cul- 
niination of a series of quarrels which 

I neighbors said the couple had indulged 
in i-ince their marriage two years ago. 
Three weeks ago Mrs. Haines left her 
husband, but a reconciliation was 
brought about, ami last Saturday' she 
returned to live with him. A dispute 
arose before the shooting last evening 
and Mrs. Haines declared her intention 
to leave again. It was with the aim 
of preventing this, the police believe, 
that Haines tried to murder her. Both 
were only partly dressed when the po­
lice arrived.

Mrs. Haines was taken to the hospital 
pud her husband’s body was taken to 
Conboy’s undertaking rooms, 621 Grand 
avenue.

CITY IN A FIX OVER
HYDRO-ELECTRIC POWER.

New Pumps a Pressing Necessity, But No In­
formation at Hand Yet.

The city is in a nice fix over the ques­
tion of Hydro-Electric power and new 
pumps for the Beach station. A spe­
cial meeting of the Fire nnd Water Com­
mittee was held at noon to see what 
should be done about getting tenders, 
and it was then that the aldermen dis­
covered they would have to mark time 
until the question of which power is to 
be used was settled. K. L. Atkin, the 
electrical expert, who is applying for the 
job of superintending the installation of 
the pumps, wrote saying it would lie im­
possible to draw specifications until the 
power to be used was decided upon. The 
lower cycle power, the Hydro-Electric, lie 
explained, would require a more expen­
sive motor than the other. The neces­
sity of getting the pumps at once is 
quite apparent, but it looks as if there 
was going to be a serious delay waiting 
for definite figures and information on 
the Hydro power.

Mr. Atkin wants about $1,200 for 
overseeing the .installation of the pumps 
and doing other work in connection with 
their purchase. He says that what the 
city will benefit by being sure of what it 
Is getting will more than make up for 
the expenditure. In the meantime Secre­
tary Janies was instructed to get in 
touch with two or three other engineers 
<nd see what their prices are.

Chairman Clark said he had discusseb 
the matter with General Manager Myler, 
of the Westinghouse Works, and the 
representative of the Worthington 
pumps. They advised him that it would 
l>3 at least eight months after the order 
was placed before the pumps could be 
delivered. They estimate the two six- 
million gallon pumps would cost $15,000

On the advice of City Clerk Kent, the 
committee decided to-day to increase the 
insurance on the Victoria avenue fire 
station and a, shed adjoining from $1,000 
to $2,000, and on the Bay street station 
from $1,000 to $2,000. Mr. Kent also 
advised an increase on the Central sta­
tion front $3,500 to $5,500, but the com­
mittee thought this was sufficiently cov­
ered. the total insurance on all the Cen­
tral property and King William street 
station being $10,000. Some of the ald­
ermen thought that the danger of fire 
in the stations was reduced to a mini­
mum with the firemen on duty all the 
time. Mr, Kent said there was a little 
fire the other day in the Central station, 
caused by electric wires, while the com­
pany was responding to an alarm.

And we do not need to wait for next I 
year’s Council to move to justify that 
comment. Last night the Internal Man- ; 
agement. Committee of the Board of ■ 
Education made the first move. In the ! 
face of a steady and very large increase 
of expenditure by the Board, it proposes 1 
to abolish the collection of school fees j 
collected for books and supplies fur- 1 
nished, and demand from the Council g 
$12,000 additional to make good the 
deficit caused thereby. The matter was , 
brought up by Dr. Carr and Mr. Wodell, 
.the former declaring that he was elected , 
on that plank, and expressing the opinion 
that the increased tax to be collected 
next year would more than make it up. 
Something was also heard about the 
hardship of collecting fees from the poor 
workingman, when there was the Coun­
cil to appeal to for the money lost by 
foregoing the fees. Mr. Callaghan did 
not feel very sure about the wisdom of 
the proposal, but he had heard that 
there was a 10 per cent, shortage of j 

-labor in the city, and perhaps the aboli 
tion of school fees might attract work 
ingmen here. Mr. Howell thought the 
demand for the abolition of the fees, and 
for $12,000 more taxes on the people to 
compensate therefor, came only from the 
Board, and in reply to the plea that it 
would be "popular," he said it would 
alio be popular to reduce water rates j 
'. very apt illustration.

It is possible that the Board may be 
collecting higher fees than are neces 
aary to pay for the supphes, but that 
does not justify the proposal to abolish 
teas entirely. Moreover, if a balance re 
mains to go into the school funds, it is 
taken from .those directly benefiting by 
the schools. There has been no clamor 
for abolition of the fees, and there is 
a well-grounded and growing feeling that 
education, of a kind, can be made too 
cheap to be appreciated, and at great 
expense to the taxpayer.

And the parents of the children who 
pay the school fees are taxpayers. Very 
"Jew of the parents whose families are 1 
being educated are not householders; and 
whether they own or rent, they pay the 
City charges on the properties occupied, 
idirectl or through the landlord. For 
tiie fees must be paid, whether collect­
ed by the teachers or by the City Tax 
Collector. A resolution of the School 
Board to graciously forbear collecting 
fees to the extent of $12,000 does not 
•mean that the $12,000 must not l>c paid, 
<md to the last dime. The trustees have 
no magic wand, or Aladdin’s lamp, or 
King Midas’ touch, that they can ef­
fectively order or wish to relieve the 
people of thousands, while giving equal 
eervice. All they can do is refuse to col­
lect from thé pupils the small fee to cov­
er cost of the pupils’ books and Sup­
plies, and ask the city to levy an addi­
tional tax to take it out of the pupils’

For some years the arrangement—not 
without its good features—that the 
School Board simply makes its estimate 
and the Council levies the tax required, 
has been called into question by reason 
of injudiciousness, sometimes in one 
body, sometimes in the other. If there 
are to be many moves such as thç In­
ternal Management Commitee began 
last night, the taxpayers may be led 
to give the Board more attention than 
has been their wont, and a demand will 
spring up that the Board of Education 
levy and collect its own taxes. In that 
way will be brought home to each citi­
zen the burden it is steadily piling up.

MURDERER’S MOTHER TELLS OF IN­

SANE TAINT IN FAMILY.

Tearfully Telia of Relatives Who Com­
mitted Suicide or Were Inmates of 
Asylums—Effort to Prove Hodson 
Insane.

Buffalo, Oct. 4.—With quivering lips 
and tears streaming down her cheeks. 
Mrs. Hodson-Ilaskell tremblingly told 
the jury who will decide her son George’s 
fate of the insane taint which she says 
has run in the family for several gen­
erations.

Her testimony was adduced in an 
effort to show that George Hodson was 
not responsible for his actions the 
night he stabbel Peter Forrestel iu 
death.

After first telling about the boyhood 
of her son, she went into the family 
history. Mrs. Haskell said: ‘‘George was 
an inveterate cigarette smoker when a 
boy and to my knowledge lie has kept it 
up ever since.

“Many of our family had been af­
flicted with insanity. My own sister 
committed suicide by going over the 
Falls. A mule cousin of mine is now 
an inmate of the Buffalo State Hos­
pital. Two sisters who were double 
cousins of my mother died insane in 
Bloomingdale Asylum. A girl cousin 
on my father's side shot herself aud her 
brother also eommited suicide. My great 
grand father and a great grand-uncle al­
so killed themselves.”

The cross-examination of Mrs. Has­
kell did , not develop any new features 
except that her son had probably quit 
the cigarette habit during his three 
years’ confinement in the Rochester 
Reformatory.

The other witnesses for the defence 
were men with whom Hodson worked 

i on the day he killed Forrestel. They

DIVORCE PROBLEM.

Protestant Episcopal Church of U. S. j 
Approves Its Present Position.

Richmond, Va., Oct. 4.—At the con­
vention of the Protestant Episcopal i 
Church yesterday the diocese of Spring- 
field, 111., sent a petition asking commun­
icants to aid in the building fund for 
the Cathedral of Saints Peter and Paul 
at Washington and to remember it in 
their wills.

THREATENS WIFE.

Paris, Ont., Woman Leaves Her Hus­
band at North Tonawanda.

North Tonawanda, Oct. 4.—Another 
interesting chapter in the life of Wil­
liam King, of kumbold avenue, was en­
acted to-day, when his wife applied to 
.Commissioner of Charities Schaver for 
transportation for herself and four small 
children to Paris, Ont.

King is the man who was taken into 
custody while trying to gain admit­
tance to the White House about three 
years ago for the purpose, as he put it, 
of furnishing President Roosevelt with 
instructions as to how to run the Gov­
ernment. King was in prison several 
months for the offence. Peculiar ac­
tions in Detroit soon after his release 
from the jail at Washington caused 
the police of the Michigan metropolis 
to take King into custody.

. While the authorities consider' the 
man’s mental qualities decidedly off 
color, they have not been able to find 
that there was sufficient derangement 
to necessitate his treatment for the 
disease. He was examined a year ago 
to determine his mental condition, but 
the physicians who made the examina­
tion found that the* man was sane at 
that time.

Mrs. King complained to the authori­
ties this morning that her husband be­
came violent yesterday and attempted 
to murder her with a butcher knife. 
She succeeded in evading him, and 
with her four small children she en­
tered the Commissioner of Charities’ 
office this morning, determined to leave 
her husband and live with relatives in 
Paris hereafter, provided she could 
get transportation. Her request was 
granted.

Mrs. King said that King flew intp a 
rape yesterday because one of the 
schohl principals sent their eldest boy 
home.

King became so provoked that lie 
threatened the life of the principal and

NO DIVIDEND YET.
York Loan Liquidators Say None 

Will be Paid for a Year.

Toronto, Oct. 4.—The National Trust 
Company, liquidators of the York Coun­
ty Loan and Savings Company, have is­
sued the following stateemnt:

“There lias been some misunderstand­
ing with reference to the present posi­
tion of the York County Loan and Sav­
ings Company liquidation. The machin­
ery for determining the rights of credit­
ors was provided by the Dominion Act, 
and no change has taken place in the 
liquidatio nexcept that Mr. Kappele has 
taken over the work of the referee at 
the point where Mr, McLean requested 
to be relieved. Several statements have 
appeared that a dividend will be paid in 
the near future. As a matter of fact, 
it will be some considerable time before 
any dividend can be paid. The referee 
has given a series of appointments for 
the consideration of the matters to be 
adjusted, but it is absolutely impossible, 
ovying to the nature of the issues to be 
tried, that the referee can give a final 
judgment for some months, and after his 
judgment is delivered the various parties 
have the right of appeal (first) to a 
Single Court judge, and from there to 
the other courts of appeal. It is, there­
fore, possible that it may be a year 
or longer before the court can instruct 
the liquidator to pay a dividend. In the 
meantime the assets are being realiied 
upon to advantage, ami as soon as the 
court is able to give the liquidator a di­
rection, a small dividend can be paid."

Classes in Electricity and Chemistry I 
—Reports Presented.

The Library Board met yesterday af­
ternoon and as a result the lady attend­
ants have reason to feel grateful. It 
waa decided to give an increase in salary 
to all those who have been in the employ 
of the library for six years or over. The 
schedule, which goes into effect on Oct.

The Basis of Credit Relations.
. The soul of the corporation, the per­

sonal touch of sympathy between buyer 
and seller, is the topic discussed by Har­
low N. Higinbotham, the dean of Chicago 
credit men, in the October issue of Sys­
tem, the Magazine of Business. The 
official in whose hands rests this power 
to keep in close touch with customers is 
the credit manager.

“There are two elements," says Mr. 
Higinbotham, “making up the personal 
ity of credit transaction: the human 
nature of the credit pian, and the close 
touch with his customers which he culti-

“A credit man may increase his yearly 
record of sales by unrestricted liberality 
to good credits, but in five years’ time 
his house will have made a lesser show­
ing as to total sales than if be had ex­
ercised some friendly restriction on in­
dividual orders. Many of his customers 
may have been more successful, have 
lasted longer and in the end have proved 
larger customers because of this personal 
oversight and advice.

“It is also possible that the percentage 
of loss during one year’s time may be 
kept down equally as well by the cold, 
unsympathetic credit man, who with-' 
draws credit at the first alarm and who 
acts on appearances only. But he will 
lose some good accounts, and in the long 
run the percentage of losses to volume 
of business will be in favor of the man 
who takes a personal and friendly inter 
est in the welfare of his customers.

“These confidential relations between 
credit man and customer are established 
in various ways. Most frequently it is 
purely a matter of personal regard 
founded on mutual respect and intimacy 
in business." _ ^_____

ANY even numbered section of Dominion 
Lands in Manitoba or the North-West 

Provinces, excepting 8 ana 26. not .e»ervcd. 
may bo homesteaded by any person the solo 
bead of the family, or male over 18 .vears ot 
age. to the extent of one-quarter necuon, of 
160 acres, more or less.

Application for hpmstead entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at the of­
fice .of the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be maue on certain 
conditions by the father, mother, son. daugh­
ter. brother, or sister of an intending home­
steader.

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COUNCIL MUST DIG 
FOR $12,000 MORE

Board of Education Proposes to Increase the 
Burdens of the Aldermen.

Over 1,000 Pupils of City Schools Are Taking 
Domestic Science.

The Internal Management Committee 
ol the Board of Education decided last 
night to again recommend that the col­
lection of school fees from resident pu­
pils in the Hamilton Public Schools be 
abolished. When the recommendation 
was sent up some months ago by the 
committee it was objected to on the 
ground that the estimates for the year 
had been struck and was referred beck. 
Trustee Carr brought the matter up last 
night when, seconded by Trustee Wodril, 
he moved that, beginning with January, 
1906, the collection of fees be abolished.
A lively discussion followed. Trustee 
Carr argued that the increased taxes 
would more than make up for what 
would be lost by the fees, and empha­
sized the reduced cost of books ae an­
other good reason. The abolition of the 
school fees, he said, was one of the 
planks on which he was elected. With 
the increased cost of living Dr. Carr 
thought it was a hardship to make 
workingmen pay school fees for their 
children.

“Times are better than they ever were 
before,” observed Trustee Howell.

“Well, it costs more to live now than 
it ever did before,” said Trustee Carr.

“School supplies cost more per pupil 
than they ever did before,” commented 
Mr. Howell.

“What is your idea of the moral effect 
on pupils?” Trustee Callaghan asked In­
spector Ballard. “Would it tend to les­
sen the feeling of value in the eyes of 
the pupils? Would they be apt to take 
less care of the books?”

The Inspector said that the books were 
never regarded as belonging to the pu­
pils, and he could not see what differ­
ence it would make from that stattd-

“It costs us about $6,000 for lx>oks 
and we get $12,000 in feee. The surplus 
goes to pay the Jeaeliers and for other 
things,” said Trustee Allan.,

“Well, we need it,” added Trustee Cal­
laghan, thoughtfully.

“It simply means we have to go to 
the Council and ask for $12,000 more in 
the estimates that we are abolishing," 
said Trustee Howell. “I have not heard 
of a single person asking to have the 
fees abolished. I do not think the public 
cares anything about it, and to make 
such a radical change 1 think would be 
a serious matter. It is very nice for Dr. 
Carr to say he owes his election to giv­
ing something for nothing. When it 
comes down to a question of actual facts 
I doubt if anything would have been 
heard about it were it not for that edu-

“The education was begun before I 
took it up,” replied Trustee Carr. "It 
was up last year.”

“lou are not giving something for 
nothing," added Trustee Wodell, “every­
one pays for education."

"It would be a very popular move to 
abolish the water rates,’ said Mr li«n\. 
ell.

Trustee Callaghan said that he had 
beep informed they were education-mad 
in Toronto, where no .vlioul i>,.„ Wl,ri. 
being collected, tins being used ns nn 
argument for abolishing the system here 
He had been told that unless the Uov- 
ernment stepped in Toronto would 
swamp itself. They were carrying things 
to extremes.

Secretary Foster said that while there 
was a reduction this year on readers in 
the lower grades, that on tile whole the 
supplies figured out ten per cent, higher 
than last year.

In a discussion over present prosperity 
Trustee Howell said ttie crowns seen on 
the streets and patronizing amusement 

» resorts was an argument against the 
statement, that people Jiad a hard time 
making ends meet.

“The increased cost of living is out ot 
proportion toi the increased rate of 
wages," observed Trustee Callaghan.

Mr. Callaghan said he found there was 
a shortage of about ten per cent, this 
year in labor. The abolition of school 
fees might make Hamilton more attract­
ive froin an educational standpoint for 
workingmen.
^ While the discussion about Toronto 

and education was on one of the trus­
tees remarked:

“They have lots of Government pap

“I still have faith in the Whitney Gov­
ernment,” was Trustee Callaghan’s jocu­
lar comment.

“You are a man of faith," added Trus­
tee Wodell, jestingly. “If you perse­
vere you will soon he able to move a 
mountain.”

"A very slow process,” was another 
member's dry remark.

The committee agreed to recommend 
the Board to take up the recommenda­
tion which was referred kick to abolish 
the fees, including those for the commer­
cial classes.

Refuse Council's Request.
After considerable- discussion the City 

Council’s request for the use of rooms in 
•»ome of the schools for polling booths at 
the coming municipal elections was re­
fused. Some of the trustees were at 
first inclined to consider the request fav­
orably. It was suggested that it was a 
move on the city's part to cut down ex­
penses. and it was proposed to charge $6, 
the same as the city has to pay for pri­
vate places. Chairman Ward remarked 
that the city, in the past had, in some 
cases, been held up by a lot of grafters. 
Mr. Ward was rather inclined to favor 
the scheme and explained that people 
Mould not come out to vote when there 
were not proper polling places.

“Those are people who won’t mix up in 
politics." said Trustee Callaghan. “ l 
have no use for these goody, goody peo­
ple who will not come out to vote."
1 It was first proposed to lay the matter 
over to see if some arrangement could 
not be made, but it was later agreed to 
refuse the request.

Normal training was again discussed- 
In .July a special committee composed of 
“friends of the Whitney Government," 
Mas appointed to interview the cabinet 
officials and see what could lx1 done to 
get the Government to establish a tech­
nical institute here in place of the On­
tario Normal College removed to To­

ronto. It wa» suggested that a smaller 
committee might be appointed to take 
the matter up at once, but it was agreed 
to wait another month and give the 
committee appointed to deal with the 
matter a chan» to take it up*.

'They are doing greet things for To­
ronto,” eaid one of the members.

“>Ye had better eee what they can do 
for Hamilton,” said Trustee Howell.

The report from W. Bailey, teacher 
of Maie»»-) training, was sent on to Trus­
tee Bell, chairman of the committee, to 
interview the Government. Mr. Bailey 
reported œ follows i

There are eix classes a week from the 
Public Schools as follows: Commercial 
clasa from Victoria Avenue; Cannon, 
Hess, Central, Ryerson, Queen. Victoria 
and Caroline; also fourth hook from Stin­
son Street, giving a total of 120 pupils.

COUNTESS WARWICK.
SHE HASN’T MUCH TO SAY ABOUT 

HER VISIT TO U. S.

Over for a Brief Time Only to be the 
Guest of Jefferson M. Levy at His 
Place in Monticello—Objects to the 
“Babbling Brooke" Story, an Ancient 
Scandal.

New York, Oct. 4.—The Countess of 
Warwick was a passenger on the steam­
ship Campania. She was on the passen­
ger list as Mrs. Greville. Thé countess 
is going to Monticello, where she will be 
tile guest of Jefferson M. Levy.

The countess said to the reporters: ‘T 
shall be here only two weeks, and I sin­
cerely wish it were only two days. I am 
here ns a private person. I am not go­
ing to talk. I think after a few hours 
rest l shall leave for Virginia. No, I anx 
nor here to discuss any international 
charity scheme."

The Countess of Warwick was Lady 
Brooke until her husband succeeded to 
the earldom in 1893. She is the datigh 
ter of the late Col. Henry Maynard, a 
son of Viscount Maynard. She was pre 
sen ted at court in 18S0, and on account 
of lier great beauty at once attractoit 
attention. She married Lord Brooke in 
1881. She took a leading place in Lon­
don society and was singled out by the 
Prime of Wales, now King Edward, and 
became more. prominent through his 
friendship.

The countess objects seriously to the 
recrudescence of the story that she was 
called “Babbling Brooke” in London so­
ciety because of the revelation of the 
baccarat scandal at Tranby Croft. She 
eay.< she was not the one who caused 
to become public the affair which the 
Prince of Wales, now the King, tried to 
keep secret then.

A few years ago the couneess startled 
the world again by declaring that she 
was a Socialist. vShe wrote and spoke in 
favor of her ideas and declared that if 
she were a multimillionaire she would 
spend every penny for the Socialist

movement. She spent her money for the 
cause and during the last campaign in 
England spoke with other Socialists at 
political meetings. In lxmdon she spoke 
to the workingmen and the dock labor­
ers, standing oh a cart to address them.

She has helped the Anti-Dress league, 
members of which are pledged to have 
only two dresses a year besides a tea 
gown She founded a school for horti­
culture, dairy work and poultry keep­
ing for young women, a home for crip­
pled children and a technical school.

ROSS WAS FOUND.

North Waterloo Liberals will not nom­
inate candidates until January

LIVED AT DOVER STATION HOTEL 
UNDER ASSUMED NAME.

Declares Hf Was Robbed—Tells Strange 
Stories to London Newspapermen— 
Alleged to Have Had Ambitions of 
Winning the Derby.

Toronto, Oct. 4.—The mystery sur­
rounding the disappearance from I»ndon 
of Dug»Id Ross, the young Streetsville 
stock dealer, has not ended apparently 
with his location under an assumed name 
at a hotel in Dover. Having succeeded in 
discovering his whereabouts, the Jxmdou 
police and the London press are now bus­
ily engaged in trying lo fathom the rea­
son* lor his hasty departure from the 
metropolis and his journey to Dover. All 
fears as to his safety were set at rest 
yesterday by the reeepit of a cablegram 
from the Canadian Associated Press, an­
nouncing that he had been found in the 
railway station waiting room at Dover, 
where he had been staying at the ilo­
te 1 Burlington under the name of Robin-

Ross had 1x>en staying at the hotel un­
der the name of Robinson, and on being 
challeneged by the inspector, ''Robin­
son" promptly admitted that he was 
Rosa. According to thin cablegram, Ross 
interviewed by The Evening News, stat­
ed in reply to a question as to why he 
left ixmdon that he had been "done out 
of £37,000 in connection with the Kim­
berley diamond mine shares." in answer 
to a query as to how he lost such a 
big amount Ross said: “It all occurred 
011 Tuesday week. It was a freak of 
mine, and was all my own fault." To 
a Star man Ross said he left London 
to go after a man who from inquiries 
he lhul since made seemed to have es­
caped to the continent, while yet an­
other insistent interviewer claimed that 
he, declared he was really chasing a 
man who had robbed him of £20,000.

CAN’T REMOVE POPE’S BODY.

Transfer of Leo XIII. to St. John Lateran 
May Not Take Place for Years.

Rome, Oct. 4.—Cardinal Satolli left 
Rome to-day tu j*peud a month in Peru­
gia. The Cardiual, who is archpriest of 
the Basilica St. John Lateran, where the 
body of Leo XIII. is to be buried, told 
the correspondent of the Sun to-day that 
the removal of the Pope’s body hud 
been postponed indefinitely and that in 
all probability it would remain in the 
provisional tomb at St. Peter's for sev­
eral years.

Pope Pius X., in referring recently to 
the difficulty of removing his predeces­
sor’s remains, said-.'

“When 1 left .Venice for the last time 
1 promised my good people there that I 
would go bad* to them alive or dead. 
I have broken half the promise already, 
but intend to fulfill the other half and 
arrange for my burial there. I am 
afraid, however, that I shall have to 
break the promise altogether, as since 
it is so difficult to remove the body of a 
Popè from one church to another - in 
Rome it will be impossible to remove one 
from one extremity of Italy to the 
other.”

In Munich, Dublf% 
and Edinburgh particularly many mar­
vellous cures of supposedly acute and 
chronic cases of* mental affliction have 
been effected under the new system.
