Troops to Meet Khalifa.

Cairo, Feb. 26.—The War Office has 
issued a statement indicating that the 
Khalifa’s recent movements have beeh 
made for ,the purpose of raiding cuttle and 
grain. It is believed that thé dervish' 
force is still in the country south west of 
Abbas Island 160 miles form Omdurman 
It is not [imposed to send reinforcements 
to Kharti mm at present.

London, Feb. 26.—The news that the 
Khalifa is gathering a host, varying in 
number from 16,000 to 30,000 men, and 
is marching on Khartoum, came with a 
rude shock to the people of Great Brit­
ain, v.-hu were under the impression that 
he was almost a solitary wanderer in the 
desert. Official circles, however, express 
satisfaction at the fact that the Khalifa is 
apparently determined to make another 
onslaught on the Anglo-Egyptian forces, 
as they are confident that he will easily 
lie defeated. Major-General Sir Archi­
bald Hunter, the Governor of Omdurman, 
is quoted as saying in an interview: “I 
regard the Khalifa as a nuisance. He is 
no longer dangerous, and it will greatly 
simplify matters if he comes out and 
fights.” In the meanwhile detachments 
of British troops have been/ ordered to 
get ready to return to Hfudurman from 
Lower Egypt, and a strong expedition 
will be formed and advance to meet the 
Khalifa.

The 
merchant is constantly guarded, and is 
still alive, but he is half dead with terror. 

Labrador Wrecked.

St. John, March 2.—A despatch re­
ceived hist evening by S. Schofield & Co. 
agents of the Dominion line, announced 
the loss off the west coast of Scotland of 
the mail steamer Labrador, Capt. Erskine 
which sailed from St. John Feb. 9th for 
Liverpool via Halifax. The ship went 
ashore at 7 o’cliick yesterday morning on 
Skerryvor rock, which is about twelve 
miles southwest of Tiree Island. The 
crew and passengers were saved, but the 
vessel, according to last advices, will be a 
total loss. The Labrador is a steel steam­
er of 9998 tons net register and hails from 
Liverpool. Shejis owned by the Missis­
sippi and Dominion Steamship Co., ltd. 
She is 410 feet long and the. Canadian re­
cord for the west ward passage from Liv­
erpool to Halifax, seven and a half days. 
F. Agoncillo, the agent of the Philippine 
Junta, was among the passengers. The 
balance of the cargo taken from this port 
was $130,549.

Halifax, March 1.—Pickford & Black 
have received a cable stating that the 
steamer Beta is ashore in Salt River, Ja­
maica The Beta had landed all her 
Halifax cargo at Bermuda, Turk’s Island 
and Kingston, and had gone to Salt River 
for a return cargo. Salt River is about 
thirty miles from Kingston, where there 
are a number of coral reefs.

-G. T. O’Hara, Sir Richard Cartwright’s 
secretary received a telegram yesterday 
from Mr. Cartwright, Lord Herschell’s 
secretary, saying that he was progressing 
favorably. Sir Wilfred Laurier shortly 
after receiving news was summoned to 
the Government Bouse by Lord Min to 
and had only a moment in which to ex­
press his profound regret at the sad oc­
currence. Lord Herschell’s death, he 
declared, was a distinct loss to Canada 
and to the empire. Sir Richard J. Cart­
wright, speaking of the occurrence, said: 
“I regard it as a misfortune to Canada. 
Not only were our relations with him 
most cordial but in all respects we found 
him disposed to render us valuable assist, 
ance. Both personally and politically I 
extremely regret his loss.”

Lord Herschell was the second of the 
commissioners to die, Hen. Nelson Ding- 
ley being the first.

LIQUOR TRAFFIC.

Atid since the liquor men demand and 
obtain protection for their business, what 
is more natural or more reasonable .than 
that good men should demand that the 
defence and protection of the law should 
cease? And as the liquor forces are unit­
ed in their demands, what is more natural 
or reasonable or necessary than that pa 
triutic men of every name, and especially 
Christian men, irrespective of party, 
should unite in demanding the legal over­
throw of this destroyer of their homes and 
enemy of the public good?

Yea, the liquor question is in politics, 
and can never bo gotton out of politics 
until the ministry and the Church unite 
to put in out. And they will never put 
it out by pious talk nor fervent prayers; 
in this issue, forced upon us by the 
enemy, votes and votes only give the • ul­
timate decision. The liquor question will 
never be out of politics till forced out by 
the ballots of free men emancipated from 
party domination.

In order to do this the pulpit has a 
delicate and difficult but necessary duty 
to perform. Difficult, but not more diffi­
cult than some other duties from which it. 
must not shrink. Men occupying the 
pews and calling themselves Christians 
must be made to see that there is no evil 
of society greater than the saloon and no 
duty greater than the destruction of the 
saloon. That the saloon must, be outlaw­
ed, that it cannot be outlawed until a ma­
jority of voters demand it, and that this 
necessary majority can never lie secured 
while men slavishly follow the dictum of 
the party managers who want the saloon 
vote.

The pulpit must preach the duty of 
loyalty to God as supreme above loyalty 
to party. This is the solemn and impera­
tive duty of the pulpit of to-day.

But we are told again that the pulpit 
n.ust not meddle with politics.

■ By whose authority and in whose interest 
is this saying so flippantly bandied about? 
Who authorizes the pulpit to leave what­
ever has to do with jiolitics outside the 
sphere of its discussions. Surely the 
Bible is not sponsor for this very conven­
ient doctrine of unprincipled politicians 
who do not like to face the pulpit’s oppo­
sition.

But since the gravest moral questions 
are involved in the politics of a country 
like our own, it is treason to truth and to 
God to demand the silence of the pulpit 
in relation to these questions. The pul­
pit must discharge this duty with truth 
anti with love, end it uijjst be in this as in j 
all its ministrations neither an advocate 
nor an anologist of any political party as 
such. As a minister, the pastor "should 
be non-partisan, but not a non-Christian. 
As a man, he should ally himself as con­
science and the Word of God bid him.

But non-partisanship by no means re­
quires the pulpit to be silent on all politi­
cal questions. On the contrary, the 
silence of a public man like the minister 
is rightly construed as deciaely partisan, 
and is often, indeed, the most effective 
form of carrying’^.party measures. The 
pulpit should be non-partisan in fact and 
not in mere profession, and should not 
lend itself to mere party service any more 
by its silence than by its utterances.

But are we not in danger of falling in­
to error concerning the relations and 
duty of the pulpit to political organiza­
tions and measures? Whence comes the 
w idely prevalent sentiment that the pul­
pit must be dumb concerning political 
parties and their issues?

What law of God, what principle of 
Christianity, what reasonable requirement 
of man demands the silence of the pulpit 
concerning any man or body of men, any 
society or corporation or organization 
whose avowed principles and open con­
duct vitally affect the interest .of society? 
And what command of Christ or what 
principle of ethics exempts the organiza­
tion called a political party from the hon­
est consideration, or> if need be, the de­
nunciation of the Christian pulpit?

Indeed the political party, because it 
makes its appeal for popular support, is 
more than other organizations the legiti­
mate subject of pulpit discussion. The 
contrary position is dangerous in the ex­
treme. . If a body of men organized in any 
other capacity promulgates theories peril­
ous to the community and solicits public 
sup>port, the pulpit would be accounted 
cow ardly and guilty to maintain silence. 
Why then when a political organization 
adopts h platform that embodies danger­
ous princip/les, proposess “to frame iniqu­
ity into a law” and asks the support of 
the Church, should so many men demand 
that the pulpit be dumb concerning this 
matter? Shall the pulpit yield to-this 
unrighteous and perilous demand because 
a large number of party-blinded men 
unite to make it?

What will happen if the pulpit does 
heed this clamour? Suppose a political 
piarty advocates the legalizing of lotteries, 
the licensing of prostitution, the protect­
ing of gambling-houses, the pulpit, in 
obedience to this imperious behest, must 
keep silent and allow these abominations

to blight the homes and ruin the youth 
that it is the pulpits office to protect and 
save.

Shame on the man who makes such a 
senseless and dangerous demand on the 
pulpit. Shame on the pulpit that yields 
to the demand. And greater shame on 
partisans and pulpits that silently sur­
render to the greater evil of the liquor 
traffic and to the party organizations that 
seek to protect, and to fortify this iniquity 
by law.

One other link and our chain is com­
plete.

A united pulpit will soon bring a united 
Church; the Christian forces wiil be mass­
ed, and the legalized traffic in intoxicat­
ing drink will be overthrown. Scarcely a 
moment remains to let ill the light upon 
the glowing hope. But light there is, 
and hope lures us on, and courage sum­
mons us on manly endeavor.

A hundred Christian pulpits united in 
this holy cause will bring in this milennial 
morn. Defections in the pew and dis­
missals from the pulpit, may here and 
ihere occur; but when the new incumbent 
of the pulpit gives the same “certain 
sound” to the trumpet as did his dis­
missed predecessor the contest will quick­
ly cesse, the forces will be united, and 
the long-lnoked-for victory will have been 
won.

Our chain is complete. Its links bind­
ing the hundred thousand pulpits and the 
many-inillioned membership of Christ’s 
Church, in this goodly land, into a bless­
ed unity of purpose and endeavor to de­
stroy this ravager of human hearts and 
happy homes, also will bind the gloomy
present to a golden future throwing a 
bridge of hope across the dark chasm and 
bidding the emancipated millions of a 
land redeemed from the curse of a strong 
drink pass over to a “Paradise regained.”

SOAP BUBBLES.

Their Color and Their Wonderful Thin - 
ness Determined.

The extreme thinness of the bubble U 
indeed wonderful. It is estimated that 
tiie him. in some places is only one three- 
millionths ‘of an nidi in thickness. 1‘iob- 
abiy tew of us can conceive, of such 
thinness. Let us express it in another 
way. The Old uuu New Testament 
Contain some three million letters. Now 
one tilt ev-imUiontli is such a part ■>! an 
inch as the first letter of the Bible is 
a part of the sum of all its letters.

lhe bubble, however, is not of equal 
thickness at all points, and it is for this 
reason that it has uie various colors. 
For instance, wherever the linn is 
orange-red it measures about three oue- 
milliouths of an inch; where it is bl le, 
eighty one-millionths of an inch; and at 
a point where lemuu-yellow is prominent, 
about twenty one-millionths of an inch. 
Perhaps you wonder why the colors 
change from one pair of the soap bubble 
to another. This is because the film 
of the soap-bubble evaporates and grows 
thinner, but unequally so at different 
portions. A greenish bine with a pale 
rose-i ed spot near it indicates an extreme 
thinness, and at such a point the film is 
ready to give way at the least jar.

Ton will be glad to know the source 
of the beautiful colors. Everyone is 
delighted with them, even if not interest­
ed by the explanation of their origin. 
We may say that they come iroin tne 
light. Light gives color to all objects, 
but not exactly as it does to the soep- 
hnbble. White light from the sun cun 
be broken into tfie seven colors which 
we have seen in the rainbow. In that 
instance the raindrops separate it into 
its parts. A glass prism will do the 
same, as you may prove by looking 
through a glass pendant from a hanging 
lamp. When the light reaches the sur­
face of the soap-bubble a part is reflect­
ed from it ,and we see images on its 
surface as if. ft were a curved mirror. 
Another portion of the light, however, 
enters the film, and is separated so that 
a part of the seven colors are thrown 
into the bubble, and we can see them 
at various portions of the opposite sur­
face. Another part of the light, after 
being broken by the film, is reflected by 
its inner surface back to our eyes, so 
that we see colors lit the point where 
the light enters.—Jacob F. Butcher, in 
St. Nicholas.

Electricity >1 ml* »r Home.
It has been discovered that if a steel 

knife and a silver fork are inserted In 
a large orange an electric current will 
be generated. If the end of the fork 
and the end of the knife sticking from 
the orange are connected 'with an elec­
tric measuring instrument, quite a per­
ceptible current will be seen to pass. 
The same kind of a battery can be made 
by substituting a cucumber in place of 
the orange, in fact, any arid fruit can 
be used.

In order to make a voltaic pile it is 
only necessary to procure ten or more 
pieces of zinc about one inch square, 
the same number of pieces of copper, and 
a like number of pieces of paper. The 
paper should be thoroughly soaked ip 
vinegar.

First, take a piece .of zinc; on it plats, 
a piece of vinegar-soaked paper, the:

-prrfr " —-piece—UT-ictopptfr,—ill cl! it __of paper, then nnbther zinc and theu 
paper, and so on until all the pieces of 
zinc, copper and paper are used up. It 
is important that a. piece of zinc should 
be cm one end and a piece of copper 
on the other. After the pile is com­
pleted, again soak the whole slightly in 
vinegar, then clean it. off on the outside.

If the forefinger of one hand is held 
against one end and the forefinger of 
the other hand is held on the other end 
of the pile, quite a perceptible current 
will be felt. If several' persons clasp 
hands and the persons on each end of 
the line touch the voltaic pile, the cur­
rent trill flow through the bodies of all 
those in position.

Art filial IHunioudx.
About a century ago the great French 

cheihist, Lavoisier, learned that the won­
derful gem kuown as the diamond is 
really composed of the same material as 
charcoal, namely carbon. At " once it . 
was suggested that it might be possible 
to make diamonds out of Coal. But 
most chemists scouted the idea—the dia­
mond was a natural mineral and na­
ture’s processes could uot be duplicated 
in the laboratory. Recently, however, 
M. Motsson has taken up the subject, 
and has actually succeeded in making 
true diamonds in his forge. The gems 
thus manufactured are very small, it is 
true, but the principle has been found, 
and who can doubt that its application 
will be extended until gems of any de­
sired size are made at will? It would 
be nothing surprising if within the next 
generation or two diamonds equal to 
the finest jewels were to be turned out 
from factories by the ton and sold at 
so many cents an ounce, instead of so 
many dollars a carat.

The Arc Light in Rheumatism,
If the result claimed Hv KJazlovslti,

a Russian pnysîertr,.. are- counnnra, the 
electric arc light has an astonishing ef­
fect on rheumatism and neuralgia. The 
patient sits about five feet from the 
powerful light, the rays of which are 
screened by cardboard from all parts 
of the body except the affected region. 
In three months 38 patients were treat­
ed, and recovery was reported in eight 
cases of sciatica, in two cases out of
four of neuritis, in fourteen cases ont 
of eighteen of chronic rheumatism, and 
in three cases of lumbago. The ex­
posure lasts from three-fourth of a min­
ute to two minutes, not more than a 
dozen applications—at intervals of three 

days—be in necesior four ( ssary in any case.
To Find Out If a ltoom is Damp.

To ascertain whether or not a room 
is damp, a kilogramme of fresh lime 
should be plaped therein, after hermeti­
cally closing doors and windows. In 
twenty-four hours it should be weighed, 
and if the kilogramme (2.204 lbs.) has 
absorbed more than ten grammes of 
water (that is, more than one per cent.), 
the room should be considered damp and 
classed as unhealthy. The question of 
the dampness of dwellings is a frequent, 
cause of dispute between landlord and 
tenant, and is naturally solved in the 
negative by the former. The question 
can he settled in the future by the test 
of the hydration of lime, which will 
give irrefutable proof of the validity of 
such complaint.

Building Submarine XV- 1’*.
A revolution in the building of sub­

merged walls and piers is promised from 
an invention on exhibition in New York. 
The present method is to dump stones 
into the water until a sufficient pile is 
made on which to build the masonry. 
This new scheme arranges for the build­
ing of a solid wall from the rix-er’s 
bottom. A raft is placed between two 
scows and supported by ropes. A solid 
wall is then built on the raft, which 
sinks gradually as the xvcight increases. 
In this way the inventor claims that 
lie can build a stone wall weighing three 
thousand tons and float it to any part 
,)«' bay nr beach, and lower it in place 
wherever directed.

Dr. Roberts, formerly in the employ of 
Dr. J. M. Smith, dentist, of this city, is 
in the States and is said to be a defaulter 
to a considerable amount.

Steamer Manchester City which sailed 
for Manchester a few days ago, carried 
away more than 100,000 bushels of grain.

Robert Fair, founder of Fair ville, and 
a merchant of some 40 years standing at 
that place, has been succeeded in business 
by two of his sons.

A “boy preacher” is in the city who 
has been engaged in evangelistic work for 
twenty or thirty years.

Cents (be careful of the spelling) have 
been scarce in the city. When dollars 
began to be scarcp dates backward beyond 
the memory of liiiin.

Tlu-.vuv’îs from the ferry between 
the east and west sides ef the city last 

. year were 823,957.96.
One ot the Manhattan line steamers is 

due here tonight from New York.
The wife of Rev. G. W. McDonald 

fell on Queen Street last Thursday and 
fractured an arm.

Last Thursday evening Gilbert Craig, 
of the West Side was drowned in the 
Harbor near the Princess street ferry 
landing. It is supposed he fell from a 
nearby wharf. It is thought his body 
was brought to the surface by the wash 
of the ferry steamer about an hour after 
the accident. He was 45 years old and 
his wife died only a few days ago.

There are four steamers, one ship, one 
bivque, and 16 schooners taking in car­
go at this port.

Ven. Archdeacon Brigestocke died last 
Friday morning after a brief illness. He 
was bom in 1841, came to this province 
in 1871, succeeding Rev. Dr. Gray as 
rector and curate of Trinity Church. He 
will be greatly missed by his people and 
citizens generally.

There was a slight weakening in the 
sugar market this week and prices receded 
about 6 cents per 100 pounds. Consider­
able refined is being imported from Liver­
pool and the Clyde and quantities»! Ameri­
can granulated are being imported all the 
time. New crop P. R. molasses will be 
due in a few days and is quoted at 33 and 
34 cents and in view of limited stocks is 
firmly held. Flour and meal are un­
changed. Cheese is scarce and choice is 
firm atilO cents. Eggs are scarce and 
are eagerly bought up at 20 cents. Good 
butter is in fair demand at 16 cents. All 
kinds of dry fish are scarce; pollock is 
quoted at 82 per 100 pounds. There has 
been a sharp advance in allclasses of teas. 
Common grades are almost unobtainable; 
fair qualities have advanced two to three 
cents per pound, choice two cents and 
fine one cent. Stocks are light and ad­
vances are noted in India, Ceylon, China 
and London. As it will be three or four 
months before new- teas are offered the 
advance is likely to hold good for some 
time.

News from the Pacific.

Vancouver, March 1.—Mr. Woodford 
of London, England, is on his way here 
in connection with a telegraph line to the 
Klondike. He is the promoter of a com­
pany which intends to construct telegraph 
lines from Quesnelle, which is now touch­
ed by the C. P. R., to Dawson City and 
the Atlin district. The company has al­
ready been formed with £200,000, and it 
is stated millions are behind the scheme.

Japanese Consul Shimezu says that 
while Canada has permitted British Col­
umbia to pass an anti-Japaliese law, Ja­
pan lias passed legislation placing Canada 
on the same footing as countries enjoying 
the privileges of favored nations, permit­
ting products of the Dominion to enter 
Jiqmi under a preferential tariff, though 
Canada did not. sign the favored nations 
treaty with Japan. Mr. Shimezu says 
Japan has been offered a great indignity 
by the British Columbia Legislature re­
fusing to answer politely the request of 
the Dominion government to rescind the 
obnoxious legislation. He adds: “It- is 
a question of sentiment. Japan must 
and shall be respected. It is ridiculous 
to talk of retaliation.” He concluded: “I 
have cabled Finance Minister Cotton’s 
reply to the Canadian government to 
London and Japan, and you will see that 
almost immediately Great Britain will in­
struct the Federal government to veto 
the obnoxious law.”

Seattle, Wash., March 2.—The steam­
er City of Seattle arrived from Alaska 
after a stonny trip yesterday. She had a 
number of passengers, who brought late 
news from the interior.

G. T. Howard left Rampart City about 
Dec. 15. He brings a story that, a party 
of ten tenderfeet started out late in Oc­
tober to go from Rampart City to the 
Koyuknk river. They ■ employed John 
Folger, an old time miner of the lower 
Yukon, to guide them. After they had 
been three days on the trail a snow storm 
came up and three of them turned back, 
reaching Rampart safely. Two days later 
another biizzanl occui red and the ther­
mometer dropped to 42 degrees below 
zero. Late in’November a party arrived 
from the Koyukak and reported that the 
men under Folger had not arrived. 
Other parties have been in since, but 
they have heard nothing of them. Mr. 
Howard does not know their names.

W. P. McDonald, a United States 
mail carrier, who left Circle City Jan. 23, 
brought 60 pounds of mail. He says 
that the first mail from St. Michaels 
since navigation closed last fall should 
reach there within ten days. Early in 
January tbei-e were twit - Mtmtqnrtics from 
Circle City to McKinley and Webber 
Creeks, about thirty miles away.

Quarrelled Over Fence Rails.

Weston, W. Va., March 1.—The Rev. 
J. C. Rvxroad, a Baptist minister of 
Lewis county and a wealthy landowner, 
will lose his life, and his neighbors, Clark 
Simmons and James Bonnett, also 
wealthy farmers, will be tried for murder 
as the result of a quarrel over fence rails 
from a line fence. The wind blew the 
rails on the Rexroad land. Simmons and 
Bonnett went to recover them. Rexroad 
met them, and a fist fight resulted, in 
which Simmons and Bonnett were worst­
ed. All parties armed themselves and 
returned to the rails, when they all fired 
simultaneously. Rexroad was mortally 
wounded, the others escaping injury, but 
were arrested. Simmons is ex-president 
of the County Court.

Massacres in New Hebrides.
Vancouver^ B. C., L’eb.’ 24.—The 

steamship Victoria has arrived from the 
New Hebrides, and Mr. Bell a passenger, 
tolls the following story: “I was a part­
ner in the copra business at Boyd’s Sta­
tion, New Hebrides. I was talking to 
the Presbyterian minister, the Rev. Mr. 
Boyd, an Englishman, one day, when he 
told me he feared that the natives were 
going to murder all the whites. *They 
accuse us,’ he continued, ‘of cutting down 
trees and letting the evil spirits out that 
their forefathers imprisoned two hundred 
years ago by the help of the gods of the 
islands.’

“He had scarcely told this story when 
two hundred natives rushed upon us with 
clubs, dancing menacingly around us and 
beating the ground with their weapons. 
They were drunk. We ran for our lives 
and hid in the woods. A dozen native 
converts were killed. I waited for the 
effects of the liquor to wear off, and then

returned to the station. They attacked 
us again, and we could not escape. Has- 
Un and Brewster, two Englishmen, and 
my partner, Thomas, were clutied into in­
sensibility and the bodies dragged away. 
Thomas was mercifully dead, but Haslan 
and Brewster were not. I fear a cannibal 
feast followed.

“The Rev. Mr. Boyd saved my life and 
his own by a cool-headed piece of acting. 
He threw on the gown in which he was 
accustomed to preach, and motioning mo 
to get behind him sang ‘Rock of Ages’ 
in a loud voice, all the while holding a 
cross on high. I followed him, playing a 
cornet accompaniment. Thus wo slowly 
walked through the mob, who actually 
made way for us. We got into a boat 
and rowed off.

“We found out subsequently that 
when the natives could get n-> liquor from 
the traders they applied to a French 
steamship in the harbor. The French’ 
government should take action, for that 
French commander is an accessory, to the 
horrible murder.”

Spanish Ministry Resign.

Madrid, March ].—Senor Sagasta has 
banded the resignation of the ministry 
tv the Queen Regent. ■ In the 
Spanish Senate yesterday a counter 
measure to the government’s bill, provid­
ing for the cession of the Philippines, 
was defeated by a vote of 120-to 118, the 
government thus having almost the nar­
rowest majority. It was rumored that 
Premier Sagasta afterward offered his re­
signation of the premiership to the Queen 
Regent.

Sanner took (mison yesterday and died 
at the wedding feast of her sister. She 
is said tv have loved the man her sister 
married. She slipped strychnine into 
her coffee, and in the presence of all the 
invited guests drained the cup.

The Collapse of the Woodstock and 
Centreville Railway scheme, rather 
knocked the faith out of people in new 
railways in general, and when this jour­
nal rises to remark that there seems a 
prospect of the St. John Valley road be­
ing built, it will likely be derided and 
jibed at, and generally made fun of.

A little hint has been given the Dis­
patch that the railway on the west side 
of the river between here and Frederic­
ton is to be buiit. The story is in the 
air, but is not necessarily an airy story.

Some weeks ago Mr. J. E. McIntyre of 
New York, was here. He said that a 
syndicate in New York was negotiating 
for the purchase of the St. John Valley 
Railway charter. Then the matter was 
under consideration, but on Monday 
word was received by The Dispatch from 
Mr. McIntyre that the purchase had been 
made.

It is to be hoped that there is some­
thing more than talk in this. No section 
of the country has been more patient un­
der grievous disadvantages than the peo­
ple along the St John River between 
here and Fredericton. Ij; is a settled 
country. Farm joins farm with practical­
ly no wild land intervening. What a 
contrast to the road between here and 
McAdam? If ever there was a chance for 
a railway to pay, even with the local 
trade, it should be a line between here 
and Fredericton. Look at the growing and 
prosperous villages, Meductic, Pokiok, 
Shogomoc, Hawkshi w. and the immense 
amount of fann produce all the way along 
the line.

What may be the exact extent of the 
proposed railway, whether it will be an 
extenlion of the Grand Trunk, and thus 
be another through line, or not who 
knows, but they who are in the scheme.

This we know that the people along the 
river would welcome a railway with a 
more than cordial welcome, and Wood- 
stock will share in their exhileration.

enemies feared His disciples would steal 
His body away, but unexpectiy to all con­

And after giving 
him and the other of His disciples their 
charge. He was received up out of their 
sight, though He left>Himself not without 
a witness for He sent the Holy Spirit 
down, the third person in the Trinity, to 
accompany His Holy Word, which He

CAMPING OUT IN WINTER.

FATTENING EARLY.

Tbl. Plan*. An vantage. Considered and 
Pointed Out.

In neatly all cases it will pay to push 
the growth of all of the pigs now, so 
as to be able to fatten theui early.

Alter cool weather sets in in the fail 
is rather the most favorable* time ro se­
cure a rapid gum at a low cost.

With cure to keep the stock in good, 
thrifty condition u.nv, it will he much 
easier to fatten rapidly. The principal 
advantage in this is that it affords a 
better opportunity of taking auvauiage 
of the market. To a very considerable 
extent the cost of production is the same 
mid any difference m the price means 
that much difference in the p.otit.-1.

So far as can be done conveniently, it 
is best to give hogs the range of a good 
pasture. Even ■ in winter this will be 
better than to confine them closely, as 
they will pick up more or less of a va­
riety of food, and the exercise they will 
take is always beneficial. At the same 
time it will lie good economy to provide 
dry, comfortable quarters for them to 
feed, rest and sleep under. This place 
should be provided with a light feeding 
iloor from which to feed grain and with 
troughs for supplying slops and water. 
A dry earth floor is best for the sleeping 
quarters and to insure being dry it is 
a good plan to fill with dry soil until the 
Inside is five or six inches higher that 
the outside. There should hi- room on 
ongh on the feeding floor and at the 
trough so that each auinvt.1 ean readilv 
«oonre its share of feed, slops and wat-r. 
Keep the quarters clean, wash Tir eut 
the feed troughs, sweeping the feed’ng 
floors and changing the bidding as often 
as may he necessary.. This Is essential 
if the best health is maintained.

It is best, ns cool weather eomes on. 
gradually to increase the ration until 
they are given t>M that they will eat 
elean at cneh feeding. It is a waste 
to go beyond that Underfeeding and 
overfeeding both add* to tbe cost with­
out increasing the gain, and en re should 
always he. taken to avoid either ex­
treme.

A herd of good dairy cows deserves to 
have good cure, ami this can only he 
ummreu by having the right kind of at­
ténuants. it thé owner is 11inline to 
either attend fSe cows himself or give 
the matter personal supervision twice a 
day or more, it is to ins interest ami 
profit to be certain that his employes 
are trustworthy and ht to be cow-keep­
ers. Everyone should be quiet, even- 
tempered, gentle and regular, ami ckaniy 
in his habits. A cow abonnantes an un­
clear man. Tobbaco, in all its forms, 
is obnoxious to every department qf 
dairying. All tbe work about the herd 
should be done with the utmost system 
and regularity—stable dean ng, groom­
ing, exereise. watering, feeding, milking 
—a fixed time for everything, and every­
thing at its appointed time. .

Nothing has been produced which bc- 
gius to compare with the human hand 
as a milking machine. Cleanliness and 
regularity are the first requisites in good 
milking. Next, quiet ami gentleness 
should he accompanied by quickness. 
Two milkers, one rapid and one slovf 
(the cow being accustomed to both); will 
get about the same quantify of milk In 
any given number of days, but th- form­
er will get the more fat. The quicker 
the milking the richer the milk, if the 
work is done well and completely; the 
difference may not he great, but it is 
measurable in butter or money. Again, 
two men milking like quantities in like 
time, from the same rows or nn’mals 
giving milk usually just dike, will get 
different results ns to rich res*, and if 
they change, places the riche- milk is 
seenred tiv the same man. Thé milk
fat or butter fat comes from the cow, 
hut it is the expert milker that gets the 
most of it. .

Pttfi-tor* fnr Ere**.

A mess of two-thirds boiled potatoes 
and one third laeal and brail :a recom­
mended as a good food for laying hens 
in Practical Poultrymau, which says: 
Owing to the immense quantity of po­
tatoes raised last year and the cheapness 
at which they could be bought, we 
thought it advisable to try the use of 
them as a steady diet for fowls. We 
have seen them advocated as a once-a- 
week ration with good results, but didn’t 
know what the result would be if fed 
daily. Some thought it would be a fa 1- 
nre; we were told there was too much 
starch in potatoes for a steady diet and 
that the continual feeding of same would 
result in cholera ; but determined to try 
it. we did. The day- before they were 
wanted to feed, were placed in a kettle 
on the stove and there allowed to cook 
and boil until they were soft a ml mealy. 
In the morning they were again placed 
on the stove and heated thoroughly 
through. They were then mashed and 
enough water left in to make tit .ness 
very thin. It was then thickened with 
meal and bran until of the right tex­
ture, making about two-thirds potatoes 
and one-third meal and bran. The fowls 
were perfectly ravenous over it, and oth­
er food would hardly be touched if given 
all they wanted of the potatoes. A 
good big feed of this in the morning 
sufficed for the day, but they were also 
given a light feed of grain at night. The 
diet was kept up all winter and now no 
heavier weighing lot of birds of the 
same breed can be found in any man’s 
yard.

White Specks In Rutter,
Mottles in butter and “white specks” 

are sometimes confounded, and by some 
are considered the same, but there is a 
difference. Mottled or streaky butter 
has been explained as being caused by 
an unequal distribution of the salt; but 
“white specks” have a different cause or 
causes. Sometimes, when the milk U 
set in shallow pans, they result from the 
cream drying on top, so there are small 
portions that are so hard they do not 
churn into butter, and the “specks” are 
thus caused. This may be remedied by 
carefully straining the cream when it is 
put into the chui a.

Another cause of “white specks” is 
this: When some milk is skimmed off 
with the cream, as is usually done in the 
case of deep cold-setting, this milk set­
tles to the bottom, gets over-ripe, and 
forms a curd, which will be so hard as 
not to break up in.churning and will not 
run off with the buttermilk, but will re­
main with the butter as “white specks,” 
as they are sometimes called. This can 
be remedied by not letting the cream 
stand so long before churning, or by fre­
quent and thorough stirring of the •ream 
during the process of ripening. These 
bard, white particles can also be taken 
sut by straining the cream.

Turnips for Sheep,
Turnips are a valuable winter fiai for 

sheep and cattle, particularly the for­
mer. When fed to milk cows give just 
after milking, otherwise the milk miy 
be given an unpleasant, odor, and the 
butter an undesirable taint.

The Bare Pleasure of Ten.tug in the Ice 
ii:i<l S-iow

Thé early morning of Thursday, the 
last day of January, was clear and 
still. The heavy snowstorm of the day 
before had ceased during the night, 
leaving a ne-.v layer, a foot in depth, 
upon that which already lay deep over 
mountain and lake, and piling itself 
high upon every branch and twig of 
the dense forest about us, writes C. 
Grant La Fargt, in the Atlantic. I had 
awakened at i. still conscious cf the 
effects of yesterday's long tramp ot 
eight hours following fresh caribou 
tracks through heavy timber and in 
deep, soft snow, only to f.nd that the 
waning day bade us strike out for 
camp for the further route of our game 
was still to be disentangled from a 
labyrinth of tracts, made where they 
had stopped to feed. We had eaten 
our lunch as we marched, delay being 
a thing to avoid and fire out of the 
question on so fresh a trail, and when
we reached camp again, Just as dark­
ness closed in, we were a tired and 
hungry pair. So it was with difficulty 
now that I summoned up resolution to 
perform the duty of which th.- biting 
cold upoh my face and the snapping of 
the log walls of cur camp apprised me, 
and resisted the - insidious argument 
that I really was not awake. To leave 
the snug shelter cf warm blankets In 
order to rake together a few almost 
extinct embers, nurse them Into a glow 
and pile the stove full of wood is not 
an alluring task at such a time, but 
campfire etiquette, sometimes relaxed 
in the milder autumn season, must be 
rigidly adhered to. even Indoors, in 
these long, frigid winter nights. There­
fore my companion ami I had made Un­
usual agreement that he who awoke 
should forthwith replenish the fire, and 
as his deep breathing was now proof 
that nothing was to be expected of him 
I conquered my slothful disinclination 
and a rearing blase at last rewarded
my efforts, I opened the dc-or upon 
such a night as only the northern win­
ter can «how.

corner of the living room, as they pro­
vide a most convenient place for the 
work and games of children, a place 
to root their books when reading, and 
because they arc their own special 
property give great satisfaction In 
many ways. Another piece of furniture 
that helps the children to keep an 
orderly nursery is a'wihdow scat—that 
is, a large, long box with a hinged 
cover, where their toys' may be placed 
when they are through using them. In 
one nursery, where there are three chil­
dren, each cne has her own special 
treasure chest placed under a window 
and her own low sheif .for books.

Now have we 
used our influence for a temperate and 
healthy sentiment in our respective dis­
tricts? Or have we aided corrupt influ­
ence on party linrs? If so we have no 
right to pose as public instructors so far

It is a dead letter and if we cannot 
withstand temptation even if it is on an 
election day we had better lay our founda­
