The Duke of Edinlmrgli’s Be- 
Ihrollied.

A correspondent of the Times of India 
writes:—“The Imperial Princess has a 
most pleasing expression, and, better 
still, all persons about the Russian Court 
concur in expressing their high admira­
tion of her character. She is said to bo 
gentleness and amiability itself, and to 
be quite as domestic in her tastes and » 
character as the Princess Royal, or any of 
our own family. In fact, I am told she is 
“quite charming,” and is beloved by all 
about the Imperial Court—which is by 
no means a bad test of the character of a 
Prince or Princess. The Emperor idol­
ises her, and, seeing that she is his only 
daughter, this may readily be believed.
I was curious to know how the religious 
difficulty had been settled, as the Russian 
Court, it is known, are particular on this 
point, and I therefore, made careful in­
quiries on the subject. Princess Dagmar, 
before becoming Czarvena, had to change 
her religion ; but the arrangement that 
has been come to on the present occas­
ion is different. Neither the Duke nor 
the Grand Duchess will change their re­
ligion, but it there are any children they 
will be brought up in the faith of the 
Church of England. The marriage will 
take place in January next at St. Peters­
burg, the capital of the bride’s Imperial 
father, but the Royal pair will reside at 
Clarance House, St. James; so you see 
that the Grand Duchess will in future, or 
at least until the Duke succeeds to the 
Grand Duchy of Saxe Co berg Gotha, be 
an English Princess.

Sketch of Don Carlos.
The correspondent of the London Times 

with the Carlists writes as follows concern­
ing Don Carlos, the pretender to the 
Spanish throne: —

The Kingqs a fine-looking man of com-
maiitfPùg pxcSfThce; iiml lie Lowers by, at
least, a head and shoulders over most of 
his suite; very dark hair, cut as short as 
possible, closely cropped whiskers, a large 
nut aquiline noise, with eyes of great 
brilliancy, and a mouth which slightly 
deteriorates the effect produced by the 
other features, as both it and the chin dqg** 
not correspond with the firmness depicted’ 
on the rest of the face, must complete my 
picture of the sovereign. The effect is 
very prepossessing, but there is a sad, 
careworn expression on his Majesty’s 
countenance, and well, indeed, there 
may be, for a great cause is at stake. 
Don Carlos shares the privations which in 
this guerilla warfare everyone is exposed 
to, the same as the lowest soldier in the 
ranks, and this added to incessant mental 
worry would be enough to break down 
most men. He exposes liis life much too 
freely, and the generals are continually 
entreating him to be more careful ; but 
the King wont be denied, and frequently 
commands in person a battery when un­
der the heaviest tire. He is in consequence 
idolized by the troops, who adore their 
leader, and the vivas which greet his ap­
pearance are as thrilling as a hearty Brit­
ish cheer. Don Carlos conversed some 
time with me. No one deplores the war 
more than the King does, but he said so* 
ciety was being sapped to its core by the 
Socialistic tendencies of the Republic, 
aud, much as he loved peace, he would 
spare no effort to restore order and tran­
quility to the country. His Majesty, for 
I suppose he may be entitled so, as he 
has already been crowned by the North­
ern Provinces, is not the bigot which lie 
is declared to be by his enemies. He 
speaks French, German and Italian with 
fluency, and is a perfect master of that 
sonorous passionate Castilian oratory 
which so delights a Spanish audience.

A Fortunate Collapse.
The Graphic balloon has been aband- 

ed for the present, owing to a collapse of 
the monster. On Friday last, a great 
crowd assembled in Brooklyn to witness 
the departure of the balloon Inflation 
continued until ten minutes past four o’­
clock, when the balloon suddenly sway­
ed to the north, ripped half way round, 
and fell flat upon the ground. An im­
mense volume of gas, nearly 400,000 feet, 
which had been pumped into it, e-caped 
at the same moment, nearly suffocating 
those who stood near. Inspector Falk, 
Mr. Goodsell, and Police Commissioner 
Briggs had an instant before shifted their 
positions eastward,and thus escaped being 
buried in the netting and canvas. The 
crowd made a general rush over the ropes, 
with the intention of tearing up the bal­
loon into small pieces, and carrying them 
ofias mementos; but a large force of po­
lice on the ground charged and drove 
them back, but not before many succeed 
ed. M. titiner, who had contracted to fill 
the balloon, sai l it woul i be folly to at4 
tempt anotner inflation, as the bag was 
not made of proper mateiiai. It is signi­
ficantly added that those having charge 
of the undertaking have made a great 
deal of money out of it. Professor Wise 
(?) and his intended companions on this 
aerial voyage have thus been provi&eBtwl-



ly saved from the fatal consequences that 
would in all probability have resulted 
from their hair brained project. In the 
London Times of the 14 ult., a meteorolo 
gist offers some remarks on the theoretical 
feasibility of the attampt, and speculates 
on what would probably become of the 
balloonist if he failed to keep his balloon 
in the great westerly current on which 
the future of aerial navigation depends. 
He states that on the surface of the At­
lantic between 35 deg. and 50 deg. north 
latitude the general direction of the wind 
is westerly, but gales from the N. W. and 
S-W. are frequent. If caught in one of 
the former, he would be carried rapidly 
southward into the calm belt of Cancer 
where he might drift about until starva­
tion overtook him, or throwing out bal­
last, he might rise into the upper regions 
where that crossing of currents so" ably 
proved by Maury occurs, if entangled 
in the southward current, he would sink 
into the N. E. trade, which would land 
him in the ‘ Doldrums,’ where his chance 
would be small. If he gained the south 
westerly upper current, it would waft him 
over safely to Europe.

The Shah Required at Home.
A communication from Teheran, deted 

the 5th August, in the Indépendance 
Belge, says—“ The condition of home af­
fairs in Persia is extremely critical, and 
the time has more than come for his Ma­
jesty to return from his travels, so as to 
reestablish a little order. Let the fact 
be remarked that not only is the Shah in 
Europe, but also that most of the mem­
bers of the Government are with him. 
Statesmen are rare in Persia, and the 
burden of affairs is too heavy for the few 
ministers who have remained, Brigand­
age had never before assumed such vast 
proportions in the country. On the Kir 
mansha side the robbers have organized 
themselves into a regular army, and pil­
lage the country places, being also mas 
ters of a great number of villages. Fears 
are entertained lest they should succeed 
in taking by surprise the city of Kirman- 
sha, one of the richest in the whole coun­
try. Three hundred men from the cav­
alry were lately sent out against them, 
and after a desperate combat, which last­
ed a whole day, the troops were obliged 
to retreat, not without having killed a 
certain number of brigands, but having 
also about twenty of their own men hors 
de combat. As maybe perceived, things 
are going on very badly, and an urgent 
necessity exists for the return of Nassar- 
ad.Din, and for his Government, to re 
press energetically this disorder, for we 
are rapidly approaching the most com 
plete anarchy.

A Dreadful Voyage.
The American mail steamer Hammonia 

which has just arrived at Plymouth, re­
ports having on the 24th of August, en­
countered in latitude 42 30 north, longi­
tude 56 west, a tremendous hurricane. 
The storm begun on Sunday afternoon, 
and that night a succession of mountain 
ous waves broke over her threatening im 
mediate destruction. The main skylight 

^hatchways and companion heads were 
«‘torn away, and down the openings thus 
j'left, as with the ill-fated London, heavy 
'seas poured, swimming the cabins, 

’•wrenching away tables and fittings, and 
•breaking in the passengers’ berths. By 

'|:the aid of her 160 passengers the open­
ings thus left were temporarily battened 
over, the water wes pumped out, and the 
Hammonia lay to for a day and two 
nights, during which the gale lasted. 
Three of her boats were carried away, 
and her engines received damage.—A 
Kussiari Admiral, governor of Cronstadt, 
was on board and testified to the excel­
lent way in which the ship was handled 
during and after the storm. Many groups 
of wreckage were passed, showing the de 
Btruction wrought to unknown ships.

The Earthquakes in England.
Mr. Lowe, of Highfield House Obser­

vatory, near Nottingham, writes under 
date of Friday :—Two smart shocks of 
earthquake occurred here this morning, 
at 6h. 50m. 40sec-, the first of which 
lasted six seconds and the last scarcely 
a second, the interval between the two 
shocks being under half a minute. I was 
lying awake when a loud noise like a 
heavy railway train came rapidly up from 
the south-west and passed to the north­
east during which a large fore post bed 
rose five or six times from the ground and 
rolled in a wave like manner, the oscilla 
lions being from south west to north­
east. The windows shook and made a 
great noise, the pictures vibrated on the 
walls, and a looking glass in front of me 
(which I was carefully watching) so mov­
ed that I saw a reflected portion of the 
room which otherwise I could not have 
done. A dog sleeping in my room rushed 
about while the earthquake lasted. As 
soon as the tiret shock was over I hurried­
ly rose from bed and went into my dres- 
ing room to ascertain the exact time, 
and while doing this, before I could 
reach my watch, a second shock swayed 
me sideways.”

This has often been the case. Indeed, 
in too many instances have our brave 
“ plodders of the sea” been made sub­
servient to the wishes of those fash­
ionable insects, that folly has painted 
and fortune plumed for the annoyance 
of our atmosphere—insects, “ danger­
ous alike iu their torpidity and anima­
tion,” At the present time we notice 
two or three such insects “ buzzing” 
round ; infesting where they fly. They 
seem to desire some new “ bed of roses” 
to which they may conduct their friends, 
and from which an additional supply 
of nectar” may be derived for the 
parent hive. In this they will, 
doubtless, meet with disappointment. 
The friendly"flovvers are fading, and 
the chill blasts of popular indignation 
are forcing the adventurers to seek the 
shelter of their own contracted circle.

The people of this district know the 
men in whom they can trust, and such 
they are willing to make the guardians 
of their interests. They will no longer 
allow themselves to be cajoled by block­
heads and plundered by adventurers. 
The experience of tho past has taught 
them a lesson not soon to be forgotten, 
and the future will surely reveal a 
determination not to permit this consti­
tuency, at least, to be made “ the prey 
of the politician, the dupe of the de., 
signing, and the experiment of the des­
perate !”

Fire.—About half-past three o’clock 
yesterday afternoon our usually quite 
little town was thrown into a state of 
intense excitement by the dreadful alarm 
of fire. On reaching the threatened 
locality we observed flames issuing from 
a house on the Main Street, a few doors 
east of Cochrane Street. The Firemen 
were promptly at the scene of danger, 
and —the supply of water being good— 
speedily succeeded in extinguishing the 
flames ; but not, however, before a child 
belonging to the family occupying the 
house had been severely burned and 
the property considerably injured.

Several of our Labrador vessels 
have returned from the scene of their 
summer’s avocation, and others are ex­
pected daily.

Coal in England has advanced Is 8d 
per ton.

Sir Samuel and Lady Baker are ex­
pected to arrive in England during the 
present mouth.

The Atlanta, Ga., Chamber of Com­
merce and city council have adopted 
resolutions endorsing the proposition to 
establish a line of steamships between 
Liverpool and Savannah.

During August, 15,134 emigrants 
sailed from this port, as compared with 
17,398 in the previous month. There 
were “ under the act” 39 ships, with 
12,028 passengers to the United States, 
2156 passengers to Canada, and 433 to 
Nova Scotia, &c. ; total, 14,617 passen­
gers. The number of emigrants who 
during the same month sailed in ships 

not under the act” was 517.

Dr. Grant, of the American mission 
at Cario, has found Hebrew manuscripts 
of portions of the Bible in a synagogue 
reported to have been built forty five 
years before the second temple was dess 
t.royed. It was carefully deposited in a 
niche in the wall, ten feet above the 
ground, and could be secured only by 
means of a ladder.

Colliery Explosion.—A serious 
explosion of gas occurred in the Forest 
Fach Colliery, situated at The Cockitt 
near Swansea, and owned by the Lan- 
dore Steel Company (Siemen’s patent,) 
at an early hour recently. Fortunately 
the colliery is not an extensive working 
or the loss of life, judging from the vio­
lence of ths explosion, must have been 
serious. As it is, four poor fellows have 
been killed, and one or two more ser­
iously injured. One man by the name 
of Rees leaves a wife and family of four 
young children. The damage to the 
property has been considerable,

Very interesting experiments were 
made at Chatham dockyard on Tues­
day with a new patent respirator to be 
used at fires in buildings, and which 
Captain Shaw, of the London fire brig­
ade, had forwarded to the authorities 
at the dockward, A cartload of shav­
ings, having been first damaged, was 
set on fire in the searching room, and 
the room allowed to get filled with 
smoke, A man wearing the respirator 
then went in. He was able to endure 
the smoke, though under other circum­
stances it would have suffocated him. 
Further experiments were made, and 
the trial of the apparatus was consider­
ed to have been most satisfactory. j

Baby Show at New Ferry.—A 
grand gala was given recently at th 
Great Eastern Hotel,New Ferry. There 
were various amusements provided ; 
but what seemed to be the greatest at­
traction was that not very common ex­
hibition called a “ Baby Show.” Prizes 
were offered for the heaviest and finest 
baby under twelve months old-; for the 
heaviest aud finest baby under two 
years ; for the handsomest baby ; for 
the handsomest twins; for the neatest 
dressed baby ; and for the smallest and 
lightest baby. Altogether there were 
about 30 babies entered for competition 
but for the prize for twins there were 
no competitors. Six ladies were chosen 
from the audience to act as judges, but 
their decisions were not, as a rule, well 
received by the ladies whose children 
were entered for competition, each mo­
ther fondly thinking her “ own darling” 
the most worthy of the prize. The 
following was the result of the adjudica­
tion :—Hannah Kelly, weight 2 stone 
12 lb ; 15 months old, whose parents 
reside in Pool-street, Birkenhead, took 
the first prize for the finest baby under 
two years ; Sarah Ann Jones (parents 
residing at Cromwell terrace, Birken­
head) 6 lb. weight, and eight weeks old 
was the smallest and lightest baby ; 
the heaviest and finest under twelve 
months old was Violet Kerrush, weight 
1 stone 13^ lb. ten months old ; neatest 
and best dressed, Hannah Phillip (par­
ents reside in Caird-street, Liverpool), 
eight months old ; Alice Ann Well 
(whose parents reside at Rock Ferry) 
1 stone 13 lb., took the prize for the 
handsomest child.

A whale was captured at Southamp­
ton recently, in the river Itchen. It is 
about 18 feet long, and weighs about 
30 cwt. It followed a German ship 
about a mile up the Itchen, close to 
Northambridge when a number of 
workmen went out in boats and drove it 
into shallow water, where it was har­
pooned and killed.

James Ritchie, one of the few re­
maining veterans who wss engaged in 
the Peninsular War, has just died at 
Saltcoats. He possessed medals for 
the Pyrenees, Talavera, Corunna, Vi 
miera, and Roleia. The deceased was 
in his 84th year.

The “ Sporting Gazette” states that 
Madme Nilsson has had a narrow es 
cape from drowning in the Lake of Ge­
neva, The yacht in which she was sail­
ing was caught in a tempest jand filled 
with water.

The St. Petersburg Exchange Gaz­
ette’ states that 2000 liberated Persian 
slaves on their journeyhome from Khiva, 
were attacked by the Turcoma and a 
great number massacred.

Visitors are leaving Trou ville in con­
sequence of the cholera, which has brok 
eu out at Havre, It travelled thither 
from Rouen, and is supposed to have 
come from Hamburg.

Miss Margaret Bennett, a sister of 
the late James Gordon Bennett, of the 
“ New York Herrald” died the other 
day at Huntley, in Scotland,in the 80th 
year of her age.

The rumour is revived that the Prin 
cess Louise, Marchioness of Lome, will 
shortly make an addition to the house 
of Argyll.
