HORSES AND HORSEMEN,
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

The Italian Government has just paid 
$12,000 for the stallion Elwood Medium, 
2:24}, by Happy Medium. He was foaled 
in 1874.

An extraordinary and fatal malady has 
appeared among horses in Lincolnshire, 
England, and no cause for it or explanation 
of its nature has befeh discovered.

Murphy & Colter, Woodstock, N. B., 
have purchased the colt Lord Dufferin 
11,444, foaled 1888, by Endymion, 2:28}, 
son of Dictator, dam Jessica, trial 2:24}, by 
George Wilkes.

Baltimore reports are to the effect that 
Professor Ward has at his infirmary a 
horse with a clearly-defined case of la 
grippe. The symptoms of la grippe in the 
horses are similar to those of human be­
ings who have it, beginning with sneezing. 
Then a high fever sets in, which is the 
forerunner of pneumonia, and which some­
times ends fatally. During the epidemic 
of influenza which swept over Europe in 
1729 and 1790 horses were attached with 
a disease having all the symptoms of the 
human influenza.

BURNED TO DEATH-
The Tragic Death ef Bell Bdf, the High 

Priced Trotting Horse.

During the fire which occurred recently 
at the stables of Macey Bfos. in Versailles, 
Key., the femous $51,000 4-year-old stallion 
Bell Boy perished in the flames. At the 
same time about $100,000 wortii of other 
valuable horses was consume4^n many 
respects Bell Boy was one of the most re­
markable horses that was ever foaled.

Bell Boy was a brown colt, foaled in 
1885 at the Palo Alto stock farm in Cali­
fornia.

He was sired by Electioneer (son of 
Hambletonian and Green Mountain Maid), 
and his dam was Beautiful Bells by the 
Moor ; second dam, Minnehaha, by Bald 
Chief.

Senator Stai rd sold him as a yearling 
to Brown & Stockbridge, of Kalamazoo.

As a 2-year-old he won all engagements 
handily, and in October, 1887, made a 
record of 2:26 at Lexington.

In 1888, in the spring, he was sold for 
$30,000 to Jefferson & Seaman, of Ken­
tucky.

In February, 1889 ,he was again put up 
at auction. The sale attracted the attention 
of horsemen all over the country, and 
when the horse was led into the ring he 
created a great sensation. The bidding 
was very lively, and when at the end he 
was knocked down for $51,000 he had 
reached the highest price ever paid at 
auction for a horse in America. Bell Boy 
was never beaten on the turf. Asa 2-year- 
old he made a remarkable record, retiring 
at the end of the season with 2:26 as his 
fastest time. Competent judges through­
out the country pronounced him the beet 
bred trotter living, barring his own 
brothers and sisters. Horsemen who 
knew him say if well trained this season 
he would have made a record of 2:14 or 
better. It is said that oièa few days 
before his death his ownefiTwere offered 
$102,000 for him, but refused it.

The death of Bell Boy removes all pos­
sibility of Axtell’s losing the stallion, 
record, which he made in such admirable 
time in 1889.

DISASTERS OF 1889.
An Appalling List of Lives Lost During 

the Year. ’

The closing year has not, perhaps, been 
remarkable for great disasters. Yet the 
record is an appailing one. An exami­
nation of the annals of the past twelve 
months discloses that more than 20,000 
human lives have been swept away by 
floods—10,000 in Japan, 7,500 in China, 
2,300 in the United States, 400 in Hungary, 
40 in Hindoostan, ane 46 in Bohemia. 
The loss by fire in conflagrations where 
ten or more persons were killed reaches 
the enormons total of 11,800, all but two 
hundred of these fatalities being in China. 
Ten thousand people perished by fire in 
two days at Soochow. There have been 
nineteen ocean disasters during the year, 
in which 1,600 persons were drowned. 
The most terrible calamity of this kind 
occurred off the coast of Japan, involving 
a loss of 685 lives. Next in degree of 
horror was the sinking of two French fish­
ing sloops, which carried down 175 men. 
There have been twelve explosions of fire­
damp or other accidents in mines amount­
ing to catastrophes, the number of miners 
killed being 490. Two hundred and 
twenty perished by one fire-damp explos­
ion in France. The United States has been 
notably free from such accidents. In rail­
way disasters no less than 240 persons haue 
been killed. One hundred and seventeen 
of these fatalities happened in Europe and 
29 in Canada. The worst railroad slaughter 
recorded was in Ireland, where 76 lives 
were sacrificed by the wrecking of an 
excursion train. The nearest approach to 
this disaster was the killing of 30 passengers 
in Pennsylvancn. One accident in Italy 
caused the deaths of 26 persons. Among 
other calamitous events of the year there 
are to be noted a tornado in Pennsylvania 
that killed 40 people, and another in 
Georgia and Alabama which destroyed 20 
lives ; an earthquake on the Russian fron­
tier by which 129 persons were buried 
alive ; an explosion in a cartridge factory 
at Antwerp, Belgium, killing 135 workmen; 
the fall of part of the city heights at 
Quebec, crashing out 50 lives ; the fell of 
a factory wall at Glasgow, burying 40 em­
ployes : and the collapse of a hotel in Hart­
ford; caused by a boiler explosion, killing 
23 persons.

The following is claimed to be the best 
known remedy for diphtheria: “At the 
first indication of diphtheria in the throat 
of a child make the room close ; then take 
a tin cup and pour into it a quantity of tar 
and turpentine, equal parts. Then hold 
the cup over a fire so as to fill the room 
with fumes. The little, patient, on inhal­
ing the fumes, will cough up and spit out 
all the membranous matter, and the 
membranous matter, and the diphtheria 
will pass off. The fumes of the tar and 
turpentine loosen the matter in the throat, 
and afford the relief that has baffled the 
skill of physicians.

NAPIER OF MAGDALA.

Lord Robèrt Cotnclins Napier, G. C. B., 
G. C. 8. I., died of the influenza. 
He was at the time of his death one of the 
five field marshals of the British forces, 
ranking next to the Prince of Wales; 
Colonel Commandant Royal Bengal Engi­
neers and Constable of the Tower of Lon­
don. Lord Napier was bora in Ceylon in 
1810 and educated at the Military College, 
Addiscombe ; entering the corps of Bengal 
Engineers in 1826 he served with distinc­
tion in the 8ntlej campaign, at the con- 
clusioil of which he was appointed engi­
neer officer to the Duabar of Lahore. He 
was chief engineer officer on General 
Wish’s staff-at the siege of Mooltan, and 
subsequently took a prominent part in the 
battle of Goojerat. As chief engineer in 
the Punjaub, a position to which he was 
appointed at the conclusion of the con­
quest of that country, he planned and 
superintended the construction of an ela­
borate system of military and commercial 
highways which have been qf inestimable 
benefit to the country. He was subse­
quently appointed chief engineer in Bengal. 
During the mutiny of 1857, he served in 
the capacity of chief engineer with the 
army of Sr Colin Campbell. It was Lord 
Napier who, at

planned that bridging of the Ggomtee 
river which exercised so great an influence 
on the operations for the relief of the gar­
rison. For his services in China, as second 
in command under Sit Hope Grant, he 
was rewarded by being made major-general 
a K. C. B., and successor to Sir J. Outram 
as military member of the Council of India. 
This post he resigned in January, 1865, 
when he was ndhiinated to succeed Sir W. 
Mansfield as commander-in-chief at Bom­
bay, with thes local rank of lieutenant- 
general.

He was perhaps best known as com­
mander of the Abyssinian campaign in 
1867. Transport difficulties were the 
worse obstacles the force had to overcome, 
and the way Napier surmounted them 
elicited general admiration. On Sir Robert 
Napier’s return to England in July he re­
ceived the thanks of Parliament, the sum 
of £2,000 per annum was settled on him 
and his next heir, in consideration of his 
services ; he was elavated to the peerage 
by the title of Baron Napier of Magdala ; 
was presented with the freedom of the 
City of London and a sword of the value 
of 100 guineas ; and received other marks 
of honor. In February, 1878, he was se­
lected by the Government to be Com- 
mander-in-Chief of the English expedit­
ionary force in the event of England at 
th^t time declaring war against Russia.

DANGERS FROM ELECTRICITY.

The World’s Berlin cable gives an in­
terview Syjth Privy Councillor Werner 
Vol Siemins, the femous electrician,

“ You Are evidently not afraid of electric 
currents, here,” he was asked.

» a No,” liq said, “not the slightest. To 
us electricity is an obedient slave, and not 
the fierce demon which your New York 
papers seem to represent it.”

“ Do you think, then, the dangers we 
have experienced from electric light in 
America can be obviated ?”

“ Yes,” he said, by well coastructed un­
derground conduits the danger of electric 
light wires can be totally abolished if low 
pressure currents are used, and the dang­
ers resulting from very high pressure can 
be reduced to a minimum in the same 
manner. There is no doubt at all that the 
greatest proportion of such accidents as 
have happened in New York will cease 
on the day when the last overhead wire 
is buried. Gas and waterpipes,” Herr 
Von Siemens continued, “can never act as 
conductors of

DANGEROUS ELECTRIC CURRENTS

from the underground wires into dwelling 
houses. These pipes, if crossed by such a 
current, would at once divert it into the 
ground. The insulated wires for street 
lamps should be placed inside of hollow- 
lamp posts. For interior lighting (houses, 
stores, etc. no high pressure current 
should be used unless the construction is 
such that every possible danger from con­
tact with conductors and lamps is obviated. 
Electric light conductors will never cause 
a fire unless they are carelessly constructed. 
A well planned and properly constructed 
conductor, supplied with the necessary 
safeguards, is entirely'harmless. No deaths 
caused by contact with electric wires have 
ever happened here in Berlin. Overhead 
wires should never have more than 500 
volts pressure. Underground conductors 
with transformers no more than 2000 volts. 
The transformers and conductors should, 
however, be tested up to 500 volts. My 
system of insulated conductors protected 
by lead cover, asphaltum and sheet iron, 
has proved successful wherever it has 
been used.”
STRANGE REASONS FOR DIVORCE.

The statistics of divorce in the United 
States, according to the recent report of 
Colonel Wright, Statistician to the Federal 
Government, show a vast increase in the 
cqaee of unmarrying. In the twenty years 
from 1867 to 1886 the annual number of 
divorces increased from 9,937 to 25,536. In 
that period the total number of divorces 
granted was 328,716, of which 215,176, or 
65.8 per cent., were to wives, and 112,540, 
or 14.2 per cent, to husbands. Some of 
the reasons given to show cause for divorce 
are of a highly amusing nature. One lady, 
who obtained a decree, alleged that her 
husband did not come home until ten 
o’clock at night, and when he did return 
he kept plaintiff awake talking. Another 
lady averred that her husband did not 
wash himself, “thereby inflicting on the 
plaintiff great mental anguish.” Still 
another lady secured a divorce because 
her spouse “threw into the fire a little 
curly dog that wras my ‘only’ companion." 
One wife got the courts to cut the marriage 
tie because her husband cut her “bangs" 
against her will. But of all the funny 
reasons for divorce the following stands 
supreme:—“My husband would never cut 
his toe nails, and I was scratched very 
severely every night.” So much for fem­
inine reasons; those of some men were 
not much of an improvement. The man 
who wished to become a bachelor again 
because his wife refused to keep his cloth­
ing in repair, refused to cook for him and 
never sewed on his buttons, must have 
had rather a hard row to hoe. A friend 
deposed that he had seen plaintiff with 
only one button on his vest. He got a 
divorce without further trouble. Among 
other successful reasons for divorce were 
pulling a husband out of bed by the 
whiskers; spitting in the face, gadding 
about town and quarrelling.

FARMING MAHERS.
HINTS'USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Feeding Poultry.

Prof. C. F. R. Bellows, of Ypsilanti, who 
raises poultry as a diversion and relaxation 
after the mental labor incident to getting 
up abstruse geometrical problems to worry 
Normal students, and who yet is very busi­
ness-like in his poultry business, tells the 
Poultry Breeder how he manages the feed­
ing problem :

“My method of feeding varies so much 
that I can hardly describe it. In the main 
it is as follows : Soft feeding in the morn­
ing, made up of com and ground oats one 
part, wheat bran two parts, mixed with 
boiling water.

“A light feed at noon consisting of scraps 
from the house, green stuff, etc., into which 
twice or three tunes a week is put also a 
little meat. At night I feel the young birds 
com, and the old ones wheat and oats, 
changing from one to the other from day 
to day, with an occasional feed of com.”

“Twice or three times a week a kettle of 
boiled potatoes goes in the morning feed. 
As the pullets mature I lighten upon the 
com as a regular feed, substituting wheat 
and oates.”

“The above is the basis of my feeding, 
as I would say, but in that I constantly 
consider that variety and not uniformity is 
the spice of chicken life.

EGGS IN COLD WEATHER.

The art of feeding may well be applied 
to poultry in winter, if eggs are expected. 
True, feeding is an ordinary matter, but 
how many consider what they are trying 
to accomplish when feeding? There should 
always be some object in view, and the 
feeding, if properly done, should conform 
to the realization of that which is sought. 
We said the “art" of feeding, for feeding is 
quite an art, and has science to keep it 
company. What do we feed to secure? 
Eggs—and in so doing we must look into 
the egg. We see it well-filled with rich, 
nutritious substances, and of a variety. 
Then we must adapt the food to the egg. 
If the hen is kept warm and comfortable, 
the food required to provide her with ani­
mal heat will be correspondingly lessened. 
Knowing that the food should contain an 
excess of the carbonaceous, or heat-pro­
ducing elements, we look ,to those substan­
ces that furnish the albumen. All foods 
contain these, but they vary iu propor­
tions. When she fermer throws down 
com and feeds hie hens liberally he may 
secure but few eggs, as he is then feeding 
for the market, and not for eggs. A fet hen 
will not lay, and is as unprofitable as a fet 
sow for breeding.

What the hens most need is nitrogenous 
matter, for they can, if fed any grain at all, 
easily provide the yoke, lime, phosphoric 
acid, etc., but the large amount of albumen 
in an egg calls for more nitrogenous food 
than is usually allowed. Some, improper­
ly, ascribe the failure to secure eggs to a 
lack of green food. While some kind of 
bulky food (such as clover hay, chopped 
fine and scalded, as well as cooked pota­
toes and turnips) is excellent, yet the great 
desideratum is animal food, and if less 
grain be fed aud more meat, either raw or 
cooked, there will be more eggs. Milk and 
curds are also suitable, but meat is better 
than anything else. As a pound of meat 
daily will be sufficient for a dozen hens, 
and almost any kind of meat will do, the 
expense is a small matter compared to the 
high prices obtained for eggs in winter. 
It is not necessary to feed grain more than 
once a day. A morning meal of scalded, 
chopped hay, with some kind of animal 
food, and wheat at night, will give mqre 
eggs, if the hen house is kept warm, than 
any other method, and it will be cheaper 
than feeding throe times a day on grain. 
A pan of warm water in the morning 
should always be allowed.

ORIGINAL BLUE-BEARD’S CASTLE.

On a bright morning in May, 1887,1 left 
Angers for Nantes, the metropolis of 
Brittany. As I was about to take the train, 
a friend, who had come to see me off, said 
with a parting hand-shake :

“ By-the-by, before you get to Ancenia, 
there is a station ^called Champtoce. As 
the cars pull up, look to the right, and you 
will see the rains of an old chateau. Take 
them indwell they are the remains of 
Blue-Jiéard’s castle.”

‘jdfiue-Beard's castle ! What Blue-Beard 
do you mean ?”

“Surely there is only one. Perreault’s 
Blue-Beard, Offenbach’s Blue-Beard.”

“ Did he ever live ?”
“ Certainly, in flesh and bone as you and 

I,—with this difference,—that he was a 
hard case to begin with, and a marshal of 
France into the bargain.”

“ Really ? What was his name ?”
“ Gilles De Retz, a descendant of one of 

the oldest families of Europe. TIis career 
was most extraordinary.”

The name was not unknown to me. I 
had read of it in the chronicles in which 
is handed down tous the marvellous story 
of the Maid of Orleans. But what could 
be the connection between it and the 
blood-thirsty hero of Perreautt’s celebrated 
tale ?

This question suggested itself to my 
mind as the train bore me at full speed 
over the waning hills that border the 
Loire, and from one thought to another, I 
found myself unconsciously rehearsing 
the different scenes, phases, and catastro­
phes of the childish drama which grand­
mothers take such delight in presenting 
to their little gaping and shuddering 
audiences.

I could see the youthful bride, led on 
by curiosity, creep tremblingly, clutching 
the little gold key, to the fatal door, open 
it noiselessly, utter a cry of terror, and 
drop feinting at the sight of the bloody 
bodies hung in a row.

Then the sudden return of the angry 
husband to the castle, his fury on seeing 
the little gold key soiled with blood, his 
brandishing of the deadly sword with the 
infuriated cries of “ Prepare to die, 
Madam !”

1 could hear the pitiful tones of the 
poor victim, during the short respite 
granted her, as she called to her sister 
perched up on the tower : “ Ann, sister 
Ann, seest thou no one come ?” And the 
lamentable reply : “ No, I see nothing but 
the shining sun on the dusty road !”

And at last came the sigh of relief of 
yore, as I fended I could hear from afar 
off the sounding approach of the galloping 
rescuers.

The vision haunted me till we reached 
Champtoce, where, sure enough, I saw on 
the right, as my friend directed, about a 
quarter of a mile off, the jagged form of a 
lofty mediæval tower which rose about a 
heap of rains and a clump of stunted oaks, 
casting against the heavens its vast and 
sombre outline.

This was Gilles de Retz’s castle, Blue- 
Beard’s home. Or rather it was one of 
his castles, for he had many, the whole 
surrounding country which bears his 
name (Pays de Retz) having once been 
his.— Louis Frechette, in the January 
Arena.

MR. RUSKIN INSANE.
The Eminent Artist and Anther In a Sad 

Mental Condition.

The Herald’s cable from London says : 
John Ruskin, the great leader in English 
critical literature, has become hopelessly 
insane. There has been a great deal of 
whispered talk in the upper art circles of 
London for months past concerning Mr. 
Ruskin’s condition and the peculiar cir­
cumstances by which he is environed. 
There has been no public comment on the 
matter because of a general desire among 
his most intimate friends — Swinburne, 
Burns, Jones and others—to have nothing 
said about it. Now, however, the removal 
of his publisher from Orpington to Lon­
don, and the change in the sale of Rus­
kin’s books from the no discount system, 
which he instituted, to the ordinary meth­
ods prevailing in the book trade, together 
with other circumstances, make further 
secrecy impossible.

The story of the great man’s breakdown, 
as told yesterday by a gentleman who for 
many years has been on intimate business 
and private relations with Mr. Ruskin, is 
as follows :

“Mr. Ruskin’s mind has been gradually 
failing for seven or eight years. The first 
public suspicion of the fact occurred at 
Oxford in 1886, when, after delivering 
several lectures of a series, he broke down 
during the delivery of one, became incoh­
erent on the platform and greatly exercised 
the feelings of a sympathetic audience. 
He delivered no more lectures there, and 
the matter was hushed up. His health 
improved, and in 1888, the occasion of his 
last visit to London, he i^ent to the Royal 
Academy, the Grosvenor and other galler­
ies in company with Oscar Wilde, and was 
never more perspicaicous in comment or 
brilliant in conversation. 'At this time he 
said he should riot immediately return to 
Brentwood, his residence in Cumberland, 
and he took a place at Sandsgate, in Kent. 
He then went to France, and, after spend­
ing some time at Amiens, went thence to 
Florence on a visit to Miss Alexander, and 
seemed in good health. At Venice, how­
ever, he had an attack and broke down 
mentally. Mr. and Mrs. Severn, living at 
Brentwood, were sent for, and in com­
pany with them and two physicians he 
was brought home. Of his life at Brent­
wood since his return very little is known. 
In July last, however, Miss Kate Green­
way went to visit him, but her stay was 
brought to a sudden termination by an 
unfortunate occurrence. In company with 
Mr. Ruskin, she went out on the moor, 
back of Brentwood, to make some water- 
color sketches. In the midst of her work 
she noticed that her companion was act­
ing and looking strangely and talking in­
coherently. Suddenly he seized her colore 
and a large brush and angrily daubed 
paints of all kinds over her sketches. She 
ran back to the house and informed Mrs. 
Severn, who sent an attendant out for him, 
she having had an attendant in waiting 
on him ever since his return. Since that 
time Mr. Ruskin has been necessarily con­
fined to his own house and no one outside 
of the Brentwood people lias seen him 
since August.

STRATHMORE MYSTERY.
A Secret that Is Jealously Guarded and 

Defies Conjecture.

Lucy Harper writes to an American 
paper from Paris as follows :—The appro­
aching marriage of Mr. Augustus Jessup, 
of Philadelphia, to Lady Mildred Lyon, 
the sister of the present Earl of Strathmore, 
has called forth in many of the American 
papers long dissertations on the Strathmore 
mystery, or, as it is erroneously called, the 
Ghost 6f Glamis Castle. Not that the old 
historic stronghold docs not boast of in­
numerable spectres, but ghosts arc com­
mon enough in the legends of the ancient 
castles of Europe. Not so the mystery of 
the Strathmores. That is sui generis ; it is 
incomprehensible and weird and strange 
to the last degree. It defies conjecture ; j 
and as the secret is jealously guarded by 
the family it naturally is beyound investi­
gation. The story, as related to me by a 
Scottish gentleman the other day (my in­
formant is well acquainted with the Lyon 
family), is thoroughly well known—that 
is, so much of it as has ever leaked out.
It is simply as follows :—The day that 
Lord Glamis, the heir to the Earldom of 
Strathmore, attains liis majority, he is in­
itiated by the Earl himself into a know­
ledge of the secret. This knowledge is 
shared by one other person only, and that 
person, strange to say, is the factor or 
agent who has charge uf the estate. This 
much is certainly known. It is also stated 
that the.momentous revelation is made in 
a certain walled-up room in the most anci­
ent part of the castle, the door of which is 
broken open on the occasion and then in­
stantly closed up again. And whatever 
the secret may be,«it is too terrible and 
important ever to be revealed. More than 
once the young heir, on the eve of his in­
itiation, has solemnly sworn to his youth­
ful friends to reveal to them the whole 
matter, laughing to scorn the idea of family 
mysteries in the nineteenth century. But 
the promise his invariably been broken.
On one occasion the Lord Glamis of the 
day, a skeptical, strong-minded young 
man, declared to a gentleman who was 
his intimate friend that he would, after 
coming of age, reveal to him the’secret, 
pledging himself to commit suicide if he 
broke his word. The twenty-first birth­
day of Lord Glamis came and passed, and 
his friend met him in London a few 
months later. “What about the family 
secret ?” said his friend half jestingly. But 
it was with the utmost gravity that Lord 
Glamis replied, “If you exact the penalty 
I will kill myself, but I cannot reveal the 
secret.” Of course the penalty was not 
exacted, but my informant declared that 
the future Earl of Stratnmore would cer­
tainly have shot himself rather than tell 
the story, of which, before he knew it, he 
had spoken so lightly. As to the where­
abouts of the secret room, that, too, is a 
profound mystery. On one occasion a 
party of young people who were visiting 
at the castle attempted to find out its pos­
ition by hanging a towel from every win­
dow to which they had access, profiting by 
the absence for the day of their host the 
Earl to try the experiment. I do not know 
if they succeeded in discovering anything 
but the story goes that, on the return of 
Lord Strathmore and on his learning what 
his guests had been doing, he gave out 
that important business would prevent him 
from having the pleasure of entertaining 
them any longer, and dismissed them one 
and all courteously but firmly to their 
homes,

But apart from the family mystery, the 
ghosts of Glamis are as numerous as they 
are celebrated. The most noted, and also 
the most unpleasant of them all, is the 
spectre of a bearded man in armour, who 
is visible at the dead of the night in 
certain of the bedchambers in the older) 
part of the castle. Sometimes little children 
who have come with their parents to visit 
the master and mistress of the castle are 
wakened up by this warlike figure, which 
comes and bends over their couches as 
they lie asleep, and which, on their being 
aroused, instantly vanishes. Then there 
is a noise of pounding and hammering 
which goes on at times all night in the 
ancient square tower of the castle, to the 
infinite discomfort of those who happen to 
be within earshot of it. Once, too, accord­
ing to my informant, a gentleman guest 
was awakened from a sound sleep by a 
strange light that pervaded his bedroom.
He looked around and saw to his horror 
two spiral flames mounting toward the 
ceiling from a spot in the centre of the 
floor. He imagined that the castle was 
on fire, and, seizing his water pitcher, tee* 
dashed its contents at once over the flames, 
but without the slightest effect. Then, 
opening his door, he called lustily for 
assistance. The only person who heard 
his shout for help was Lord Strathmore 
himself. He glanced at the strange lights 
with perfect composure and, merely re­
marking, “The housekeeper gave you this 
room by mistake,” conducted his guest to 
another bed-chamber and left him to 
resume his interrupted slumbers. But 
the strangest of all these apparitions is 
that of the elegant gentleman in the 
laces and velvets of the last century, who 
is sometimes seen playing at cards in a 
certain upstairs room with an invisible 
antagonist, and who is reported to be the 
spectre of a gay gallant of the family who 
stabbed liis opponent over the card-table, 
and who is forced to continue liis ghastly 
game till doomsday.

THE LATEST SOCIAL SENSATION.

Ottawa society is agitated over the fate 
of a divorced lady, who last summer mar­
ried a member of the Cabinet in Chicago.
It was felt that her recognition at the re­
ception to Ministers’ wives, after the State 
dinner, wuuld determine her social posi­
tion, but the illness of Lady Stanley 
seemingly left the matter in abeyance.
Now gossips significantly point to the fact 
that only the name of the Cabinet Minister 
appeared on the official list of those invited 
to Government House, as published in the 
local Government organ. It transpires 
that the ladies of two members of the 
Government called on the bride shortly 
after her return from Chicago. This course 
it is hinted, was not approved of by Lady 
Macdonald, who held aloof from any social 
intercourse with the new arrival. Gov­
ernment House appears to have gone a 
step further. Much sympathy is begin­
ning to be expressed for the unfortunate 
position of the lady, whose social accom­
plishments are known to very superior.

Captain McMahon, A. D. C. to the Gov­
ernor-General, stated this morning in an 
interview that the list of guests at tin- 
state dinner last evening was correct, and 
that Mrs. Foster’s name did not appear on 
the regular official list ; in fact that she 
did not receive an invitation. Hon. Mr. 
Foster was present, however. This state­
ment by Captain McMahon caused quite 
a ripple of excitement when it was whisp­
ered around the corridors of the House to­
day.—Montreal Star.

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THE VERDICT OF YORK.

THAT CHARGE OF PERSONATION.

The County of York gave ji splendid 
answer to the malicious attacks that have 
been made upon the government and 
especially upon the Attorney General. 
For two years a paper whose circulation 
-was almost exclusively among friends of 
the government devoted itself to the con­
genial labor of misrepresenting and vilify­
ing the administration, and although the 
Fanner and to some extent the Reporter 
rendered loyal aid in its defence, their 
circulation was not among those who were 
regaled from week to week by the Glean­
er’s pabulum. That these repeated arid, 
so far as the majority of those who read 
them, unanswered attacks must have pro­
duced some effect will be conceded ; the 
surprise is that they produced so little ; 
but in order to appreciate the full signifi­
cance of the success of the ticket it is 
necessary7 to keep in mind that this bitter­
ly hostile agency was at work.

As during the campaign The Herald 
bad no words of abuse for its opponents, 
so now it has none. The county has pro­
nounced its verdict and with this The 
Herald is satisfied. Mr. Blair who was the 
target of every attack and whose humilia­
tion was the sole object of his opponents, 
leads the poll with a majority of 744 over 
his principal opponent. Mr. Wilson is a 
good second and Messrs. Anderson and 
Bellamy are well to the front. The large­
ness of the ticket's majority is not more a 
testimony to the popularity of the gov­
ernment in this county than it is to the 
individual worth and good standing of the 
gentlemen who have been elected. The 
result of the election is that York retains 
her influence in the legislature and lias 
four able and experienced representatives.

The vote in the city was a serious dis­
appointment to the opposition. They had 
counted much upon tire city. Mr. Gregory 
had been mayor of Fredericton several 
times ; he was better kncftvn here than 
elsewhere, his abilities were better under­
stood and so on. This was the way the 
opposition talk id. We did not dispute 
these propositions, but were and are quite 
disposed to admit them. Mr. Gregory was 
at the foot of the poll in Fredericton, 
which shows that where lie was best 
known he was least wanted. His vote 
in the county is not to be taken as 
indicative of the opposition strength, for 
he received a number of Votes from gov­
ernment supporters, who were influenced 
by one consideration or another to cast a 
divided ballot. He must realize that the 
county docs not want his services in the 
political arena. Three times he has forced 
himself forward as a candidate to be de- 
feate l by increasing majorities. This time 
he expressly desired to measure his 
strength with that of Mr. Blair. The re­
sult is not flattering to him, for comparing 
his vote with that of the Attorney Gener­
al, he is one of the worst defeated men 
the constituency has ever seen. He would 
have been still worse defeated if it had 
not been for Mr. Allen’s assistance.

The Gleaner on Friday reiterates its state­
ment in regard to the attempted persona­
tion of Mr. John Hewiteôfi vote notwith­
standing the Attorney Generals explicit 
denial.

Mr. Gregory’s organ asserts 
that Mr. Gregory is shown by the returns to 
be the strongest man in the county, allow­
ance being made for the votes purchased 
by the use of money and rum. As Mr. 
Gregory is nearly 800 behind Mr. Blair this 
means that a quarter of the voters in this 
constituency not only can be but were 
bought up with a few dollars and a drink. 
This is the reply Mr. Gregory makes to 
the county for having for the third time 
refused to elect him.

The Week's Events to Brief-The Cream 
of onr Exchanges.

G. R. Parkin is lecturing in England 
on Imperial Federation and is being 
very well received. Without discussing 
the merits of his cause, we gladly chronicle 
Mr. Parkin’s growing popularity and suc­
cess.

AFTER THE BATTLE.

A defeated party usually seeks to find 
excuses for its ill-fortune, but it is seldom 
that one resorts to such inventions as the 
Gleaner lias put forward. Reference is 
elsewhere made to the allegation that the 
government party in York used liquor in 
the campaign, and the insulting character 
of the charge is pointed out. Wewish now 
to speak of the statements made by Mr. 
Gregory’s organ reflecting upon the At­
torney-General personally as being con­
cerned in the use of liquor in the campaign. 
These charges arc absolutely unt rue. The 
Attorney-General expressly refused to 
authorize, countenance or approve of liquor 
being used, and no liquor was used or 
purchased for use with the knowledge, 
consent or sanction of any member of the 
government ticket. This statement will 
be corroborated by all the workers on the 
government side, who will bear witness 
that whenever the question of usingliquor 
was mooted the ticket were unanimous in 
discountenancing anything of the sort. 
The allegations that some liquor was re­
ceived from St. John by express and that 
some was hauled from the station by the 
government horses, though made with so 
much circumstantiality, arc absolutely 
untrue. They are simply falsehoods made 
out of whole cloth, the particulars being 
invented to give them a plausibility which 
a mere naked assertion would not have. 
Of the same character was the statement 
the government horses hauled wood into 
the Attorney General’s yard and that the 
Attorney General kept a horse or horses 
at the government stable. These state­
ments arc false in every particular. The 
government horses have never done any 
hauling for the Attorney General and he 
has never kept a horse at the government 
stable. These denials if untrue can be 
easily disproved.

Another class of falsehoods which the 
Gleaner has published arc those relating 
to the conduct of the Attorney General on 
polling day. There is the statement that 
the attempted to have somebody personate 
Col. Hewitson. The acted fact is that the 
attempt to personate the Colonel was made 
by a person acting under the direction of 
one of Mr. Gregory’s most active workers 
and was fr str. tid because Mr. Ross­
borougii challenged the vote at the sug 
gestion of thy Attorney General. The al 
legation that Mr. Blair was a party to an 
attempt to impose upon one Arnold, who 
is blind, or that he had anything whatever 
to do with imposing upon him if he was 
impored upon, is simply an untruth, told 
deliberately. A further reference is made 
to the Hewitson matter elsewhere.

If it were worth while it would be easy 
to meet these charges with others. That 
Mr. Gregory was lavish in the use of liquor 
and money is well known ; that he bought 
as many votes as were purchasable cannot 
be denied. We do not propose to say 
what portion of his total vote was obtained 
in this way, but his agents at the several 
polls had plenty of money or liquor at their 
disposal.

Declaration Day in St. John was very 
quiet. The victors while very jubilant 
naturally over their success coincided that 
it was a surprise to them. They were 
moderate in their remarks and made no 
pretence that the government would be 
defeated when the House met. Indeed 
Dr. A1 ward’s observations clearly indicate 
that he expects the administration not to 
be disturbed. Nor will it be. Every day's 
developments only makes that fact more 
evident.

The Toronto Globe says that it is re­
ported and generally believed at Ottawa 
that the Hon. Mr. Foster will resign the 
portfolio of Finance before the session is 
over. In an other column is given the 
Montreal Star’s reference to the social boy­
cott which is being extended to Mrs. Foster 
and it is asserted that the outcome of the 
whole business will be his resignation. 
Ottawa Society is very particular—on the 
surface.

The Gleaner in an outburst of enthusiasm 
declared that if Mr. Gregory were not 
elected its influence in the county must 
be considered as gone. Not many persons 
will disagree with this view of the matter. 
The Gleaner’s influence has been steadily 
on the wane and will continue to decrease 
in geometrical progression.

WORLD.
Great News

The government comes out of the elec­
tions with a gooa working majority. A 
great many wild statements have been 
made. Men have been classed With the op­
position notwithstanding their well known 
leaning®, and even in some cases against 
their pronounced declarations. There is 
not now and there has not been at any 
time any good reason to anticipate the de­
feat of the administration.

The election of the full opposition ticket 
in St. John was a surprise and was due to 
an appeal to prejudices and the raising of 
the religious cry. The defeat of Mr. Mc- 
Lellan was quite unexpected. He was a 
painstaking, intelligent officer, of more 
than ordinary executive talent, and 
St. John loses the services of an excel­
lent representative. In Northumberland 
the high stumpage party carried the day as 
was generally expected; but it is well under­
stood that the representatives elect from 
that county have less sympathy with the 
St. John opposition than with the govern­
ment. In Westmorland the two straight 
opposition candidates were successful. 
Messrs. Stevens and Powell ran more for 
the purpose of defeating Messrs. Hanning- 
ton and Melanson than for any other pur­
pose; but singularly enough the latter 
gentlemen were elected. while Messrs. 
Killam and Anderson, whom Messrs. 
Stevens and Powell would have preferred 
to see-successful, were left at home.

Albert County makes good its record for 
never doing what is expected of it ; while 
Kent and Carleton appear to have thought 
the best thing it could do was to send 
back her old representatives.

THEOLOGICAL ACTIVITY.

Two notable deliverances have interest­
ed the religious world in the United States 
since the beginning of the new year. It 
is only a coincidence that they were made 
at about the same time ; for the circum­
stances calling them forth were quite inde­
pendent of each other. The subject dealt 
with is what is known in theological par­
lance as “the larger hope,” which may be 
defined as the belief that the operation 
of Divine mercy is not bounded by the 
grave, but continues, and will continue 
until all sin and its consequences have 
been destroyed. It is not Universalism, 
for it contemplates the punishment and 
the final extinction of those who are in 
the end unfit for immortality. This article 
of faith has been steadily gaining ground, 
in a vague sort of way. It has remained, 
however, for Dr. Lyman Abbott, successor 
of Henry Ward Beecher in Plymouth 
Church, to propound it with definiteness 
and under circumstances to attract the at­
tention of the whole religious world. Dr. 
Abbott says that his theological belief has 
changed and will change. He is unwill­
ing to admit that the ecclesiastics of past 
and often ignorant and prejudiced genera­
tions have discovered the last word of 
theological truth.

The other deliverance is by Dr. Storrs, 
who in the course of a paper giving his 
reasons for declining to admit a candidate 
to mission work, treats at length of his 
views upon this question. He takes the 
opposite view to Dr. Abbott, or what may 
be called the orthodox view of the future 
state. Both these gentlemen are extremely 
careful in the language they employ. They 
attempt to define their positions with pre­
cision, but at the same time they so hedge 
themselves about with conditions and 
qualifica tions that it is not easy to say just 
where the dividing line is between them. 
Yet their deliverances are of great import­
ance, because they will be extensively 
canvassed, and men of less prominence 
and young men especially will feel impell­
ed to take a position upon this important 
subject. It may be added, however, that 
not even those who take the most extreme 
position on the question of future pro­
bation relax in the slightest degree the 
rules which ought to govern a well-ordered 
life. Indeed the “Liberal” school insists 
in the strongest possible terms upon pur­
ity of life, and places before the people 
the highest and noblest ideal of a Christian.

Mr. Dalton McCarthy has introduced 
a bill into Parliament to abolish the use of 
the French language in the Northwest 
Territories. The avowed object of the 
measure is to check the efforts which it is 
alleged are being put inward to build up a 
French nationality in the Northwest. Sir 
John Macdonald said it was evident that 
a very serious question was about to be 
opened up and he therefore suggested that 
ample time be taken to consider the bill 
and that there would be a full discussion 
upon the second reading. While nothing 
may come of Mr. McCarthy’s course it is 
quite possible that the gravest question 
which ever occupied Parliament may 
arise out of it.

The much talked of Cleveland street 
scandal in London, which affected the 
reputation of some of the bluest blooded 
youth of England, is beginning to assume 
a new phase. Proof is said to be in the 
possession of the police to the effect that 
the whole miserable business was only a 
blackmailing scheme.

A Quebec legislator has introduced a 
bill to exempt from seizure the sewing 
machines by which seamstresses earn their 
living.

Archbishop Cleary, at Kingston, Ont., 
Tuesday, held a public supplication to God 
to stay the prevailing epidemic of 
influenza.

NEWS.

The most interesting topic in European 
circles during the week has been the com­
plication in the relations of England and 
Portugal. The latter kingdom appeared 
to count a great deal upon the sympathy 
of the European powers and held out 
against the demands of Lord Salisbury to 
the last possible moment. The English 
fleet had entered the Tagus and the next 
step would have been a breach of diplom­
atic relations, when Portugal having re­
ceived the cold shoulder at every court in 
Europe yielded

WITH AS GOOD A GRACE AS POSSIBLE.

For a time things looked decidedly squally. 
Both at Paris and St. Petersburg the news­
papers were quite warm in their espousal 
of the pretensions of Portugal. Lord Sal­
isbury was very firm, and his firmness 
carried the day. The dispute was clearly 
something with which the other powers 
had nothing to do, and as there was no 
telling to what complications an open rupt­
ure might have led the great continental 
powers wisely kept from mixing up in the 
matter even with their advice.

An unpleasant feeling has been created 
by the discovery of a secret arrangement 
between Germany and Turkey, by which 
the latter power put herself, so far as her 
foreign policy was conceived, Almost en­
tirely in the hands of the formqr, even 
going so far as to agree ^ X

against the English fleet in case of a war 
between Russia and England. That such 
a private miderstandihg as this should 
have existed at the very moment when 
Bismarck was pressing England to join 
the triple alliance, and when it was un­
derstood that her active sympathy, if 
nothing more, was extended to that league, 
has given quite a shock to English public 
opinion.

There was something like a warm dis­
cussion in the French Chamber of Depu­
ties over the rights of France in Newfound­
land. A difficulty seems to have arisen 
over the claim of the French fishermen 
to be allowed to engage in lobster fishing. 
The Minister of Foreign affaire informed 
the deputies that between England and 
France a satisfactory understanding exist­
ed as to the bounds of what he called “the 
limited sovereignty of France" over parts 
cf the island, but

NEWFOUNDLAND WAS UNWILLING

to concede all that France demands or 
England is.whling to give. Negotiations 
are pending and in the meantime the 
right of lobster fishing is not to be inter- 
ed with. An attempt was made to com­
mit the government to a vigorous assertion 
of the French claims, but the matter final­
ly dropped without the passage of any 
resolutions.

John Burns has fallen foul of Stanley, 
and spoken in such emphatic terms at the 
London county council that the projected 
grand reception of the explorer has been 
abandoned. The council had decided to 
give him a grand parade in the streets, 
but, as Burns pointed out, Lord Napier of 
Magadala had no street reception after 
Magdala, neither had Gen. Roberts after 
Cabul, nor Lord Wolseley after Tel-el- 
Kebir, while the only reception the Duke 
of Wellington had on his way home from 
Waterloo was from two footpads on Black- 
heath, who stopped his carriage and ap­
propriated his valuables.

Mrs. McNeal, the - crazy wife of James 
McNeal, jr., a farmer of Cannon Lake, 
Minn., yesterday, killed her three children 
and then took her own life.

Col. Mathison has been convicted of 
publishing in the Allahabad (India) Poet, 
a libel against Herbert Gladstone, and 
otiered to pay 1,000 pounds damages.

A terrific gale, accompanied by thunder 
and lightning, prevailed Sunday on the 
Irish sea, and much damage was done to 
property along-ijjgcoast. Several persons 
were killed by lightning and a number 
drowned.

The fifth and last of the children of 
William and Mary Boyle of Fall River, 
Mass., died Saturday from pneumonia 
superinduced by la grippe. Four of the 
Boyle children were buried the previous 
Thursday.

Adam Forepaugh, the veteran circus 
manager, died on the 22nd., at his residence 
in Philadelphia aged 68. He was attacked 
a week or two ago with the prevailing 
influenza, which developed into pneumo­
nia. Next to Baroum Mr. Forepaugh was 
the largest showman in America.

A London correspondent says: “News 
has just been received that the Governor 
of Mozambique published an act of vindica­
tion of Portugal’s rights to the entire Shire 
district. This news has fallen like a bomb­
shell here, and is regarded as justifying 
Lord Salisbury’s proceedings; hence there 
is a calmer feeling.

Mr. Parnell, is consequence of his ex­
perience with the Ennis Board letters and 
other forgeries, designed to discredit him, 
has adopted the typewriter as the medium 
of all his correspondence for the future, 
and caused it to be known that any com- 
muni-cation in manuscript, said to have 
emanated from him is a forgery per se.

Hugh Farmer’s house at Springfield, 
Mo., was burned Saturday night and he 
perished in the flames. Investigation 
showed that coal oil was freely scattered 
about the house. It is believed that some 
of Farmer’s negro tenants murdered him 
for his money and set fire to the house to 
cover the crime. Farmer was very 
wealthy.

President Harrison has sent to the 
United States Senate a memorial prepared 
by a committee of the American Associa­
tion for the Advancement of Science, re­
lating to the preservation of the forests 
upon the public domain. The President 
recommends that legislation be provided 
to prevent the rapid and needless destruc­
tion of the great forest areas.

The military pageant at the funeral of 
Lord Napier of Magdala at London Mon- 
dad has been equalled but once in very 
many years, and this on the occasion of 
the Queen’s Jubilee. St. Paul’s Church, 
where the remains were buried near those 
of the Duke of Wellington, was crowded 
almost to suffication. The Queen and 
other Royal personages sent wreaths to be 
placed on the coffin.

The death of Lord Napier, of Magdair, 
has given rise to a somewhat curious com­
plication. The deceased nobleman left 
two sons, twins, Robert and George. After 
much discussion among doctors and nurses 
as to which entered this world first, the 
family decided that Robert should inherit 
the title. George thought of contesting 
this decision and of appealing to parlia- 
jneht to divide the honours, as there are 
two titles. As a compromise the family 
council, influenced the fact that Robert] 
though married, has no child, and that 
George must eventually inherit everything, 
propose to give George a handsome annuity 
and one of the titles. There is no parallel 
case in the history of the British peerage

The Cunard steamer Catalonia, from 
Boston for Liverpool, arrived at Queens­
town on Monday. During the latter part 
of her voyage the vessel experienced a 
hurricane, which lasted twenty hours. The 
storm culminated on Saturday morning. 
The davits were twisted like wires and 
four boats were lost. The bridge, ventil­
ator, bulwarks and deck houses were badly 
battered. The seas entered the funnels 
and quenched seven fires and flooded the 
intermediate cabin. Several seamen and 
two steerage passengers were injured. 
During the storm a steam pipe buret, kill­
ing Firemen Calvin, Fear and Jones. Fire­
man Fadleigh was fearfully scalded. The 
passengers gave up all hope of seeing land 
again.

THE TICKET VICTORIOUS.
The Complete Returns from all the Contested Elections.

The Sheriff’s court for the declaration of candidates elected to the Assembly opened in 
the County Court House at eleven o’clock Tuesday morning. Quite a large number of 
the electors of the city and county were present. The Sheriff’s count showed the follow­
ing result. Blair, 2,814 ; Wilson, 2,717 ; Anderson, 2,498 ; Bellamy, 2,428 ; Gregory, 2,071 ; 
Allen, 2,014. The Sheriff therefore declared Messrs. Blair, Wilson, Anderson and 
Bellamy elected. The Attorney General was the first to address the electors. He 
heartily thanked all the electors for the magnificent majority they had rolled up for him. 
He felt it was a final and convincing answer to the gross, personal charges that had been 
made against him in this campaign. He then proceeded to prove conclusively by wit­
nesses in the audience that the sworn statement sent to the St. John Sun, of what he had 
said in reference to the dry dock in St. John, was incorrect, and that his own statement 
of the matter at Harvey was the correct one. He also effectively disproved the charges 
that had been made against him since election day. The Gleaner had characterized him 
as a common thief, a liar, and as one who did not hesitate to stoop to the most corrupt 
practices. He would not say that Mr. Gregory had written those things about him ; he 
would not say that he was directly responsible for them ; but the fact that the Gleaner 
supported Mr. Gregory, that they were intimately associated, and closely united in senti­
ment, prevented him from relieving Mr. Gregory from all responsibility in the matter. 
He knew, and everyone knew, that if Mr. Gregory did not approve of the Gleaner’s 
course, he had only to lay the weight of his finger upon it, and its tirade of abuse would 
be hushed. In view of all those facts, he was particularly pleased and gratified with the 
result of election day. He had found that after he and his colleagues had canvassed the 
county and stated their position before the electors, and told their side of the story, and 
after their views had been considered by the people, the sentiment of the electorate 
which, he admitted, had been somewhat unsettled, gradually changed, so that before elec­
tion day he and his colleagues felt convinced that their election was secured. He was 
pleased, of course, that his government had been sustained throughout the province. The 
opposition was a little stronger than he anticipated, but this was due to the course pursued 
by the people of St. John with which he felt sure no other section of the province could 
sympathise, and which, he believed, the people of St. John would soon regret. He 
would do his best to so administer the affairs of the government as to give satisfaction to 
every section of the province. He again thanked all who had helped by their votes, 
their work and influence, to give him and his colleagues the handsome victory they had 
secured. (Cheers.)

Mr. Wilson followed. He was particularly gratified with the result of the election. 
Some serious charges had been made against him personally and he felt they had been 
sufficiently answered. He thanked them all, particularly the young men. His thanks 
were also due to the opposition press for the assistance it had rendered them. He felt 
sure the success of the election was largely due to the course the Gleaner had pursued, 
and thought if it continued the same course in the future, there never would be any 
trouble in electing a government ticket in York. He had no harsh feelings towards any­
one, and hoped those who had voted against him would not do so next time. He 
thanked them all again, and would endeavor to serve their best interests.

Messrs. Anderson and Bellamy briefly returned their thanks to the electors.
Mr. Gregory denied that he was responsible for the course pursued by the Gleaner. He 

admitted, however, that he had called the attention of the editor to what he had con­
sidered a somewhat harsh article, and he had seen no more since. He endeavored to ac­
count for his defeat in a lengthy speech, which, when boiled down, meant that he did 
not get votes enough.

Mr. Allen was proud of his 2,014 votes, and heartily thanked those who had given 
them to him.

Narrow Escape.

What might have proved a serious, if not a 
fatal shooting accident, occurred in W. E. 
Seery's tailoring establishment on Thursday 
evening, Mr. Seery’s shop boy HarryjSarker, 
a lad about 14 years of age, got possession of 
a revolver during the day,and had been'earry- 
ing it around with him. Intheeveningyoung 
John McCarty, who lives on King street, 
called in to the store to see Barker. The lat­
ter pointed the revolver at McCarty saying 
playfully “your money or your life," at the 
same time pulling the trigger. The weapon 
which luckily was a very small one, was at 
once discharged, the bullet striking McCarty 
in the cheek, and glancing down into the 
flesh. McCarty at once walked around to 
Dr. Coburn’s office, where it was discovered 
that the wound was not serious. On Friday 
morning the bifllet was extracted and Mc­
Carty is none the worse of his scare. The 
accident should serve as a lesson to the boys 
to be careful in handling firearms. As the 
old lady said, “they are dangerous, without 
lock, stock, or barrel for a man once beat his 
wife to death with a ram rod."

Warden McNally called the council to 

order.
Couns. Frank Bird of Bright, and John 

Scott of Dumfries, were nominated for the 
office of warden for the ensuing year. Coun­
cillor Scott was elected. On taking the chair 
he briefly thanked the council for the honor 
conferred on him.

The following committee were appointed 
on assessment :

Couns. Lawson, Everett, McKeen, Inch, 
Goodspeed, Colter, Fullarton, McNally, 
Nason, Lockhart, Cropley.

On public accounts — Couns. Finder, 
Nason, Hinchey, Cropley, Rowley.

On secretary treasurer’s accounts—Couns. 
Graham, Colter, Fullarton, Lawson, Mowatt.

The secretary treasurer stated that he had 
received a communication from Sir John C. 
Allen asking to be granted the privilege of 
addressing the council in the afternoon.

On motion ,the request of Sir John was com­
plied with, and the council adjourned to 
meet at two o’clock, p. m.

Afternoon Session.
At the reassembling of the council in the 

afternoon Sir John C. Allen laid before them 
a detailed statement of the receipts and ex­
penditures in connection with the manage­
ment of the Victoria Hospital. He showed 
that the total income was only $1400, while 
the expenditure was over $2000. He showed 
the benefits occurring from the hospital, in­
stancing many cases where cures had been 
effected and lives no doubt spared by its 

ns, and urged upon the council the 
necessit^or increasing the grant to $400 per 
annum.

The council promised to take the matter 
into consideration. Adjourned till Wed­
nesday morning.

Wednesday's Proceedings.
Council met at ten o’clock. $400 was 

voted for support of poor in Kingsclear, also 
$4 for miscellaneous purposes. It was also 
resolved that Kingsclear assessors receive 
five per cent and the collector four.

Coun. Murray moved that a bill be pre­
pared to go before the legislature, giving 
electors right to vote at parish elections 
without their taxes being previously paid. 
Seconded by Coun. Everett. Coun. Mowatt 
thought that such an important measure 
should not be discussed until the full board 
was present. Mr. Murray withdrew the 
resolution, to be submitted to the full board 
later.
Committee on secretary treasurer's accounts 

submitted their report.
Coun. Everett introduced a bye-law (re 

peating certain sections of the bye-law) 
relating to the duties of field drivers and 
poundkeepers in connection with the 
islands and intervals.

Coun. Colter moves an amendment.
Coun. Colter’s amendment was then put to 

the board and lost.
The original bye-law was carried by a 

majority of three. »
Coun. Rowley of Matysville, then took up 

the question of ordering a grant for the 
Victoria Hospital and moved a resolution to 
the effect that the secretary treasurer be 
empowered to apply to the legislature at its 
next session requesting them to allow the 
municipality to assess themselves in a sum 
not exceeding $400 in the place of the $200 
granted last year. Coun. Finder seconded 
the resolution.

It was then moved by Coun. Colter and 
seconded by Coun. Nason as an amendment, 
that the matter be given a six months’ hoist.

Coun. Colter urged as àf'eaton for lû'oving in 
this way, that the county was in debt already; 
To start with, they had already given to­
wards aiding the hospital a grant which 
should be considered not only as a mere 
sufficiency,but was as a very liberal contribu­
tion, and why should they be asked for 
more? Besides this he found $3,800 of de­
bentures foiling due, which must be paid 
during this year. They could only vote 
$1,000 dollars towards paying these directly, 
and for the remaining $2,800, they must 
draw upon their credit. Let the commis­
sioner of the hospital ask the city and the 
province for aid before coming to them.

Coun. Finder said that Sir John Allen had 
already solicited aid from the city council, 
and would be likely to lay the matter before 
the legislature next month and ask them 
also. Coun. Colter must know that the 
hospital is doing good work, and that there­
fore, the council should grant the required 
money, as the hospital funds were already 
too small to meet all expenses.

After other speeches by Couns. Rowley, 
Fisher, McNally, Bird and Everett, the 
amendment of Coun. Colter was carried by 
a vote of 15 to 9.

It was moved by Coun. Colter, seconded 
by Coun. Burtt, that the bonds given by all 
parish officers be returned to them or their 
securities by the secretary treasurer as soon 
as they have paid in all moneys placed in 
their hands for expenditure or collection, 
and satisfied all other claims which the 
county may have against them.

The resolution was carried. Various resolu­
tions were there introduced by councillors 
of the several parishes and carried, regulat­
ing the assessments and confirming the lists 
of parish officers for each respective parish.

Coun.Pinder, the chairman, then presented 
the report of the public accounts committee. 

Upon resolution the report was adopted.
The council proceeded to consider the bill 

of H. B. Rainsford for services in the 
case of the Queens vs. Martin Nowlin for the 
amount of $50. After slight discussion it. 
was moved by Coun. McNally seconded by 
Coun. Nason that this bill be not paid. Car­
ried. ,

Coun. Lawson, the chairman of the 
assessment committee, presented a report on 
their behalf, and moved that it be adopted. 
Coun. Colter seconded the motion and the 
report is filed.

Coun. Colter as chairman, flfj^iitted the 
report of the public building' "Gtm«»nittee.

On motion of Coun. Murray the report 
was adopted.

On motion of Coun. Murray seconded by 
Coun. Lockhart, it was resolved that a bill be 
prepared by the secretary treasurer, to be 
submitted to and dealt with by the Legis­
lature at its next session, for the purpose of 
allowing electors to vote in parish elections 
without first paying their taxes.

The resolution was unanimously carried. 
Coun. Nason, chairman, read the report 

of the printing committee appointed at the 
January, meeting of 1889, and upon motion 
the report was adopted.

Coun. Hinchey of Stanley, moved the 
adoption of a bye-law establishing an ad­
ditional polling place in the Parish ofStanley 
at or near Cross Creek hall. Coun. Fullarton 
seconded, and the bye-law Was carried.

After some further parish work the coun­
cil adjourned until Thursday at 10 a. m.

Thursday’s Proceedings.
County Council met again with the coun­

cillors all present excepting Coun. Colter of 
Douglas.

Immediately after roll-call, Coun. Graham, 
the chairman of the committee appointed to 
examine into the secretary treasurer's ac­
counts for the past year, submitted his 
report. His committee had carefully and 
conscientiously examined the accounts laid 
before them for inspection and found a 
balance due the county up to date of $1,956, 
21, which he thought very creditable to the 
county.

It was moved and carried that his report 
be adopted and placed on file.

Coun. Fullarton moved and Coun .Hinchey 
seconded, that certain amounts be added to 
the assessment of the ^parish of Stanley. 
Carried.

Coun. Lawson moved the adoption of a 
bye-law to create an additional pound dis­
trict in the parish of Canterbury.

Coun. Price thinking that Coun. Lawson’s 
bye-law was not correct as to boundaries, 
etc., moved the adoption of a bye-law contra.

After speeches by each in favor of their 
respective bye-law, Coun. Price’s bye-law 
was voted upon and lost, when Coun. Law­
son’s took precedence.

It was moved by Coun. Hinchey and sec­
onded by Coun. Fullarton, thatH. B. Rains­
ford be heard before the board in support of 
his bill of $50, which was thrown out yester­
day. Carried.

Mr. Rainsford appeared and gave a full and 
satisfactory explanation, showing the 
grounds of the charge and asking that it be 
paid.

On motion, it was resolved that it be paid 
at $20.

Coun. Murray, the chairman of the com­
mittee appointed to look after the claim of 
the Municipality upon the Alms House 
lands, submitted his report, and the secretary 
treasurer read a deed from the alms house 
committee to the Municipality, of the land 
in question.

Coun. Colter explained the state of affairs 
now. The city holds the land and receives 
a yearly rental from the council, while it 
now appears that the council owns it and it 
is soon to be valuable. The committee will 
make further investigations and report next 
July. The council adjourns till 2 p. m.

Afternoon Session. 
On motion of Couns. Cropley and Lawson, 

the council proceeded to the election of of­
ficers for the ensuing year.

Coun. Goodspeed nominated W. Wilson 
for the office of secretary treasurer.

Couns. Cropley and Finder nominated 
John Black.

On motion, it was resolved that the elec­
tion be by ballot, and Mr. Wilson was re­
elected on a tie vote.

Coun. Nason nominated John Black as 
auditor for 1890, and he was unanimously 
elected.

Coun. Colter moved that the secretary 
treasurer -be ordered1 to pay.no money on ac­
count of the Board of Health without an or­
der from the committee having chargé of the 
matter. Carried.
. Qn motion ofCouns. Colter and Burtt, it 

was resolved that the secretary treasurer be 
authorized to pay the $100, which still re­
mained unpaid, on account of the Victoria 
Hospital for the past year.

Coun. Murray moved that an increase be 
made in the amount paid the revisors of the 
different parishes, so that the councillors 
shall receive $20 each instead of $16 and the 
third revisor $10. Carried.

On motion of Coun. Murray, a committee 
of three was appointed to investigate the 
Alms House matter, having power to act, 
and to report at the next July session. The 
committee is as follows: Couns. Colter, 
Murray and McKeen.

Coun. Everett moved a resoultion re­
questing the secretary treasurer to lay a bill 
before the legislature at its next session for 
the purpose of amending the highway act 
so that the highway commissioners shall 
keep all monies paid in to them after Sep­
tember 1st,, in any year, until May in the 
following year, when they shall pay it over 
to the surveyors. Carried.

The secretary treasurer said the amending 
of the highway act was already in contem­
plation, and would be brought up next ses­
sion.

The council took recess for half an hour 
and finally adjourned till 8 o’clock Friday 
morning.

rrtiUr’s Proceedings.
Council reassembled with a majority of 

the councillors present.
Coun. Finder presented the report of the 

administration of justice committee. The 
accounts between the county and city had 
been examined carefully and satisfactorily 
adjust^ and there was found to be a bal­
ance of $800 to the credit of the county to 
date.

On motion, theTdport was adopted.
Coun, Finder from the committee on pub­

lic buildings, submitted a supplementary re­
port. -

There was some little discussion about the 
sheriff’s bill of $100, but, after explanation, 
the report was adopted by resolution.

The assessments upon the several parishes

The, council adjourned sine die.

How to Take Care of Carpet» 

Furniture.

aired, yet if kept closed even salt will not 
prevent their destructiveness. Salt plenti­
fully sprinkled into the crevices of up­
holstered furniture will stop the ravages 
of these pests, provided the room is not 
kept darkened.

Let in the light and air every day. The 
sun should also be a welcome visitor, 
especially at tms season, x mere is 
danger of fading the carpet or furniture, 
throw down newspapers over the carpets 
and move the piece of furniture aside or 
cover it while the sun remains.

Of course, when cleaning the room 
thoroughly, it is a good plan to remove the 
lighter articles of upholstered furniture 
into the air, and the heaviest ones into 
another room in which the windows are 
opened.

Hair cloth is best cleaned by beating 
with a small switch or rattan, afterward 
wiping with a soft cloth. If it is old and 
losing its color, it can be made to look 
almost as good as new by wiping it over 
with a cloth wet in ink.

Plush furniture should be brushed with 
a bristle brush. A medium-seized paint 
brush is just the thing. Never switch 
plush, as it will leave a mark that any 
amount of brushing will not obliterate.

A small paint brush for the crevices of 
the woodwork is a necessity to keep it in 
good condition by removing the dust 
Wipe over the woodwork with a soft, damp 
cloth, and polish with a dry cloth. A 
small quantity of warm linseed oil rubbed 
briskly with a soft, dry cloth, will give the 
wood a nice soft polish.

See that the castors on the heavy piecee 
of furniture are in good condition, so that 
they will not tear or mark the carpet when 
moved from their places. A little machine 
or kerosene oil will do good service if 
applied to them occasionally, applying only 
enough to make them work freely, as too 
much is apt to work down and le^ye ftn 
ugly spot on the carpet.
