The Abbe Locrq is at present Su 
parior of the Grand Seminary, and 
he will continue to fill tl at post un­
till the close ol tbe scholastic year. 
Born at Nantes, France, on tbe 4h 
of November, 1846, Isaie Mari", 
Charles Leocq, after a brilliant 
course as an ecclesiastical student, 
was ordained priest at Issy on the 
24th of September, 1870. From 
that time, 1876, he occupied the 
chair of Philosophy at the Seminary 
of Issy, apd while he was in tbit 
position the talented young profes­
sor was in correspondence with his 
friend the Abbe Vallet, who was 
the Professor of Philosophy at the 
Montreal Seminary, a position to 
which the Abbe L.-coq was appoint­
ed in 1876, when he arrived in Can­
ada. Some years afterwards ho 
was appointed Professor of Dogmat­
ic Thecl rgy at the Grand Seminary, 
of which he became Superior in 
1881. He is a ripe scholar, a pro­
found theologian, and an eloquent 
speaker; and be is noted for his on- 
assuming manner and retiring de­
position. He is the fifth Superior 
of the Sulpician Fathers who occu­
pied the position of the Superior of 
the Grand Seminary before being 
elected to that high effioe. Tbe 
other four superiors were the Abbe 
Bibeanlt, elected Superior in 1846; 
tbe Abbe Game’, elected in 1856; 
the Abbe Bayle, elected in 1866;and 
the Abbe Colin, elected in 1881.

Tue Abbe Troie, the now Vic - 
Superior was.born at St Rami, in 
the C lunty ol Nipiervill.-, "on April 
3, 1843, and made bis classical stud­
ies at the Montreal college, taking 
his course of theology afterwards in 
the Grand Seminary. He then 
went to ce mplete his studies in the 
Seminary of I ray, France, where he 
was ordained. Oo his return to his 
native land, the young priest was 
appointed Professor of Philosophy 
in the collège in which be had him­
self studied that science. After 
wards he occupied the position of 
professor at the Grand Seminary, 
and when he had labored in this ca­
pacity for a period of eight years,he 
was appointed ee-iatant priest at St. 
James Church, St Denis street. On 
the death of the Rev Father R tusse 
lot, the cure, he was eppointed as 
his successor. On the death of the 
Rev Father D.-guire, cure of Notre 
Dame, tbe Rev Father Troie suc­
ceeded him. The Rev Abbe Troie 
is a priest of great learning and ex

We o&n understand 
certain parrots clinging with feet 
and bill to the sides of their cages, 
as it is known that when wild they 
spend the nights in hollow trees, 
hanging to the roughened crevices 
on tbe inside. But even jays and 
some sparrows will sleep soundly 
supported on the perpendicular wire 
by their toes alone. When a num­
ber cf different kinds of birds are 
kept in one cage, each species is 
lwayi to be found by itselt at night 

—thrushes in one row, mocking­
birds in another, song-sparrows on 
their own individual twig, and so 
on.”

election voided. The prosecution 
asked for delay of a few days to 
decide as to what should be done 
towards asking for the personal 
disqualification of the parties con­
cerned in the frauds. This the 
court granted. The case was 
continued on Saturday, when Mr. 
Biscallon asked for the personal 
disqualification of Jos. Brunet, 
the liberal member recently elect­
ed at the by-election. The grounds 
for application were that Brunet 
had sworn his election expences 
were only $6.50, but had testified 
that he had given A. L Grault 
$2,000 to pay expenses. Biscallon 
figured that as a donation this 
money was not acknowledged as 
provided by law, the inference 
was that it had been illegally ex 
pended. The motion was taken 
en delibre.

Hon Raymond Prefontaine. 
after promising a $1,000,000 ex 
penditure of public funds, has 
again carried his old constituency 
of Maisonneuve and returns to 
the Commons a strong protection­
ist and a cabinet minister. Only 
a week before, five of his minis­
terial brethern, Messrs Fielding, 
Bernier, Paterson, Fisher and 
Fitzpatrick made strong Free 
Trade speeches in Yarmouth and 
Argenteuil. Mr Prefontaine, un­
daunted by his five stalwart op­
ponents, will have all legitimate 
industries accorded a full meas­
ure of protection. How he is go­
ing to succeed in the face of such 
opposition is more or less of a 
mystery. It looks more promis­
ing than ever for the “fighting 
like blazes" policy of the present 
administration. Nothing is more 
certain than another big row, if 
all engaged in the present tariff 
mix-up are- in earnest It is 
worthy of note that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier wired his impartial grati­
fication, to both Free Trade and 
Protectionist candidates. Evident­
ly the Premier is etill equal to 
any occasion that may present it­
self.

Judgment has been delivered 
in the South Oxford elec­
tion trial confirming Mr. 
Sutherland in the seat, the 
court holding that the only 
charge proven was of such a 
trivial character as to have no 
bearing on the result, The Grits

had been very confident of their 
ability to unseat the Conserva­
tive member in this riding which 
for years had been a Liberal 
stronghold and resorted to the 
most disreputable methods to se­
cure alleged evidence to unseat 
Mr Sutherland in the hope of be­
ing able to secure a revision of 
the constituency to its old allegi­
ance at a by-election. In 1898 
Dr McKay, a Liberal, was elec­
ted in South Oxford by a major­
ity of 674. In 1900 Sir Richard 
Cartwright was returned by over j 
800 majority to the Commons, but 
this year Mr Sutherland secured 
the riding for Mr Whitney. The 
result in South Oxford is doubly 
a source of pride and satisfaction 
to the Conservative party in On­
tario. Not only was the election 
in itself a great victory, but the 
proceedings at the trial showed 
that it was a clean win on its 
merits and that the allegations of 
corruption so freely made by the 
supporters of the government 
were without the slightest found­
ation in fact. More than that,the 
unscruplous corruption employed 
in endeavoring to rob Mr Suther­
land of his seat was fully exposed 
and recoiled upon the heads of the 
corrupt party machine which had 
been employed to manufacture 
evidence in the most shameless 
manner. It showed that the Ross 
government through its machine 
operators was ready to stop at no­
thing to bolster up its waning 
power, while it demonstrated to 
the public the falsity of the mali­
cious charges that the Conserva­
tive party was guilty of resorting 
to kindred means to oust its con­
scienceless political rivals from 
power. -Ottawa Citizen. *

The 9th was a very stormy and 
cold day. It was particularly 
cold for the Provincial Govern­
ment, inasmuch as it was the oc­
casion of their loss of two seats, 
won by the Opposition. The elec 
tors of the Cardigan and West 
River Districts presented the gov' 
ernment with just such Christ­
mas boxes as many other districts 
in the Province are prepared to 
give whenever they are afforded 
the opportunity. In another col­
umn will be seen the figures re­
presenting the votes polled, 
While the vote is not so * large as 
it would probably be if the day 
were fine, the majorities of Mr 
Morson and Mr Currie are very 
respectable. HaA the weather 
been fine, the probabilities are 
that their majorities would have 
been very much larger. The Pa 
triot attributes the Government’s 
loss to the storm end the split in 
its own ranks in the West River 
District. The Government had 
the fixing of the date of the elec­
tion, and we may be sure it was 
not chosen to specially favor the 
Opposition. Moreover, the Gov­
ernment had the advantage of ar­
ranging the “human devices" such 
as bonded warehouses, etc., to suit 
themselves. But in the face of 
all these advantages they were 
defeated. It is very unfair in 
view of these circumstances to en­
deavor to put the blame on the 
storm. It was just as stormy for 
the Conservatives as for the Grits 
and it is not very likely that the 
polls were located to specially ac- 
commpdate the Opposition. .Pub­
lic opinion is against the Govern 
ment and they know it; but they 
are anxious to conceal this fact 
from the general public; hence 
the attempt to draw attention 
from the real facts, by blaming 
the storm. Their course regard­
ing the guaranteeing of the bonds 
of the Dominion Packing Com­
pany is the last straw that will 
surely break the Government’s 
back, no matter how they may 
try to wriggle out of it. Bravo 
Cardigan and West River !_____ ?

The Venezuelan affair has 
assumed a rather serious aspect; 
indeed, a state of warefare has 
been reached. In consequence of 
the refusal of President Castro 
to comply with the British and 
German ultimatum, the British 
and German ships prepared to 
blockade the Venezuelan coast, 
permitting trade at one or two 
ports, at which they would collect 
the revenues and thus remburse 
their financial claims. This, with 
the seizure of the Venezulan 
ships by the allied powers, exas­
perated the populace and on 
Wednesday of last week a British 
merchant steamer, the Topaze, 
was seized by a mob in the harbor 
of Puerto Cabello, about J.0Q miles 
west of Caracas and La Guayra. 
After seizing the steamer they 
pulled down the British tiag. 
This was an insult that could not 
be brooked, and the crusier 
Charybdis and tbe German cru­
sier Vineta were immediately de­
spatched to Puerto Cabello, arriv­
ing on Saturday morning. The 
captain of the seized British 
steamer Topaze visited the British 
Commodore on board the Chary­
bdis and to hour later returned

with a detachment of marines 
who speedily took charge of the 
Topaze. After that Commodore 
Montgomerie sent a demand to 
the authorities for immediate 
satisfaction for having hauled 
down the British flag from the 
Topaze, and advised them that if 
such were not fortheomiag in two 
hours the fortress and Custom 
House would be bombarded. No 
answer having been returned to 
this demand the Charybdis and 
Vineta opened fire at five o’clock 
and commenced the bombardment 
of the Fortress and Custom 
House. The Fortress returned 
the fire ; but was soon silenced. 
There was no damaged done to 
the town. Later advices from 
Berlin, state that Italy will parti­
cipate in the blockade by agree­
ment with the allies, and that a 
portion of the coast will be assign­
ed to the Italian ships. Thus the 
proceedings against Venezuela 
will become in every respect tri­
partite. Lieut Commander Tuerk 
first officer of the German Cruiser 
Gazelle has taken command of the 
Venezuelan Gunboat Restanador 
which is now flying the German 
flag. As soon as the Restanador 
has completed equipment at Port 
Spain, Island of Trinidad, she 
will be utilized in the German op­
erations against Venezuela.

Conservatives Victori­
ous.

Ae intimated in onr last inane, the by 
election* fer the Provincial Legislature 
held on the 9tb, resulted in the return 
or both Conservative candidates, by re­
spectable majorities. Ia consequence 
of the storm, oi ly a small vote was 
polled.

H. 8. with 3,000 bneh oats is frozen 
in at Ch’town. Both vessels were load­
ed by Carvell Bros.

dehr. Can’t Help It, loaded with 
lathe for Carvell Bore, is frozen in at 
Cape Tormeotine, and the eebs Dialy- 
tris, Jamee Semple, Edwin O. Crozier, 
intended to receive cargoes of oats for 
Plcton from Carvell Bros here, had to 
abandon t* e project owing to the sev­
ere weather.

The schooner Nellie Reed of Brnle, 
ashore near River John was laden with 
140 tons of coal for Peake tiros., of this 
city. She is likely to be a total lose. 
The crew had a terrible experience on 
Friday night being laahed to the rigg­
ing all night in the blinding snowstorm.

The schooner Arctic bae arrived at 
Arichat from Porto Rico with a cargo 
ol Porto Rico molasses for Carvell Bros. 
She will go to Georgetown to onload.

The schooner Citisen is ashore at 
Black Pond near Best Point on the 
North Side. She is eoppoeed to have 
gone on on Tuesday night of last week 
and will likely prove a total wreck. 
She was loaded with coal and bound 
for Alberton. We noderetand that 
there is a possibility of saving part of 
the cargo. The schooner Citizen wae 
a vessel of 98 tone, was built in Luuen 
burg in 1893, and was owned by Will­
iam Miller, Alberton.

The schooner Evolution loaded by H. 
C. Ooterbridge for Bermuda with $5000 
cargo of oats and potatoes ia ashore on 
Governors Island. She had been towed 
to the bell buoy on Wednesday by 
Balt’s tug. Tbe captein and crew walk­
ed aahore from Governor's Island and 
came to the city on Friday. They re­
port the schooner aahore about i of a 
mile from the Island. She ie aground 
at low tide but floats at high water. 
She was driven to the present position 
by the ioe which snapped the cheina of 
both anchors. The ioe is piled all 
around tbe vessel, and it ie hardly poe 
sible she can be released until spring. 
When the Coban passed the schooner 
on Wednesday evening, the latter bad 
signale flying asking to be towed back 
to Charlottetown. The captrin inter- 
viewed Captain Finlayeon with a view 
of having the Minto tow the schooner 
out but ae there ie not sufficient water 
for the steamer it ia impossible to ren­
der aid.

The schooner Swift Current coal 
laden for C. Lyons * Co, of this city, 
which left Hawksbnry Thursday in 
company with schooner Vivian has 
not yet been reported. She was last 
seen by the prew of the Vivian astern 
of that yeseel yhile they were off Souris 
Friday morning. Tbe Vivian arrived 
here Sunday week. The Swift Cuirenl 
was a vessel of about 65 tons and wae 
owned:by Beck Bros, Murray Harbor;

Another Big Blaze.
The Charlottetown market building wae 

completely destroyed by fire thie morning. 
The fire wae discovered about half past 
five, and in a very short time the whole 
building was in a blaze. The fire seems to 
have originated in the band room on the 
second floor. From there it spread rapid­
ly into the attic and onto the roof. Being 
an old wooden building it was as dry $fs 
tinder, and the rain falling at the time 
seemed to have little or no effect in check­
ing the progress of the flames. The fire 
burst through the roof and climbed down 
the sides, carrying destruction in its path. 
The glare of the blaze lib up the 
city for blocks around, and by its light 
one could easily read at a long distance 
from the fire. The firemen were early on 
the scene and worked hard. By eight 
o’clock they had it pretty well subdued. 
The tenants in the basement had to hurri­
edly remove their effects to the square in 
tbe drenching rain. The destruction of 
this building just on the eve of the Christ­
mas market will cause much inconveni­
ence to the buyers and sellers of meats, and 
all other market commodities; but the best 
possible temporary arrangements will lik­
ely be made to tide over the difficulty. 
The loss to the city will be considerable,as 
we understand the insurance amounts to 
only $4,500. The building was over 
thirty years old.

faithful adherents.
