PORT ALBERT R. R. SCHEME.

What was sald about the Rallway The
Improvement of the Harbor »
Necessity.

Reported for The Signal.
A large and enthusiastic gathering of
the residents of Port Albert and vicinity
was held in Delong's Hall on Wednesday
evening, January 19th, to discuss the
feasibility of securing railway facilities
at that peint ; also to consider the advis-
ability of memorializing the Dominicn,
Government anent the harbor improve-
ment, y
On wotion, Mr. Joseph Griffin
Deputy-Reeve of Asntiela, was appoint-
ed chairman, and he, after explaining the
objectsof the meeting, called upon the first
spuaker to address the gathering.
Mr. John H. Courtney, on coming
forward to mova the resolution favoring
the conatruction of a railway to Port
Albert, was- loudly applauded. The
speaker stated that the resolution was
sufficiently exilicit to be understood by
every one in the meeting, and he would
not, therefore, detain them with a long
speech. He referred to the magnificent
water privileges of Port Albert, and re-
marked that all that was wanted to bring
mperity to Port Albert was a milwa{.
ilways brought in'their wake, work-
shops and factories, and built up trade,
and if a line was brought to Port ‘Albert
it would ere long be a flourishing town
instead of a stru lit§ village. Other
localities had m.bs?giiw railways, and he
had yet to learn of a place that had not
been repaid over and.over again for its
investment. Ashfield had at present no
market town, and the inhabitants weie
compelled to drive many miles to pro-
cure the standard price for their pro-
duce. In conclusion he hoped as many
as possible would by voice and vote en-
dorse the present agitation.
Mr. Jas. Mahaffy, who seconded the
resolution, said they did not purpose
designating the route of the propoused
railway to-night, but at present the most
feasible line appeared to be from Wing-
ham, vis Dungannon to Port Albert.
If the line were built there would be two
good market towns, namely Dungannon
and Port Albert in the municipality.
Farmers, he considered, did not place
sufficient stress upon the time lost in
bringing their produce to market or they
would be alive to their interests in get-
ting railroad facilities. As he would, in
all probability, speak again before the
meeting was over he would for the pres-
ent withdraw.
Mr. Thos. Harris was in favor of the
project and would vote for a bonus.
. J. J. Wright, of the ‘‘Point
Farm," spoke of the benefits of the rail-
way system to the country at large.
OtKer localities had bonused ralways in
the past, and if they were asked to re-
linquish the privileges they now en-
joyed, and receive iack the bonuses,
they would not do so.

Mr. Jas. Mahaffy introuduced a reso
lution, memorializing the Dominion
Gogernment to build commercial docks
at Port Albert and otherwise improvo
the harbor, so that vessels of average
tonnage could ply trade at this place. In
a clear and forcible manner he showed
the benefits that would accrue to tho
village, and cited extracts from business
letters to prove his contention. If we
had good railway and harbor accommo-
dation a good business could be done in
the export of telegraph poles, lumber,
cement, and the salt interest which
undoubtedly existed in this section.
Last year he had shipped a cargo of lum-
ber to Detroit, and had lost $1 per thou-
sand on the lot. Had there been good
shipping facilities this would not haye
occurred. There was every likelihood
of the North-West being opened up, and
as that district would have to be supplied
with machinery, &c. from Ontario, it was
high time that Port Albert bestirred it-
self so that it might obtain its share of
that trade. If the G. T. R. took hold of
the T., G. & B., and widened the gauge,
it would be necessary for the Company
to have a lake port, and if Government
aid for the construction of commercial
docks at Port Albert could be obtained
we could offer the G. T. R. what they
would esteem of more value than evena
bonus—a good harbor. However, as he
had before remarked, he was not wedded
to any particular line; all he wanted was
to have a railway reach Port Albert.
He was sorry that more Dungannon peo-
ﬁle were not present at this meeting, but

e hoped they were with Port Albert on
the harbor question as Port Albert was
with Dungannon on the question of a
nilw.(g.

In the same year the same learned
judge unseated DeLisle, because he was
a commissioner for the expenditure of
municipal funds.on roads of the munici-
pality in which he resided, and the by-
law appointing him fixed a certain com-
mission, and it was shown that somne
portion of it remained unpaid at the
time of the election. His Lordship
added that “it was not desirable that
reeves or councillors should mix them-
selves up with the contracts given out on’
behalf of the corporation, whose interests

they are by law expected to look after.’

In Rollo vs. Beard, 3 Practice Reports

357, Judge Hagarty disqualified the de-
. fendant, and adds; ‘I unwillingly feel

discouraging parties from bringing a case
of disqualification under notice at the
peril of having to lose the costs necessar-
ily incurred. Defendant must be un-
seated with costs.”

The Court of Queen's Bench at Toron-
to, unseated with costs W. H¥ Stephens,

reeve of Chatham, in May last, on the
ground that some time prior he had been
in the service of the corporation, pro-
curing evidence and assisting in the de-
fense of the corporation in some law
suits, and had not been paid at the time
of his election, although the services had
all been performed and the defendant
was willing to forego any claim he might
have for those services. The Court held
he had an interest in a contract service
or employment within the meaning of
