David Russell, Millionaire,
Tells of Attempts to
Imprlson Hlm.

Montreal, Sept. 26—The continua-
tion of the éxamination for discovery
in the case oi David Russell, Montraa.
mi. lionaire, against the Pinkertonm de-
tective agency and-the Montreal man-
ager, - Mr. McNamara,in which Mr.
Russell is' claiminyg $200,000 for ul-
ieged conspirdcy against him, which
opened tamely enough yesterday, to-
day brought fo.th same remarkable
testimony. Mr Russell outlined the
story of the alleged plots against him,
the object of which were to secure
his incarceration in an institution far
the insane.

As told by Mr. Russcll there were
two distinct plots against him ,the
centre’ of action sKitfing = between
Montreal, New 7York and Pittsburg,
The first, he declared, was a ,versinn
of the -“badger” game, in which Pe
claimed that a man named Patterson
from Piitsbarg had brought a woman
to Montreal and tried to get him tan-
gled up with her. This failing, he
said, a further attempt was made to
have him declared insane and con-
fined in an American asylum,

Following this, Mr. Russell said the
conspirators attempted to hdve him
incarcerated in a Canadian institution;
his own friends and relatives being
.duped inta acting up the move. How
all these alleged plots were, foiled,
were not shown  in the examination,
but’ undoubtedly there will be a great
deal brought out at the ‘trial, which
starts. tomorrow morning.

In the course of his narrative, Mr.
Rus:zell alleged that he employed the
Pinkerton detective agency to do work
for him, but that they had played
double with him and had joined in
the conspiracy against him. Mr. Rus-
sell intimated that Chief Carpenter
of the Montreal detective department,
was connected with the matter and
further alleged that Dr. T. G. Reddizk,
now at At antic City, was implicated,
having signed a certificate to the cf-
feet that Mr. Russell was mentally
unsound ‘and ‘having in other jways
participated in ths plot to ha.ve him
put out of the way.

ON DISASTER

Said Fire on Liberte May
Have Been Started By
Revolutionist.

Toulon, Sept. 26—The latest official
estimate places the number of victims
of the Liberte ilsaster as 235 dead and
100 weanded, forty dangerously. It
i beli_vod this estimate is very mear
_the corrcet ligures as it is the result
of an exha.stive examination' of the
mus.er ro.ls and a roil call of those
who survived the expiosion.  Many
of the b «lics takeén'from ‘the Liber.e
weré unrecosnizable.” Not a few of
the vi:tims had been literaily ‘scatter-
ed to the winds. ~Every efforts has
been made to identify portions of the
podies entangled in the wreckage, but
in many cases, the mutilation was toc
great to admit of this.

The work of searching the broken
steel hulk continued throughout the
day, but with perfect appliances the
explorers were wunable to penetrate
some parts aof the ship.

It is certain, however, that no living
men are entombed. Those whose
cries were heard last night either
have been taken out or died from their
injuries.

Force of Explosion.

The immense force of the explosion
is shown by the fact that the turret
of one cf the twelve inch guns was
wrenched from its base and thrown
upward. Afterward it plunged down
cleaving the warship in two. The
steel bridge weighing many tons was
blown from its supports, and crashed
through the other side of the warship,
cutting the steel flank as if the latter
hal been of wcod. This ship lays a
mass of wreckage with its plates
twisted, with its steel decks broken;
its barbettes shattered and its masts
and chains and thousands of tons of
stractural steel a crnfused jumble.

Whatever may have staried the fire
aboard the Liberte, it was pointed out,
mizht equally well fire any ship in
the French navy. ' If the initial cause
of tae tragedy was the chemical
change in’the powder so that by that
the mere 'lapse of time it began to
burn, not a life aboard any warship,
it was argued, would be secure. The
general discussion cf this vital ques-
tion will, it is believed, cause an in-
vestigation of the' most searching and
rigil nature. The opinion of experis
is generally agreed that the theory of
spontaneous ccmbustion is not the
mcst adequate cause put forward.

Washingten, D.C., Sept. 26—Practic-
ally all the wood pulp and print paper
prediced in New Brunswick until Aus.
1, 1912, will enter the United States
free of duty. This is imade possible
by a revised ruling made today --b¥
Acting Secretary of the Treasury Cur-
tiss, under the only operative clause
of the Canadian reciprocity agree-
ment. ~

The surveyor general of the cus-
tems of New Brunswick advised the
treasury department that the new law
of that province- restricting the ex-
portation- of ‘wood pulp ' and print
paper did not apply to land operated
under licenses issued or renewed prior
ta October 1, on which date the act
becomesg effective. The lands are used
under long term leases governed by
yearly litenses and August 1, is the
date for renewing these licenses. Cdn-
senquently, until that time, there will
Pbe' no American ‘import tax on pulp
wood or print paper originating frem
those lands.

Regulations also were issued by
Mr. Curtis today governing the taxa-
tion of Canadian pulp wood and print
paper coming partially from crown
lands and partially from private lands.
Ameriéan customs collectors.will "in-
sist uon sworn statements showing the
percentage of crigin asséssing duties
on-products of crown lands where the
gxportation is restricted, and entering
the . remainder free.

SPREABS 10 SCHOOLS

Boys of City Schaols Walk Out—De-~
mand  Abolitien of Cane and Seéck
Shorter - Heurs—Strike - - Leadess
Clistized by Parénts:

London; Sept. '27—An’ amusing fea-
ture -of the strike mania,” which has
swept this couniry ‘daring’ the sums=
mer, is the demand of the sthool boys
in" various ‘cities, for fhe redress cf
alleged grievances, This ‘latest ouF-
burst of the strike fever is due proas
ably 10 tHe fact that the .scheotCls were
not in session when the general strikes
were in full blast. Appropriately er-
ough, the school boys of Liverposl,
that hot-bed-cf industrial disturbance,
were the first to dematid welief from
their hard lot.

School had recommenced while the
temperature was «still tropical, and
this fact undoubtedly added to the ¢r-
dinary aversion with which the heal-
thy lad regards the reppening cf the
school room. Parading the streets of
Liverpool, the striking sthool bovs
displayed banners inscribed: “What
our fathers have done, we can do
also.” The strikers demanded, first cf
all,” the abolition of ‘the can, thea
shorter hours and less home work. In
this ' strike, : parents .proved effective
strikebreakers, and the leader of the
strikers learned, tc his sorrow, that
the cane had not been abolished.

London Affected.

This week the strike’fever spread
to ‘London, and a number of the Lon-
don couaty' councilvschocls were in-
volved. ~ The strike was engineered
from the Bath street school by a juve-
nile “Tom Mann,” who led his strik-
ing cohorts in an assault uipon cther
schools, in an effort to maxe the strike
general.

Inspired by the glorious ideas cf the
abolition of the cane, and'an addition-
al half-holiday every week, the.pro-
cession started in the direction of tne
other schocls, to call out. the “black
legs.”

The strikers were armed with sticks,
stones, iron bars and belts, and be-

ame so free in the use of these wea-
pons, that a special detail of twelve
policemen was summoned.

Stopping before - one
leader, a Loy of 13, demandé® of the
caretaker that the boys of his school
be called out.. A command' of ‘*he
caretaker tc move On, accompanied
by an energetic kick, discouraged the
strikers, and they made no further at-
tempt on ‘that particular school

Seven Schools Out.

In Manchester, school boys paraded
the streets, demanding shorter hours,
the abolition of the cane, and. pay-
ment of monitors, Profiting by che
example of their elders, the poys held
a general meeting, presided over by
a boy of twelve years, Plans for or-
ganizatipn, were fcrmulated ~and S
successful was the mevement : thus
inaugurated; that.at -onetime seven
schools “were outi.on strike, Pickets
staiioned at the 'rgateways . forcibly
prevented ' all efforts: to enter the
school yards Later in the afterncon
the strike was partially quelled by ths
intervention of mothers,

The day after the disturbances in
Tondon, the strike leaders, oradors and
pickets suffered. the indignity’of being
led back to school by their methers,
and as it was reported that “tannings’’
had been administered : generally by
fathers, the. school;: authorities in-
flicted no further punishment.

VERMILION BOY WAS
INSTANTLY KILLED

Cartridzge Exploded, Bullet, Passing
Through His Head—Was Chopping

‘Profound' sym-
pathy felt for the family in their ter-
rible affliction.

The funeral was held Tuesday from
the English Church and ‘was largely
atiended. The room of school which
he was in was closed and ' his fellow
pupils attended in a’ body. Beautiful
fioral offerings lay on the casket, one
being from his schoolroom comrades.

The regulations
will now be framed so as to meet the
requirements of ' particular localities
and particular waters. New regula-
tions will also be framed with regard
to the right to fish . during the
spawning season.

At Isle La Crosse a fish company
will be doing business this ‘' winter.
The right to fish  in all waters is
granted by license only to actual resi-
dents. As the result of the investi-
gation of the commission, a profitable
industry will likely be established, in
which settlers of the north may en-
gage.

WITH CITY GAS PLANT

Mayor Says Expert Will be Engaged
tb 'Advise Courcil How to Proceed
With Establisbment of Mumnicipal
Plant.

(From:-Thursday’s Daily.)
That the establishment of, g mu:a-

¢ icipal gas plant will be glven immedi-

ate attention’ by the:; commissionars
and  city council’' was ‘the statement
made by Mayor Armstrong yester-
day when asked what action would be
taken on the decision given by the
ratepayers at the polls yesterday.
“We will proceed at once to secure
the services of an expert gas engi-
neer,” he said. *“He will co-operate
engineer’s department
and will make a thorough examina-
tion cf the situation here, after which
we will settle upon a suitable location
for the plant with his advice and will
progceed to the preparation of plans

; and estimates.”

Just precisely what was the pur-
pose of the¢ piebiscite submitted to the
ratepayers ycsterday is still to some
extent a maiter for speculation Of
the three questions asked one only was
intelligible to the average ratepayer,
who could not be expected to ‘he fa-
miliar with the gualities of the vari-
ous gases supplied fcr heating and
illuminating purposes. Everyone was
able at least to say whether he de-
sired the establishment of a municipal
plant or the granting of a franchise
to a corporation, and the answer
given was quite emphatic.

The two remaining questicms were
questions which the majority of the
members of the council had already
declared themselves as unable to ans-
wer without more information than
had been given them by the represen-
tatives of the several gas ccimpanies
who had approached them with ap-
plications for franchises. The result
of this was that in yesterday’s voting
no less than one hundred and forty-
two 'ballots were spciled, and every
one of these was a ballot cast on the
gas plebiscite.

The outcome of the vote was tha:
the ratepayers decided in favor of the
heating gas coffered by the Universal
Gas Co., a gas which it is said may be
used for illuminating purposes LIy
means of the incandescent mantle, the
effectiveness of which ‘depends not
upon the candle power of the gas but
upon its heat value. As stated by
the company’s representative no plant
for the supply of this gas is in opera-
tion in Canada at the present time,
though several plants are said to be
in course of crection in the United
States.

Detective Cris-
pen, whom .the jury’s verdict so tre-
mendously ‘‘reasted’” produced five
statements in court all signed by Bol-
ton. - The first' two admitted nothing.
The third confessed the entire crime,
the fourth repudiated the confession,
the fifth reitevated it.

Detective Crispen stated that all the
statements were read over to Bolton
before he signed them.

CROWDED AUTO BUS

Heavy Vehicle ‘Skidded 'and Dashed
Fhrough ' Railing—Eleven Iersons
Were' Droivhed ' and' Ten''' Others

Parnis, - Sept. Zr—Ele\en persons
were drowned and ten others injured
by the.overturning of an auto bus
into the Seine this afternoon.. The ac-
cident - occurred - about 4.30 o’clock,
the busiest time of the day. The auto
bus with twenty-five' passéngers was
coming from the' Jardin®Des Plantes
in the direction of the opera. It was
half way over the Arch Eveche bridge
leading from the left . bank of the
river to the island immediately be-
hind the Notre Dame. In trying to
avoid an accident with another bus
coming in the opposite direction the
chauffeur gave his steering wheel a
sharp ' turp. L'he heavy. vehicle skid-
ded violently shot en to the sidewalk
crashed through the heavy iron rail-
ing as if it were glass and propped
into the river below

All  the passefigers were carried
down with the excép4fon of two or
three who, standing en the rear plat-
form realized their danger and jump-
ed in the nick:of time. Rescuing par-
ties were formed and the police and

Dr. Patrick of Presbyterian

College, ' Winnipeg,
Passes Away.

Glasgow, Sept. 28—The. Rev. Wm.
Patrick, Principal of Manitoba Pres:
byterian College, Winnipeg, died to-
day at Kirkintillogk, Scotland.

The late Dr William Patrick was
born in Glasgow on the 8th of Sep-
tember, 1852, He studied arts in Glas-
gow University from 1869 to 1874
and divinity in the Freé Church Col-
lege from 1875 to 1878, He graduated
as M.A., in 1875, with:first ‘class hon-
ors.in philosophy-and. -as D.D. from
Glasgow University ,in 1893. He was
also classical tutor in the Glasgow
Free Church College While at the
University he ‘was president of the
Dialetic society. He -was ordained min-
ister at Kirkintilloch near Glasgow in
December, 1878.

In 1892 he accepted a call to St
Paul’s, one of the largest and most
prominent churches in*Dundee and in
1893 shortly after received ~the de-
gree of D.D. from the University of
Glasgow. He lert Dundee in 1900 amid
universal regret to take charge of
Manitoba College, Winnipeg, after
the death of the late Principal King
and the excellent work he accom-
plished in that capacity is well known.

On leaving Dundee he was enter-
tained to a public function at which
were present some of the leading
Scotsmen of the day including Prof,
Raynor, Lord Owertoun, Prof. . Geo.
Adam Smith and the Rev. Dr. Whyte.
From the time he bcécame prinecipal of
Mapitoba College,, the late Dr. Patrick
was an outstanding figure in the Pres-
byterian church.

ISSUE TAX NOTICES.

Notices; of the land taxes for the
east end of the city will be mailed to-
day and thcee for the remainder
of the city will be issued in the course
.of ‘the next week or two.

The gross assessment for the pre-
sent year was $49,012,120.° The ex<
emptions amounted to $2,517.380, leav-
ing the net assessment at $46,494,740.
One of the features of the tax for
this year has beén the large increase
in- the assessment and the reduction
of the rate from 17 mills to 13.%0
mills.

Land taxes are due and payable
forthwith. Cheques for taxes must be
accepted by the Bank on which drawn
and made to the order of the City of
Hdmontoy. New York and other for-
eign drafts and cheques must include
exchange or payable at par in Bd-
monton.

A discount ‘of five per centum will
be allowed on current year’'s taxes
paid. on or before the 20th day of O¢-.
tober next, and three per centum on
thoso paid from sald date to 30th No-
vember following., Land taxes accept-
ed at par for month of December.

Sir ‘Andrew,
after governing for ﬁve years the fif-
ty. million people of the biggest dis-
trict in the British Indian Empire, has

Vote all his time to the work of the
Laymen’s Missionary’ Movement. in
Edmonton ' on. Octobér “Iith, he will
speak either at a publiciimeeting or
before the Canadian Club, probably on
the subjeet of “Unrest in India.”

Sir 'Andrew Fraser :.was  born at
Bombay, in 1848, the:son of the date
Rey. A. C. Fraser, D.D, He 'was
gducated in Edinburgh. Academy and
Institution and in Edinburgh  Univer-
sity, ffom which he was graduated M.
A..in 1868. He was* ?}ed to.the bar
of .the:Middle Temple in 1874. ‘In 1903
‘he .was créated -Honorary. LL.D. Edin-
burgh. He entered “the India civil
service-in -1871, and in. 1877 was ap-
pointed assistant  seg¢retary to the |
chief commissioner of the gentral pro-
vinces. He was appointed commis-
sianer of Excise im '188% and junior

secretary to fthe chief  commigsioner,
and directdr of agriculture in 1882. He |
was appointed 'secretary to the chief |
commissioner in 1890,. and * Division |
Commissioner in 1891, He.was a mem-

Indiaz Home Department 1898-9. In
1899 he was .appointed chief commis-
sioner of the Central provinces, He
was president of the Indian Police
Commission 1902-3 and closed his |

1903 to 1908.
An Attempted Assassination.

In November, 1908, the world was
thrilled by the story of the attempted
assassination of Sir Andrew Fraser
by Bengali. malcontents and his rescue
by the Maharajah of Burdwan who
risked his ‘life to save Sir Andrew.
The attempted assagsination took
place on November 7Tth. The Mahara-
jah of Burdwan earned great distine-
tion for his bravery.

Sir Andrew was twice married, in |
1872 to Agnes, daughter of R. Archi-
bald of Devonwall, who died in 1877,
and in 1883 to Henrietta, daughter of
Colonel H. S,.Lugard.

HCONA SEEKS
ONE

Mayor and *City Solicitor Will Re-
port ‘at Next Meeting of Couneil
on Its Feasibility—Further Nego-
tiations With Manley Construction
Company.

A provision in the new city charter
for Greater Edmonton, whereby one
commissioner _should be ' from the
south side of the' river, was mooted
at last night’s meeting of the Strath-
cona eity councii, and as a result the
mayor and city ‘solicitor will report
at the next meeting of the council
on the question of the advisability of
making such a proposal to Edmon-
ton, The suggestion came from Al-
derman Calder in the form of an in-
quiry, but at the request of the other
aldermen he embodied the idea in the
motion calling for a report from the
mayor and ‘city solicitor.

Negotiations with the Manley Con-
struction Company broke down on
the question of the liability of the
bondsmeén. Messrs. Mackie and Boyn-
ton appeared for the bondsmen and
the construction company respective-
ly, to give their opinions on the
agreement drafted by City Solicitor
Jamieson as the basis for the con-

| tinuation of 'the work under the joint

supervision of the city and the com-
pany. All thoney was to be paid
out by the city and the work to be
performed by the company to the
satisfaction of the city engineer, the
profit .to be meanwhile withheld,
pending a faithful performance of
the construction. The deadlock came
on the question of the liability as
contained in clauses 7 and 8. Mr.
Mackie absolutely refused to allow
his clients to become liable for more
than the amount .of. the original
bonds, which ‘were for $8,500. An
adjournment was made’ to the mayor’s
office for consultation, but the coun-
cil were unanimous. on their return
and issuéd their ultimatum. The
situation thus remains unchanged
