It seems to me that it is really 
appalling how freely we babble to 
strangers or mere strangers of the 
things that should be spoken of 
only to close friends, and sometimes 
not at all.

There is, of course, the explanation 
that it is easier to reveal one’s inner 
self to the ships-that-pase-m-tbe- 
night acquaintance, than To the intim­
ate friend whom one will have to see 
the tiext day. after the glow of feel­
ing which makes confidences possible, 
has died into the commonplace and 
unromantic daylight of the “morning 
after.”

But I do not think even that really 
accounts for the frequency with which 
we rush into intimate confidences 
with strangers.

At the first meal 
she told me why she didn’t marry a 
very desirable man who had offered 
himself to her. At the second she re­
lated some interesting details about

her brother’s wife which one would 
have hardly thought she would have 
wanted known outside her own family, 
and the third she told me why she 
wished she hadn't married the man 
she did.

Dora Melegari, a Russian writer, 
says, “If we could prove by statistics 
the number of acquaintances a man 
had fifty years ago and those which 
the modern man has, the difference 
would be enormous.’’

It seems to me one certafnly could 
say the same of confidants with even 
more reason.

I know a woman who travels a good 
deal who makes it her boast that in 
all her travels she has never spoken 

i^to anyone to whom she has not had a 
formal introduction. That doesn’t ap­
peal to mje at all. I consider that 
there is no reason why a mature wo­
man who is capable of looking out for 

] herself should not while away a long 
journey by conversing with thoee of 
lier follow passengers whom her com­
mon sense tells her are desirable (ma­
ple. Personally, I think fleeting 
glimpses through conversation into 
other people's points of view and ex­
periences are much more interesting 
than fleeting glimpses through the car 
window into a monotonous landscape.

The preliminary work of prepara­
tion for .the coming Coronation is 
proceeding apace. It includes the 
making of a special carpet and the 
arrangement of the seat accommoda­
tion in Westminister Abbey.

It may be remembered that at the 
Coronation of King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra the special carpet covering 
the nave was of enormously long fibre 
surface. On this occasion a very

I notice that in extenuation of their 
action it is claimed that the rates 
here are not as high as in Nova Sco­
tia, and that our peoples' earning 
power is as great or greater. Mr. 
Editor, 1 want to emphatically con­
tradict both these statements, in 
Nova Scotia's capital—Halifax—the
rates charged in average cases are 
not one cent higher than here, and in 
some places not as high. In Sydney. I 
the terminal of Nova Scotia, the fees 
are not as high as these charged in 
certain cases.

As far as our earning power is con­
cerned, we cannot even compare fav­
orably, if calculations are made on 
average basis, winch is the only cor­
rect method of ascertaining.

•luands $3.00 per day. more or less, of­
tentimes more than less; while in the 
eastern provinces—the mining strong­
holds of Nova Scotia—workmen draw 
from $3 to $5 per day for ordinary 
surface work, and for skilled labor 
the regular wag-1 is '$:> to $6 per day. 
Added to that, they are afforded work 
the whole year round, while it is quite 
a new thing for uur workmen to have 
more than eight months' work in any 
year.
