out of wood ashes. This was the most

reprehensible 8oap ever invented, and
was uscd mainly to rinse naughty
words out of the mouths of small boys,
by whom it was considered a great
delicacy. There is a good deal of soft
scap still in use, mast of which is paid
for at regular advertising rates and
is used in the manufacture of political,
sccial and ecclesiastical halos. All
newspaper men are agents for this
kird of soap, which contains a new
brand of lye. The hard soap era was
ushered in about the time the porce-
lain bath tub_was discovered. This
was in the fall of 1869, when the cis-
terns of a patriotic people were chok-
el with soft maple leaves, and a great

ERE CARPATHIA REACH SCENE

0f Wreek Titanic Had Disa

ared—

600 or 700 Survivors in Boats Pick-
Supposed 1500 Lives

ed Up—It

Were Lost.

Special to Evening Telegram.
NEW YORK April 15.

Wireless despatches up to noon to-
day showed that the passengers. of
the Titanic were being transferred
aboard the steamer .Carpathia. The
Parisian, for Halifax, was close at
hand and assisting in work of rescue.

. Baltic and Virginian are also near the

scene, and Olympic apparently near-
by. Transference of passengers is be-
ing carried on successfully and safe-
ly. The sea is smooih and weathel
calm. Possibly all the passengers of
the Titanie are safe. While the shi}
is badly damaged, the Titanic is stil!
afloat and reported to be making he
way towards Halifax under her own
steam.

The City of St. John's and the whols
people of Newfoundland shared yes-
terday in the execitement and horroi
which the world experienced when.i
Lecame known that the great Whit«
Star Linc steamer, the largest in th
world, -in fact the greatest ever built
the Titanic was in collision witn a:
iceberg and that she had sunk witi
all on board, it was presumed. The
frantic calls for aid by wireless from
the imperilled ship were guickly pick-
ed up by various liners running in the
neighbourhood were transmitted © to
Cape Race and thence to various cen-
tres in the United States and soon the¢
news with its horrible possibilities
was spread over the world causing
alarm, consternation a n d grief
amongst the many in different ports
who had loved ones on board.

Already the utility of Marconi's
great discovery as a life saving agenc)
has been demonstrated but never be-
fore will its efficiency in this respect
be made more apparent than of the
4,000 or more souls on board the great
ship have been pescued by its use.
Yesterday we referred to the wireless
news which the Bruce had received
from~Cape Race relative to the acci-
dent, on her voyage from Port au:
Basques, and up to midnight last night
only a few other messages had reach-
ed here. The belief in the city lasi
night was that the sinking of the Ti-
tanic must of necessity be attended
with censiderable loss of life owing tc
such a large number of people being
on board and the probability that. thes J
would become panic”’ stricken an¢
would rush to and swamp the boats
as they were drawn out. As it is
known at this writing that several
large liners were at the scene stand-
ing by the ship before she plunged
into the ocean's -depths, it “is within
the range of possibilities that all the
passengers and crew were safely
transferred to these, or that loss of
life, if there has been any, by reason
of their presence has been minimized.

A\ NEW DANGER FROM SUCH,SHIPS

The following shows that the crea-
tion of such great marine fabrics
brings into the calling of the seafarer
an added danger to that of collision
which always overshadows him.

The new White Star liner Titanic
the largest in the world, has arrived
from Belfast, preyiously to leaving:
bn her maiden /Transatlantic voyage
to New York on Wednesday next. As
oné ~saw her, a majestic monster
floating, it seemed, irresistibly into
harbor, a strange sense of might and
power pervaded the scene.

o his only son and daughter, Nicholas
nd Elizabeth Churchill, also men-
joning on his will that if they died
vithout issue ti.e aforesaid estate was
t0 go to the children- of his (\\o sisters
@lizabeth Halfyard and Clarimond
' Bolan and to their heirs and forever.

Nichols Churchill, Junior, was edu-
ated as a medical surgeon and joined
he navy as such. He retired from
he navy in 1817, on account of failing
1ealth and settled down in Buckfast-
eigh, Devon, with his sister Eliza-
yeth, and continued his practice as a
nedcal practitioner.

Elizabeth, after the death of her
yrother, removed to Kingsbridge in
Jevonshire, and settled there with her
nother’s relatives. She became dis-
:atisfied with the way she was treated
)y Newmans' house with regard to the
‘ollection of rents, and therefore gave
we1 cousin Stephen Halfyard, of Ochre
?it Cove, a power of Attorney to act
n her behalf. He then sold -the in-
(‘reﬁts in the property at Petty Har-
sor and before he could take over the
yroperty in St. John's he was taken
ick and died, still leaving Newmans’
ouse agents for the St. John's pro-
yerty which was at that time in the
ccupancy of Bartholomew Colbert.

Some years later Miss Elizabeth
‘hurchill disd at Kingsbridge, Devon-
hire, and she was the last of the
‘hurchill family. After her death the
[alfyards and other relatives of Eli-
abeth Halfyard made a claim for the
state, out of which nothing resulted,
xcept -a few lawyers fees, which
rere paid by the claimants.

The property at Ochre Pit Cove, be-
