There is a certain ceremony which
attends the death and burial of a Bank
of England ncte. It is only three days
after its cancelling that it is carried
to its last home in the bank note
library.

not bud nor grow. In the life of th¢
seed lies the mystery of production
and it is in this aspect that we finc
the care of God and see His power
and thus understand the necessity o
the prayer, because we ask it of Hir
who is the author and source of al
life.

While the petition was universally
us€d in the Churchs, yet it had a per

sonal application, and contained
great truth as to what man shoul

Our daily bread implied ou

own share of it, and it also implie
that there was a share for our neigh

bour. This principle affected th

present e_igitatiou of Labor and Capi

tal, and it taught us that if each mar

Were satisfied With his proper share o

daily bread, and one would not striv
to hav_e his neighbour’s share beyonc
what is fair and legitimate, then i

\\'(*:uld be very possble to settle th:

dm“nn nces and solve the *problems
which seem to force themselves upor
business and society in general.

The question of daily bread taugh’
us many lessons, but we are slow t«
]m.m them. Tt taught us the lessor

if our dependence upon God, and o

the dependence of one country upoi
another, and of one people upon an-
other, and hence the necessity o:
commerce and trade. No one countr}
produced variety enough to supply ali
its wants, and the commonest things
that we use in daily life are the pro-
ducts of nations and peoples fa

apart. Our breakfast table, or ou:
dinner table, if we look at the in

gredients  which compose these re

pasts, will reveal the -fact that som¢
of these came from C(anada, som¢
from England or France, some fron
far off China and Japan; but in th:
course of trade, and by-the law o!
commerce, and under the Providenct
of God. they have been brought t¢
gether and they make up. what i
known as ‘“our daily-bread.”

The products of nature were suf®
ficient for its annual supply of food
but by one season of failure mankinc
would be destitute ‘of food. Bu-
every season produced jt own crops
Thus it is" that food 'is ever fresh ancd
new, and contains the life-giving pro-
perties necessary to the body. There-
fore when we make the petition fo.
daily bread we are acknowledging ou:
dependence upon Higher Power, and
that our daily wants are® supplied
from above.

but there is a ‘greater bread than
daily bread; there is the bread Oof
lite: he bread of which the ‘disciples
said: “Lord, evermore give us this
bread.”

“Second mate and two seamen
just arrived from St. Shott’s. Left
other two men too weak to walk,
as they had a job to save them-
selves. They left the ship in a
small boat at 10 o’clock Friday
morning, and landed at 11 o’clock.
Then they travelled back by land
to the scene of the wreck, but
could do nothing to help those re-
maining on the ship, the south-
west wind which was blowing be-
eing too strong. They remained
there until 3.30 p.m., when they
left to seek shelter, which they
found in a fisherman’s camp,
where they remained all night.
On Saturday morning they re-
turned to the wreck, but could
see nothing of her or any of the
crew. Ship completely broken
up. Captain and crew waited
thinking the weather would get
better, and wouldn’t risk leaving
the ship at the time the survivors
did.”

I.ast night the second mate, whose
name is J. Hedley, sent the accom-
panying message to Mr. Montgomerie
manager of the Furness Line, here:

“Ship struck at 3.30 a.m. about
five miles west of St. Shott’s. All
on board climbed over the bow-
sprit ‘under the cliff, but couldn’t
gg\g o'top: YAt daylight all return-
ed appard.’ A 10 a.m. I and four
seamén, in" a small boat, left and
got ashcre, the Captain and others
deciding to remain till the wea-
ther moderated. We then pro-
ceeded over the cliff to where the
ship lay, and tried to render as-
sistance, but owing to the heavy
S.W. wind prevailing were unable
to do -anything. Slept in fisher-
man’s hut over night, and when
we returned to scene in the morn-
ing, there was no sign of bodies
or ship, she having broken up.
Some timber floating about was
the only signs. Found half a boat
and two oars about 1% miles up
coast. Those safe are: J. Hed-
ley, 2nd mate; 4 able seamen,
Whight, Malmqvist, Taylor and
Smeding.”

How She Met Disaster.

The s.s." Florence, Capt. Barr, Ieft
Halifax on Tuesday of last week, She
met strong head winds which detain-
ed progress. The Florende was not a
fast steamer and in the ordinary
course made about nine knots. On
Thursday evening last, she encoun-
tered a heavy gale which later de-

the Florence, which left Halifax the
day previous to his vessel. When the
Florizel had passed, the wind veered
to the S.S.W., with fog and heavy rain.

Early Friday morning, during the
progress of a S.W. wind and heavy
sea, the Florence struck on the rocks
at Marine Cove near St. Shott’s. This
occurred at daybreak, and as the
vessel was in immediate danger ail
the crew got ashore as quickly as pos-
sible, and without much trouble. Sev-
eral unsuccessful attempts were made
to scale the cliffs. Seeing that it was
impossible to do so, all the crew re-
turned to the ship to awzait a lull in
the storm. The Captain told the men
to go ashore if they wished to. There-
upon the mate and four other seamen,
who survive the wreck, put out in a
lifeboat and succeeded in effecting a
landing further along the coast. They
at once decided to proceed to the
scene of the wreck over the icy cliffs
to give what assistance they possibly
could but their efforts were futile.
The five survivors sought refuge 1n
a fisherman's camp. Later they could
see nothing of either steamer or the
ill-fated crew. All that was to be seen
was some floating timber. It is pos-
sible that some other of the crew be-
sides those who got ashore in the
boat, have been saved, as these men
saw another boat in a cove near St
Shott's, with the sides stove in and
two oars floating near. If the boat
was rowed ashore by some of the
crew, these also, it is hoped, have
landed and to-day a search for them
will be made by the men of St. Shott’s
and Trepassey. Capt. Barr, of the
Florence, was a brother of Mr. Geo.
M. Barr, Commission Merchant of this
city, and it was thought that Messsrs
Barr and Canning was on the ship,
as they had intended coming down
for Christmas. Telegrams, however,
received by friends here yesterday,
disclose the fact that both only left
Montreal, where they had beeen, on
Thursday last, two days after the
Florence sailed. The Florence, which
left Halifax late Tuesday night, wes
likely the steamer which the Florizel
sighted Thursday night. The shiy
had a full cargo, including lumber.
The ship has been several years in
this trade, and was built. at Sundes-
land in 1899. She was 2492 tons
gross, 1,609 nett, 29.35 feet long, 40.2
beam and 18.5 deep.

LATEST FROM THE DISASTER.

On all sides, to-day, the principal
topic of talk around town is the ap-
palling Marine Disaster. The five sur-
vivors of the wreck are now at Tre-
passey and are being looked after by
Wreck Commissioner Devereaux.
reports were <circulated that some
bodies had been picked up but none
of which were confirmed by Manager
Montgomerie, of the Furness Withy
Company or Superintendent Smith,
of the Anglo Office. It was rumored
that the Florence had passengers on
i board and Mr. Montgomerie sent =
| service message to the second mate at
| Trepassey for particulars and re-
| ceived a reply that there was a pas-
| senger on board en route to Liver-
| pool, and whose name he did nct
| know; also that there was no tidings
| of any bodies and that the ship's car-
{ go was floating about in the sea.

Mr. T. Kennedy. representing the
| Furness Withy people, here, leaves by
i this evening’s train to investigate the
| tragedy, and to make provision for
| the five men who will assist Mr. Ken-
| nedy and the Wreck Commissioner, in

identifying the bodies, if any are
found, and will render all possible as-
| sistance. They will be brought io
| St. John’s in the s.s. Portia, which
| leaves Channel to-night and is expect-
{ed to reach Trepasssey on Friday
;evening next, arriving at St. John's
the following morning.

Nautical men express the opinion
that the Florence, after passing Cape
St. Mary's, took an eastward course
and struck the land bow on and the
ship was brought in on the' rocks
by the heavy tide which always pre-
vails around St. Shott’s.

Nearly all the crew belongs io
Liverpool, England. Capt. Barr is a
native of Liverpool, is about 45 vears
old, and is the oldest brother of Mr.
G. M. Barr, of this city. He leaves 2
wife, a son and two daughters to sur-
vive. Capt. Barr has been running
periodically to-St. John's in the Fur-
ness Line route for over ten years, be-
ing in charge of the Ulunda, Damara.
Halifax City, and London City. Mr.
Somerville telegraphed Mr. G. M. Barr
yesterday, at Halifax acquainting him
of the loss of his brother.

A sad circumstance in connection
with the disaster, is that all the crew
having got ashore at the cliffs had to
go on board again, but they died at
duty’s post and there will be universal
sympathy extended for the bereaved
ones.

Bicyclesin
British Army.

Some 3,000 Wheels Used in Recent
Manceuvres—Found of Great Use.

The recent manoeuvres of the Brit-
ish army, conducted on a larger scale
than ever before in times of peace,
has brought the bicycle into fovarable
notice, and the probability is that that
vehicle will be given an important
standing.
