C. P, Kroning, a switchman in the
west yards of the C.P.R., was killed in-
stantly at 8 o’clock last evening while
riding on the side ladder of a freight
car, one of some 10 cars that were being
made up in the yards.

Kroning, who was about 45 years old,
had not been employed long by the C.
P. R. He recently came from Edmonton
where his ;wife and children are sup-
posed to reside. Previous to this Kron-
ing is sald to have been employed on
the C.N.R. for about one year.

Just how the accident happened has
not yet been ascertained, beyond the
fact that 'when between Fifth and Sixth
streets,the man’s body must have struck
some phojecting object which tore him
off or knocked him off the ladder, &o
that he fell under the wheels of the
freight train.

Drive Gives French Army
Gun Control of Large
Area

Paris, Oct. 24.—It would be hard to ex-
aggerate the enthusiasm aroused through-
out the length and breadth of France by

yesterday’s splendid- achievement of the
French army on the Aisne front, falling
on the anniversary of the recapture of
Fort Douaumdnt by Gen Petain.

The blow apparently fell with all the
force of a surprise, for it is understood
that the German general staff held the
opinfon that after his incomplete success
in the spring offensive the French leader
would not find it advisable to resume
offensive operations before the end of the
year and this opniion was shared by a
great many Frenchmen.

The military commentators emphasize
the great importance of the capture of
Fort de Malmaison, the key of the whole
ridge extending to Craonne. The French
from their new positions were enabled to
enfilade the German positions, not only
the Chemin des Dames line, but at Anizy-
le-Chateau and to direct their fire di-
rectly along the valley into Laon.

Mr. Carvell told of the great cfforts
made to prevent a rupture in the Liberal
ranks. Two Wweeks ago Monday, Messrs.
Pardee, Greham, McDonald and Carvell
met at Ottawa with Sir Wirid Laurier in
an effort to find‘a common ground on the
question of compulsory service .n which
they could agree compatible with carrying
on the war. But it fajled.

Liperals Yet

“But we men who disagreed with Sir
WiMrid Laurier are Liberals yet, and
when the war is over we will start again
where we were last week,” he sald. ‘“We
have Jost none of our Liberal principles.”

Touching on the tariff guestion, which
was raised by a men in the audience, Mr,
Carvell sald that he had the same opinion
on that subject as he has held for years,
In joining the umnion government, he was
not asked to forego any opinions he held,
but the tarMf question cannot be consid-
ered now, nor for a long time to come, he
said, as there were too many other big
‘questions to consider.

Touching on present financial questions,
Mr. Carvell said that up to two years ago
the revenue of Canada was raised prin-
cipally from customs and intand revenue,
Under this plan, the poor man paid more
than the rich, “I tell you,” he said, ¢‘that
this must cease.”

The taxation of income, sald- Mr. Car-
vell, as brought down in the comumittee,
did not go far enough, but he voted for it
because it was the adoption of a principle.

“But it will not stop here while I nave
a word to say In the affairs of Canada,”
he said, ‘‘but will increase.”

Liberal, as a man who has joined with his
opponents for a definite time and for a
definite purpose,’” continued Mr. Carvell,
“I would a thousand times rather have
gone to the country with my own party,
but it was not to be.”

Mr. Carvell sald conscription was the
hardest pill he ever swallowed, but he was
forced by his consclence to swallow it.

Mr. Pardee was nominated at a conven-
tion three years ago as a follower of Sir
Wilrid Laurier, but he insisted on to-
day's convention so that he could explain
his votes in the commons. There was
much heckling of Mr. Pardee, but he re-
celved the nomination.

OLEOMARGARINE
MAY BE 5000 ON

Order-in-Council Is Passed
Permitting Sale of Butter

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RESTRICTIONS OF USE

If Served in Public Eating
Places, Signs Must Be
Displayed; No Customs
Duty on Imports

Ottawa, Oct. 24.—An order-in-council has
been passed, upon the recommendation of
the food controller, allowing, on and after
November 1, the making or sale in Can-
ada of oleomargarine.

Suspension of the prohibition of its
manufacture, .import or sale is a war
measure only, and will apply while the
present abnormal conditions prevail. The
conclusion of such period is to be deter-
mined by the governor-general-in-council
Strict provisions are incorporated in the
order to protect the public and the fam-
ers’ against the fraudulent sale of oleo-
margarine as butter.

The recommendation of the food con-
troller was made because the. high cost
of production and the demand for export
were putting the price of butter so high
that many people weer unable to get it.
To reduce the price arbitrarily would have
been unfair to the producer.

The only alternative was to enable those
who could not afford to buy butter to se-
cure the necessary animal fats in some
wholesome substitute form. The food
controller states that the dairy in cthis
will not suffer by reason of the sale of
oleomargarine in Canada.

“Oleomargarine” is defined in the order
as including, ‘‘Oleomargarine, margine,
butterine, or any other substitute for but-
ter which {8 made wholesale or in part

other than from milk and
R containe no foreign color-
gind which does not contain

i
“he canceled in case of
‘@ny -of the regulations.

O ne made in Canada must be
produced under the supervision of the
minister of agriculture, and no oleo-
margarine may be imported into the coun-
tey Unless it has been made under gov-
ernment ‘supervision in the country of
production. No customs duty is to be
charged on the  importation of oleo-
margarine complying with the regulations.

The food controller is given the power to
regulate the price and’ quality of all olso-
margirine sold in Canada.

Every package containing oleomargarine
must be clearly marked as such. Hotels,
restaurants, and public eating houses
where oleomargarine {s served must dis-
play a card with the words, ‘‘Oleomar-
garine sdrved here,” in capital block let-
ters not less than one and one-half inches
long.

No label, mark or brand shall be used
until it has been approved by the food
controller.

The reso-
lution contains aeclarations accusing
Premier Kerensky of a desire to de-
liver Petrograd into the hands eof ‘the-
Germans and their imperialst allies,’and
also of openly favoring the German
emperor. The resolution demands that
all power pass into the hands of -the
council of workmen and Instructs ‘the
executive committee to propose an arm-
istice to all the nations,

As long as peace is not concluded,
however, continues the ypesolution, the
committee must defend Petrograd and
restore the army to the status of a com=-
bative force. . %

THE MILITARY SERVICE ACT

There is' very much surprise and
considerable criticism because so
many of the men who come under
the military service act are asking
for exemption. It proves beyond
question. that the poeple who declared
that the required .number of recruits
could be raised by voluntary enlist-
ment were quite incorrect in their
calculations.

At the same time, a large number
of the. men. claiming exemption do
not appear to be makjng their appli-
cation with any very serious expecta-
tion-of receiving the favor. They do
not want to go to the front, that is
true. Had they wanted to go, they
would have made the move before the
conscription date. They find that
their neighbors are asking for exemp-
tion on grounds more or less paltry,
and they decide to ask for.exemption
also,

The decision of the government in
permitting the importation of oleo-
margarine is a serious mistake, which
the government will find out in time,
It will reduce the quality of Canadian
food without -materially reducing the
price of food.

THROUGH GERMANY

Great Deal_o—f Discontent
and Great Activity of
Socialists

‘Wasghington, Oct, 24—Whait is cred-
ited as being an accurate picture of
conditions in Germany reaching Wash-
ington today is an official telegraphic
report, representing the situation asone

of political and economic distres< that
is causing a great deal of iiscontent.
It represents the Socialisls as being
active and threatening to quite Ger-
man factories if the war goes into the
winter, and assents that there ha\
been uprisings in different sections ot
Germany, including disorders in Ber-
lin, in which soldiers participated.

“Germany’s population wants peace,”
says a paraphrase of the report, “and
the people declare it wi!! be concluded
in November.

“German workmen, stirred to a high
pitech of discontent by the Socialists,
boldly state that they will leave. the
factoriés necessary for the conduct of
the war, if the war continues during
the winter,

“In the meantime German workmen
are demanding increases of pay and a
far more, liberal apportionment of
food. Uprisings in several parts of the
empire are taking placde with ever-
increasing frequenmcy. In Berlin sol-
diers participated in ‘the disorders, in
one demonstration 25 stldiers being
counted. The Franco-English aerial
bombardments of German cities and
towns are increasing the dissatisfac-
tion of the masses with the war. At
BEssen bombs dropped from sairplanes

Ottawa Expects the 100,000
Reinforcements to Be Made
Up From Those First
Called

Ottawa, Oct. 24— Preparations have
been rushed to take care of the first
men called up under the Military
Service Act, since all indications point

to @ heavy response at the very first.
It requires a huge organization,
throughout the country, to take care of
the operation of the Act.

The Governor-General’s Proclama-
tion was printed in all the newspapers
of the country on October 13, calling
up the first class. This includes all
male British subjects between the ages
of 20 and 34 who were unmarried on
July 6, 1917, or, are widowers 'without
children, ;. All #ich . men. must. report
for service on or before November 10
next, if application for exemption has
not been made in their behalf before
that date.

Since, by this time, the country has
been fully informed as to each man’s
duty under the Military Service Act,
and knows the severe penalties pro-
vided for-those who try to evade the
law, a speedy formation of the required
reinforcements to the number of 100,-
000. is expected from the first class
called. ‘

ENLISTMENT AND WASTAGE

Ottawa, Oct. 24.—Total enlistments
in the Canadian expeditlonary rtorecs
from the 1st to the 15th of October.
exceeded the total wastage during that
period by 571 men, according to a
statement issued by the militia de-
partment today. The figures are: To-
tal enlistments in infantry, artillery.
railway construction, forestry and
miscellaneous units, 2,458; total num-
ber of casualties and discharges, 1,887.

INCENDIARY ORIGIN

Toronto, Oct. 24—The first, second
and third floors of the Aberdeen cham-
bers were gutted by fire early today.

CLIFFORD SIFTON
DECLARES AGAINST
FAPORT OF POWER

As Chairman of Conserva-
tion Commission Refuses
Application to Dam the St.
Lawrence at the Coteau
Rapids

PR,

tawa, Oect. 24.—Sir Clifford Sifton,
chairman of the commission of conserva-
tion, has addressed & letter to the min-
ister of public works (Hon. F. B, Car-
veil), outlining the position of the com-
mission in regard to the application of the
Power Development Company, Ltd., to
dam the St. Lawrence river at the Coteau
rapids.
After reviewing the conditions under
which the application has been made and
noting that there is nothing in applica-
tion to indicate that the applicants pro-
pose to pay anything for the privileges
sought, the letter goes on to say:
“We are informed that & situation sim-
flar to thatjthus indicated has arisen in
connection with the power development of
Niagara Falls. The complaint is made
there by Canadlan interests that power
which is properly applicable to Canadian
industries is being exported to the United
States in pursuance of arrangements
made in former years and difficulty arises
in securing a cessation of this export of
power.

Exportation Is Unwise
In this conaection we submit that it is
in the highest degree unwise for the gev-
ernment of Canada and the United States
to encourage the exportation of power
from one country to another, when cir-
cumstances are such that in the near
future each country will require all the
power which it can legitimately develop
or to which it is legitimately entitled. Th
subjects of the two countries will inevitd-
bly cail for the intervention of their gov-
ernments, and the result will be that in-
ternational disputeg will arise.
“It is submitted that the power situa-
tion In the provinces of Ontario and Que-
bes should be fully considered before any
action is taken looking to the granting of
private rights of the character sought by
the present application.”
The letter goes on to say that the pow-
er situation is intimately related to the
fuel siuvation and the time will soon
come when electric power will be largely
used for operating railways, therefore it
weould be improvident to create vested ir-
terests such as the one proposed.

DRASTIC MEASURES
ON SUGAR SUPPLY
NOT NECESSARY

Food Controller Urges Con-

servation by Consumers
Until New Crop

Ottawa, Oct. 24.—Hon, W. J. Hanna,
food controller for Canada, issued a state-
ment today bearing upon the temporary
shortage of sugar. He pointed out that
the new crop would be on the market

soon after the end of the year. In the
meantime the public are urged to econo-
mize .in the use of sugar and to avold
hoarding and dealers are warned against
advancing prices to the consumer. Prices
of raw sugar have been stabilized, so that
higher prices for the refined product are
unnecessary.

“There are two alternatives at the
present moment for handling the tempor-
ary sugar situation,’”” said the food con-
troller. ““One is to maké a requeést of the
dealers and the public and the other is
to put {n force most drastic regulations.

“The latter course should not be neces-
sary, because when the Canadian people
understand the situation I feel they will
do- everything they can to reduce their
consumption of sugar until the new crop
is available. It rests with the public of
Canada as to which method will be
adopted.

‘“The price of sugar from the refiners
to the jobbers should not be what it is
at present, as the prices for paw sugur
have been stabilized in New York for
some time past, in spite of the shortage
of stocks of raw sugar in Cuba.”

Under Pressure of British in German
East Africa

London, Oct. 24 (via Reuter’'s Ottawa
Agency) —Reuter's correspondent with
the British forces in West Africa tele-
graphed todayy as foulows:

“The enemYy e still retreating in tne
Wahenge* area. Under pressure in the
Kilwa area the enemy is pushing south,
resisting desperately. He is also being
given no peace in the Lindi area. Many
deserters are coming in. The spirit of
our troops is excellent,”

UNION GOVERNMENT
WILL ABOLISH THE
PATRONAGE LIST

All Purchases Will Be Made

by a General Purchasing
Committee for All
Departments

Ottawa, Oct. 24——~The government
has ‘decided to abolish the patronage
list in every department. The an-
nouncement is containéd in an official
memorandum issued today, reading:

“The work of the war purchasing
committee has been so satisfactory and
effective that the prime minister has
under consideration the retention of
its organization as & general purchas-
ing commission for all departments of
the government, During the past two
and a half years, the commission has
undertaken and ecarried out the pur-
chase of all supplies for every depart-
ment of the government in connection
with the war, These supplies have
been purchased chiefly for the depart-
ment of militia and defense, the de-
partment of naval service and the de-
partment of justice in connection with
the internment operations. In pursu-
ance of the government’s intentions to
abolish patronage both in respect of
appointments to the public service and
in the purchase of supplies, there_will
hereafter be no patronage lists in any
department of the government. There
has been no such list in the war pur-
chasing commission which has pur-
chased all supplies by tender after pub-
lic adventisement of circular addressed
to all known sources of supply in this
country.”

CANADA TO RECENE
MUCH COL FROM
THE UNITED STATES

Definite Allotment Made for
Export to Canada; Will
Be Afforded Same Treat-
ment as the T.S. and No
Better

Washington, Oct. 24.—Under a definite
allotment of American coal for Canada,
announced tonight by the fuel administra-
tion, about 2,000,000 tons of bituminous
and 700,000 tons of anthracite coal will be
permitted to move across the Canadian
border during the next two months,

The allotments, which will materially
reduce the volume of exports, were ar-
ranged in consultation with Canadian au-
thorities. 1t was announced that Admin-
istrator Carfield had insisted Canada be
treated as well as the United States in
the matter of coal, but no better, and that

the Canadian government recognized that
the United States was warranted in tak-
ing the present step to protect the inter-
ests of its consumers,

“Figures now available,” says the ad-
ministration statement, ‘reveal the fact
that during the first nine months of this
year coal has been shipped into Canada
In much larger quantities than in former
years, so that the allotments now being
made for the different provinces of Can-
ada will involve a limitation not only of
the amount to be exported by individual
shippers, but of the aggregating tonnage

THE GERMANS MADE
PITFALLS FOR ALLIES

Struggle Now Being Waged
for Possession of Long
Range

London, Oct. 24 by (Reuter's Ottawa
agency). — Dispatches from French
army headquarters state that the ad-
vance yesterday was marked by the
great number of -pitfalls which the
Germans had prepared over the ground
attacked. Underground quarries cap-
able of sheltering hundreds of men
were frequent, slopes and ravines be-
ing honeycombed with them. These
offered complete protection to the Ger-
man troops from bombardmemnt extept
in the case of the guns of larger cali-
bre, and for this reason the French
brought into play 16-inch guns.

The French artillery preparation for
the attack was begunem™ October &u
and increased gradually up to the in-
ferno of Monday night,  when every
gun on the French front at this section
pounded away without let-up in'a
paroxysm of violence which sunpassed
even the preparations tor the battles
of Verdun, the Somme and Flanders.
The roofs and exits of the German un-
derground shelters were shelled by the
heaviest guns with a view to smash-
ing open the roofs and block up the
exits. Wherever the French scouting
ainplanes reported an opening in the
ground a fllood of shells immediatel:
followed and must have caused great
confusion in the German ranks, Aeria.
photos demonstrated that great dam-
age had been effected to the German
position before the French  infantry
attack. The great Mont Parnasse
quarry, capable of shelterinz a whole
brigade, was plerced by the French
shells, Fort Malmaison, the center
Vof the Gernlan resisiance, was hattered
out of recognition by the French artil-
lery.

The attack was made on a front of
six miles from Vauxalllon to Laroyere
farm. The infantry in the early stage:
attacked the Germans in the dark with
such fury that all the objactives were
rapidly gained.; There are indications
now that the whola German line on the
western plateau must soon give way.
At least s=ix divisions were ordered
yesterday to hold on to the positions au
any cost, as they were of great value.

The struggle is now being waged
for the possession of a long ridge
which bars the approach t6 Laon from
the south. It is the strongest natural
fortress in northern France ana a
cornerstane of the Hindenburg line. On
the relief map it resembles a huge
club, the end expanding into a jumbie
of many fortified positions. Every-
where along this barrier the Germans
face the French ACross a very narrow
space, in places only 20 yards wide,
and the battle will now be fought out
over this narrow ridge. [rench cap-
sure of this barrier would render Ger-
man occupancy of the Aillette valley
and perhaps considerably beyond, im-
possible.

BRIBERY CHARGES

Rev Father
Carriere, of Holy Redeemer parish, Hull,
who referred to the rumors from the
pulpit of his church some time ago, stated
that Notary F. A. Labelle had told him
that one of the aldermen had accepted
money for his vote on the bylaw, which
was before the city council in November
last, concerning the early closing of
hotels. He also stated that Alderman
Talbot had told him that he could have
made over $600 by voting in favor of the
liquor interests.

ALL ROADS IN ASSN.

Object Is to Expedite Busi-
ness and Eliminate Dupli-
cation During the War

D

Wimnipeg, Man., Oct. 24—As a re-
sult of suggestions made by the gov-
ernment that during the period of the
war, there should be closer co-opera®
tion between the railways in Canada.
an association has been formed by
these railways, corresponding to the
railways war board in ‘the United
States, with the object of securing
greater co-operation not only between
the railways themselves, but also be-
tween the railways and the public.

‘When the United States came into
the great war, the executive of the
various reilroads met and erranged
amongst themselves to form a com-
mittee to operate the railroads as one,
so as to get the full value of their
transportation facilities and eliminate
competition,

The Canadian hawving
on several occasions expressed a wish
that there should be closer co-opera-
tion between the railways of Canada.
an executive committes was formed
consisting of the presidents of the fol-
lowing roads:

Canadian Pacifie, TLord Shaughnes-
gy, K.O-V.0.; Grand Trunk, Howard G,
Kelly; Canadian Northern, Sir Wm.
