And had the wind not fallen during the
last ten minutes, the record . for ' the
course, 3 hours, 12 minutes and 10 sec-
onds, made by the Columbia' two.years
ago in a - race. against Shamrock  II.,
would have been broken. As it was,
Xeliance sailed the thirty miles within
two minutes and 39 seconds of the re-
cord, which speaks wonders for her
speed in the wind that was blowing.
1 he Reliance's victory, narrow as 1t
was,, would. have been even smaller had
-not. Captain, Wringe, thﬁe skipper of the
British ship, bungxe‘a the start, sending
his craft over the line 19 seconds after
the last gun, and handicapping her to
that extent.

.\[vssrs..(}reenshields, et al, and it has
been said that this was practically a
political bonus for help at the election
of 1896, This Drummond County
railway was a complete failure. A bii)
had come before the Senate in connee-
tion with that deal, authorizing the pay-
ment of two million dollars. The Sen-
ate thought this sum excessive and
tirew out the bill. which when next
Dresented a year later asked for one
million—and thus a million dollars had
been saved to the country. That road
1s now part of the Intercolonial.

; He held that it was the reverse of a
business proposition .to borrow money

Whieh failed to pay, and hand it over
to a company to work it. It was not

to the railway matter, He said if the
bonding priviieges were done away with
it would aid the Canadian ports—but he
could see no advantage in an all-Can-
adian route. He would favor developing
all the trade routes in the country and
not shutting off those to dny other. His
policy, he repeated, was to get the road
via Bute Inlet and Seymour Narrows
to Victoria. The Canadian Northern is
in favor of carrying out that project if
the provincial government come forward
and help them, as it was ready to aid
Mackenzie and Mann two years ago.
He knew there were some who always
wanted money spent in public works
owing to the impetus thus giyen to
trade, but they should look to the bene-
fit to be derived by the country as a
whole. There was nothing in the con-
tract to make the Grand Trunk Co.
commence work on the 'Coast, which
would give an impetus to trade on the
Coast in Victoria and Vancouver, and
there was nothing to restrict the labor
to be employed on the road. Whether
the company would commence on' the
Coast he could not say. They would
build to the Rockies from the East, and
whether they:%vould continue thence to
the Coast or build in, he could not say.
He would ask all present to keep their
eyes on the route via Bute Inlet. That
was the route for Vietoria, and the gov-
ernment members in the coming election
should be bound to a progressive policy
of that point /

The president said the matter was
not now debatable by the meeting—
there being no motion on the subject,
whereupon Mr. J. Kingham moved, sec-
oned by Mr. T. Paterson : “Resolved,
that we, the Victoria, British Columbia,
Board of Trade, hereby heartily en-
dorse the Federal government’s endeavor
to have constructed another transcontin-
ental railway, and that we strongly
deprecate any attempt of any repre-
sentative for British *Columbia plaéing
any obstacle in the way of such con-
structior

Thiea the fireworks commenced. Some
of the members objected to starting a
political discnssion in the Board of
Trade, .which was a non-political body,
and J. A. Mara said that, after hearing
the remarks of Senator Macdonald, it
was better for the board to have a mo-
tion carried without discussing whether
the government was making a good or
bad bargain- with the Grand Trunk.
The Board of Trade was not a politi-
cal body! Politics should be left to the
poritieians. "But he could not close his
eyes to this, - that the board strongly
approved of the construction of a porsh-
ern railway, and as the board had al-
ready placed itself on record two years
ago as favoring such a road, would it
be consistent on the part of the board
to oppose this railway, which was to
cross the country and not cost the proy-
ince one. dollar or one acre. The Do-
minion agreed to build the #ailway, ask-
ing no aid from the province. What was
wanted in British Columbia was rail-
way coustruetion, and another trans-
continental system could not come too
soon. He would, however, object to the
last clause. of Mr. Kingham’s motion.
The Board of Trade was not the place
to make such slaps at the representa-
tives.

»ecretary Elworthy then read a reso-
lution which hag been placed in his
hands favoring tfie immediate constrac-
tion of the road, and that work be com-
menced on this Coast, and Senator Mac-
donald said the bill was sure to pass,
but there was nothing in it to compel
tue company to go to Port Simpson.

Mr. Paterson, seconding Mr. King-
ham’s motion, said-it was .advisable to
keep politics out of the Board of Trade,
but he had heard considerable politics.
‘He urged that the Grand Trunk scheme
was tiue only one worthy of considera-
tion, and was the only one before the
Dominion government.” If there were
other schemes before the Dominion gov-
ernment it might be well to refrain from
either opposing or sanctioning, but, he
said, the benefits of this line would be
appreciated by all, and so far as the
bargain between the Grand MTrunk and
the Dominion was concerned, it was a
good one. The government was paying
a miere bagatelle for this road compar-
ed with the cost of the C. P. R. The
new road, too, runs through an entirely
new territory, and one which had been
proven rich in explorations. Years ago
when he was himselt engaged in survey
work for the railway companies, trap-
pers and others who had come in from
the Northern country expressed the
greatest surprise why the railways
should go along the south of the water-
sheds when tliere were 0 1nuch better
lands;m the North, The line through
the North runs through a much more
valuable land than the South. The C.
P R., the speaker continued, were mnot
opposing this road. They realize that
tl‘xe trade of the Northwest and British
Columbia will be greater in a few years
than they can handle. Senator Mac-
donald has said the C. P. R. and C. N.
R. can carry all the grain from the
Northwest at present, but they will not
be able to do so when the new road
is buiit seven years from now. The
country will be ready for the com-
mencement of a still further line then,
and if the people are going into the
Northwest as they  have been, possibly
four roads. Anyone who knows any-
thing about railways will realize that a
company canuot keep its rolling stock
and employees waiting for the grain
season when the crops are to be moved,
and that the line must eome through to
the Coast in order to keep its men and
rolling stock employed. As for .the C.
N. R, it was practically only a sum-
mer line, running only to Lake Super-
ior. Tt had no connection with the At-
lantie, and it may be years before it
has connection with the Pacific. With
the new line, whether it has its termin-
us at Port Simpson or any other port
on the Coast, that line will be much
nearer and easier of access to the wheat
ifields of the Northwest.

Mr. Mara held that it was out of
order with the clause, Mr. Kingham
would not withdraw it. Finally, though
after much discussion, it was remodell-
ed, and the word ‘“deprecate” changed
to ‘‘urge,” /the. last clause being chang-
ed  to  read, “urge all our repre-
sentatives not to place any .obstagle
in the way of such counstruction” in-
stead of “deprecate any attempt by any
representative from' British ~ Columbia
placing any obstacle in the way of such
construction.” .

Mr. Mara again-held that the motion
was out of order, also for the reason
that no notice had been given. If ne-
tice of such a2 motion had been given,
there would have been a larger attend-
ance.

Then Mr. J. J. Shaleross moved an
amendment, which read as follows :

“Resolved, that this board heartily
endorses the immediate construction of
a second transcontinental line of-rail-
way. It would respectfully urge upon
the Dominion government the import-
anee of embodying in any act that may
lbe passed a clause requiring the com-
pany to commence the work of econ-
struction on the Pao¥fic simultaneously
with the commencement of the work
on the Eastern section.”

The discussion then continued as to
the admissability of the motidn, of
political discussions at the Board of
Trade meetings, etc., and Mr. Beckwi
said if the members were resolved to
go into a political” discussion, 'it were
well to let the matfér drop. Mr. Pater-
son said what politics was there in the
motion offered. He ‘held the people
wanted the road. They wanted it as
bad as they did the all-Canadian route
to the Yukon, which had been lost to
the province through the opposition of
their members, and a boundary question
forced upon the country.

The president then ruled further dis-
cussion out of order—it was getting Iate,
and he ‘asked Mr. Kingham if he wish-
ed to have his motion put. He did,
and the feeling of the meeting was tak-
en on this point. It was decided by a
two-thirds vote—which is necessary—
that the permission be given to put the
amendment and the motion. The anfend-
ment of ‘Mr. Shalleross was defeated
on a vote of nine to seven, and Mr.
Kingham’s motion, as altered, carried
on a similar division.

H. D. Helmcken moved, seconded by J.
A. Mara, that whereas reports have ap-
peared in the press to the effect that sfter
the completion of the commission of Rear
Admiral Bickford, C. M. @., he will' be
succeeded by a commodore;

And whereas, Esquimalt has been the
headquarters of the Pacific station and a
fiagship station;

Be it therefore, resolved, that this Board’
would respectfully direct the attention’ of
the Dominion government to this fact and
strongly urge upon the Dominion govern-
ment to take immedlate steps to make such
representations to the Imperial government
as will ‘prevent, if possible, such contem-
plated change taking efect, and that the
provincial government be requested to com-
municate with the Dominlon government
accordingly. Carried.

This official thought I might have
been a:rebel resorting to the printiuz
press to stir up a revolution, It is a
common practice in the republies down
there for rebels to carry presses and
type around with them, printing notices
defy1ng the republic and inviting insnr-
rection. ‘They establish their illicit
printeries in the avoods and caves.”

Mr. Haskin works under difficulties
unknown to the city newspaper man or
to his casunal reader., He must become
a part of the people he is to
about by soaking himself in their hfe,
and at the same time he should keep
a careful eye on the interests of the
readers at home for whom he is wr't-
ing.

Harry Noble the Victim Relates
the Occurrences on Sunday
Morning.

Frank Munoz was committed for trial
yesterday morning in the police court on
the charge of attempting . to murder
[Harry Noble of the Bodega saloon.
Harry Noble gave evidence ot the shoot-
ing, saying that about 3 a.m. last Sun-
day Munoz came to the Bodega saloon,
and, after shaking for cigars, asked
witness to play “seven up.” He did so,
reluctantly, and each won a game, and
witness won a third. : Munoz had no
meney to pay when he lost, and when
he. told witness so Noble said he didn’t
want to play. all night for nothing.
Munoz then said: *“l am out for the
dough tonight, and I intend to get it
hére.” He drew a revolver and covered
witness as_ he spoke. Noble said,
“What’s the matter, &Krank?’ and
Munoz replied: “I tell you I want
money; open that safe and get it out.”
Witness opened the safe, saying, “There
it is, help yourself,” and .Munoz then
said, “No; put the money on the bar.”
The_ saloonkeeper placed the money
on -the bar, $65 in notes, $5.20 in sil-
ver and some jewelry. Then, still point-
ing the revolver, -Munoz- said: “Give me
your wad.” Witness had $2.50 in  his
pocket and he said, “I’'ve got no wad.”
Munoz insisted that witness had *‘a
wad,” and Noble affirmeéd that he had
not, and told Munoz to take what he
wanted and give a receipt, paying back
when he was able fo do so.

Munoz then said, “Here's my re-
ceipt,” and he commenced shooting. One
bullet struck him on the breast below
the left nipple, but did not pierce the
skin, being diverted; anodther penetrated
his arm, while a third went through
Lis clothing without causing injury.

Conduct of the

Lord Roberts Evidence Before
Commission Points Out
Many Errors.

Wolseley Complained That Com-
mander in Chief Was a
Fifth Wheel.

(London, Aug. 28.—The evidence given
before the Royal Commission on the

South African war was issued today in
the form of three bluyebooks, contain-
ing over 1,700 pages.

(Field Marshal Lord Roberts, Lord
Kitchener, Field Marshal Lord Wolseley
and other generals, give various reasons
for the failures of the <war. Lord
Roberts considered the initial error of
strategy was practically irretrievable.
He criticized the War Office with re-
gard to the general preparations and
equipment of the first plan of cam-
paign, the under-estimation of the ene-
my and ignorance as to the geography
'and extent of the 'country and lack of
artillery and mounted infantry.

General Sir Redvers Buller said he
was hampered: by the" refusal of the
War Office to give him definite instruc-
tions and information.

T.ord Kitchener said the officers, in
many cases, were not qualiied for their
work, and expressed the opinion that
the juniors were better than the sen-
iors. He praised the men, but said the
chief difficulty was lack of training of
reservists and volunteers.

Lord Woiseley, in a memorandum,
complains that the Commander-in-Chief
has become the fifth wheel to- the coach,
and that the Seeretary of State for
War is the actnal Commander-in-Chief.

Replying to this criticism, Lord Lans-
downe, War Secretary during the early
part of the South African war, and Mr.
. Brodrick, his successor, suggests that
Lord Wolseley was ignorant of many of
the powers of a Comamnder-in-Chief,
or failed to use them. The whole pub-
lication teems with evidence of mistakes
and failures at home and in the field,

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THE LONt VICTIM
OF THE TRAIL

: Wife of Minneapolis Azsent and
Had Practised Dentistry
in Dawson.

Minneapolis, Minn,, Aug. 28.—Edith
White, the former wife- of J. White,

of the International Harvester Co., died
of starvation in the Klondike country,
and her body probably has been devour-
ed by wild beasts. Such is the informa-
tion contained in a despatch from Seat-
tle, which gives the detalus of finding
of the unfortunate woman’s diary con-
taining a scory of her life from the
time she lert her former home in Maun-
kato uutil she died of exposure and lack
of food in the heart of the trackless
Copper River country. Mrs. ‘White was
a graduate of the dental school of the
state university, and was practising
dentistry in Dawson a few years ago.
iShe wrote her relatives here saying she
was going into the interior, and pro-
bably would unot be heard from for some
time. In a letter written from Cen-
tral Alaska July 29, 1903, Wm. Shafter,
a petty official in the employ of the
government signal corps, tells of finding
letters and a diary, tending. to show
