Mrs. George Young’s Narrative at
Winnipeg Missionary

some Features of GCelestials’ Saciat
System are Viewed by a Visi-
tor from Outside

Winnipeg, May 28.—“Heathenism at
home” formed the subject of an ad-
dress, remarkable In many ways, which
was given by Mrs. Geo. Young, presi-
dent of the Woman’s Missionary So-
ciety, tonight. She has just returned
from the coast, Where she has spent
the last four and a half meonths, and
where in Victoria she has gained some
insight into the city’s problems with
regard to Chinese and their treatment
of women. The Mayor, she says, is a
good citizen, who is doing what he can
to better the matter, but on the city
as a whale rests the responsibility for
allowing heathen customs to hold
sway in Christian Canada.

In telling of the rescue of a child
slave, she made the story, in which
she was directly concerned, eme of
absorbing interest. She said: “For
once in the world we got ahead of a
Chinaman. They are more clever im
matter of cuteness than ten. of our
men.” She described their manner of
safeguarding themselves in the man-
ner of women they bring over.

Grand Forks, May 29.—The delay in
starting up the Beundary mineés and
smelters, first from coke shortage and
then from labor difficulties, has heen
terminated, and smoke is again ecurl-
ing from thé big Granby stacks.

On Saturday a new seale of wages
was arranged and submiited to a
committee of the various unions. The
scale was voted on by the Phoenix
union on Menday, by Greenwood yes-
terday, -and tonight the snion bere
will vote and the result will bhe given
out officially by the unioms. The aiew
scale will very largely concede the
men’s requests. All uaderground men
at the mines will get the fifty cent
raige; while surfage men will get ten
per cent. increase on present pay. At
the smelter day labor will be raised
to three dollars, the nine hour day
being retained. In other departments
the inereases will vary from twenty-
five to fifty cents.

The fact that many of the men hayve
commenged work indicates the prob-
ability the scale being accepted by
the meeting tonight. About ene hua-
dred and fifty men are now working
at the -mines. Yesterday two furnaces
were started here, and two more to-
day.. There is an ample supply of
coke on hand, and directly a suffieient
force of men retura to the mines the
rest of the furnaces will be blewn in.
The immediate outlook is faverable
for a steady and huge output from all
Boundary plants.

N CELESTIAL EMPIRE

Workers Now on the Way Home
Speak of Conditions in
Mission Field

A. G. Shorrock, a missionary of the
English Baptist mission board  who
arrived with his family on the steam-
er Kaga Maru yesterday morning from
Hsianfu, Shensi, China, yvia the Han
and Yangtse rivers after a long trip
by houseboat and other methods, in an
interview given to a Colonist reporter
said he was not surprised to hear of
rebellion having broken ont at Swa-
tow; in fact conditions seemed to in-
dicate probable rioting in many places.

There is a considerable anti-dynastic
movement, and also disaffection as a
result of the levying of taxes. These
have been made heavier and heavier,
and the farmers are now unable to
meet the demands of the tax collectors.
In some places the poor farmers have
‘brought their agricultural implements
and laid them down at the vamens of
the mandarins saying they would work
no longer sorely to have their whole
product swallowed up with taxes.

Early this year the missionaries of
Shensi district near Mr. Shorrock’s sta-
tion were obliged to fly for their lives,

similarly to the flight prior to the
Boxer massacres of May, 1901. A num-
ber of the lkin, or customs, stations,
were burned.

China is in transition, and the
changes are coming rapidly, too rap-
dly in fact. It'is the suddeness of the
changes in some respects that are
causing the troubles and fomenting
rebellion. One complaint of the people
against the government arises as a re-
sult of sudden changes in education-
al methods. Hundreds of thousands
of Chinese have given their lifetime to
the studies of Confucian ethics, and
now there is" a sudden change. They
are told they must enter the new
schools for western -learning. They
must begin to study all over again if
they ever hope to get the degrees they
have been working for year after
year.._

The feeling that has resulted has
caused friends and relatives of the
students, if not the students them-
selves, to become revolutionists. In

5|places schools have been ransacked

and destroyed, and
been attacked.

Many changes are being & made at
Hsianfu, which is' a most interesting
city. As will be remembered, it was
to this capital of Shensi that the Em-
press Dowager and her court fled in
1901, when the allied armies entered
Peking. It is a large walled city, with
about half a million inhabitants within
the wall and probably as many in ‘the
villages around about. The governor
there is an excellent man. He is mak-
ing the changes gradually. The pol-
ice system is being arranged after the
western manner, and other changes
are being slowly made.

The recent edicts against the use of
opium are being looked upon askance
by the Chinese of Shensi, which is &

proclamations which are posted widely
state that within ten years the use of
oplum is to be entirely suspended.
The people are waiting to see if the
government is in earnest, and if a
subsequent proclamation is issued, it

rock believes the use of opilum can be
curbed considerably, if not finally got
rid of. -

Concerning missionaries, Mr. Shor-
rock said it was the custom to blame
them generally for all outbreaks and
other things. They were of course
willing to take their share of the
blame, for there was bound to be some
disaffection resulting from the ‘in-
troduction of a new religion. The
action of certain travellers who had
visited Hsianfu, however, had caused
much more trouble and as a result the
Chinese officials had rescined privil-
leges that were held by the missionar-
ies. Some German travellers who had
visited the district had+ treated the
Chinese very badly, refusing to pay
for provisions or work, and striking
Chinese with whips when pay was
sought. An American, named Briggs,
had also visited the district, seeking
to get through to Thibet, but been
forced back to Kansuh because of dif-
ficulty with the natives, The bad
actions of the travelers reflected upon
the missionaries, who ‘were obliged to
stand the brunt of - the complaints
made.

In Shensi the various officials are
busy with military plans, and militar-
ism is part of the scheme of impro-
vement arising as a result of the tran-
sition. The troops of the district are
being drilled in foreign style, mostly
by Japanese instructors.

Another missionary from Hsianfu

o|who arrived by the Kaga Maru was

the Rev. J. Revius, who was accom-
panied by two children. He has been
engaged in work for the China In-

5|land mission for six months, and af-

ter placing two children at school in
Chicago will return again to Shensi.
Like Mr. Shorrock, he says the fam-
ine conditions are fast being remedied,
although many scenes of horror have
been noted. ‘A large number of per-
sons have volunteered for the work
of distributing relief, but more men
are still  needed. Mr. Revius says
those affected number about 200,000
people, and everything that can be ac-
plished is being done to relieve them.
]

DOUBTS BIBLICAL STORY.

Chicago Professor Thinks Methuselah

believe that Methuselah ever  lived
nine hundred and sixty-nine years, or
centuries nearythat length of time. Al-
though the Bible says that Methuselah
lived on earth that long, and divides
his life into periods. Professor Starr,
with the cold criticism of science, de-
prived him of the honor he has borne
for centuries, surpassing the life-cling-
ing efforts of every venerable person
in history, and making the centenar-
ians of 1907 seem-mere striplings.

An attendant assertion of Professor
Starr was: ‘People live longer now-
adays than in those early timbs.”

Professor Starr is doubtful also if
Saul, David and Solomon ever reigned
forty vears apiece, as the Bible de-
clares.

COAL REPORT OF 1306

Profits - Just Met Dividend Re-
quirements, Which Are
Too Heavy

The annual report of the Crow’s
Nest Pass company for the year end-
ed Dec. 31, 1906, -shows net profits of
$351,791, ¢ompared - with $497,899  in
1905, and $406,000 in‘ 1904.

With a balance of $351,801 brought
forward from the prévious year there

was a total of $703,592 available for{]

distribution, out of. which quarterly

dividends at the rate of 10 per cent |§

per annum were paid, amounting to
$350,000, leaving 'a:surplus of. $353,592
to be carried forward to credit of
profit and loss. account.

After the :dividend payments’ there
was a balance on the year's opera-
tions of '$1,791, compared with $148,-
481 in the previous year, which is ex-
clusive of $35,400 received in premi-
ums on new stock. The -amount to
be carried forward from operations

was therefore only about $1,700 more}:

than in 1905, notwithstanding the ad-
vantage of about $148,000 in the bal-
ance brought forward from - previous
years,

In 1905 there was $35,400 added to
the reserve fund, but asnet earnings
just covered the 10 per cent dividend
requirements no appropriation  was
made in that direction for the ¥year

1906.
Dividend Toa High-

It is quite evident that the - high.
dividend basis of 10 per cent is a
strain upon the resources of the com-
pany, and it is a question if it would
not be better to assume a rate more
consistent.with earnings than to over-
tax to the utmost the yearly net re-
turns to meet such heavy payments.

It is - true that the reserve fund is
a considerable proportion of paid-up
capital (over 51 per cent), but it
should be remembered that' this fund
was made up in 1904, and included
$913,5626 premiums on new stock re-
ceived the previous year. The  faot
that. no dividends were paid in the
year 1902, also made it possible for
the large sum of $950,5612 to be carried
forward to the following _year and
thus swell the resources of cash as-
sets.

The report-  states - that .the coal
mined in ‘1908 amounted to 806,901
tons, as against 831,249 tons mined in
1905. The production -of coke amount-
ed to 213,295 tons, as against 265,702
tons' in 1905. The difference in pro-
duction is due to the strike which
commenced on Sept. 22 and lasted for
practically two months. Had the
strike not occurred, and the ayperage
been maintained, the output would
have reached the -mtillion-ton mark

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A NEEDED WORK

The Cape Scott settlers have decid-
ed to remove to the St. Joseph valley.
The St. Joseph is a river flowing into
the ocean a little to the north of the
entrance to Quatsino Sound. The
valley is a fine wide one, and adja-
cent thereto is an open country of
very considerable extent, well adapted
to farming. There were a few set-
tlers in the valley before the Cape
Scott people decided to go there, and
when the latter have located them-
selves there will be from eighteen to
twenty-five farms. The people are
excellent settlers and ,deserve every
‘consideration that can be extended to
them. The end of the valley is about
nine miles from the end of the West

of Quatsino Sound and the inter-
wening country is not a difficult one

» traverse. What the settlers need
s a road covering this nine miles and
a wharf at the head of the West Arm.
If there is no money available to make
& road at present, a trail ought to be
cut this summer, and next winter the
Dominion government ought to be
asked to provide the whart. If this
is done, the West Coast steamer can
take in the head Arm every trip-to
Quatsino, and the settlers in the val-
ley will be provided with very satis-
factory means of communication,
which will enable them to get goods
and mails in with regularity and ease,
and will make it possible for them to
get their products out to the miners
and others, who are ready to buy it
An expenditure of a few thousands-of
dollars by the provincial government
on a road, and a similar sum by the
Pominion government upon a wharf
would lead to the early settlement of
an extensive area. We urge the con-
slderation of those matters upon those
within whose province they come.

MR. HALDANE.S PROPHECY

Mr. Haldane, Secretary of War, re-
cently said that by the close of . the
present century Canada will have a
population of 80,000,000, The figure
is a striking one, but it is bhardly an
overestimate. As the Mail and Em-
pire points out, in 1800 the United
States had a population of 5,308,000,
which had increased' to 75,000,000 by
1900. Canada had a population of
5;370,000 in = 1901, and a rate of in-
crease corresponding to that of the
United States would give us more
than 80,000,000 in the year 2001. We
have reason to expect more rapid de-
velopment than was experienced by
the United States. In the first twenty
years after 1800 the population of that
country only increased some 4,350,000
or an average of 217,500 a year. Our
population is growing much more rap-
idly than- that. There is no. man-
ner of doubt that by the year 1921 we
will have in the Dominion very con-

‘ siderably more than twice as meny

people as we have now. There are
many reasons for. this, not the least
of which is the fact that we have the
Unitéd States itself to draw upen for
people. In forty years the neighbor-
ing country|only gained a little over
10,000,000 in population. Canadians
will be surprised if we do not make
as great gain in twenty-five years.
The settlement of the Dominion is a
very much easier feat than was the
settlement of the United States. That
country was handicapped by the lack
of means of transportation. The set-
tlers during the first quarter, one
might almost say the first half, of the
last century went into an almost in-
accessible wilderness. In Canada they
are taken to their homes in railway
trains, Therefore our country will
be filled up more rapidly. Have we
the area for such a population?  The
Celonist has so frequently set forth
its views on this point that it will
give those of the Toronto paper above
auoted. instead of repeating its own.
The ~-Mail and Empire says:

As regards area we are in a some-
what similar position to that of our
neighbors, We have a country cov-
ering 3,745,000 square miles; they
have a country covering .3,622,933
square miles, including Alaska, which
is 590,884 miles in extent. The north-
érn territory is baldnced by our north,
and therefore the two countries are,
in the matter of size, on a fairly even
basis. But area is not everything.

he question is whether or not the
and we have is as capable as that
next door of sustaining a large popu-
lation. It is difficult, of course, to
make an exact comparison of the rela-
tive merits of two great countries;
but there can he little doubt that the
Dominion has the larger proportion of
the fertile area of Norh America,- We
share with the United States the huge
belt of cultivated territory lying be-
tween the Atlantic and the Pacific.
The international line, indeed, cuts
the choice country in two. Having
divided what appears. to be ‘the best
land, our neighbors get the far south,
while we receive the far north. Which
is the more promising and the more
valuable, the north or the south? We
believe the facts all point to the su-
periority of the north. What the
south is the world knows. It cer-
tainly is not a land to which a large
population will go, or upon which such
a population can live. But the north
is a country of constant surprises. It
is'continually making new. revela-
tions. The time was when we imag-
ined that the settlements along the
river banks constituted Canada. The
time was when the west was regarded
as a desert, and the north a frozen
zone. But the old ideas are passing
away as a result of investigation and
‘experience. The west has become the
centre, and the mnorth: is not half so
distant as it once was. What we are
learning of the north is exceedingly
promising, and entirely suggestive of
something .advantageous in the future.
The Hinterland of Quebec and Ontario
is known to be rich in minerals, and
in many parts fertile. It is even
claimed that Labrador has attractive
areas that will yet be populated. The
north immediately . above Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta has quali-
ties that are gradually being revealed.
What are termed the Barren Lands
are said to be far from barren. The
country in the neighborhood of Lake
Athabaska and of Great Slave Lake is
valuable, while the Peace River coun-
try is choice. Over the mountains
there are stretches of° territory of
wonderful richness, such as, for ex-
ample, the Bulkley Valley, on the line
of the Grand Trunk Pacific.

“In a recent ‘magazine article you
made a deliberate attack on me as
well as my book. ¥Yeu have used the
enormous influence (of your  official
position ta discredit ine as a man, to
injure my reputation, and ineidentally
o make a poor man evemn poorer by
destroying if possible the sale and in-
fluence of his“work.

“In my book' I have given: the re-
sult of long years 'of watching ani-
mals in the wilderness, with no: other
object thanm' to study their habits, and
so far as man ‘can, t6 understand the
mystery of their dgumir Hife,  In every
preface I have -stated; and I will re-
peat the statement, -that every inci-
dent I have recorded froem my own
observation is. true as far as an hon-
est, educated man can see and under-
stand the truth. In your reeent at-
tack this is what you chiefly deny. I
have spoken the truth and you accuse
me of deliberate falseheod and mis-
representat®on. As president eof  the
United States you have gone out:of
your way publicly to injare.&a private
citizen, who was attending strictly to
his own business, and as a man you
have accused of falsehood another
man whose ideals are just as high as
your own. This is the ‘whole issue

FEAGE STORM RAGES ON LAKES

Frost and Wet Weather Damaging
Crops in Kansas, Missouri and
Other States

Sault Ste Marie, May 27.—The old-
est inhabitant cannot remember a
~torm at this time of year like the one
that swept the upper lakes district
within the past .few hours.. Eight
inches of.snow has tallen, and is still
coming down. All points on the upper
peninsula ‘of Michigan and in north-
ern Ontario report a heavy fall. Ship-
ping is all.tied up, as it is. impossible
to see any .distance.. A high north
wind is blowing from Lake Superior.
The damage to farming interests and
business houses is beyond estimating.
The storm shows no sign of abating.

Cleveland, . Ohio, May 27.—A heavy
gale from the west prevailed on Lake
Erie today, the wind blowing. at the
rate of fifty. miles an hour. Masters
of incoming vessels reported extremely
heavy weather. . Passenger steamers
from Detroit and® Buffalo arrived on
time, but experienced . heavy seas
throughout their trip. Last night the
temperature here dropped 42 degrees,
or from 78 to 36 above zero.. There
were snow flurries in Cleveland during
the day.  Aecording to the local
weather bureau snow has never before
fallen so late in the season in - this
vicinity since the establishment of the
bureau here. g .

Detroit, Mich., May 27.—Snow #s re-
ported from all over the lower penin-
sula of Michigan today, with a verit-
able winter blizzard prevailing over
the Saginaw valley, Cadillac reports
that five inches of snow fell last night,
with mere coming, and six inches had
fallen at Petosky.

Miscreants Endeavor to Ditch an Erie
& Passenger Train %

mafe to wreck, the Erie' passenger
train No. 6 Saturday at & point a mile
and a half east of Alden. This is

- DEATH OF M‘l;tS. McKINLEY

End Came Peacefully After Long Per-
iod of Suffering
Canton, 0., May. 27.—Mrs. William
McKinley, widow of the -late presi-
dent, died at her home at 1.05 o’clock
yesterday afternoon.
For many, years Mrs. McKinley had
been an invalid. She récovered from
the shock of her husband’s tragic
death, but it left its mark, and when
it was known that she had last Tues-
day suffered a stroke of paralysis
little hope was left that she could sur-
vive. ¥
The end came peacefully, almost
imperceptibly. Mrs. McKinley never
knew of the efforts made to prolong
her life, or the -solicitous hope against
hope of her sister and other relatives
and .friends for her recovery.

NATIONALISM IN CANADA.

Vigilance Necessary on Part ‘of Those
Who Desire a United Empire.

Toronto, May 27.—Speaking , at a
meeting of the United Empire Loyal-
ists Association, at the Canadian In-
stitute, Rev. Canon MacNab ‘expressed
the opinion that continued vigilance
was necessary on the part of those
who desired a United Empire of which
Canada should' form an integral part.
He was afraid that there was growing
up with the younger generation: of
Clanadians a widespread feeling = of
nationalism among these who _knew
nothing about the manher-in which the
foundations of the country had been
laid in the blood of their forefathers.

Premier Whitney, in his address,
said that as soon as the people of the
British Isles. came to recqgnize that
the Britons beyond the seas formed
an integral part of the Empire, then
the full idea of a United Empire would
be realized. There could not be-found,
he thought, 400 people from New-
foundland to the ‘Pacific, who desired
separation from Great' Britain, but’ if
the Mother Counify was to go on, in-
cessantly, no doubt, forcing the outly-
ing peoples to swallow humilations
for generation after generation, who
could tell what would be the end of
such treatment?

Lieutenant Governor Dunsmuir
and Party Have Hard
Experience

ESOAPE [N BONTS FRON VESSEL

Yacht Quickly‘ Enveloped in Flames
After ‘Alarm ‘Was Given—Danger-
ous” Position

\

The steam yacht Thistle, was burnt
at sea on Friday in Queen Charlotte
Sound, five miles west of Pine island,
and 'His Honor, Lieut. Governor James
Dunsmuir, & shooting party including
Major Audain, A.° W. Burton and
Robt. Barkeley, and Capt. Bissett and
the steamer’s crew escaped from the
burning vessel in-a steam launch and
the - steamer’s lifeboats.. They made
their way to Hardy bay, 30 miles

from the scene of the disaster in
eight houys, and were pickéd up by the
C. P. R. steamer Queen City. His
Honor and the other survivors reached
Victogia on Sunday.
The Thistle left some weeks ago
with_the party bound on a shooting
expedition to Gardner’s = Inlet. The
steamer anchored in the inlet and'the
party were landed with the steam
launch carried .by the Thistle. They
enjoyed good sport, - bagging twelve
bears including four large grizzlies,
and were on their way to Vietoria
Wwith their trophies- when the Thistle
took fire and was burned to thewater’s
edge, all escaping’at considerable risk,
saving scarcely ‘anything other that
what they wore at the time.
Fortunately the weather was at its
best, the sea calm. . The Thistle was
churning = her sway - at full speed
through Queen Charlotte Sound 'and
the party on:board ‘were: sitting down
to. lunecheon when _the engine-room
crew came running up from  below
shouting : “Fire,” Smoke poured up
immediately, quickly - -followed by
flames. The .engineers and: fire-room
crew were driven up by ‘the sudden
spurt, of smoke and, flame from the
bunkers, where the- fire = originated,
and were unable to stop the engines
before escaping. 2 A

In five minutes-the Wwhole steamer
was 'in: flames from -end ‘to -end, and
was burning fiercely. Capt. Bissett
put out the bpats.and gasoline launch
immediately the .alarm was given and
all hands hurriedly left:the steamer.
There was no time-to save anything,
Capt. Bissett ewern’ leaving his "gold
watch and. money :in. his room, and all
others rushed torthe-boats with scarce
' more that what ¢hey: stood in. A few
rifles were saved gething more, 5 ...
“ The -launching sfsthe - gasoline :boat
was extremely diffieuit, as the steamer
plunged ahead at fall. speed driven by
her red-hot-engines,; and owing to the
helm being unattended she swerver and
swung. around while going at full
speed. His Hongr - Lieut.-Governor
Dunsmuir, Capt. Rissett and a Chinese
were lowered in the launch, and Major
Audain, Mesrs. Burton and Barkley,
thé mate, engineers and - crew. saved
themselves in. the life boats; which
were got out. without accident, .and
the. steam launch. took them in. tow.

Queen Charlotte. Sound is often a
very rough sfretch of water, but this
day it was fortunately most calm, and
there was not much danger of the
boats being swamped. They were
quickly worked away from the burn-
ing steamer which. held considerable
gasoline - carried for the launch, and
before they had" gone far an extra

that rose from the

sheets of fire
showed that this had

burning vessel
exploded.

The boats were taken in tow by the
launch and the flotilla set out for
Scarlet’ Point lighthouse at the north
end of Vancouver Island, near Hardy
Bay. The party were without food and
water, other that a few biscuits
snatched up- in the hurry of the flight
from the- burning ‘stéamer. The light-
house toward which they headed was
thirty miles away  and after eight
hours of travel they reached there at
8 p. m., and remained until the steam-
er Queen City called on her way from
River's Inlet to Victoria. They were
all taken on board the Queen City and
brought to Vancouver whence they
took passage home on the Princess
Victoria on Sunday.

The steamer Thistle has had an ev-
entful career. Built at False Creek,
¥ancouver, by James ° McAlpine for
Michael Manson, now' wharf manager
at Union bay, the vessel did general
freighting for some time, being then
operated in connection with the Com-
ox mines. The steamer made her first
trip in charge of., Capt. Hanson on
Sept. 28th, -1890. - She . was next in
charge of Capt. Nickerson, whose wife
was among the victims of the Islander
disaster, Afterward in command of
Capt. Arthur, who brought the Can-
adian-Australian liner . Warrimoo "to
Victoria, inaidgurating the Australian
line, she took a boundary survey party
to Portland canal, remaining in north-
ern waters a whole season. Then the
Thistle became a sealing steamer, op-
erating with indifferent success until
regulations were made under which
sealing was permissable “only with
sailing craft.

The Thistle has been a
steamer, a fishing vessel, Klondike
trader, opposition steamer ‘on the
west coast route, and ended her days
as a steam yacht.” She was the only
whaling vessel sent from Victoria to
the Arctic whaling grounds. After
being withdrawn from the sealing
business the steamer proceeded to
San Francisco where she- was over-
hauled and outfitted at a cost of $30,-
000 .as a whaler. The steamer then
came to Victoria and was sent to the
Arctic, where she engaged as a whal-
er with a fair-sneasure of success.

With' the organization in 1894 of
the Victoria Trading and Fishing Co,,
in YVictoria, the Thistle was -taken
over for the halibut fishing business
and ,with Capt. Wallace Langley, now
operating the river steamer Monarch,
in command she went to -the halibut
grounds . in Hecate straits, spending a
season in this business. The hull of
the old C. P. N. steamer Isabel, now a
wrecking barge of..the B. C. Salvage
company, was fitted with facilities for
storing fish and used..as . a floating
stgtion for the fisheries... With the
abandonment of the business by the
local company the New . England Fish
company chartered the Thistle, and
she continued as a. fishing vessel un-

whaling

The steamer had been fortunate,
and had few accidents. She was the
first command  of Capt. Butler, the
well known mastér of the tug Lorne,
and while in the fishing business in
his charge she had a unique accident.
While.  steaming from Hecate  straits
to Victoria with her catch a log broke
the four blades of her propeller, leav-
ing the wvessel helpless. The - vessel
had three masts then, a strong mast
With heavy, blocks to handle whales
having beén: shipped when she was
converted into a whaler, and —€apt.
Butler started to sall his vessel. The
fishing dories were put out and the
“crew started to tow-the vessel. She
was taken. into Holmes Cove, where a
two-bladed propeller carried on board
was shipped, and the vessel proceeded
to port.

BUFFALOES VHOME AGAIN

Lord of the Plains Being Repatriated
by the Canadian Government

Calgary, May 27.—A trainload of the
buffaloes which the Dominion govern-
ment have purchased from Montana
has just - passed ' through Calgary.
There were eighteen cars in-the train
and about two hundred head of the
old prairie kings ‘on board. :

The second train will leave some
time in August.

The buffalo will be shipped from
Ravalli to Helena, thence through
Great Falls, Sweet Grass, Lethbridge,
MacLeod, Calgary, Edmonton, and will
e ‘unloaded at Lamont, on the Can-
adian Northern, near which place
their range will be.

On their old range they had no re-
atrictions, no fences, no hindrance at
all,” They had located and remained
where they were.

Arrived—200 ; Beneficiaries

Port Essington, B, C., May 25.—A
Soon |letter was read befure the Metlakatla
Indian council last Monday informing
them of the arrival .of the money for
the purchase of the lands secured by
the G. T. P. last year, at $7.50 per
acre.. The acreage sold is 11,500. The
terms upon which the money was to
be paid over were also stated to them
by the Indian agent. The beneficiar-
ies ‘under the sale number 200, in-
clusive of children. 1In round, num-

the 200 Indians. Fifty per cent of the
purchase money will be paid to the
Indians (male and female) in cash,
equally distributed among those of
the full age of 2t and over, at the time
of the sutrender. The other fifty per
cent. will be funded with the depart-
ment of Indian affairs. The interest
from this 50 per cent. is payable an-
nually under these conditions:

First, charge on the interest each
year is a fixed sum of $200, payable
to each boy and girl that. comes to
the age of 21 that year.

The balance of the interest is pay-
able to the Metlakatla Indian council
for necessary municipal expenses such
as lighting, walks, sanitary improve-
ments, etc.

In view of receipt of money the In=
dians are improving their A homes,]
building new houses, etc., and are very
jubilant over the prospects of settle-
ment. At no time did they refuse to
sell their land.

The money is reported to be in the
British Columbia Bank at Prlnf:e
Rupert.

The day of distribution, however, has
not yet been announced.

SITUATION  CONSIDERED SEﬁlﬂllS

Disturbances Reported from Points in
Other Provinces—No Mission-
aries in Danger

Swatow, Province of Kwangtung,
China, May 27.—A rebellion has brok-
en out in the Wong Kong district of
the Chinchu prefecture. "All the civil
and military officials at Wong Kong
have been assassinated and their Ya-
mens buraed. The local revolution-
ists, who were joined by natives of
neighboring - provinces, ' concentrated
for their. attack on the officials-with-
out being molested by the populace.
The military commander here has
mustered the station guards and
started for the scene of ‘the outbreak.
Steps are being taken by the local
police to prevent excesses here. 'The
Chinese bankers have organized a
‘steam launch patrol off the coast to
prevent piratical attacks on part of
marauders from the eastward.
Chinchu, or Tsinenchou, is a mari-
time district of China comprising parts
of the province of Kwangtung and
Fokien, on the southeast coast. It is
inhabited by a hardy and industrious
people, who furanish the majority of
the men who form the crews of the
Chinese imperial-and commercial nav-
ies. Swatow, from which the news of
the rebellion comes, is situated in
about the centre of the Chinchu dis-
trict, and is a treaty port of China
on the Hang Khan river, about five
miles from the open sea, and 220 miles
from Canton.

.Canton, China, May 27.—Admiral Li,
with the Kwantaih and Neefoo, on
board of which are detachments of
troops, is proceeding to the scene of
the rising in the Upping district.
Berlin, May 27.—According to ad-
vices received by the German Cable
Co., .-at Shanghai, disturbances @ have
also broken out at Pakhoi. - The situ-
ation there as well as at Lienchow is
apparently serious. ;

Toronto, May 27.—Inquiries at the
foreign missionary departments of the
Anglican, Presbyterian and ‘Methodist
churches here elicited information that
they had no Canadian : missionaries
stationed within hundreds of miles of
the district in which = rebellion has
broken out in China.

PANTHER PAYS PENALTY
FOR FEEDING ON SHEEP

Savage Brute Killed in Shawnigan
District After Making Raid
an a Fold

A panther that had been feeding fat

on sheep at Cobble Hill was trailed
into the woods on Sunday morning and
killed while in the peaceful -act of
digesting a large quantity of raw mut-
ton.
- Alex. McNiven, of ‘V‘ictoria, was: re-
sponsible for the fate of the beast. He
was fishing ‘in Little Shawnigan lake
in the vicinity of Charles Hogg’s
ranche when he noticed a large animal
creating some havoc in the sheep pen.
At first he thought it was a dog, and
started in the direction of the ranche
for the purpose of informing the
owner. As he drew near he was 0b-
served by, the panther, which bounded .
into the woods and was soon lost to
view.

An inspection of the pen showed
that two sheep had teen killed and
parts of the carcasses devoured. Cyrus
Dugan, who was at Mr. Hogg’s place,
immediately took a rifle and set out
on the trail of the panther. After
tramping for an hour through the bush
he came upon his game, and bagged it.
The beast measured 7 feet 4 inches
from his nose to the tip of his tail.

Panthers appear to have been num-
erous around Cobble Hill of late, and
to their ravages Mr. Hogg attributes
the loss of eight sheep within a week.

Sewven years
later yet, in 1890, occurred the second
Couer d’Alene troubles, and these it was
that made a martyr of Frank Steuncn-
berg.

There was no Western Federation of
Miners in 1892 ‘The: miners had a local
union in each camp; and-these unions
were affiliated with a state organiza-
tion of Montana miners.

One mine manager,
between whom and the- manager of
the’' Bunker Hill company there was
ill feeling, even addressed meetings of
his ewn miners, counselling extreme
measures against the Bunker Hill
Sompany if it did not accede to the
demands. (The Bunker Hill prop-
erties were what are known as “dry”
mines," operated = by tunnels which
drained them. This saved the min-
ers about twelve dollars a ' month,
whieh In other mines they paid out
for gum coats and other necessities.

About April 25th the Bunker Hill
company notified Its own men ‘that
thereafter the wage . scale would be
the same .as: that of the oether com-~
panies in ‘the district, but refused
to recognizeé the unfon_a;ng discharged
what few union men were in its em-
ploy. For several days there follow-
ed a system of intimidation on the

As early as 6 o'clock on the morn-
ing of April 29th, 1889, the region in
the vicinity of Burke, Gem, and, Mul-
lan, was astir with forebeding pre-
parations.  Some kind of demonstra-
tion was to be made that day at
Wardner, An early morning meeting
with drawn blinds, was held in the

Gem men emerged from ‘their meeting
masked and armed; a motion to.mask
was voted ﬂthfx} at ,tl;le‘uulla,n meet-
ing. 'The Mullan men:of; their way to
‘Wallace, later, went to'°'an old barn
and dug out two or three boxes of
rifles where they had been “cached.”
Most- of the ‘minens: gefrained from
work in the mines that day, except at
the Bunker Hill properties.

The crowd mobilized at Wallace and
at Burke, seven miles east of Wal-
lace. The Bunker Hill properties lie
west of Wallace same twelve miles.
About eight hundred. men (there were
altogether fifteen hundred miners em-
ployed. in . the Coeur d'Alene) took
possession of the Nerthern Pacific
passenger and mafl, train runnig be-
tween Burke and Wallace, to which
they attached eight 'or nine freight,
cars.

The train arrived at Wardner at 1

shock of the explosion was heard 20

The great majority of the
crowd remained at some distance and

| property. John Smythe, a Helena-

Rich as are the gold and silver
mines, quartz’ and !placer, of Sonora
and 8inaloa,’ their production cannot
rival those of Chihuahua-in this sec-
tion.

Wilbur H. Stewart, edit-
or of the Mullen “Mirrer,’ was incar-
cerated for criticising the acts of the
troops and his newspaper plant was
confiscated. The contents of three
iron -safes were seized by the troops
and -taken from miners’ union halls,
in the search of evidence, without war-
rant and in defiance of the constit-
tional privilege. Martial law was not
declared in the Coeur d'Alenes either
by President McKinley or Goyernor
Steunenberg; yet the civil and milit-
ary authorities seemed t6 have acted
without the license of military rule.

Where the Authorities Erred.

In order to understand the circum-
stances surrounding the trial of Paul

ICCISATION AGNNST
1 CUSTONS QFFCE

Made by American Prospectors
Operating on Queen Char-
lotte Islands

Charges that he allowed American
prospectors ‘to land supplies on the
Queen Charlotte Islands free of duty
in consideration of the aliens under-
taking to stake mineral claims for him
are made by some or these prospectors
against C. Harrison, a pioneer of Mas-
sett, and an accreédited customs agent
at that point.

Sworn statements containing the
above charges are now in the posses-
sion of Captain H. Newcomb, com-
mander of the Canadian government
tisheries cruiser Kestrel, according to
the Vancouver Province. They were
made by American prospectors who
ware overhauled and questioned by
the Kestrel.

It is likely that a full report con-
cerning these and oOther recent alleg-
edly questionable occurrences in con-
nection with- coasting navigation on
the Queen Charlottes will be on the
way to Ottawa within the next
twenty-four hours. " The resulting in-
vestigation will then determine
whether or not there is any truth
in the accusations made against the
northern official.

The Kestrel reached port this
morning from a month’s cruise in
northern waters, dusirig which con-
siderable attention was paid to in-
vestigation of alleged smuggling on
the Queen Charlottes.. The Kestrel
also kept an eye on the operations of
the American steamer Urice and other
launches which make headquarters at
Ketchikan and have recently been
trading along the coast of the islands.

When the Urice was overhauled by
the Kestrel on one occasion and an
€xplanation of her coasting on the
!slands demanded, it was explained by
the man in charge of her that she had
E‘“'n given a special license by Mr.
Harrison to engage in coasting. In
the face of this the Urice was not ar-
fested as she would have been without
her papers from the Canadian officer.

ON SALT SPRING

Mr. Connery K Expects “Island to be
Fine Farming District

8. T. Connery, who has beea; a
resident and land owner. on Salt
Spring Island for some ‘years past,
has disposed of his large ranch to
Mr. Blackburn, a recent arrival from
the west of Scotland, and is in the
city, a guest at the Dominidn hotel.
With his family he will leave in a
couple ‘of days for his old ‘home in
the eastern part of the United States.

Mr. Connery’s ranch .consisted of
470 acres, one quarter of which was
cleared. 'The . purchase price was
$13,000, which included the transfer
of forty head of cattle, three horses
and other live stock together with a
number of farm implements.

Mr. Counery says that Salt Spring
Island has during the past few
months been . visited by a number of
men seeking to buy farm property,
and that many sales have been made.
This island is, in his opinion, the
most desirable farming district in
America, and he looks forward to
seeing it become a remarkable pro-
ducer within a very few years. The
fruit trees, he says, were a little late
this year, and it is yet too early to

‘estimate what the harvest will be.

TYPHOON KILLED MANY
IN' CAROLINE ISLANDS

Natives Overwhelmed by Waves
Which Swept Smaller Is-
lands of Group

.

Further advices regarding the dis-
astrous typhoon in the 'Caroline is-
lands, recently reported by cable from
Sydney, Australia, were received in
yesterday’s mails from the Orient.
The typhoon passed over the Caro-
line group on March 28th, and hun-
dreds of people were killed by the
waves, which swept over the smaller
islands. Those who were saved were
mostly ~peoplé who had climbed co-
coanut trees.; ‘The typhoon extended
as far west as Guam. At the Manila
observatory .on. March 30th the ty-
phoon was registered as being north-
east of Yap, in the western Caroline:
Of° March 318t i
north of Yap,' indfcating a danger
zone of the entire atea between: the
Carolines and Philippines; The ac-
curacy, of the observations of the
Manila observatory  were confirmed on
receipt of advices from Yap and the
Carolines.

The island of Ulie was entirely
destroyed, and the waves which
passed over this island Kkilled two
hundred persons. Heavy loss of life
was reported from other . islands.
Some were entirely covered; and na-
tives were rescued - days  afterward
clinging to the tops of cocoanut trees
On Wilson island twenty people were
killed, ‘and on Sorol, or Philip island,
which lies ‘between Yap and Ulie, fifty
people were killed.

The majority of the islands were
desolated, and the loss is ‘stated to be
considerable.

AFTER TIMBER THIEVES

Provincial Timber Agent Transféers
His Activity to Burrard Inlet

New Westminster, May 27,—John
Murray, provincial government timber
agent, who has been very active in
getting after the timber thieves, has
transferred his campaign . to. Burrard
Inlet.

Opposite ' Barnet and between that
point and Port Moody there are large
reserves, which in the early days were
set aside for the admiralty. These re-
serves have been transferred- to the
government. . Small- loggers managed
to reap a rich harvest from shingle-
bolts, there being a considerable quan-
tity of cedar on the reserves.

Mr. Murray visited the reserves on
Saturday, and succeeded in locating
two camps. In both cases ihe men
were ordered to pull their stakes and
leave 'at once, unless they wished to
be placed under arrest, and in both
cases the order was complied with
without delay.

FIND STOLEN FURS

Vernon Chio\f of Police Discovered
Proceeds of Recent Burglary

Vernon, B. C. May 27%Chief of
Police Edwards has. returned from the
coast, where he made ' inguiries ' for
the furs which were stolen from the
store of W. C. Pond here. He reports
that most of the furs have been re-
covered..” The furs stolen included two
pair otter gauntlet gloves, six or more
tanned otter skins; ten or eleveh lynx
skins, two marten -skins, eight or ten
mink, two skunk, a bunch of twelve or
more mink skins, three red or grey
fox skins, an Isabella fox stole, two
Isabella foxes.

Chief Edwards states that it has
been the general impression that the
burglars would not dare to go to Van-
couver with their loof, but he thought
that he would take a look around any-
way. He.says that in one place where
the bulk of the furs were, the propri-
etor gave him every information pos-
sible, and that there is hope that the
Vancouver detectives wil? land the men
who disposed of them by the descrip-
tion 'he has given. Another .small
dealer had some of the furs.

New South Wales.—The customs
authorities have furnished me in de-
tail with the imports and exports
from and to Canada for the year 19086.
The goods of Canadian origin received
into New South Wales from the other
statés of the Commonwealth are giyen
as £24,758, which would make the to-
tal receipts of goods from Canada in-
to this state at £178,481. These fig-
ures, as it will be seen, include some
goods that did not originate in Can-
ada, but came via Vancouver. ' On the
other hand, it. omits Canadian goods
that came by New York. -

It seems to be impossible, from an
figures available, to ertain what is
the actual trade betWeen this state,
or indeed the whole of the Common-
wealth, and Canada.” A létter received
by the last mail from a Canadian
exparter, states that his invoices were
directly upon New York, where his
goods are paid for, and that he is un-
able to trace them afterwards.

The Australian yield of wheat is es-
timated at 71,138,697 bushels, as
against 68,520,772 bushels in 1905-6
and 54,497,382 bushels in 1904-5. The
estimates of the Australian ¢rop com-
monly are a little high, but against a
return of 71,000,000 bushels it should
leave for export abont, 40,000,000 bush-
els, . The export last year was 37,639
bushels, though it was estimated a
year ago that it would have gone up
40,000,000 bushels. .

The New Zealand harvest has been
a very poor one for all grain crops.
The yield is estimated by the govern-
ment to have been 4,948,440 buShels.
The New Zealand production has de-
clined for several years.

It was estimated that about one and
three-quarter million - bushels were
carried over from the crop of the. pre-
vious year, which” with this -year's
crop would give enough for home con-
sumption. As stocks are not allowed
to go 8o bare, New Zealand will re-
quire to import some from Australia.
There should be a demand, however,
for Canadian hard wheat flour, and
arrangements have been made for se-
curing it, :

Oats have been cultivated inSNew
Zealand to a greater- extent than
wheat. The South African war gave
a great impetus to the production of
this grain, for which the . southern
portion of the island was suited. Since
the war there has been a decrease in
the acreage sown, and decrease in the
yield per ‘acre,. it having been 25
bushels to the acre as against 45
bushels per acre in 1902-3. Barley,
which- is not so large a crop, was also
a poor one this year, having returned
26 bushels per acre, as against 40.69
in 1902-3. It must be noted that the
Year 1902-3 was almost a record year
in New Zealand agricuiture. The re-
turn of wheat this year is nearly an
average of ‘the yield for - ten °years
from 1891 to 1901. The diminution of
the yield does not, therefore, neces-
sarily indicate serious soil deteriora-
tion, though it is natural to expect
that the small area steadily cultivated
is producing this consequence.

The area devoted to grain in New
Zealand has been decreasing' some-
what, but the acreage devoted to
grass and green crops have rapidly
increased, having doubled in .the last
twenty years. Dairying and the rais-
ing of lambs for the English market
has proved more profitable than the
growing of grain, except during the
years of the South African war. New
Zealand has hitherto supplied Aus-
tralia with some of -its barley and a
considerable quantity of its oats, but
should the lessened production con-
tinue, it will have little or nothing to
spare for any deficiency in the yield
of Australia, Should the next Aus-
tralian harvest be seriously affected
by drought, there would be a heavy
demand upon Canada to supply the
Australian requirements.

The latest price that I have of flour
at Wellington, New Zealand, is Aus-
tralian;, £9 5s to £9 10s per ton. The
duty is £1 per ton.

BOLD THEFT IN PICTURES

London, May 28.—Almost under the
noseé of the police who were guard-
ing the Royal Academy pictures now
on exhibition in Burlington house, one
of the private galleries in Bond street,
just around the corner, was swept
clean of its pictures during the night.
The thieves got away with 55 can-
vasses without leaving a clue to their
identity. The pictures belonged to
an artist who was to have opened an
exhibition of them today.

PROBLEMS CONFRONTING
RALWAY COMMISSION

Outline of Complexity and Mag-
nitude of the Work in
Hand

Ottawa, May 28.—A review of the
problems in connection with Canadian
railways which the railway commis-
sion is now grappling with emphasizes
the immense importance of the com-
mission to the public welfare, and the
complexity and magnitude of the work
it is doing. In addition to the tele-
phone inquiry, now. proceeding in Mon-
treal and the pending investigation o;
the rates charged by express compan-
fes, the board’s agenda includes the
following . subjjecis:: The preparation
of a new schegdwle of freight rates
from Vancouver eastward to meet the
complaints now made that there is am
unfair discrimination in favor of west-
bound traffic; the drafting of new
freight tariffs from Western. Ontario
eastward to correct. many anomalies
on rates from Windsor, Sarnia, Chat-
ham and other Ontario points, as com-
pared with the lower rates for a longer
haul charged from Petroit, Port Huron
and other Americah points;- the draft-
ng of a new form for bills of lading
to meet the objections now made by
boards of trade, the Manufacturers’
association and shippers generally; de-
ciding on a new set of uniform operat-
ing rates for all the railways, to in-
sure greater safety to the public and
to employees of railroads; the com-
pelling of the railway companies to
improve rolling stock, roadbed and
equipment so as to adequately handle
freight traffic and' relieve congestion;
the investigation of the many accidents
which have resulted in the past few
months from broken rails, with a view
‘to placing the blame an_q guarding
against further accidents from the
cause; = finally, the whole problem of
western transportation. All these
problems are pressing for solu-
tion-at a time when the ordinary rou-
tine of ecrpssings In connection with
applications for locations and minor
matters was never so great.

New Operating Rules.

On June 1st next the commission
will receive the report of the joint
committee, representing five of the
larger railways, appointed some months
ago to draft a new set of wuniform
operating rules. The commission will
insist on many changes in the present
rules on some of the railways, which
have been shown to be too lax for the
safety of both public and. employees.
In this connection it may be pointed
out that the railway officials have
shown great willingness to support
the commission’s efforts in this direc-
tion, but they maintain their great dif-
ficulty lies not in the preparation of
operating rules, but in getting the men
to observe them, It is a fact that most
of the accidents which have occurred
have been. caused by disobedience of
orders or negligence on the part of
the employees. In connection with the
improvement of roiling stock, roadbed
and equipment, the commission is re-
ceiving detailed reports as to the con-
ditions on the various roads, and every
effort will be made to compel the rail-
ways to remedy the failure of the past
vear so as to adequately provide for
the rapidly growing traffiic’ of the
country. In respect to the congestion
in the west particularly, the reports
of Messrs. Drury and Dillinger, who
have been -engaged for some months
past in going over the lines of the
Canadian Pacific and Canadian North-
ern, indicate that radical measures
must be taken to' remedy conditions.
The chief fault lies in the lack of mo-
tive power, not in scarity of cars.

- POLTIGIMS - GATHER

Said That Premier ‘Gouin Went
‘to Stay Publication of
Quebsc Paper

Facetious in tone, a letter which
appeared in the last issue of Le Na-
tionaliste, describes Rome as now be-
ing the Mecca of Canadian politicians,
even going to the length of asserting
that-the Hon. Mr. Fielding is to Bo
there to make amends for his past
position - relative .to school matters,
says the Montreal Star.

The letter, which is dated from
Quebec, and which has the appear-
ance of having been indited by Mr.
Asselin himself, .begins by saying that
the visit to Rome of Premier Gouin
was for the purpose of conferring
with vatican authorities about a pro-
posed new publication presently to
appear in the city of Quebec. The
paper will come out under the aus-
pices of the recently formed society
in the ancient capital called the Cath-
olic Social Action, which, being under
the distinguished patronage of the
Archbishop of Quebéc, has created a
great deal of interest among the poli-
ticlans of the province. The new
association will, it is said, wage war
against “stupid partizanship,” what-
ever that: means, and will also de-
nounce electoral corruption in all its
forms. 22

Le Nationaliste says that the prem-
ier of Quebec went to Rome to oppose
the founding of such a newspaper,
and the same -article announces that
the papal ‘secretary of state has ex-
perienced grave doubts as to the sin-
cerity of Canadian public men.

“Rome,” says the same letter, “is at
present the Mecca of Canadian politi-
clans, Sir Wilfrid will repair there be-
fore he returns to Canada, and he will
also be joined in the Hternal City by
Hon. Mr. Fielding. One does not have
to be exceedingly farseeing to guess
the mission of Hon. Mr. Fielding to
the Holy See. The finance minister
has, by his conduct in the Manitoba
school question, strongly alienated the
sympathies © of the Roman Catholic
clergy, but as ' Sir Wilfrid wants to
make him his successor, the present
trip to Rome i3 quite in order.

“Ag a matter of fact, our present
day Radicalg can, on the gquestion of
playing with the influence of the cler-
icals, give pointers to Sir Hector Lan-
gevin in his most palmy days. Mr.
Fielding will, however, have to go to
Rome several tirhes before he is able
to carry off the prize, because Hon.
Mr. Aylesworth is on his track. It has
‘been noticed since the minister of jus-
tice entered parliament-that he has
been paying court to the French Can-
adian members. In' the first place he
passed a law abolishing the French
version of the statutes, and then he
proceeded to “No. 16” to smoke French
tobacco with Mr, Eloi Archambault. In
fact he finds Mr. Charles Gauvrean's
speeches on the lighting of lighthouses
admirable, and never fails to ask Dr.
Bourbonnais, the member for Sou-
langes, if there are always a lot of
children coming into the world in his
county.,” .

After alluding to other mannerisms
of the present minister of justice, the
Nationaliste writer-declares that of all
the ministers of the present cabinet
the only one acceptable to the French
Canadians for prime minister would be
fion. Sydney Fisher, whom he. de-
scribes as an able and honest admin-
istrator;- and a much more sagacious
politician than would -have ever been
supposed. As a pointer, the writer
nominates Hon. Mr. Fisher on the
spot as leader of the party and suc-
cessor to Sir Wilfrid, and expresses
surprise  that the French ' members
never thought of him before,

Site Has Many Advantages
Over Prince Rupert

The old-time- residents of the north-
ern section of the province are as yet
unsettled in their minds respecting the
probable terminus of the Grand Trunk

Pacific Railway - and other possible
transcontinental lines. A  prominent
resident of Port Simpson who has been
in the.north.-many years says there are
disadvantages connected with the pro-
posed Kaijen Island terminus which will
render it unsatisfactory for a Pacific
Coast_port. Imperial surveyors who
have charge of the hydrographic sur-
veys of the channels leading to Prince
Rupert are finding many reefs which
have - been . hitherto uncharted, ~and
“deep-water navigation is not unlikely
to prove perilous,” he says.

On the other hand, the Kitamaat Val-
ley route has such material and obvious
m{;antages that large holdings of prop-
erty have been secured there by capital.
ists and .others interested in railway
promotion. A minor block of land. is
held at Kitamaat by the Grand Trunk
Pacific while MacKenzie & Mann have
a large tract, and F. S. Barnard of Vic-
‘toria has also secured a considerable
area. It is said that the road from
Kitamaat east . affords a natural pass
through the mountains, with easy
grades and the avoidance of sharp
curves -such as engineers make every
effort to escape. Navigation from
Kitamaat south of Queen  Charlotte
Islands is safe and avoids the long
curve necessary to reach Prince Rupert
by. way of the south of the Aleutian
Island and north of the Queen Charlotte
group. .

These conditions provoke a feeling of
uncertainty among the old-time northern
settlers which is not dispelled by . the
fact that operations for construction of
terminal facilities at Prince Rupert are
under way. The advantages of Kita-
maat as well as. the shorter haul by
brail render their .faith in Prince Rupert
somewhat lukewarm.

COTTON CONFERENCE

Vienna, May 28.—The internatienal
cotton conference was opened here
vesterday. There are over 250 dele-
gates in attendance, and the sessions
will last for three days. Mr. Macara,
for Great Britain, and Harvey Jordan,
for the United States, delivered ad-
dresses, in which they reviewed the
efforts of their ' respective govern-
ments to. put a stop to illegitimate
speculation in. cotton.. The delegates

were received by Emperor Francis
Poseph at the Hofburg and were wel-
comed to Vienna by him.

REPORT ON THE NEW .
PROCESS OF SHELTING

Valuable Results Are Achieved
in Dr. Haanel’s Thermo-
Electric Experiments

Dr. Haanel, Dominion superintend-
ent of mines, in his excellent report
upon the experiment made last year
in smelting of Canadian ores by the
thermo-electric process at Stult Ste.
Marie, gives the following summary
of results:

1st—Canadian ores, chiefly magnet-

ites, can be as economically smelted as
hematites by the electrothermic pro-
cess.
., 2nd—Ores of high sulphur content
can be made into pig iron containing
only a few thousandths of a per cent.
of sulphur.

3rd—The silicon content can be var-
ied as required for the class of pig to
be produced. ,

4th—Charcoal, which can be cheaply
produced from mill refuse or "~wood
which could not be otherwise utilized,
and peat coke, can be substituted for
coke without being briquetted with the
ore.

6th—A. ferro-nickel pig can be pro-
duced practically free from sulphur

and of fine quality from roasted nic-
keliferous pyrrhotite.

8th—Titaniferous iron ores contain-
ing up to five per cent. car be success-
fully treated by the electro-thermic
process.

Dr. Haanel in his general remarks
says: “The far-reaching consequence
of the gratifying result achieved by
these experiments will be at once ap-
parent.
too, high in sulphur to be handled by
the ©blast furnace and consequently
have so far been of no commercial
value. But the very best of pig iron
as has been proven, can be made from
ores which contain as high as 1.5 per
cent. of sulphur. A blast furnac will
not usually handle an ore which con-
tains more than 0.1 pér cent. of sul-
phur, and requires therefore, an ore
which cannot be obtained at a low fig-
ure.

“Regarding the water power requir-
ed for the application of this process
it may be stated that many water
powers exist in Ontario and Quebec
surrounded by iron ore fields, in local-
ities’ ill adapted for the application of
electric energy for any other purpose, |
which could be developed to furnish
an electric horse power year for from
$4.50 to $6. With such a price for the
energy required, the small consump-
tion of electrode, the cheapness of the
ore employ¥ed, and the peculiar excel-
electric
smelting of iron ores in Canada in pro-
perly constructed furnaces; using
charcoal or peat coke, made from our
peat bogs of enormous extent, may be
pronounced commercially feasible. Un-
der the prevailing conditions in Gan-
ada it now only remains for the engin-
eer to désign a plant on a commercial
scale, say of 100 to 160 tons output,
with all the necessary labor-saving
appliances. Just as in the case of the
blast furnace so likewise with the elec-
tric furnace, experience gained will
result in further economy and the day
may not be far distant when the car-
bon monoxide, which is of high calor-
ific value, and which at present as a
product of  the reaction taking place
in the electric furnace is allowed to es-
cape without utilization will be em-
ployed for increasing.the output by
something like one-fourth. When this
is accomplished, the blast furnace
could not compete with the electric
furnace, even .under conditions where
coke might be cheaper than at present
quoted in Ontario gnd Quebec.

“With the present advance which
has been made in the transmission of
electric energy, batteries of electric
furnaces could be set up at various
iron ere deposits,” which could be fed
with electric “energy from some cen-
trally located water-power, thus af-
fecting a saving of the transportation
costs of the ore from the mine to the
furnace.”

It is estimated that a 10,000 horse-
power’ plant capable of producing 12¢
tons of pig iron per day, of 24 héurs,
would cost $700,000. - This, with inter-
est, depreciation, etc., allowed for
would make the expense of production
$2.43 per ton for 43,200 tons. Adding
to this the cost of ore, charcoal; labor,
eleetric energy, general expenses, etc.,
the estimate is e that a ton of
pig iron can be produced for $10.69.

The electric smelting plant at pres-
ent under econstruction at  Welland,
Ont., is expected to produce 35 to 40
tons of pig iron per day.

The writer says
that he is able to publish the text of
a petition which the Pope himsélf has
received from 3,000, French priests and
curates on the abolition of clerical
celibacy.

He declares that the signers are all
priests past the marrying age, who
speak nowise in youthful warmth, but
solely out of the fulness of experience
weighed with the responsibilities con-
fession has thrust upon them.

The paper sent to Rome states that
“among all the problems now con-
fronting the prelates of France none
is more important than the question
of clerical celibacy. The solution” of
this question should be forthcoming
with brief delay, and this solution we
do not hesitate to predict should, by
human nature. by right, and by the in-
struction of the Evangel, be a decree
abolishing ecclesiastical celibacy, thus
rendering marriage optional to - the
clergy. We write these lines coldly
and advisedly, with conviction, and
with no other concern than the desire
to tell the truth and nothing but the
truth. We say aloud what others
think- or whisper, guided: solely by
care for the health of souls, and the
future of the Catholic religion in
France.” '
