: Were it not a solid fact that trade with
the West Indies is really and truly of
great importance to morthern countries,

- "in both Canads and the United States.
Halifax and 8t. John are astir over \it, and

. the Globe's howl aboutthe worthlessness of
this particular trade to Canadais hushed, A
draft treaty between Spain and the Unfited
States has been agreed wpon by the two
governments, but is of none effect until
approved by the American senate. The
question of its adoption is now pending,
and to day the Spanish treaty ‘is the most
promivent subject of dikcrssion dn, the
Ameticin papers. Some fre for it and
some against it; the chief opposing
interests being the Louisiana sugar plan-
“ters: and cigar makers all over. . The
treaty, although made by the government
of Madrid, does not apply to Spain herself,
but ouly to.the islands of Cuba and' Porto
Rieo.

Some of the objections made appzar to
have been based on insufficient informa-
tion as to what the treaty really is. ~ Oze
objection, however, that appears to bave
some force, is thus stated by the Cgicago
Tribune: ‘

“ Byt the treaty does not stipulate, so far as
now appears, that Spain shall levy no internal
or export tax upon the sugar of Cubaand Porto
Rico sent to this courtry. If not, then it is.a
fool's bargain, and the tffect will b: to trans-
fer $50,000 of Awerican revenue into the cof-
fers of Spain. - Wheu congress some years ago
repea ed the duty on coffee—a purely revenue
tax—Brazil imposed an export tax about equal
to the import tax which the United States re-
mit> d. The eonsequence was that the Ameri-

., can people paid as much for their coffee as
before. while the government of Brazil col-
lected from’ American consumers $6,000,000 to
$8.000,000 of revenue from sales of coffee,
which had previously been paid into the
American treasury.’

By a certain school of philogophers it is
held that any taxes imposed by any nation
are always.and wholly paid by -its own
citizens, and never by citizens of any other
nation with whom it has trade and traffic;
There are. some indisputable facts, how-
ever, that do not easily bend to this theory,
That of the Braszil coffee export tax is ong,"
and  the sugar trade of Cuba some
‘years ago furnished another, when prices
were high and the outside demand,
large, an export duty was oollected in
Cuba by the Spanish authorities, More
than once this export duty was raised, and
each time the foreign buyer paid it, and
just charged his customers sg much the
more when seliing to them, - Of late years,
however, European beet sugar has con-
trolled the market, and the trick can no
longer be done. But the fact that it was
systematically done during many years is

* sure emough, ; 7

What we would chiefly mote just now,
however, is the present remarkable North
American craze after trade with the West’
Iodies. The other day the Globe had it
proved to a demonstration that the West
India trade—at .all events as far as the
British West Indies are concerned—was

VWhat Cieveland Fatd.

It is true ‘enough that there is great
complaint of short empleyment and re-
duced wages in the Ubited States at pres-
ent. But to speak of these as being ‘:‘he
fruits of protection” is utter nonsense,
Not protection, but the fear that protec-
tion may be too much meddled with and
have the strength taken out of it, is what
cauges the present lack .of confidence,
There is strong proof of this in. the fact
that the president-elect, when giving rea-
sons why people should be hopeful ‘of the
future, took special pains t3 impress it
upon his hearers that under his adminis-
tration there would be no tariff changes of
a revolutionary charaster—nothing to cause
alarm: to "established iodustries, Now,
had he believed that protection was what
was making the trouble, and that people
generally believed this—the right thing
for him to have said would have been
somewhat as follows: * Fellow-citizens,
fear not, but just wait a little longer.
Soon a democratic congress will give youn
a tariff for revenue only, and I, as a demo-
cratic president, will be only too harpy to
sign the bill, Then, under a system as
meuy to iree trade as revenue requirements
will permit, the country wiil start on such
a glorions commercial career as she has
never known before. Our prosperity will
then advance by leaps and bounds,” But
he said nothing of the kind., All his e®ort
was to do what he could towards restoring
confidence by assuring the country thatits
protected indastries were in no danger
whatever from . his accession to power.
This fact alone speaks volumes, but no cx-
planation of what jt meang can ‘be

Manitoba in consequence of this
operation. But the credit obtained from the
bank of Montreal is not four millions, but less
than one million. It may, indeed, exceed this
sum if the Tmnt.lw of wheat purc:ased
Mr. Mitchell runs much over a million bush-

.els, but as yet a credit for that quantity will

cover the transaction.

Meantime it is a solid fact that farmers

der are getting better prices for their wheat
than'are being paid on the American side. .
Minnesota farmers are actually taking
their wheat aoross to Emerson and paying
the duty of 15 cents per bushel, and even
then having more to carry home than they
would have had by selling on' their owa
side, This cannot happen to any very
large extent, we fancy; but that it should
happen at all is something that thdse who
have been crying down the Canadian side
ought to explain, if they can.

The New York World cites figures to
show that the ‘‘solid south,” so-called, is
not nearly so eolid now as it used td be.
Majorities for Cleveland in southern states
are less than those for' Hancock were four
years ago. On the otHer hand the number
of republican votes cast in the south has
increased both absolutgly and compara-
tively, The truth of the statement as to
what has been may be admitted; yet after
all it may be that the recent victory will
go far towards making the south “solid”
once more.

Among other things that have come eut

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HOW RAIN DROPS BEAGH WS

Eaterssting Theory of Their l‘n-&

g and Descont.

The very minute particles of which
clouds are composed afe moving down»
ward in consequence of the attraction of
gravify ; but by reason of the resistance
which the air offers to their descent,
they are only moving very slewly, says
Professor Osborne Reynolds. ' ®ince,
however, the resistance offered to the
rassage of large drops js much smaller
11 prop?rtion to their weight than, that
offered to small drops, it follows that the
large drops will descend faster than the
s nalicr ones, and. will overtake thewn,
coming into collision with any which are
ia thie dureet line of their descent.

When two drops collide they will
unite to form, a larger drop, which will

descend with increased velocity, sweep-

thus infeasing in size until it enierges
from the cloud. Since uiany clouds are
soveral miles in thickness, it is easy to
seo that a particle descending from the
upper part of thecloud may become a
‘raindrop of considerable size before it
emerges from the cloud. In their: pas-
saco from the clond to the earth’ the
larger raindrops will overtake the small
ones in a pregisely similar way. It is,
of course, well known that large clouds
niay exist-without any rain falling from
them. In soine cases rain is actually
formed, but evaporates and is again
converted into vapor before it cah reach
the ground ; in many cases the non-for-
mation of rain is possibly due to the
fact that under certain uninown atmos-
pheric or other conditions the particles
forming the clouds do' not. unite when
they collide.

A's an agent of geological change, rain
is of the greatest importance. It plays
o large part in the disintegration of
rocks, and the formation of soils, washes
the smaller particles into streams and
rivers, and is, in fact, one of the most
jniportant of the ' various denuding
agents. Indeed, since rainis the ulti-
mate source of all our brooks, rivers, &c.,
it may be said to be the principal agent

 of g-ological change on the earth's sur
face.

The amodnt of rain fall varies very
considerably in different countries, and

 in different parts of the same, country,
depending on geographical pesition, the
conformation of the surface of the graund,
the proximity of large lakes and the
sea, ot¢, The heaviest annual fall of
rain occurs in the zone of calms, over
the equatorial region of the Atlantio and
Pacific oceans, and on the west coasts
of the British Isles; India, Norway; North
and SoutlijAmerica and ‘New -Zealand.

i A Robin Roost.

. Theré is in Harrisburg, N.C., a place
wliero ,thousands of robins congregate
gvery night. A correspondent who
visited the spot thus describes the scene:
Getting down into a long stratch of bot-
tom land, something over a mile from
the depot, we found that the roost was
in an immense canebrake. From all
divections, great flocks of robins were
flying across the heavens, all winging
their way to the rcost: For fully an
Lionr one bird after another went by,
until the canebrake was fully alive
with the feathered tribe ; and before it
wus dark a large party set out to make
their war upon them.

There were sixty-eight men and boys
in the crowd, each carrying a stick and
a torch or a lantern. , The roost_having
been reachod, action commenced. The
cancbrake is about a mile long, and ex-
tends a considerable distance on eithexr
side of the creell. It seemed thatyeach
individual cane was bent down with its
load of birds. From all sides hundreds
of blinded and bewildered birds flew
aboui, striking against each other and
avainst the canes, making & noiso that
yosembled a mighty wind. All through
the brake torches gleamed, men shouted,
and the deadiy stick was going right and
left. The birds, never left the brake,
put flew about in  confusion, unable to
escape the weapous in theé hands of the
imen, who plied them for about an hour.
