Austria Concentrating Large Bod lee flf 
Troops on the Galician Frontier.

London, April 9.—A Vienna despatch 
that the Austrian Go 

lying reassured by Russia’s 
friendly designs, has already concentrated * 
large bodies of troops at Tamopol and Brody V 
to watch the Galician frontier. The 10th 
corps under Reinlander has been reinforced 
by a portion of the 1st corps and Prints 
mi* jjiiftffiBWfiOiflt) mm 
frontier with a large force of cavalry. Count 
Hartenau, formerly Prince Alexander of 
Bulgaria, who is now an officer in the Aus­
trian service, has, it is stated, been called 
into consultation at the war office with the 
view of utilizing hie services in an important 
command.

The Austrian authorities have great con­
fidence in the abilities of the Prince, which 
were proven in the war between Servis and 
Bulgaria. It Js said that the Austria* 
Government has important secret informa­
tion from Russia which is the basis of it* 
warlike preparations.

The German Kaiser has laid out a personal 
program which apparently does not taka 
into account an early declaration of hostili­
ties. On the 22nd he is going to Wartburg 
for some black cock shooting, and after 
spending a few days there he will proceed 
on a visit to Count Goerz in Upper Hesse, to 
shoot on his estates. The Emperor will not, 
as has been expected, go thenoe to Alsace- 
Lorraine. If he pays a visit to those pro­
vinces at all this year it will not be before 
September. It is to be noted, however, that 
twice as many officials have been detailed as 
during the Kaiser’s shooting trip to Silesia 
as messengers to carry any information 
from the Chancellor to the Kaiser during 
the absence of the latter from the capital, 
state secrets not being entrusted either to the 
post or telegraph.

Apparently by some understanding with 
Austria, Germany has suddenly begun to in­
crease the forces near the Russian frontier 
aud to hasten the completion of works in­
tended to facilitate the transportation of 
troops. All indications go to show that a 
Russian invasion would be met by formid­
able armies of the allies, whether first di­
rected against Austria or Germany or both 
countries at once. On the French side Ger­
many has a series of fortresses that could 

fail to delay invasion long enough to 
give ample time for the concentration of the

What Caused the Fire.

The cause of the fire so far remains a mys­
tery.

A Railway Commission.
Shippers and handlers will forever be in S 

state of unrest until a railway commission is 
created. When a shipper, as things now 
are, gets into disfavor with the railroad man­
agement he can be squeezed out of business 
through extortionate chargee and fatal de­
lays. That this is perhaps rarely practised 
does not make it a less serious matter, for it 

, is at all times a possible contingency. Special 
rates are enjoyed by some, while others 
suffer under irregularities contrary to 
law and good principle. But until there is a 
railway commission the process by which 
justice is reached is so expensive and vex­
ations! y slow, and petty retaliations so cer­
tain, that shippers are apt to quietly submit 
and inwardly fume at injustices which they 
cannot afford to remedy.

A railway commission is a court whose 
proceedings are summary, with every facility 
for passing upon stfch cases as may properly 
come before it, and as legal counsel need not 
be employed the expenses are light It would 
deal with all cases between rail way companies 
and corporations, as well as with individual 
shippers. Its judgments would be summary 
and final. The Canada Lumberman for April 
has a strong article on the creation of a rail­
way commission and the sins of the railways, 
from which we quote:

The matter of special and discriminating 
rates was amply proven by the sworn testi­
mony of the chief freight agents of both the 
G.T.’R. and C.P.R., as given before the Royal 
Commission at Montreal, where they ex­
plicitly declared that they have general 
rates, special rates and “ special ” special 
rates. Then again they are hurt­
ing very seriously the shipping trade 
of this country with Great Britain and 
the Continent, and the amount of which they 
rob the Canadian farmer annually foots up 
to something in th° millions. In the testi­
mony given at Montreal it is asserted that 
the Canadian roads have lost money upon 
the carriage of American freight, while in 
the same examination it transpires that the 
roads are matting money. Now there is but 
one deduction which we can draw from this 
and it is that the Canadian sbippei 
farmer is made to pay the losses which 
roads have made in their unfair fight 
with tueir Yankee competitors. But 
we have other proof than that dedueible 
from their own sworn testimony. We can 
adduce abundant evidence to show that the 
Canadian roads make a general practice of 
carrying flour, grain and other heavy 
freight cheaper from Minneapolis or Chicago,, 
to the seaboard than from Toronto.not to men­
tion Winnipeg or other points wbicù would 
be entitled to the same rates at least. Now, 
Toronto is at least 800 miles nearer the sea­
board than Minueapo 
than Chicago. W
carrying wheat and flouF from Winni­
peg to Toronto at 47 cents per cwt. they 
charged but 15 cents per cwt. from Minne­
apolis.

How to Make City Water Potable.
A well-known city physician supplies The 

World with the following method adopted 
by him in his own house in order to get pure 
drinking water:

Apparatus needed—A teakettle (4 qt.), an 
oyster shell, a four-quart covered pail, a 
large tin or glass funnel, a small package of 
absorbent cotton. Nearly every household 
has these in possession. First, boil the water 
in the kettle containing an oyster shell to 
precipitate the lime; second, pour the boiled 
water into bucket for settling and cooling, 
stir in as much powdered alum as will lie on 
a 10 cent piece and cover it securely against 
dust; third, when cool filter the clear water 
through a funnel with the nozzle packed 
with some absorbent cotton, enough to drip 
slowly into a pitcher. The alum is needed to 
precipitate the clay in suspension in the 
water, which it does effectually. The oyster 
shell attracts the lime in the process of boil-

He 
believed to the freest possible trade with 
Great Britain, but he found the same fault 
with the motion as did Mr. Bertram. -.“How 
can our agricultural interests be developed 
if the price of farm products is not to be en­

ured by closer trade relations with Great 
Britain!” In his concluding remarks he 
spoke in a pessimistic tone of the condition 
of the Canadian farmers, which was far 
worse than that of their English confreres. 
“If I contemplated going into farming, par­
ticularly stock-raising, I would locate in 
Great Britain.” „

Mr. James E. Bailie said Canada would 
probably be snubbed if she asked such a 
thing as the motion amied at.

Mr. Hugh Blain contended that it the 
clause to which Messrs. Bsrtram and Jaffray 
oojected was eliminated it would spoil the 
whole matter. He said that the total popu­
lation of the British Empire was one-fourth 
of that of the world, and therefore it was 
quite within her province to dictate a policy 
of free trade to that portion of the earth's 
population. If we can gain this free trade 
with that one-fourth of the globe, we ought 
to be cordially in favor of it [Hear, hear.] 

The resolution was carried unanimously. 
Mr. D. R. Wiikie moved that the Dominion 

Government be requested to bring the atten­
tion of the Imperial Government to the pro­
priety of convening a conference of repre­
