Do Things Well. '

After all they do some things 
pretty well in Germany even if they 
do get excited about Great Britain at 
times, and cause Great Britain to 
get excited in return. A writer 
points out that long ago the Ger­
mans solved the problem of utilizing 
their road sides. They plant fruit­
bearing trees along the highway and 
protect them. These trees not only 
serve the purpose of affording shade, 
but they are a source of profit to the 
community. The fruits are gathered 
and sold and the proceeds go to a 
fund which is used for maintaining 
the roads. Thus the roads are rend­
ered to some extent self-supporters, 
and the tax-payer is relieved of a 
portion of his burden. The strangest 
part of the story is that the fruit is 
seldom stolen, except by foreigners, 
and the trees seldom injured.

One can imagine what the result 
would be if the highways of Canada 
were lined with fruit trees. It is to 
be feared that little of the proceeds 
from the sale of the fruit would go 
into the road-building fund, for the 
reason that but little of the fruit 
would be left to be gathered. Not 
only that, but the trees would be 
destroyed in the efforts to get the 
fruit. Has the average Canadian a 
less highly developed sense of per­
sonal honesty and of public duty and 
responsibility than the average Ger­
man ? Maybe not, but the average 
Canadian has not been so carefully 
trained in the application of his 
notions of honesty to the duties of 
citizenship.

The gravity of the present situ­
ation in regard to the coining seeding 
time cannot be too often or too 
strongly criticised.

non-existent. In all such localities 
immediate provision should be made 
for obtaining supplies from quarters 
in which satisfactory seed is obtain­
able. The situation is particularly 
serious in the matter of clover and- 
alfalfa seed. The red clover seed 
crop of Ontario was exceptionally 
short last year and supplies are being 
brought in from abroad to make up 
for the deficiency.

POST OFFICE AND ARMORY
Ratepayers Meeting in the Town 

Hall. Friday Night.
(Report by Secretary)

The citizens' meeting called for the 
purpose of discussing the best method 
to be pursued for securing for the town 
a post office, custom’s office and aim- 
ory, was held in the Town Hall, Friday 
evening, and attended by a representative 
audience of a few score of the citizens.

Mr. A. E, Brown occupied the chair 
while S. Rivers acted as Secretary.

Mr. Brown, in outlining the wants of 
the town, said, that every town was, 
asking for a postoffice but he believed 
that the wants of Watford would appeal 
to the department. Believed we should 
have both postoffice and armory, but 
if we couldn’t have both, the post office 
and custom’s office were the preferable 
He understood Mr. Stapleford had re­
ceived much encouragement while in 
Ottawa.

Mr. W. E. Fitzgerald, Reeve, was next 
asked to address those present. He 
reviewed what had been done up to the 
present, read considerable correspon­
dence from members of several depart­
ments and felt that we might secure 
a dual building ; believed the prospects 
were bright for securing these buildings, 
but it behoved every citizen to put forth 
a personal effort, much lies with Mr 
Armstrong, but not everything. The 
Government has all statistics and it 
remains for us to press our claim.

In comment Mr. E. A. Brown thought 
a dual building would not be acceptable 
to the Government.

Mr. S. Stapleford, who had been in 
Ottawa as Watford’s representative, gave 
a very exhaustive resume of negotiations 
for some time past ; repeated his inter­
views with the ministers of various 
departments at Ottawa, and felt that 
our claims and offers had created a very 
favorable impression on the P. M, Gen­
eral who asked Mr. Stapleford on his' 
return to have Council collect all data 
in connection with the matter and for­
ward him the same together with what 
the town was willing to do, and also 
what the town desires from the Govern­
ment. Our work was therefore clearly 
defined, and we should proceed along 
these lines without any further delay 
with the question. He spoke very 
optimistic and urged personal work in 
the matter keeping in view the single 
object of getting those necessary build­
ings.

Mr. Harris thought that when we 
comply with the request of the Govern­
ment we might look for results, and not 
before, thought private communications, 
tojthe Ministers should be discontinued, 
and committee composed of the Council 
and representative citizens should be 
formed and the correspondence would 
then be ot an official nature, and would 
be so received by the Ministers of the 
Departments.

Dr. Kelly, repeated conversations and 
correspondence hé bad with the officers 
of the 27th Batallion respecting the 
armories, Col. Towers advised him a 
year ago that it would be a trame 
structure, which was not at all satis­
factory, and as Watford was now the head 
quarters for two companies (the Thedford 
Co.’s headquarters being transferred here 
recently), the D. O. C. recommended 
the Government to erect a "D" style of 
armory estimated cost about $7,000 or 
$8,000, but as no sites had been secured, 
the negotiations were not advanced. 
He felt that the armory was an assured 
thing, but should the Government not 
make good in the matter he felt disposed 
to retire, and that the Companies would 
be disbanded. Watford had the best 
claim of any town in the county, and 
thought we would certainly receive tbe 
armory if we presented our claim lairly 
to the department. If Watford provides 
the site the Government would assume 
all further burdens.

E. D. Swift, urged immediate'Laction. 
If we are derelict in our duties to the 
town things will go by default.

F. Luckham expressed himself as ~fff 
sympathy with the movement, and would 
give all the information the Depa tment 
desires The present premises, he was 
free to admit, were not at all sutisfactory. 
The P. O. Inspector states that better 
accommodation was necessary and must 
be provided.

It was generally thought by those 
present that It building option should 
be secured on a suitable site for both the 
armory and the P.O., and that the town 
enter into the negotations anew with 
vigor, forcefulness and determination. 
IJThe following motion was the put and 
carried, moved by J. Dt Brown, seconded 
by S. Stapleford :—j|

That this meeting advise our municipal 
council to make an offer to’the Dominion 
Government of free sides for a postoffice 
and an armory, aud that the following 
committee, E. A. Brown, S. Stapleford, 
Dr. Kelly and S. Rivers, be appointed to 
act with a committee of the Council to 
procure such buildings for Watford. 

Meeting then adjourned.

IMG POSTPONEMENT
British Government Hopes to 

Hold Back Strike. ‘

Only Chance Now of Averting Great 
Coal Mine Strike In England Lies 
In Getting the Mines to Delay 
Their Notices and Lloyd-George 
Will Urge That They Do This— 
Leaders’ Dispute Brings Hope.

London, Feb. 26.—One of the larg­
est mine owners in England, who lias 
taken part in the conferences with the 
Government, expressed the opinion 
last night that the only hope of pre­
venting a coal strike, which will in­
volve more than 800,000 miners, is foi- 
the Government to persuade the men 
to postpone their notices.

James Haslam, the Labor member 
for Derbyshire, and the agent of the 
Derbyshire Miners’ Association, has 
stated emphatically that this is im­
possible, as the miners have decided 
to stand together, and the Welshmen 
will persist in laying down their tools 
on Feb. 29 unless their demands are 
aoceeded to. Mr. Haslam added that 
the Derbyshire miners could settle 
the whole question in twenty-four 
hours, but they could not break away 
from their fellow-workers in other 
fields.

In other quarters a more optimistic 
feeling prevails, based on.o lack of 
harmony among the Welsh leaders, 
which may lead to a postponement of 
the notices. It is understood that Pre­
mier Asquith and Chancellor Lloyd- 
George will endeavor to induce the 
miners at Tuesday’s conference to 
hold their notices in abeyance tem­
porarily, and the owners to deal with 
all questions which have arisen, ex­
cept that relating to the minimum 
wage, at once, leaving the latter to 
be negotiated later. In the English 
districts, in case of a strik2, the min­
ers will be permitted to keep the 
mines clear.

Sensation Is Created In Europe by 
Reports of the Attack on City— 
Turkish Gunboats Were Lying In 
the Harbor and Were Promptly 
Destroyed — Italians Deny Firing 
Any Shells at the Citizens.

Beirut, Syria, Feb. 26.—A flotilla 
of Italian warships Saturday morn­
ing borSbarded this city, killing sixty 
peaceful inhabitants and wounding 
a large number of others. They also 
sank a number of small Turkish gun­
boats anchored in the port.

Appearing suddeny off the port, the 
commanders Of the Italian gunboat 
Volturno and the armored cruiser 
Guiseppe Garibaldi sent to the auth­
orities a peremptory demand for the 
sUrrender of the Turkish gunboats in 
the harbor.

Before the provincial governor could 
deliver his reply to the Italian Com­
manders or ask for time to negotiate, 
tlie cruisers opened a devastating fire.

In a short time the Turkish gun­
boats in the harbor were disabled 
and in a sinking condition. The cus­
tom house was greatly damaged and 
other buildings also suffered severely.

"Three torpedoes finally, destroyed 
the Turkish vessels. The Turks fought 
bravely but were qt a great disadvan­
tage, as they were unable to manoeu­
vre their vessels and their guns were 
of small calibre.

During the fighting in the harbor 
a mob looted the Government arsen­
al and seized rifles and ammunition. 
One shell burst close to an American 
building, but injured no one. All 
the Americans in the city are safe.

Italian Commander’s Version. 
Rome, Feb. 26.—The first official 

'statement of the destruction of two 
Turkish warships Saturday in Beirut 
harbor was received yesterday from 
Admiral Favarelli, commanding the 
squadron, to which the cruisers, Gui­
seppe Garibaldi and Franossco Ferru- 
ieio, the attacking vessels, are attach­
ed.
| The admiral sent the following de­
spatch:

i “I surprised the Turkish gunboat 
Avniilah ' and the torpedo boat An­
gora at daybreak in the port of Beirut. 
These ships were ordered to surren­
der, the time limit being fixed at nine 
o'clock. My decision was communi­
cated to the governor and consular 
authorities through the Turkish offi­
cer who came aboard.

“At nine o’clock a signal demand­
ing surrender was again hoisted. As 
Iio answer was given, fire was opened 
on the gunboat, which replied ener­
getically. At 9.20 the gunboat was 
silenced, fire having broken out on 

i board. Having suspended fire, I pro­
ceeded aboard the Guiseppe Garibaldi 
to the mouth of .the harbor, where an 
action ensued with the Angora, which 
was badly damaged. Her destruction 
was completed with a torpedo.

“The report that the town of Beirut 
was bombarded is absolutely false. 
The squadron then departed.”

, Admiral Faverelli received a de­
spatch from Admiral Direvel, who re­
turned to Beirut in the afternoon 
aboard the Francesco Ferrucio, to as­
certain if tha Turkish vessels were 
entirely qut of action. He' found on8 
of them still afloat and accordingly 
opened fire and sunk her with a few 
shots.

British Cruiser Leaves for Beirut. 
Malta, Feb. 26.—British armored 

cruiser Lancaster left here yesterday 
under sealed orders, presumably to 
protect British interests at Beirut. 

Expel! Italians From Syria. 
London, Feb. 26.—Turkey has de­

cided upon the expulsion of all Ital­
ians in Syria, according to a special 
despatch from Constantinople. The 
order will go into effect immediately, 
but fifteen days’ grace are allowed.

Sensation J n Paris.
Paris, Feb. 26.—The Italian action 

at Beirut has caused somewhat of a 
sensation here, for France, like other 
European countries, has important 
commercial interests and religious and 
educational establishments in that 
City. An outbreak of fanaticism, 
which the bombardment of Beirut is 
calculated to provoke, is feared, and 
to prevent as far as possible the nat- 
ural.. consequences 'i.

A QUEEN POTENTATE.

•Boss” of Manchuria Uses Dingy Cab 
for Carriage of State.

In spite of the fact that Manchuria 
has been declared a republic, with the 
viceroy as President. Jow Shoo 
the governor-general, long since 
known as the despot of Tsitsitcar, has 
no intention of resigning his unoffi­
cial position of power behind the 
throne of the nominal ruler of the 
country. For years his word has 
meant life or death to the North 
Manchurian and he will still, despite 
the changed conditions^ wield an al­
most autocratic power.1

He travels about in a carriage which 
it is impossible to mistake. Ahead of 
him ride two Manchu soldiers dressed 
in smart khaki uniforms of European 
pattern. His state carriage is really 
an old four-wheeled cab, such as 
might Mve bèen banished from some 
AmericaiVeit/y by the incoming taxi, 
except that it is drawn bv two un­
matched horses instead of a single 
animal. It has two windows on each 
side, the front ones fitted with shut­
ters. Through the rear ones, however, 
the potentate can be seen sitting tall, 
and erect, wearing a white conical 
lampshade hat, from which hang tas­
sels of red silk atid the famous pear 
cock feather of mandarinity. At the 
back, of the cab is a small platform 
on which stand two footmen. With­
out a moment’s cessation one of thpse 
men stamps on a loud bell, which 
givçs the effect of a complete Fire 
Department making its way through 
the crowded street of a big city. A 
single mounted soldier brings up the 
rear.

ROWS ROYAL.

Family Storms In Very Exalted Cir­
cles In Europe.

The old saying “As happy as 
king,” has gone out of favor. A-twen­
tieth century king has to keep a tight 
hand not only on hte wife and chil­
dren, but also upon the whole of his 
wide cjrch of royal relatives 

They may not marry, make a will, 
even write a book, without his con­
sent, und if they break the House 
Laws, it is the unlucky king’s duty to 
make things unpleasant all round.

No one can suppose for a minute 
that Alfonso of Spain enjoyed pitch­
ing into his aunt for publishing her 
very harmless little bock without first 
letting him see the proofs. But he 
had to do it.

The Infanta Eulalia’s book is the 
second royal production during the 
past twelve months to cause a big 
stir. The memoirs #of Louisa, ex- 
Crown Princess of Saxony, contained 
revelations which made more than one 
crowned head furious; but in this 
case the princess had already so com­
pletely ostracised herself that punish­
ment was impossible.

The Kaiser is, as a rule, very happy 
in his home life, but there has more 
than once been friction between him 
and his eldest son, the Crown Prince.

The first occasion was when the 
young prince went steeplechasing, a 
pastime his father detests, and rode 
his own horse in the race. The next 
was when he rode up the steps in 
Sans Souci Park at the head of his 
Guardsmen, whom he afterwards took 
to a circus. On both these occasions 
he was punished by confinement in 
his own quarters for forty-eight hours.

A little moie than a yçar ago the 
Crown Prince * appeared at a theatre 
in Berlin without first giving notice 
of his intention. The house was abso­
lutely full, and he was turned away, 
seatless. He didn’t mind, but his 
august father was furious, and talked 
a great deal about the thoughtlessness 
which had brought this “slight” upon 
the Hohenzollerns.

Two days’ arrest was the punish­
ment. And a similar penalty was in­
flicted more recently, when the Crown 
Prince" distinguished himself by tak­
ing a too active part in German poli­
tics.

One of the worst rows in the Ger­
man royal circle was caused by the 
conduct of Prince Joachim Albrecht 
of Prussia, the Kaiser’s first cousin. 
He is a very smart man, and, besides 
being a major in the Guards, has con­
siderable reputation as a composer vf 
light operatic music.

One night he appeared at a masked 
ball in evening dress, accompanied by 
a well-known variety actress, and 
wearing the silver star of the great 
Order of the Black Eagle.

The Kaiser was furious, and order­
ed the young man four days’ arrest. 
But there was worse to come. The 
prince* announced that he was going 
to marry the soubrette in question, 
who was ten years his senior. The 
Kaiser at once sentenced him to active 
service with the colonial army in 
Southwest Africa.

The worst and most bitter of all 
royal quarrels was that which result­
ed in the feud between the late King 
Leopold of Belgium and his daugh­
ter Princess Stephanie. This led to 
Princess Stephanie suing her' father 
for her portion of the property left 
by her mother.

The rupture between Stephanie and 
her father was caused by her marriage, 
to Count Lonyay, and the bitterness 
of the King’s feelings may be judged 
by the fact that he refused to be re­
conciled, even over the queen’s dead 
body.

Leonardo da Vinci.
Leonardo da Vinci, the celebrated 

Italian painter, sculptor and architect, 
died in 1519. He was born in 1452 
and became well versed in all the 
sciences and arts of his time. His 
most famous picture is “The Last Sup­
per,” painted on the wall of a convent 
at Milan. He is said to have antici­
pated Galilei, Kepler, Copernicus and 
others in their astronomical theôries 
and also some of the discoveries of 
recent geologists, though his views 
are expressed in somewhat vague lan­
guage.

Farmers’ Institute Meeting,
It is a matter of regret that the two 

sessions of Farmers’ Institute meetings 
held in the town on Feb. 14th were not 
more largely attended.

The speakers delegated by the Govern­
ment to conduct the meeting here, were 
men of more than ordinary ability, and 
the limited number who availed them­
selves of the opportunity to hear them 
speak, obtained a rich fund of unusually 
valuable information.

Mr. Silcox, of Iona, spoke on the sub­
ject, “Intensive Farming,” and depicted 
bow a farm of 150 acres was conducted 
within six miles of St. Thomas, so as to
Î'ield a receipts account of nearly *4,500.

he expenses, including all those incur­
red in conducting lhe farm and main­
taining the family were about *2,500. 
Interest was allowed upon an investment 
of *15,000 at 6 per cent, and the final 
summing up showed the farmer and his 
wife received *1,000 net for their labor 
during the year. In his address Mr. 
Silcox showed the strong points in the 
system that was followed, and again the 
places where the farmer had fallen down, 
and had only a deficit instead of a bal­
ance on hand in those departments. Mr. 
Silcox also went ÿ)to the subject of 
“Alfalfa Growing,” and showed that this 
crop alone was worth more to the Prov­
ince of Ontario than the output of all her 
mines and fisheries.

The Rev. John Morrison, of Sarnia, 
spoke in the afternoon with the subject, 
“Forestry, and the Preservation of the 
Farm Wood Lot.” By statistics he show­
ed that the wise and commendable course 
the several governments had, and are 
following in protecting our Forest 1 areas, 
and solicited the support of every indivi­
dual in sustaining them in their endea­
vors. He also showed how by fencing in 
the wood lot and keeping out all stock, 
nature would in a few years restore nat­
ural growth of timber, so that the farmer 
could cut sufficient for farm purposes 
without depleting the supply in perpetu­
ity.

At the evening session Mrs. Hunter, of 
Brampton, gave an excellent address on 
the subject of 1 ‘Little Things that Make 
Home Happy or Otherwise.”

Rev. Mr. Morrison took for his even­
ing subject a historical sketch, “Three 
Canadian Heroines, “ The musical pro­
gram included several solos, which were 
specially well tendered, while the num­
bers volunteered by the orchestra were of 
a high excellence.

Lent in New York.
New York, Feb. 26th.—Church forme- 

aud fashions are changing rapidly, an* 
in no respect more than in the adoption 
of Illogical nsagee and the celebration of 
the special days of the church year by 
religious bodies which a generation ago - 
looked upon such things with abhor-, 
rence. The advent of Lent this year 
finds Presbyterians, Baptists, Methodists 
and Congrega tionalists making recogni­
tion of it almost as zealously as the 
Roman Catholic, Protestant Episcopal 
and Lutheran churches, all of which arc 
liturgical bodies.

The very tact that this new order, 
which is really a development of less than 
two decades, excites no comment and is a 
commentary upon the religions liberality 
of the times. One scans in vain the re­
ligions press, and the reports in the 
dallies of sermons, to find any protest 
from preachers of the old school against 
the general adoption of a practice which 
not long ago would have been called 
papistry by Presbyjerian divines. Nowa­
days it" is quite the rule, in some parts of 
the country, for special meetings to be 
held and special addresses made during 
Lent, while Holy Week is still more 
widely observed.

It formerly was the custom in many 
denominations to concentrate special 
activities—variously called revivals, mis­
sions and protracted meetings—into the 
first week of each new year. This was 
set apart as a week of prayer and is so 
generally recognized still But the ten­
dency has been noticeable to shift the 
evangelistic emphasis, so far as the calen­
dar is concerned, on to the 40 days pro­
ceeding Easier, which commemorate the 
passion of the Redeemer.

Bernier, 
aged 58, at the St. Joachim’s church in 
Detroit.
