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The Need ot Production

It must be plain to the most ob-
fuse and unreasoning mind that
twenty-four or twenty-five million of
men cannot be withdrawn even from
the swarming population of Europe
withoyt effecting a huge reduction in
the produce of labour and of ths

soil. Women may in a measure
supply the places of men, but it
must be remembered fthat women

bave also their sphere in the econ-
omics of life. Therefore in taking
them to the land they are being
%aken, in the main, from .other em-
ployment, - Consequently, if .for
every man who goes to fight there
was a woman to take his place in
agriculture or other industry there
would still be a deficiency not only
in_labour but in production. At the
present time 400,000 women are be-
ing called for to take the place of
250,000 British soldiers recrunited
from farm work.

Hence it is cleay, that no matter
what steps may be taken, either dur-
ing the war or after the war, there
must be an enormous shortage of the
requirements across the Atlantic for
many years to come. And that
shortage for a period subsequent to
the declaration of peace will be as
keenly felt as at any time during the
gigantic struggle. With the normal
scramble for existence resumed there
will be less immediate government
control, in other words there will be
less systematic regulation of supplies.
To meet the huge demands that
must succeed exira consumption,
tremendously less production and
immensely greater wastage, there
will be abundant use, not for one
year’s bountiful crops, but for similar
blessings during a score of successive
years. Where and how. can this
assured demand be met? There is
but one answer to the dual question,

those countries.

That Canada is not the only
country that has not had ifs re-
sources in large part exhausted or
destroyed, 18 true; but there -is
plenty of reason to believe that the
nations of Burope not engaged in the
war, have been drawn upon to the
utmost by those so engaged; hence
when the time comes all eyes will be
turned from east to west for succour.
Canada, being the nearest to the
great centre of - demand, will, of
necessity, apart from sentimental
reasons, be the first looked to and
will have the greatest opportunity.
The bogey of released Russian har-
vests has been on parade since thg
war commenced, but Russia, with
twelve or fifteen million men ecalled
to arms, largely of the'peasant class,
has suffered and is suffering, like the
rest. She, too, will need reorganiz-
ing, rejuvenating and regenerating.
Hence, while for a few months after
the outbreak of hostilities, there may
have been something to be expected
from the release of stores of wheat
and other' grain from Odessa and
other Black Sea ports, there is noth-
ing available now and there may be
little in the next decade. Hence,
Canada’s role is plain, to go on pro-
ducing, to go on garnering and stor-
ing, if necessary, in the sure and
certain hope of ultimate profit and
prosperity. There never was a time,
and probably never will be another
time, when we were more urgently
called upon to produce, in increased
quantities, not alone all articles of
food, but every article that enters
into the industrial life of peoples.

THE WHIP IN RIFLE BARRELS

It Is Caused by the Pressure ot Moc
ern High Power Powder.
The use of high power powdey inu ri

fles has given rise to a phienomencn
which did not exist in black powder
days. This is known as “whip” and is

due to the pressure and vibratioh set
up by the powder. It is coustant with
given loads and is always in the same
direction.

Sights are aligned by the manufac
turer to compensate for this wnip in
proportion to the powder charge used
In firing auxiliary cartridges it win of
ten be found that the rifle shoots off
center. As a matter of fact the bullet
from the auxiliary is traveling in a
true line with the bore, and it is the
sights that are wrong. The ljghter
charge of the auxiliary does not pro-
duce the usual whip, with the result
that the line in prolongation of the
bore of the rifle along which the bullet
travels is not vhe line given by the
alignment of the sights.

Two other rifle terms that must not
be confused are upsettage and keyhol-
ing. Keyholing is the tendency of the
bullet to turn over in flight, while up-
set is the slight shortening of the
major axis of the bullet due to the
force of the charge. It was peculiar to
black powder fired* behind lead bullets
and does not exist to any appreciable
extent in metal jacketed bullets with
smokeless powder. In the latter case
the charge burns more slowly and the
jacket stiffens the bullet against the
sudden blow from behind.—Quting.

ORIGIN OF THE PERISCOPE.

The Reflecting Spyglass Used at the
Siege of Sebastopol.

Speaking of the origin of the peri
scope, the following exXtract from the
writings of the well known inventor of
“Pepper’s Ghost” gives the credit to
the clerical profession. Pepper wrote
soon after the Crimean war:

“During the siege of Sebastopol num-
bers of our best artillerymen were con-
tinually picked off by the enemy’s rifles
as well as by cannhon shot, and in order
to put a stop to the foolhardiness and
incautiousness of the men, a very in-
genious contrivance was invented by
the Rev. William Taylor, the coadju-
tor of Mr. Denison in constructing the
first ‘Big Ben’ bell. It was called the
reflenting spyglass, and by its simple
construction rendered the exposure of
the sailors and soldiers who would look
over the parapet or other parts of the
works to observe the effect of their
shots perfectly unnecessary, while an-
other form was constructed for the
purpose of allowing the gunner to ‘lay’
or aim his gun in safety.

“The instruments were shown tc
Lord Panmure, who was so convinced
of the importance of the invention that
he immediately commissioned the Rev.
Williamm Taylor to have a number of
these telescopes constructed, and if
the siege had not terminated just at
the time the invention was to have
been used no doubt a great saving of
the valuable lives of the skilled artil-
lerymen would have been effected.”—
London Express.

The Grain Grower' Guide.—The
burdens which the mothers of our
land have borne and are bearing and
the sacrifices which they have made
and are making are not realized as
fully as they should be. By nature
our mothers are not physically able
to shoulder the rifle and take their
place in the trenches in the great
war. But the mother who sends
her son (in some cases as many as
six of her sons) to fight the country’s
battles, whose loving hands are con-
stantly engaged in supplying them
with comforts while at war, and
whose prayers are always with her
children, is a genuine heroine whose
patriotism is worthy of the highest
honor which the naticn can bestow.
The women of Western Canada have
done nobly in the present war and
though their feats of heroism are not
performed on the battlefield yet they
merit they merit the Vietoria Cross
none the less.

No mistake can be made about the
seriousness of the period through
which we are now passing. It is one
of the most critical in the history of
war—indeed, in the history of Eng-
land— and its final outcome may
quite easily settle war, one way or
another. Thanks to a defence of an
almost unexampled stubbornness by
the French troops, the approaches to
Verdun are still intact for the most
part, and the main fortresses have
not passed into the enemy’s hands.
It is still the opinion of the French
General Staff that the stronghold will
not fall, but exception must always
be made for the hazard of war.
None of us who are vitally interested
will feel secure until the Germans
have been defeated beyond bope of
recovery. Up to the present their
losses have been conservatively es-
timated at a quarter of a million men,
of whom one fourth are dead. But
it must not be assumed that our

allies have suffered lightly; their cas-

' _ualties also have been heavy. .

Terence
Maloney

A Story For
St. Patrick’s Day

By F. A. MITCHEL

You've all heard of Larry O'Toole
Of the beautiful town of Drumgoole.

He had but one eye

To ogle ye by—
Oh, murther, but that was a jew’'l!

A fool
He made of the girls, this O'Toole.

Whoever was this Larry O'Toole of

Mr. Thackeray’s he was certainly the
counterpart of one Terence Maloney,
who was born in the eighteenth cen--
tury and died in the nineteenth, Ter-
ence was about halfway through with
his mortal career when the eighteenth
century was coming to an end, and
with it the differences between Ireland

| and England were entering upon one

of their periodical explosions.

"There was éverything about Terence
to cause him to be beloved. In the
first place he had a fine crop of auburn
hair on his head that kinked itself into
dozens of little curls. Unlike Mr.
Thackerays friend, he had two eyes,
brimming with good humor. His com-
plexion was that mixture of white and
red which is never found in such per-
fection as in Erin. His lips ‘were cam-

! ep cut, and a succession of smiles was

continually cascading over them, His
figure was light and agile, his limbs
‘being seemingly moved by hidden
springs.

Such a combination of attractions
might well be expected to make a fool
of the girls. At any rate, not a.girl
ever came near him without giving
him at least a part of her heart. But
blame seemed to roll off Terence like
water off a duck’s back. No girl could
ocomplain of his endeavoring to win
‘her, for he was in a constitutional
state of girl winning. The good humor
constantly bubbling in his eyes and the
smiles hovering about his lips were
considered a perennial supply which all
might quaff. If any girl inveighed
against Terence for deceiving her there
were dozens to condemn her for desir-
ing to appropriate what belonged to
every girl in Ireland.

Naturally when the troubles of '98
came on Terence was imbued heart

.and soul with rebellion. It is just such
‘persons as he who enter upon enter-

‘prises without counting the cost. He
was not a Jeader in the true sense of
the word; he was rather a fomenter.
Not that he went about pleading with
his fellow countrymen to rise, but that,
having taken up the cause of Ireland,
he was so popular that every Irish man
or woman who was in doubt as to his
or her political part, on hearing that
Terence Maloney was a patriot resolved
at once to be a patriot too. If the real
leaders of the movement desired to
win over a town where old and expe-
rienced heads were influencing the peo-
ple to caution they would send Terence
there. He would ride through the main
street, scattering smiles to the right
and to the left, and the only oratorical
effort needed were the words, spoken in
Terence’s rich, sonorous voice, “Are ye
wid us?’ Whereupon a succession of
affirmative shouts would roll down the
street. keeping pace with the orator.
Hence it was that one Peter Shaw,
an agent of the English government
sent to Ireland to send back informa-
tion as to the best measure of sup-
pressing the'rebellion, wrote to London
that there was one man, Terence Ma-
loney, unknown to the government,
who was doing more harm to the Brit-
ish cause than the real leaders. Shaw

! advised the government to arrest Ma-

loney and get him across the channel;
but he cautioned them against any
public arrest, since Maloney was 80
popular that such course would influ-
ence all his friends. Shaw received
instructions to use his own judgment
in the matter. ?

It seemed advisable to the govern-
ment agent to wait and watch for a
favorable opportunity to eliminate Mr.

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CONTROL .OF BAGWORM.,

Pick Off the Cocoons Which Dangle
From Twigs and Branches,

If you would save the arbor vitaes,
red cedars, maples, and other trees
and shrubs, pick off the long brown,
slender, silken cases or cocoons
which dangle from their twigs and
branches and burn them. This will
destroy the well known bag or basket
worm, which is now in the egg stage
within the cases. This pest is often
a great deal more destructive than

cankerworms, San Jose scale, and
other pests. Each bag or case may
contain from 700 to 1,200 egzzs,

which during next May and June will
hatch into as many hungry cater-
pillars.

In many cases the bag worm is do-
ing more harm to shrubbery and
shade trees than all other
combined. If the proper measures
of prevention are put into practice it
is, however, one of the easiest in-
secte to control.

A simple way of destroying the
pest is to collect the cases or bags
during the fall and winter and burn
them. If this work is thoroughly
done the eggs of the insects will be
destroyed and the pest may be com-
pletely stamped out.

Since the caterpillars that hatch
from the bagworm eggs are leaf eat-
ers they may be destroyed by the use
of arsenical poisons. When the
worms are small or just emerging
from the bag-like cases during May
and June they may be killed easily by
spraying the foliage thoroughly with
arsenate of lead paste at the rate of
three pounds to fifty gallons
water. This spray should be applied
just as soon as the pest begins to

feed in the spring. Later sprays
may require more poison. During
the summer sticky bands placed

around the trunks of the trees will
protect them from the ' caterpillars
which wander at this season.

Men Since War Was Declared

The influence thus exerted by the Ford Canadian Company
towards upholding and upbuilding the prosperity of the
Dominion in times when such an'influence is intensely valuable
forms a story of real human interest.

This story is founded on three events: .

1. An increase in wages of $50,000 a month.
2. The reduction of working hours from nine to eight,
8. The addition of 900 men to the pay roll since warbegan.

In the Spring of 1915, Canadian manufacturing interests were
fn most cases geing guided by a policy of retrenchment rather
than of expansion. It was a time when caution seemed the
better part of valor.

The Ford Canadian executives, however, preferred to look
upon the situation with mere optimism.

o, by April 16, 1916, the Ford Canadian Company will have
given its employes $600,000 in increased wages for one year. -

Likewise it increases the prosperity of the merchants from
whom these employes buy. And it increases the J)rospenty of
the wholesaler from whom the merchants buy and so on down
the list. The commission man, the jobber, the manufacturers
in all parts of Canada share in it. And in the natural course of
events the whole nation benefits from this increased distribu-
tion of money.

In the nine leading cities from St. John to Vancouver there
are Ford Branch establishments that are also assisting in this
promotion of prosperity.

In the plant at Ford City there are about 2000 employes
whose places of abode are in the four tewns of Ford City,
‘Walkerville, Windsor and Sandwich. There are 1000 more
employes working in establishments in these four towns whose
output either in its entirety or its greater part is taken by the

Basing an estimate on the fact given in the last census report
that there are five in the average family, this makes a total of
15,000 geople that look to the Ford Plant for their support.

In other words half the people in these four towns whose com-
bined population is about 80,000 are directly benefited by the
prosperity of the Ford Canadian Company.

limit. For instance, twenty-two girl office employes, steno-
¥raphers and file clerks contributed a total of $77.50 per month

or 12 months.

The total contribution from the town of Ford with its 2,200
population was $75,776.99 or an average of about $34 per capita
which is onehof he largest per capita contributions of any city
or town in the Dominion, == *

Ford employes are the highest paid automobile workers in
the British Empire. They are paid 8 times as well as the aver-
age Canadian workmen—receiving $1,20Q a year-as against the
average wage of $435 as given by the last census reports.

The Ford Canadian exec#tives have proved to tggir own sat-
isfaction—and figures make this proof obvious—that the
increased permanency of a man’s employment, his increased
skill gained through this longer time of service, and other
factors, fully counterbalamce this increased expenditure in
wages.
