trade. Then, too, the Brewers’ and Dis-
tillers’ Associations, when they saw the
downfall of their trade on this continent
imminent, repaired to the Eastern world,
and are now distributing freely tiny
flasks ot spirits, among a people to whom
drunkenness has hitherto been unknown.

DOUBLE TRAGEDY
NEAR ALVINSTON

Boy Accidentally Kills Companion and
Ends His Own Life

Alvinston, Nov. 2—While out huntin
Saturday afternoon two boys were killed.
Russell Barnes was accidentally shot by
his chum, Jobn Horsepool, and instantly
killed. Horsepool, in the excitement
and remorse over the accident, shot and
killed himself. Coroner Dr. Newell of
Watford decided that no inquest was
necessarv, The boys were about 16 yrs.
old, The town is overcome at the news
of the tragedy. :

Barnes and Horsepool, who reside a
short distance from here, accompanied
by several other boy chums, started out
on a hunting trip. A sbort distance in
the woods they sighted a squirrel and
armed with .32 calibre rifles stood one on
each side of the tree, awaiting its descent.

When the squirrel came down Horsepool
fired. The bullet lodged in Barnes’
brain, causing almost instant death.

As Barnes fell, Horsepool ran away |
stating he was going for medical assist- |
ance. His last words were, “‘I’ve killed |
him, I'll be hung*”’

A minute later his companions heard
another shot nearbv. An investigation
was held, and the body of Horsepool was
found with a gaping hole through his
head. His body was but a few yards
from that of his dead companion,
accidentally killed by the same gun.

Dr. Newell was at once called to the
scene of the tragedy, After a thorough
investigation and after hearing the stories
from the companions of the dead youths,
he decided that both deaths were
accidental and that an inquest was un-
necessary.

Both funerals will be held Monday.

It 1s thought that Horsepool, 1n the ex-
citement, became suddenly obsessed with
the fear that he might have to face trial
for the killing of his chum, Barnes, and
that overcome by the thought of it he
ended his own life, i

The whole district is astir over the
double tragedy. The boys were well
known to many 1n this part of the county
and the shocking accidentand its unusual
denouement is the topic of the conversa-
tion on all sides.

PREMIER DRURY MAKES FIRST
SPEECH

Tells Barrie Meeting Time of Depression
Coming and Recommends Purchase
of Loan

Barrie, Nov. 3.—~Without heroics patri-
otic superlatives or any appeal to senti-
mentality, Ontario’'s Premier designate,
Ernest Charles Drury, delivered here to-
night his maiden speech since receiving
his call to form a Provincial Government.
He appealed tor the support of the Vic-
tory Loan,

I want you to bear in mind first, that
there is coming inevitably a time of de-
flation of prices. Secondly, I want you to
realize that the only thing we need to fear
is an economic condition where it takes
too large a share of our products to pay
our foreign interest, There is nothing to
fear about the amount ot money we owe
ourselves at home. The thing we have
to fear is our foreign borrowings, and
the interest on those borrowings, that it

| does not become so great that it requires

too large a proporation of our labor to
pay our interest on them.

“Qur foreign indeYtedness 18 not so
great that it i1 auy way affects the
stability of Cauada, Work "on our re-
sources wiil pull us throvgh.  We could
cuuccivably raise a forelgn loan in the
United States, but what happens? We
are committed to pay interest to that
country, and our credit is affected, and
the value of the Canadian dollar goes
down. Butif we raise it at home the
money doesn’t come out of business al-
ready invested. We do not expect men
to take money out of their farms or their
factories to invest in Victory bonds.
They could not do it and it would not be
sound business.

*In raising our Victory Loan at home
the money comes out of the current
spendings ot citizens, who, instead of
spending, are retrenching and saving.
““The safest investment that can be
made by any Canadian at the present
timens, of loaning that money to the
nation. It is good business for the in-
dividual; it assists to maintain the credit
of the nation, and 1t provides work for
the national industries. It is in the
nature of an insurance policy, of spread-
ing losses over a large number of people
until it becomes negligible.: It is an in-
vestment not backed by any single in-
dustry of the nation. One per cent. of
the industries may fail; ten per cent. of
the industries could fail, and still the in-
vestment would be gilt-edged. The saf-
est investment you could possibly make
is in Victory bonds, and it is the biggest
thing you could possibly do for your
country at the present time.

““The time will come, not very far off,
when wages will have dropped and the
value of a bushel of wheat will have
dropped to one half the value it is now.
In that day your bonds will have iwice
the present value, It will be worth while
in those years to own $1000 worth of
Victory bonds.

*“There is one feature about this issue
of Victory bonds which commends itsel
most highly to me, and that is that they
are taxable. Every bond weissued should
have been taxable, because it is to be
feared that former issue of non-taxable
bonds are drifting into the hands of men
with big incomes who wish to avoid tax-
ation. .It was not needed, this non-tax-
ibility teature, because the small consum-
er, the man who invested his savings,
did not need a tax remittal to get him to
invest.

“I give to you my sincere conviction
that the best thing we can do at present
for ourselves and for our country is to
lend our money to the nation. Itis urg-
ently needed. The Government must
have it.”

7] |MAKING CORN SILAGE

Fill the Silo So as to Avol
Silage Ferme-tation.

Much Depends Upon the Stage of
Growth—The First Two Wecks in
the Silo Largely Decides the Mat-
ter of Fermentation—The Use of
Lactic Acid Recommended.

(Contributed by Ontario
Agriculture, To

HE quality and preservation
of silage is largely depen-
dent upon the character of
the fermentation which

takes place mostly during the first
ten days or two weeks after the corn
is fiilled into the silo. In order to
control the character of the 'fermen-
tation so as to get the best results
several factors have to be taken into
consideration.

1st. The silo should be well con-
structed and have no air leaks. Wher-
ever air penetrates it will cause rct
in the silage.

2nd. The corn should be well de-
veloped with the cobs at least in the
dough stage. If the corn is immature
the resultant silage is liable to be
too high in moisture, poor in consist-
ency and sour. Its feeding value will
be much less than that of mature
corn.

3rd. In filling the silo the corn
should be well scattered around and
evenly packed. If steps are not tak-
en to ensure this the heavier parts
of the corn, such as the cobs and
stalks, will be liable to settle in one
place and the lighter leaves be blown
around to the outer edges, thus caus-
ing the development of a hard core
where the heavier pieces settle, and
a soft, spongy, air-infiltrated area
where the lighter pieces fall. Such
a condition will ruin the fermentation
and induce rot. vt e b P | #] e |41

The fermentation commences prac-
tically as soon as the silage is in the
silo, and will be good or bad accord-
ing to the prevailing conditions as
described above.

The fermentation is induced by
plant enzymes, which are within the
plant tissues, and various species of
bacteria and yeasts which are pres-
ent on the corn when it is fllled in.

These bacteria, yeasts and plant
enzymes act on some of the starch
and sugar that is present in the corn
changing the starch first to sugar and
then to acids, alcohol and carbon
di-oxide, and various other products
of fermentation of somewhat minor
significance.

The acids, more particularly the
lactic acid thus produced, constitute
the preservative substance ensuring
good silage. It is desirable to get
the maximum amount of lactic acid
produced quickly with the minimum
amount of aleohol and carbon di-
oxide as these two latter pass off as
gas and thus mean loss of the sugar
content as they, as well as the lactic
acid, are made from the sugar.

Lactic acid bacteria are respons-
ible for the production of the lactic
acid and yeasts are mostly respons-
ible for the production of the alcohol
and much of the carbon di-oxide.
Lactic acid bacteria and yeasts as
some undesirable kinds of bacteria
and molds are usually present in
considerable numbers on the corn at

the time it is filled into the silo.
The problem is to induce the lactic
acid bacteria to get ahead of the
other kinds of bacteria and yeasts
that are present, as when sufficient

lactic acid is produced it prevents
other kinds of bacteria and yeasts
from developing, otherwise they
would cause loss through undesirable

the

type of fermentation.
The Jactic acid bacterfa which
cause the desirable fermentation in

silage are the same as those which
cause the souring of milk. Cc
quently, if freshly well-soured 1 X,
which will have millions of the 1
acid bacteria present, Is scattered
evenly over the cut corn from time to
time in the silo as it is being fiiled,
this will ensure the presence of an
abundance of lactic acid bacteria
ready to act right at once so that the
requisite lactic acid will be rapidly
produced.

During the fermentation the
gradually settles and the air tha
present in the mass gradually
used up in the fermentation pro-
cesses, If more air penetrates into
the mass through defective silo walls
it will enable various molds to grow
and these use up the lactic acid
develop, thus causing the silage
rot.—Prof. D. H. Jones, O. A, C,,
Guelph.
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When to Cut Corn for the

These statements, says
Boss, vice-director of the
Experimental Station, are
analyses made by chemists of the
Dominion of Canada at Ottawa,
which show that the corn from an
average acre cut at the glazing per-
iod contains 7.308 pounds of digest-
ible matter as against 4.220 pou
when the corn is cut at tass
time.

“Samples of corn were analyzed,”
says Mr. Boss, ‘‘that had been taken
at all stages from tasseling to silk-

These analyses show strong-
ly in favor of allowing the corn to
reach that stage of maturity when
the kernels are well dented or glaz-
ed before it is cut. At that time the
lowor leaves are usually beginning to
turn yellow. The figures show that
while there is a larger amount of
green corn on the acre when the corn
is in the tasseling stage, the total
amount of dry matter is not nearly
go great then as when the corn has
glazed.

“The dry matter per ton amounts
to 285 pounds at the tasseling stage,
323 at the silking stage, 389 in the
early milk, 444 at the late milk, and
R23 pounds at the glazing stage.”

BULBS FORBRIGHTENING

Outdoor Culture of Hardy Spring
Flowering Bulbs,

An Open Situation Desirable and
Reasonable Care In Planting With
Protection During the First Win-
ter—Fall Pasture for Stock.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

HERE is probably no class of
plants that gives more satis-
faction and are more thor-
oughly appreciated by the

flower lover than a collection of
spring flowering blubs, flowering as
they do from quite early in spring,
even before the winter covering of
snow has entirely left us, until well
on into the early months of summer
before but very few of the other
border plants are in flower. Their
bright flowers are doubly acceptable.
on this account

Location.—Bulbs are best planted
where there is good drainage and
where no surface water lies in winter
or early spring. When planted in
masses or beds, it is best to have the
soil in the centrd of the bed a few
inches higher than the margin, so
as to pitch the water off readily.
Bulbs succeed best planted in an open
situation and not too close under
bufldings or under the dense shade
of trees. For the later flowering
kinds of bulbs, however, that flower
about the end of May, such as the
Darwin type of tulip, a little shade
prolongs the length of the blooming
season considerably.

Soil.—The best kind of soil for
bulbs in a moderately, rich, light,
loamy soil. They “will succeed fairly
well in a sandy soil, but do not give
as fine blooms as in soil of a loamy
nature. If the soil is of a clayey
nature, dig in some sand or black
soil from the bush, or both, to lighten
it. Fresh strawy manure should
never be dug into the soil when plant-
ing. If manure is applied at plant-
ing time, it should be well decayed,
barnyard manure, almost the nature
of the soil itself, even then it should
be dug in an inch or two underneath
the bulbs so as not to touch them.

When to Plant Bulbs.—The best
time for planting outdoor bulbs is
about the second or third week in
October, although bulbs may be
planted until the ground is frozen
over for the winter, even as late as
the end of November or early in
December. Later planted bulbs do
not, as a rule, however, give as good
results, The soil should be thor-

oughly dug and raked fine before
planting.

Depth to Plant.—All of these
smaller growing bulbs should be
planted from two to three inches

under the soil and quite thickly to-
gether, an inch and a half or two
inches apart, to give a good effect.
The Tulips, Dutch Hyacinths and
Narcissi grow about twelve to eigh-
teen inches in height and can be
dotted in masses or blocks in flower
beds, or in groups more towards the
back of a perennial border. They
are also very effective planted- in

groups among or around shrubs,
Tulips and Narcissi should be plant-
ed about four inches under the sur-
face of the s6il and about six inches

apart. A group of these of a circular
or oval shape, fifteen to twenty
inches in diameter, especially Nar-
cissi, has a very pleasing and bright
effect in early spring, dotted here and
there over the perennial or mixed
border.

Protecting Bulbs in Winter.—All
bulbs, especially late planted ones,
are best protected during the first
winter, as it prevents the bulbs from
heaying and lifting. Bulbs that have

become well established in the border
require very little if any protection in
winter. Long, strawy manure, straw
or coarse  grass about three or four
inches in depth, make a good winter
covering. Green pine bhoughs laid
the manure prevent unsightli-
ness, Pine boughs alone make a good
winter protection. Dutch Hyacinths
especially need some protection in
winter, as they are not as hardy as
Tulips and Narcissi. The covering
should be taken off about the end of
March or early in April, when the
weather has become settled. Remove
the covering part at a time, taking
away the wet underneath part first
and replacing an inch or so of the
lighter part for a week or so until
the top growth of bulbs becomes
hardened to the weather. Hot sun is
often &g njurious to bulb growth as
late spring frosts.

Feature That Is Now Insisted On
by Leading Parisian
Dressmakers.

SOME GIVE PANNIER EFFECT

Startiing Novelties, It 1s Sure, Will

Figure in the Gowng for Autumn,
but Long-Walsted Bodice
Will Be Retained.

The most striking feature of the
autumn suits and gowns is the in-
creasing fullness at the top of the
skirts. The ways in which the great
French dressmakers achieve this full-
mess are interesting. One point
on which mest of them agree is that
the fullness must be massed across
the hips, leaving both front and back
perfectly fiat.

Bulloz, hawever, hes departed from
this by imtroducing fullness across the
front of his new gkirts, thereby differ-
ing from the other designers. He
makes one ‘skirt with 'a full front
panel gathered across the top. A lit-
tile above the knee this panel has its
fullness joined to a shaped fleunce
cut so that the greatest fullness of
the flounce is at the edge where it
joing the pamel.

An instance in which Bulloz, like
the other designers, placed the full-
ness at the sides appears in a skirt
which has winglike pockets to give
the effect of panniers.
