O. Baker and J. Fuller ; path masters 
J. Fuller, S. Anderson and K. Kells ; 
solicitor, T. B. Pardee; poundkeep- 
ers, S. Laughlin ; treasurer, T. Ful­
ler; assesser, H. Lane; collector, J. 
Lovell ; fence viewers, H. Kerr, D. 
Ross and Jacob Lawrence; license 
inspector, salary $15 a year, S. 
Anderson. Not one of the above 
named is now living. It is suggest­
ed that some steps be taken by the 
citizens to celebrate this semi-cen­
tennial some time during the coming 
summer either by an Old Boys’ Re­
union or other form of gathering.

We can 
easily imagine it to be great and 
hard to obviate; but we know it is 
not insuperable as British stamps 
are all marked “postage” and “rev­
enue.”

his Armistice Day message to the 
people of the United States said 
“That the sullen and selfish isola­
tion” to which the United States 
withdrew after the world war is 
“deeply ignoble because manifestly 
cowardly and dishonorable.” The 
former President asserted that “de­
moralizing circumstances” which the 
United States might have controlled 
have gone from bad to worse until 
now, as if to furnish “a sort of sini­
ster climax,” France and Italy “have 
made waste paper of the treaty of 
Versailles.” “The affairs of the 
world can be set straight,” Mr. Wil­
son continued, “only by the firmest 
and most determined" exhibition of 
the will to lead and to make the 
right prevail. He added that happily 
“the present situation in the world 
affords the United States an oppor­
tunity to retrieve the past.” This 
was the first time in many months 
that Mr. Wilson has broken his sil­
ence or. international affaire. He 
spoke into a microphone" in the study 
of his home, and his address was 
broadcast to every section of the 
United States by two of the most 
powerful radiophone stations in the 
east, one in Washington and the 
other in New York.

CHRISTMAS BAN IN 1643

Yuletlde Observance Was Not Peri 
I mitted by Edict of "Roundhead 

Parliament” In England.

N TETE northern part of 
Europe the ancient people 
kindled great fires to their 
gods, Odin and Thor, and 
sacrifices of men and cattle 

were made. The ancient Goths and 
Saxons termed this festival or feast 
"Yule,” and we still use the word 
Yuletlde” In our day. Among the 

Teutons this hoHday season was cele­
brated by decorating giant fir tree*. 
The decorations consisted of lights, 
nuts, balls, golden apples and animals. 
These were to symbolize flashes of 
Hghtning, moon, stars and sun. while 
the animals represented sacrifices.

Christmas was not among the early 
festivals of the church. We find the 
first evidence of the feast from Egypt, 
according to the historians of the 
church, and December 25 was not the 
day on which it was universally cele­
brated. It was not until the Fourth 
or Fifth centuries that the celebration 
of the festival on this day spread to 
the East. The Nativity was cele­
brated December 25 at Rome before 
354, and at Constantinople, not prior 
to 379.

As paganism began to be supplanted 
by Christianity, many of the old cusJ 
terns were taken and handed down 
through the generations. In the Anglo- 
Saxon days of King Alfred the-holi­
day season began December 16 and 
closed January 6. When Puritanism 
arose in England the fate of Christ­
mas was threatened for a time, and 
even extended to this country, since 
the Puritans brought along with them 
to New England a feeling against the 
celebration of Christmas.

In 1643 the “Roundhead parlia­
ment” in England put a ban on \the 
observance of Christmas. The court 
of Massachusetts in 1659 followed 
England’s example and Christmas was 
put under a ban there. With the 
restoration of the English royalty the 
restoration of Christmas was brought 
about, and Massachusetts again fol­
lowed England’s example and in 1661 
the ban was lifted. From this time

Blooming Glastonbury, Subject of! 
Beautiful Legends of Christmas, 

Was Doomed to Destruction.

tonbury thorn. The thorn tree grew 
at Glastonbury Abbey, in Somerset­
shire, and was supposed to have de­
veloped from the staff of Joseph of 
Arlmathea. According to the legend, 
Joseph came to Glastonbury and while 
be was resting on a hill, afterward 
known as Weary All hill, he stuck his 
staff in the earth. The staff immedi­
ately grew green and budded, and at 
Christmas time It blossomed into 
beautiful flowers. 1

One chronicler states that during 
Queen Elizabeth's reign the thorn had 
a double trunk, but that a somewhat 
bigoted Puritan, who disliked the tree 
because to his mind It smacked of 
popery, started to cut It down, and 
succeeded in demolishing one of the 
trunks. A miracle rescued the re­
maining trunk of the tree by causing 
a chip of wood to fly up and hit the 
Puritan In the eye, while at the same 
time he slipped and cut his leg. 
Later the tree was grubbed up, but 
a number of smaller t fees raiséd from 
slips of the original are said to be 
owned by persons in the neighbor­
hood.

In the old days when Columbus, Vespucci, v 
Balboa, De Soto and Drake, Cartier and Champlain, and other bbld i 
mariners sailed into the unknown and its perils on the seven Seas, much f 
courage was needed but today the World is every-'man’s oyster, nor does 
it have to be opened with a sword. With a little time and comparatively 
little money, one can see the places where history was made, far off countries 
and strange people, and live the while, in comfort.

Four hundred years ago, the first vessel to sail round the'world lifted 
anchor at Seville, and after three years of adventurous hardship, returned 
to her Spanish port. Only thirty-one of the two hundrgfl and seventy 
who set out came back, and only the Vittoria out of the original 
Armada of five sailing ships. The spirit of these seafarers is illustrated by 
the vow of Fernando Magellan their commander, as he set out from Pierra 
del Fuego across the Great South Sea, that he would push on if he had 
to eat the leather of the riggin’. Magellan himself was killed in the Phillip- 
pines, but as he had already reached that longitude on a previous 
voyage eastward from Spain, he is rightly credited with being the first to 
circumnavigate the globe.Sixty years after the Vittoria set out from Seville, Francis Drake 
with a fleet of five sailing ships and 164 men sailed from Plymouth in The 
Golden Hind, and after a voyage round the world of almost three years, 
returned with a rich loot of silver and gold, silk, pearls and precious stones, to 
replenish the coffers of Queen Elizabeth. The Golden Hind was the only 
veeael of the-five to complete the voyage and it became the favourite resort 
of tourists on the Thames in the days of Shakespeare. *

The Golden Hind, originally named The Pemcan, w.ii a snip oi lit) 
tons, whereas the Enipress of Canada, which sets out on a Round the 
World Cruise from New York on January 30th, 1924, registers no less than 
21,500 tons. Instead of three years of privation and hardship, the voyage

Drake and Magellan will be visited by the Empress of Canada, for instance, 
Batavia, Sourbaya and the traverse of the Celebes Sea to the Phillipines.

The circumnavigators on the Empress: of Canada will return laden with 
the rich experiences and mental treasures gathered from visions of 
eighteen different countries, and contact with the costumes crafts and 
civilizations of fifty different races.

Encouraged by successes of former years, the Canadian Pacific has 
arranged for four cruisers in addition to the Round the World voyage 
of the Empress of Canada. The Empress of Scotland Will visit the cradle 
of civilization in a trip Round the Mediterranean, sailing from New 
York on January 14th. The superb Empress of Britain .will make two 
cruises Round the West Indies, leaving New York on January 22nd and 
February 23rd, and, before setting off round the world, the Empress of 
Canada will travel Round America, sailing from Vancouver on January 
4th, visiting the Pacific coast, California, and going via the Panama 
Canal and Cuba to New York. This vessel will be commanded by Captain 
S. Robinson R. N. R. who figured so conspicuously in the relief work 
which followed the recent Japanese disaster.
