For the most part exhibits were con~
fined to our own county. As to the
Exhibition itself, in no class were the
éntrics as numerous as they should
have been. The samples shown were
good; but the competition was confined
withiti narrow limits: In farm stock, for
example, such as horses, cattle, ete., the
dieplay—so far as numbers were con-
cerned—was a comparative failure. If
the limited display in this respect con-
tained any lesson at all, it was that our
farmers have yst to begin this profita-
ble branch of farm-work —stock-raising.
The animals shown were fine; but for
évery one theré ought to have been a
dozen. In this, as in other respects,
the resources of our country remain
undeveloped. The show of fruits and
vegetables was excellent in quality, but
of emall supply. With such a fine agri-
cultural country around us every va
cant space in the building should have
been filled. The same remarks apply
to exhibits in the lines of manufacture.
In furniture, organs, etc., the display,
for the most part, was confined to
Bridgetown. The articles shown were
uperior in quality and attracted much
attention. Singularly enough, Anna
polis, where manufactures should
abound, sent nothing in the way of fur
niture and organs, and but few articles
in any other line. To say the least,
this does not speak well for the enter-
prise of the ancient capital. We would
be glad to believe that this open dis-
play of products and kindly competi-
tion for prizes would excite a spirit of
emulation in all our farmers. But, as
is generally the case with human be-
o ings, we need to have our lessons often
repeated, and applied with great force.
This one fact has been demonstrated,
that in every line of agriculture our
county can do as well as the best.
Another fact now waiting to be proved
is that all our farms can do alike well.
Qne feature of the late Exhibition
worthy of special notice was the Art
Gallery and Museum. To this depart-
ment contributions were freely made,
among which were really fine collec
tions of oil paintings, water-colors, chro-
mos, ete. Of native talent, the most
notable productions were from Mise
Bessie Brown, of Hantsport. An oil.
painting by this young artist,—Cape
Split,—a scene on thc Bay of Fundy,
received the first prize.

¢ There has been quite an improvement
in the condition of arrivals this week, ex-
cept from Canada, and we are cnabled to
report a better demand and an improve-
ment in prices, red apples being much
sought after. The Cephalonia brought the
first arrival in quantities from Boston,
which were mostly red pippins, and con.
dition being good, they sold readily from
258 to 278 per barrel.: The green varieties,
such as sweet pippins, were not in such
good demand and made 13s to 18s. Canadi-
an apples are coming very wasty, and sales
are being made from 12s to 168, anything
sound and attractive making 23s to 27s.”

Mushrooms in the Ear.

1t was long ago discovered that every
parasite was troubled with other para-
sites. The flea bites the dog, & smaller
Lug bites the flea, and so on, indefinite-
ly. More recent investigations reveal-
ed the fact
caused by fungi, which is eitber inbals
ed or becomes attached to the body.
‘Throat diseases or catarrhal affections
are often caused in this way. More
recently it has been discovered that the
cavity of the buman ear is a most fa-
vorable place for the propagation of
fungus growths. The fungi, which is
knowh by the technical name of asper-
gillus nigra, are perfect mushrooms,
with whitish stalk and black head.
“I'hey are so small that it requires a mi
croscope of a power suflicient to mag-
nify three hundred times torender
their forms clear and distinct. The
growth spreads around the walls of the
auditory canal and over the ear-drum,
causing itching and dullness of hearing.
The growth is strengthened by the use
«of oil or water in the ear,and there is no
doubt but many of those who suffer
from dullness of hearing are raising a
crop of mushrooms in their ears, and
their efforts to ®soften the wax' are
the most potent means of increasing
the trouble.

The Summer Fallow,

The summer, or bare fallow, was
formerly considered the best method of
preparing Jand for the wheat crop.
The exposure of the soil to atmos-
pheric and other influences for a wholc
season has an excellent effect, but it is
not necessary. A crop may be grown,
and if rightly attended to, the succeed-
ing grain crop may be as good as when
preceded by a sason of fallow. The
good results of a fallow are the most
evident upon clay land. The mecha
nical texture of the soil is improved by
“the frequent pl:ughing and stirring.
thus opening the soil for the free en-
trance of  the air, and the better circu-
lation of the soil-water, These mecha«
nieal improvements facilitate the de
composition of some of ‘the constitus
ents of the soil, liberating potash and
other ezsential elements of plant food
from the locked up and insoluble
chemical compounds of the soil.  The
ammonia of the atmosphere, which
enters the soil with the rain, is more
readily absorbed, and last but not least,
the vegetable matter in the soil is more
quickly and thoroughly decomposed,
and thereby made available for sustain.
ing the growing plants. All these
points are gained by a summer fallow
upon a heavy clay soil, but with a light
soil there is nosuch demand for mecha-
nical improv'ement, and no correspond-
ing advantage gained in a chemical
point of view.  Nearly all that can be
gained by a year of clean culture is ob-
tained by a hoed, or a root crop. With
it the weeds can be killed as effectu-
ally as in fellow; the soil will receive
enough culture to make it sufficiently
open for the circulation of theair.
There will be a large gain in the
amount of the nitrates and other valu-
able nitrogen compounds. In the fal-
low these are formed during the hot
months of the year, and, being very
soluble, are washed out of the soil by
heavy rains, while, if there is a crop,
thie nitrates, etec., are taken up as food,
and stored away, to be used for somve
succeeding crop. Besides,' the root
crop will furnish a large amount of ex-
cellent food for the farm stock,and
finally yield a quantity of valuable ma-
nure, to be returned to the soil. With
a root crop introduced into the rotas
ticn, there is seldom a demand for a
summer fallow.—American Agricultu~

as now. People are eating peaches,
[me]ons and the various fruits and veg-
jetables to an extent never known be-

the demand for potatoes.

In this market native potatoes are
now worth about $275 per barrel, and
sweet potatoes are quoted from $£3.00
to $3.25.  There is not much choice of
variety, consumers not caring so much
for name as for a fine looking article,
the dealers, however, seem to think
that the most prolitable and popular
variety is still the Early Rese.

Ogyr contemporary, the Troy Budget,
in discussing the same subj=ct, denies
that the potato crop in New York State
|is a failure. It states that “ Potato

| growers should not forget this season
| that within a few years New York has
ifmmd new potato districts, and that
| the hoarding up of that vegetable by
no means insures higher prices after.
ward. The market in New York is
said to be chock full of potatoes, and
lehlpmenis from here are considerably
tligh‘.er than for a fortnight past. Only
Ii»‘l.T.) is paid per barrel at the steam-
| boat dock. Per contra it is stated that
|the potato crop throughout the coun-
| try, from present indications will be
ipmctically a failure. This State pro-
|duces, on an average, nearly one-fourth
of the potato crop of the whole coun-
try. Last year's yield in the United
| States was about 115,000,000 bushels,
New York contributing upwards of 23,
000,000. The average crop in the whole
eountry for the past ten years has been
about 135,000,000 bushels. Therefore
last year's yield was fully 20,000,000
bushels less than the average for a de-
cada past. New York's crop, this year,
it is now estimated, cannot go beyond
22,000,000 bushels, and the product of
the rest of the country, as far as heard
from, is not likely to make the aggre-
gate higher than that of-last.year. This
means a continuation of high prices for
another year. About 4,520,000 worth
of potatoes were imported from the
British Islands during the past fiscal
year, to make up the deficiency in our
own ‘crop.. The imports of potatoes in
the fiscal year ending June 30th, 1880,
were $857,019, and in the previous
year $1,345,019.  The latter year was
one of the most disastrous since 1870,
excepling the one just past. [t must
be borne in mind, also, that the popu-
lation of the country has increased by
about 2,000,000 since the present crop
year began. Rensselaer, we believe, is
about the second or third greatest pos
tato growing country in the United
States. Washington and Saratoga coun-
ties are also among the greatess potato
growing counties in the States. More
potatoes are probably shipped to New
York from Troy than from any other
place in the United States. We have
heard no complaints about the short-
ness of the crop in either of the coun-
ties named above, and therefore pre-
sume that the crop is a fair average

one,— dmerican Cultivator.
