THE CELEBRATED “TYKE” AND “BLENHEIM” SERGES. “ From the beginning we had gales from 
the eastward, accompanied by terrific seas,

TAKING TO THE BOATS.

“ The largest boat was launched from the 
•tern davits and hauled to the leeward of the 
vessel, but it could not be reached because 
of the raft of timber that had floated from 
our deck and was held alongside by the sea.

Georgetown, Demer&ra, November 8. via 
New York, November 23.—That the crisis 
in dispute between Great Britain and Vene­
zuela as to boundaries of the republic is ap­
proaching canuot be doubted. The admin- 
ministrator of Briiieh Guiana, acting upon 
instructions from the imperial government, 
has made a declaration to the British Guiana 
legislature which clearly indicates that unless 
Venezuela withdraws her claims to the great­
er part of the territory in dispute the Im­
perial government is prepared to assert the 
rights of British Guiana by force of arms and 
the colonial legislature has voted to the gov­
ernor in executive council au open check for 
war expenses for the colonial and Imperial 
forces. The situation now generally accept­
ed here is that this long standing dispute 
will only be settled by force of arms and that 
it is only a question of weeks before the roar 
of cannon and the clash of arms is heard 
again in the South American republic, and 
the British Guianans openly boast that they 
have got the men and got the money too for 
the assertion of their territorial rights.

The Earl of Roese has shown by experi­
ments that the moon not only reflects heat 
to the earth (which, of course, must be the 
case), but that she gives out heat by which 
she has been herself warmed. The distinc­
tion may not perhaps appear clear at first 
sight to every reader, but it may easily be 
explained and illustrated. If on a bright 
summer’s day we take a piece of smooth, but 
not too well polished motal, and by 
of it reflect the sun’s light upon the face, a 
sensation of heat will be experienced; this is 
reflected sun-heat; but if we wait while so 
holding the metal until the plate bas become 
quite hot under the solar rays we shall recog­
nize s sensation of heat from the proximity 
of the plate to the face, even when the plate 
is so held as not to reflect sun-beat. We 
can in succession try, first, reflected heat 
alone, before the metal has grown hot; next, 
the heat which the metal gives out of itself 
when warmed by the sun’s rays; and lastly, 
the two kinds of heat together, when the 
metal is caused to reflect sun-heat, also 
(being held near the face) to give out a sensi­
ble quantity of its own warmth.
Lord Rosse has done has been to show that 
the full moon sends earthward both kinds of 
heat; she reflects solar heat just as she re­
flects solar light, and she also gives out the 
heat by which her own surface has been 
warmed.

It may perhaps occur to the reader to in­
quire how much heat we actually obtain 
from the full moon. There is a simple way 
of viewing the matter. If the full moon 
were exactly as hot as boiling water, we 
should receive from her just as much heat 
(leaving the effect of our atmosphere out of 
account) as we should receive from a small 
globe as hot as boiling water, and at such a 
distance as to look just as large as the moon 
does. Or a disk of metal would serve equally 
well. Now the experiment may be easily 
tried. A bronze half-penny is exactly one 
inch in diameter, and as the moon's average 
distance is about 111 times her own diame­
ter, a halfpenny at a distance of 111 inches, 
or three yards and three inches, looks just 
as large as the moon. Now let a halfpenny 
be put in boiling water for a while, so that 
it becomes as hot as the water; then that 
coin taken quickly and set three yards from 
the observer will give out, for the moments 
that its heat remains appreciably that of 
boiling water, as much heat to the observer 
as he receives from the full moon supposed 
to be as hot as boiling water. Or a globe of 
thin metal, an inch in diameter and full of 
water at boiling heat, would serve as a more 
constant artificial moon in respect of heat 
supply. It need not be thought remarkable, 
then, if the heat given out by the full moon 
is not easily measured, or even recognized. 
Imagine how little the cold of a winter’s day 
be would relieved by the presence, in a room 
not otherwise warmed, of a one-inch globe 
of boiling water, three yards away. And by 
the way, we are reminded of an estimate by 
Prof. C. P. Smyth, resulting from observa­
tions made on the moon’s heat during hie 
Teneriffe experiments. He found the heat 
equal to that emitted by the hand at a dis­
tance of three feet.

Little Helps in the Kitchen.

There are many little things practised by 
different housekeepers that, in themselves, 
seem small and almost too Insignificant to 
mention, yet in the aggregate they amount 
to a great deal, and for the benefit of our 
numerous readers we give a few helpful hints 
that have come to us from the experience of 
many a house wife.

In one kitchen the top and bottom was 
melted off from a tin can of the quart size 
and the hollow tin tube thus made was slip­
ped over the churn dasher, resting upon the 
churn lid, thus most effectually preventing 
the cream from splashing out when being 
churned, and there was therefore no muss 
whatever to be cleaned up when the churn­
ing was done.

When smoothing flour into milk or water 
to be used in thickening, if it to briskly 
beaten with a fork, then smoothed with the 
back of a spoon to rub out any lumps that 
may remain, it can be got ready in lees than 
one half the time necessary when a spoon 
only to used. To rub flour into butter, set 
the butter near the fire until softened but 
not melted, then with a fork it can be easily 
and quickly smoothed. In using, only a lit­
tle of the butter should be put in at a time, 
and all carefully stirred so that the flour does 
not become lumpy.

Many a housekeeper does not use her egg- 
beater very often on account of the trouble 
it to to clean it, but if, just as soon as it had 
been used, it is set into a deep vessel con­
taining plenty of water the egg on it will not 
harden, and when one is ready to clean all 
that to necessary is to whirl it a few times in 
the water, “dab” at it a little with a wip- 
ing-cloth, and lay it on the back of the stove 
to dry, and it is easily and quickly done.

A knife or section from a worn-out mowing 
machine sickle makes a most excellent scrap­
er to use in the kitchen, its different points 
and angles fitting in and easily scraping 
where nothing else will reach. A clam shell 
is nice to use for scraping the rounded bot­
toms of pots and kettles.

When sheets are put to dry, if they are 
folded and both selvage edges pinned to the 
line, the selvage will, when dry, be straight 
and unwrinkled.

If tablecloths are folded and hung with the 
two ends pinned to the line, they will be 
straight and ready to iron without first 
stretching them.

Hints for Housekeepers.

Old kid gloves make excellent pen wipers.
To clean papered walls tie a soft cloth to 

a broom and gently brush.

All traces of mud can easily be removed 
from black cloths by rubbing the spots with 
a raw potato cut in half.

If the throat is husky from dust or weari­
ness, an excellent gargle can be made of a 
teaspoon cf spirits of camphor in a glass of 
hot water.

If grease or oil to spilled on a carpet, flour 
or fine meal should be sprinkled over it as 
soon as possible, and let remain for several 
hours, and it will absorb the grease.

Steel knives which are not in general use 
may be kept from rusting by covering the 
steel portion with mutton tallow, then wrap­
ping them in paper and putting away.

New brushes that are an improvement on 
the feather duster have long bandies with 
the brush of lambs’ wool, which gathers the 
dust and holds it.

The rubber rings of preserve jars will re­
cover their elasticity if soaked for a while in 
weak ammonia water.

The Chinaman puts his tea in a cup, pours 
hot water upon it, and drinks the infusion 
off the leaves; he never dreams of spoiling 
the flavor with sugar or cream. The Japanese 
triturate the leaves before putting them in 
the pot. In Morocco they put green tea, a 
little tansy and a great deal of sugar in a tea­
pot, and fill it up with boiling water. In 
Bokhara every man carries a small bag of 
tea about him, a certain quantity of which 
he hands over to the boothkeeper he patron­
izes, who concocts the beverage for him. The 
Bokhariot finds it as difficult to pass a tea- 
booth as our own dram-drinker does to go by 
a gin-palace. His breakfast beverage is 
Schitschi, that is, tea flavored with milk, 
cream, or mutton-fat in which bread is soak­
ed. During the daytime, sugarless green tea 
to drank with the accompaniment of cakes of 
flour and mutton-snet. It is considered an 
inexcusable breach of manners to cool the 
hot cup of tea with the breath; but the diffi­
culty to overcome by supporting the right 
elbow in the left hand and giving a circular 
movement to the cup. How long each cup 
of tea takes to draw is calculated to the sec­
ond; and when the can is emptied, it is passed 
round among the company for each tea-drink­
er to take up as many leaves as can be held 
between the thumb and finger—the leaves 
being esteemed a special dainty.

When Mr. Bell was travelling in Asiatic 
Russia he had to claim the hospitality of the 
Btaratsky Arabs. The mistress of the tent, 
placing a large kettle on the fire, wiped it 
carefully with a horse’s tail, filled it with 
water, and threw in some coarse tea and a 
little salt. When this was near boiling 
point, she tossed the tea about with a brass 
ladle until the liquid became quite brown, 
and then it was poured off into another vessel. 
Cleansing the kettle as before, the woman 
again set it on the fire in order to fry a paste 
of meal and fresh butter. Upon this the tea 
and some fresh cream were poured, the ladle 
put into requisition, and, after a time, the 
whole taken off the fire and set aside to cool. 
Half-pint wooden mugs were handed round, 
and the tea ladled into them—a tea forming 
meat and drink, and satisfying both hunger 
and thirst. However made, tea is a blessed 
invention for the weary traveler.

For a Cold In the Head.

If the cold is in the head, the following 
treatment promises well: add a teaspoonful 
of powdered camphor to a pitcher of boiling 
water. Over this place a cone made of thick 
paper or pastbo&rd and hold the nose and 
mouth over the small opening. The vapor 
arising from the water is charged with cam­
phor, and will speedily relieve many of the 
disturbing symptoms. It should be inhaled 
for four or five minutes at a sitting, and three 
such treatments are usually sufficient to ar­
rest the most rebellious “cold in the head.” 
But many of the victims of this trouble must 
be out and about. A snuff is more convenient 
for them. A very good one can be made as 
follows: Menthol, three grains; powdered 
boracic acid, one drachm; subnitrate of bis­
muth and powdered benzion, each one and 
one-half drachms. A good sized pinch may 
be snuffed up five or six times a day.

To Candy Orange and Lemon Peel.

To candy orange and lemon peel, throw 
the peel as you collect it into salt water, and 
let it stand two or three weeks. Remove 
from the brine, wash well in clear cold 
water, and boil until tender in fresh we ter. 
It will take about three hours for lemon peel 
and two for orange. Drain from the water 
and drop into a thin syrup made in the pro­
portion of one pound of sugar to one pint of 
water; simmer gently until the peel is trans- 
paient, and the syrup almost boiled away. 
Drain the pieces and drop into a thick syrup 
which must be boiling; remove from the fire 
and stir until the whole looks white, then 
lift out each piece of peel and roll it in gran­
ulated sugar. When quite dry pack in jars 
with tissue paper between the layers.
