THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

Buller Advancing—Fever at Ladysmitk—
Roberts Figurehead.

London, Jan. 13, 4. m.—General Bul-
ler’s twenty-eight word nnouncing his for-
ward movement of Thursday is interpreted
as meaning that he has passed around the
western end of the Boer lines at Calenso,
and isnow several miles behind them, and
within 14 miles of Gen. White’s outposts at
Ladysmith. The Boers, a few daysago, had
forces with guns at Springfield, where Gen.
Buller dates his despatch. These com-
mandos have been obviously dislodged,
either by fighting or by manceuvres, the
Boers retiring across the Tugela as Gen.
Buller advanced.

From Gen. Buller's despatch, coupled
with thefact that unofficial intelligence from
the seat of war has virtually ceased since

the deduction ie drawn that im-
portant operations are in progress, as he
cannot move far without going against the
Boer entrenchments.

The death lists from enteric fever and
dysentery at Ladysmith, averaging from 8
to 10 dui are considered more serious
than the 420 casualties of Staurday’s fight,
as they indicate the frightfully unsanitary
condition of the beleagured town.- A letter
from Ladysmith dated Dec. 7, says that 90
out of 540 men in the battahon of which the
writer was a member, were sick with dys-
entery and enteric fever; and accordiog toa
despatch to the Daily Chronicle, dated Jan.
8, the patients and attendants at Tombi
camp, where the hospital is, then numbered
2800,

An apparently well-informed correspon
dent of the Morning Post says: *“‘The
Boer strength, ongma.lly 83 000, men, is now
heavily uugmemed by olomat!, and
the enemy’s hghung/ﬁ)rce may be estimated
fairly at 100,000 m¢n and, 206 guns. The
Boers are not compelled tg’ guard their com-
munications. Their\ gress is good, their
crops are growing; v\é’izcmblen. cattle nnd
sheep are plenty and game is abundant.”

New York, Jan. I3.—It now leaks out
that Lord Kitchener is really chief in South
Africa, and Lord Roberts a figurehead, says
a London cable to the Hera/d. It happened
thus—the pational defence committee met
and decided that Lord Kitchener was the
wan for the place. He was Lord Salisbury’s
nomination. The Premier had made a study
of Lord Kitchener on the occasion of the
Sirdar’s visit to Hatfield, but endless diffi-
culties were in the way. The trouble was
that Lord Kitchener was the junior of Gen-
erals Buller, Warren, and others, but Lord
Salisbury is never beaten npon a technical-
ity, and his solution was to send Lord Rob-
erts who will restore the confidence of the
men by his presence as Field Marshal, while
Lord Kitchener being his aid, will e en-
abled, under cover of his superior, to con-
duct the campaign.

London, Saturday, Jan. 13 — According
to official despatches from Boer sources at
Pretoria the losses on the Transvaal side to
date approximate 2,100, without igcluding
the casualties at L;dy.umh which are be-
lieved to be at least 2,000.

Ladysmith has stood & siege of seventy-
seven days, and still kolds out.

The British losses in killed, wounded and
captured to date are about 7500 men.

The Dominion government have been
officially advised that the Impegial gov-
ernment has accepted the offer of Lord
Strathcona to raise at his own expense a
mounted corps of 400 men in the Canadian
Northwest.

The total caeualties to the British troops
in the late attack on Ladysmith are cfficially
reported as 159 kiiled and 276 wounded.

Flies as Bearers of Disease.

In eetimating the relative importance of
flies and water supply in spreading disease
Dr. M. A, Veeder distinguishes between in-
testinal and walarial dieorders. In the
former the infection is & bacillus of some
sort, the presence of which can be_traced to
contamination by excretions from a diseased
bowel. In the latter the source of infection
ie peculiar tc marehy of staguant water, and
independent of contamination from human
sources. It is the author's belief that, with
relative unimportant exceptions, intestinal
discases are spread simoat exclusively by
flics and malarial diseases by water, and he
sapporta it by citations from recent army
experiences, Likewise, during the recent
British oamipsign in Fashoda which was
mosi carefuliy planped and took place in &
olimate that is exceptionally dry and hy-
gleaio, there was no abatement of typhoid
fever. In the case of an outbreak of malig-
naut dysentery described by the author in a
previous paper, taken at its height, not a
new oase occurred after measures were a-
dopted that made conveyance by flice impoas-
sible, although there had been fresh ones
evory day for some time previously. An-
sther more recent ‘‘lively epidemio” of
typheid mentioued by the antbor was ended
wa day by measures dicecied against con-
veyance by water. ‘ When flies are respon-
sible, chere are litue neighborhood epidemics,
oxtending ia shorc leaps from house to house,
without reference to waler supply or any-
ching else iv common. But when water iz
at fault the dizease follows its use wherever
it mey go. . . . Epidemios spread by flies
tead to follow the direction of prevailing
warm wiad though the fly wandering

Live Stock Notes.

The carrot is relished by all classes of
stock, and may be fed even to cows giving
milk, as it does not affect the flavor of the
milk like & turnip, and it cheapens the cost
of ull other foods because it serves a dietary
purpose. @

The old Scotch proverb, that ‘‘the flesh
born on a foal is the most valuable, and
should never be lost,” is as true as anythiog
that ever was written, and if that flesh is
once lost it costs far more to replace it than
to have kept it in the first place.

After a pig reaches the 200 pound mark,
increase in weight in proportion to the food
consumed is much slower and the consequent
profit is smaller. If he is held until he
reaches 300 pounds the feeder loses every
cent of profit on the food he has coneumed,

A very useful animal on any farm is the
barn cat. The quantity of mice a cat with
kittens will kill in a day is remarkable.
Cats will kill most of the young rats, and
also old ones occasionally. They appear to
know just where to go and when to spring
on them without waiting long.

Fall calves are preferable to spring calves,
both because they can receive better atten-
tion duriog the winter menths than in sum-
mer time, and because cows give the !argest
flow of milk in the winter are more valuable
than those that milk heaviest in summer
time, when the prices of dairy products are
lowest.

Roots assist greatly in the economical
feeding of grain and course fodder, such as
hay, straw, fodder corn, and corn silage witl@
which they are used. Root crops in general
are much relished by all kinds of farm stock,
but of special service are the Swedish turnips
for young stock and fattening animals ; the
mangels for daizy cows, breeding ewes, and
hogs ; the carrots for horser, and the sugar
beets for cattle and hogs.

There is certainly room for great improve-
ment in the breeding and feeding of the
average beef animal offered on the market
today. The slovenly and careless breeding
habits adopted by many farmers a few years
ago, as a result of the depressed state of the
cattle market, are still seen in the bulk of
the stuff offered. The revival in the cattle
trade during the past year or two, and the
demand there is at the present time for
prime beef cattle, will no doubt have the ef-
fect of improving matters. But still much
remains to be done,

The idea that it toughens colts and fillies
to allow them to rough it on poor feed is al-
together wiihout foundation, and is eften
offered as an excuse for negligence because
it is cheaper and easier. It pays to feed
young horses liberally with grain, as when
it is assimilated it becomes the best class of
horsefle Starved horses never make any-
one a dollar, and never will, as they mature
slowly into cheap stock that, through lack
of proper development, have a tendency to
go wrong in their legs and digestive organs.

You will get but small result in the way
of improving the slow horee if you hitch him
up with a fast one. You will, however,
drive the last one distracted, and have about
as disagreeable a pair as you well could har-
ness together. The only way to increase
the walking pace is to be patient, prevent
the hor:e breaking trom a walk, and keep
continually urging him on. In this way,
and this way only, can you get.him to walk
faster. Keep everlastingly at it. Take him
back if he attemptas to trot or shuffle, bat
keep him touched up with the whip. Y
may get some improvement in this way;
deed, undoubtedly you will, but the time to
teach a horse to walk fast is when he is first
broken. Patience is the remedy in in this
case, and keeping everlasting at it.

However, while there is a farmer’s pride
in having all farm stock look fat and sleek,
yet withall young stock the first winter is
most important. If you can turn them out
to spring pasture in a good healthy growing
condition, they will make & most rapid and
satisfactory growth from the start shed their
hair quickly and not require a month or six
weeks to again commence growing, as is the
case when they have been poorly fed during
the winter. No one should attempt to keep
more young stock than can be maintained
in a fine growing condition. It would be
the part of economy to sell cff all the sur-
plus rather than be cbliged to economize or
shorten the eupply of food.

Three important things in feeding sheep
are a dry feed lot, pure water and plenty of
good feed; and as fourth essential, I would
recommend regularity and good common
sense. With these anybody can make fat
sheep Whether he can make money in
feeding them is not quite so sure. I am
careful to start my sheep very slowly on
grain, giving them about a quarter of a
pound at first, withall the roughness they
want, graduslly increasing the grain and de-
creasing the rough feed. It taked about
thirty days to get them on full feed, and I
believe it is & good plan never to overcrowd
their appetites, especially when they are to
be fed four or five months. When on full feed
grown wethers willieat from one and one
half to two and one half pounds cf graina
day; lambs somewhat less.

The slaughter tests, which will be a part
of the Provincial Show to be held in London
on Dec. 11 to 14, ehould prove an exceeding-
ly interesting feature from an educational
standpoint, while the practical illustrations
of the most approved methods of dressing,
preparingand packing poultry for the ex-
port trade which is constantly growing are
subjects which interest a very large number
of the farmers of Canada. While we believe
that these shows are yet in their infancy,
and are hound to experience great expansion
in the not\distant future, yet they have
made sufficient progress under obvious diffi-
culty to commend them to the favorable
copsideration of the people, and wili well
repay the time and expense cf attemding
them, and the latter item is reduced to
very moderate limits by the arrangement ef-
fected with the railway companies, whereby
on presentation of the preseribed certificate,
single rates are secured for the round trip.

The Fousehold,

— As children are initiative beings, and as
home influence is atmospheric, the best table
manners among the younger ones will, all
thing8 being equal, be found where: the chil
drerrare in constant association with fasti
ous and refined fathers and mothers. How
to handle fork and spoon, how to take soup,
how to help one’s self with grace, what to
do, what not to do, little by little will be
learned in the best echool of manners in the
world—the refined home—by children whose
advantage it is to live there. The mother
will no: pass over awkwardness or blunder
in etiquette ; she will gently and tactfally
call the child’s attention to the mistake,
never wounding her child by a public re-
proof, nor embarrassing the rest of the family
and sympathetic guests by nagging and fault-
finding in their presence, Children have
rights, and one of their rights is to be re-
proved and corrected in private. If atten-
tion is given to small details from the begin
ring, few children will arrive at the age of
seven or eight years without having acquired
ease and familiarity in the use and practice
of the accepted conventionalitics of the
table.

Shall the children talk at the table? By all
means. - Nothing is more distressiog than to
sit at a table where the children are forbid-
den to talk; where they sit like dumb
images, never speaking unless addresscd, and

only to ask, and that timidly, for a

elpieg. There are occasional Spartan
mothers who ineist on this rule, and plunge
themselves on represting epeech from the
juniors. They are repressing spontaneity,
and deprivipg children of one of their best
educational openings. Likewise, in many
cases they are shattirg off from very closely
occupied fathers the only opportunity they
have.

Children should not take the lead in con-
versation, nor monopolize it, at the table or
clsewhere ; nor ehould they break in upon
the talk of their clders by questions or other
interruptions. They should eimply have
their share at the table and elsewhere, in the
ordinary life of the family, telling in their
way of their little concerns, never over-
looked, never excluded from the current of
talk, but never permitted to be so much in
evidence that ‘licir parents and friends are
forced to keep in the back ground.

Table manner: indicate social condition.
The grace or clumsiness, the accustomed ease
or the boorish awkwardness of man or wo-
man are hall-marks ehowing whence he or
she came. We can bestow upon young peo-
ple few gifts more desirable than that. per-
fect ‘savoir-faire ’ at the table.
