been received of the death of the Hon. 
W. B. Vail, which took place in Dover, 
England, on 
licen in good health for a man of his 
years up to a short time ago, when ho 
was attacked with pneumonia. He had 
recovered somewhat from the attack, 
-and encouraging reports have since 
been received of his condition. He 
was in the 81st year of his age, ami 
h aves • two daughters—Mrs. Mitchell 
and Mrs. O’Brien, and one grand­
daughter, Miss Mitchell. His wife, 
who was Miss Charlotte Leslie J ones, 
eldest daughter of Mr. Charles J ones, 
of Weymouth, died some years ago.

Mr. Vail occupied a prominent posi­
tion in the history of Nova Scotia 
politics for many years. He was a 
member for Digby of the House of As­
sembly and of the Dominion Parlia­
ment, and was at one time Minister of 
Militia under the Mackenzie Govern­
ment. He took an active part in the 
construction of the Yarmouth and An­
napolis railway, and was chiefly re­
sponsible for the location of that rail­
way in Digby County.

As a departmental chief at Ottawa, 
perhaps his most important achieve- 
ment wes the putting into operation 
the Act establishing the Royal Military 
College at Kingston. He took the 
greatest interest in the undertaking, 
and gave much of his time to a per­
sonal supervision of the plans and 
works connected with the college build­
ings. He had also much to do with 
tin? selection cf a suitable staff of offi­
cers to take charge of the new institu­
tion.

In 1882 he served as a delegate to 
England for the Nova Scotia Govern­
ment in connection with the Western 
Counties Railway Company. On that 
occasion he was given the requisite 
authority to sign Provincial bonds to 
the extent of five million dollars.

He was a Lieut.-Col. of the 2nd Regt. 
of Digby Militia. He was a member of 
the Church of England.

j St. Petersburg, April 13.—The turret 
battleship Petropavlosk, when entering 
the roadstead at Port Arthur, after 
having gone out to meet the Japanese 
fleet, struck a mine on hçr starboard 
side amidships and immediately Logan 
to heel. Before the crew could flood 
the port compartments of the vessel in 
order to keep her on an even keel, she 
turned turtle and sank, carrying down 
almost the entire crew of six hundred 
men, who were drowned.

The Petropavlovsk disaster has créât, 
ed a profound impression in official, 
naval and military circles, where the 
feeling is one of consternation. The 
officers speak of the catastrophe with 
the deepest emotion. The imperial 
family and court were also deeply 
moted.

WHO WILL SUCCEED VICE-AD­
MIRAL MAKAROFF ?

It is generally believed that Vice- 
Admiral Makaroff will be succeeded by 
Rear-Admiral Rojesvensky, who was 
slated to command the Baltic squad­
ron, and that Vice-Admiral Skrydloff, 
commander of the Black Sea fleet, will 
be placed' in command of the Baltic 
squadron.

The Emperor has sent a courier to 
express his majesty's condolence to the 
widow of Vice-Admiral Makaroff.

"According to reports from the com­
mandment at Port Arthur, the battle­
ships and cruisers went out to meet 
the enemy, but, in consequence of the 
enemy receiving, reinforcements, making 
a total strength of thirty vessels, our 
squadron returned to the roadstead, 
whereupon the Petropavlosk touched a 
mine, resulting in her destruction. 
Grand Duke Cyril, who was on board, 
was saved. He was slightly injured 
The whole squadron then re-entered 
port. The Japanese are now off Cape 
Limo Shan (southern extremity of the 
peninsula on which Port Arthur is 
situated.) No reports have been re­
ceived from the acting commander of 
the fleet up to the time this despatch 
was sent."

St. Petersburg, April 13.—The follow­
ing official despatch has been received 
here from Rear-Admiral Gigorovitch, 
ihe commandant at Port Arthur, ad­
dressed to the Emperor:

"Ihe Petropavlovsk struck a mine, 
which blew her up, and she turned tur 
tie. Our squadron was under Golden 
Hill. The Japanese squadron wtas ap­
proaching. Vice-Admiral Makaroff evi­
dently was lost. Grand Duke Cyril 
was saved, slightly injured. Capt. 
Jakovleff was saved, though severely 
injured, as were five officers and thirty- 
two men, all more or less injured." 

ADMIRAL MAKAROFF MADE A 
' SORTIE.

Che Fço, April 12.—Admiral Maka­
roff s squadron made a sortie, 'ihe 
entire squadron of the Japanese ad­
miral, which was concealed behind the 
Miakoko Islands, came out and at­
tacked the Russian ships. Discovering 
the trap into which he had fallen, Ad­
miral Makaroff retreated. The Japan­
ese fleet wras between him and Port 
Arthur, and cut off the retreat. Ad­
miral Makaroff was forced to fight 
against tremendous odds. The Petro­
pavlovsk was surrounded by Japanese 
torpedo boats. Five torpédos struck 
the battleship and she was blown up. 
All the Russian ships were more or 
less damaged. They put up a most 
gallant fight, but the odds were too 
great for them. The Japanese fire was 
rapid and accurate, much more so than 
that of the Russians. The report to 
the effect that the flagship had been 
destroyed by striking a Russian mine 
is pronounced here to be a fabrication.

TOKIO REJOICING OVER THE 
NEWS.

Tokio, April 11.—News reached here 
to-day that Admiral Togo had succeed­
ed in forcing the Russian Port Arthur 
squadron into a general engagement 
and had practically destroyed -it, such

It is time that 
Nova "Scotians awoke, and since we 
live in an age when the man who 
blows his own trumpet the loudest is 
the best fellow, let us proclaim from 
tho house-tops tho advantages that this 
province undoubtedly possesses. Per­
haps if brought into the sun and air 
more freely it would infuse a more vig­
orous growth and enterprise into the 
economic conditions by which our 
prosperity seems to be hampered.

JOHN LOCKETT & SON—Within a few yards of her own 
dock, the schooner Temple Bar, owned 
by Messrs. J. H. Longmire & Son, and 
in charge of Capt. Gcsner, met with cn 
accident on. Friday night that entails 
considerable loss on her owners and 
the merchants of the place. The schr. 
sailed up the river on the night tide 

. and arrived in sight of the town lights 
about midnight. It was very dark,

. and about this time a thick snow 
squall set in. Tho heavy out­
going current of fresh water caused the 
vessel to shear quickly. Owing to 
these conditions the schooner struck 
the north bank of the river about fifty 
yards from her wharf. As the tide was 
falling rapidly she was soon too hard 
aground to be moved. As the tide 
went down she fell ’outward, her 
heavy deck load straining her so bad­
ly that her seams along the water way 
opened some distance. The next flood 
tide rushed into the opening and made 
it impossible to float her. Before the 
night tide, however, the seams were 

. caulked and with the assistance of the
< large crowd that had gathered she was 

safely floated and brought to her dock. 
Her cargo consisted of various kinds 
of groceries for Bridgetown merchants, 
a carload of flour end feed, several 
hogsheads of lime, a quantity of fer­
tilizer, and several barrels of vitriol 
and paris green. Part of the lime had 
to be thrown overboard when the 
water readied it, as the barrels burst 
and threatened to set the ship on fire. 
The vitrol dissolved and colored the 

: Water in the hold in which the cargo 
soaked or floated. The cargo was 
probably worth about $1500 00, and 
with the exception of a few shingles, 
etc., is almost wholly destroyed. The 
carload of flour and feed consigned to 

? C. L. Piggott was insured for its value 
by Vroom & Arnold of St. John, 
other losses 'axil fall on the importers 
of the goods. It is so divided that no 
individual loss will be heavy. The 
damage to the vessel was slight, and 
she sail-d for St. John again yester­
day.

Tiie Farmer Feeds Them All. Money In Flax.

(Lie of the United States ci nsuls in 
Germany urges faimors in the United 
States whoso land is suitable for flax 
culture to turn their attention to rais­
ing it the coming season. Ho says 

j that eighty per cent of the flax ulfcd 
1 in the linen-textile districts of Gor- 
I many comes from Russia; but an un­
precedented shortage in this year’s 
flax crop leads to a perfectly natural 
advance in its prices, amounting since 
the first of last October to about 
twenty,five per cent. So seriously is 
this rise felt that already far-reaching 
limitations in linen production have 
been determined upon, and unless a 
supply shall be obtainable from some 
other source, these limitations must 
remain imposed for an indefinite length 

j of time.
. Not only does Russia furnish the 
factories of Germany with flax, but 
also those of England and Scotland. 
It is now fully known that one-third 
of this year's crop of flax in Russia 
bas been ruined, owing to early and 
heavy snows, and the residue is totally 
insufficient to meet even present de­
mands. In consequence of this short­
age there has been a sharp rise in the 
market, and even at a high figure 
practically the whole crop is controlled 
by a few people. The shortage is un-* 
doubtedly such that it cannot even be 
made good by a successful Russian 
crop in 1904.

People can generally be found in 
every locality who are sufficiently 
familiar with the process of retting 
and swingling, and each community 
could have the raw fiber treated at a 
central plant, as is done in the case of 
creameries, etc.

Europe is eagerly hoping for a fresh 
source of supply beyond the insufficient 
and often unsatisfactory market of 
Russia.

At the high prices now prevailing, 
the raising of flax would be a very 
profitable occupation, and at the prices 
obtainable in previous years it would 
still be a good crop for the farmers in 
the United States to raise, as the 
supply never equals the demand.

WORK.
Mr. Spark points out that muscles, 

taxions, ligaments and the respiratory 
organs may by patient, constant and 
increasing use be gradually brought to 
perform safely an amount of work and 
to support a strain which, without 
such progressive training, they would 
be wholly unable to stand. The power 
of doing work and of sustaining fati- • 
gue is, if we may use the expression, 
cumulative. Piovidcd that the horse 
be kept in good condition, it increases 
from day- to day and from year to 
year, until from age the animal powers 
begin to fail. Regularity of exercise 
is also an important element in the 
development of the highest powers of 
the horse. The horse in regular work 
will suffer less than another, for he be­
comes gradually and thoroughly ac­
customed to what is required of him. 
The whole living machine accomodates 
itself to the regular demands upon it, 
the body, becomes active and well-con­
ditioned, without superfluous fat, and 
the muscles and tendons gradually de­
velop. Horses in regular work are 
also nearly exempt from the many ac­
cidents which arise from over-freshness. 

GROOMING.

Bujing a Cow.

A man in buying a cow may be 
great'y deceived by a large udder. A 
cow may have a large udder and yet 
give little milk. A cow with a -deep, 
narrow ending in large teats is seldom 
a good milker. Such an udder has 
coarse hair and abundance of it. It is 
but little reduced in size by the milk­
ing process. A heavy milker must 
have a large udder, but it is rather 
broad than long, and to carry it well 
without bruising or chafing the hind 
feet should be well apart. Such an 
udder should have short hair and when 
milked should be shrunk in size and 
the skin should hang loosely over its 
surface.

The shape and set of the teats is an 
important consideration in buying a 
cow. The teats should be placed well 
apart so that there will be plenty of 
room for the hands of the milker. 
This feature indicates great milking 
capacity. All great milking cows have 
a wide spread of teats. The shape of 
the teat^ adds to or subtracts from 
the value of a cow. An ideal shaped 
is long and rather slim. Every one 
who has milked cows knows how much 
short teats increase the labor of milk­
ing. There is a class of teats known

The question is often asked, “Why 
docs the stable -horse require constant 
grooming, whilst the same horse turn­
ed out in a field does very well with­
out it?’: It is not the fact of living 
under cover, but the active work and 
the high feeding of the stabled horse 
which necessitates grooming. It is the 
work and the food, not the shelter, 
which constitutes the difference between 
the domesticated animal and the horse 
in the state of nature. By work, and 
especially by fast work, the secretions 
of the glands of the skin are largely 
increased. Nature must be assisted by 
iaftifi- ial m. ans to remove these in­
creased secretions, or the pores of the 
skin will become clogged and the 
health will be deteriorated greatly. 
The greater the action of the skin the 
greater must be the attention paid to 
it. As long as the horse remains in a 
state of nature, taking ont y the exer­
cise required for gathering his food, 
and feeding only on laxative diet, 
grooming is not needed, because the 
debris of the food and the excretions 
of the system are carried off mainly 
by the action of the bowels and kid-

Oftcn men who have been driving or 
working horses make a practice, if 
they get a chance, when bringing 
their horses heme in a heated and 
fatigued state, to ride them through a 
pond or ford until the water reaches 
the bellies of the animals. They are 
then brought into the stables and a 
feed thrown in front of them, and the 
torses are often left in that state 
without anything more being done. 
Instead of that treatment the horses 
should not be allowed to wet their 
legs above the knees; and after the 

r harness has been taken off, they 
should be carefully rubbed down and 
dried from the oars to the fetlocks, ai­
der which they may be fed. It fre­
quently happens that farm horses are 
kept too long at work without being 
fed, and after a fast of this kind they 

Hearty feeding after a 
kind is very apt to bring 

on indigestion, colic, or inflammation 
of the bowels. Many people appear to 
imagine that it is unnecessary to 
groom farm horses regularly and thor­
oughly. This is a very great mistake. 
Grooming is conducive to the health 
of the -horse as well as to its outward 
appearance. Attention to this will 
tend to prevent many diseases, such as 
cold, bronchitis and affections of the 
lungs, io which horses are very liable 
wh n they have been left standing un- 
ilrit d after coming in heated and wet 
with perspiration or rain, or both at 
the same time.

The best time to clear* 
the mud off the_ horse’s legs is before 
it gets <lry, and the best way is to 
wash it off with a sponge or cloth.
