Railroad Train Russ Off Track and is Stalled in Mass of

Seething

A Bay City travelling man.

® who was one of the survivors of the

Michigan . train disaster, gives a
thrilling account of the forest fire
tragedy. He says:—'‘The train left
Metz about six o’clock Thursday ev-
ening, and ran into the fire atout
{three miles south of that place. A
burning pile of cedar had warped the
rails and into that trap the train
‘ran, carrying its human cargo to de-

struction. The five box cars immedi-

,’ately took fire, and it was with diffi-

culty that the 200 people in. them es-
caped. In g 'deep-bodied steel coal car
were located the women and children,
and as the heat increased they were
unable to escape. Men were forced to
seek places of safety and could give
no aid. It was terrible to witness

such agony and hear the pitiful cries |

of the women and children pleadingz
not to be leit alone in' that seething
furnace.

The women clung to their little
and caused the
ones and begged for aid. Agonizing
blood in one’s body to run eold.

For five miles we ran throuch
smoke and fire which seemed everv
minute to be taking cur strenzth
away. Within half 5 mile of Posen
my eyesight gave out, and I could
only depend upon the railroad track
tc¢ guide me through. Only two of
the original party reached Posen that
piight. The others straggled alone,
one at g time.

Arthur White, of Metz, another sur-
vivor ‘of the fire, said: *‘When the
relief train reached a point about a
mile south of Metz, we ran into reg-
ular hell of flame and smoke which

swept over the open car, setting our

clothes on fire and singeing our Hair.
All of a sudden the engine went off
the track and we stopped right in ite
midst of a mass of flames which sur-
rounded us. My brother and his little
boy. were next to me. I lifted the lad
over the side of the car and dropped
him and got out myself. I could not
find my brother, but I picked up the
boy and struggled through the dames
and smoke to an open field.

Ottawa despateh:—The following
statement on the estimated yield and
quality of field ' crops and on the con-
dition of live stock in Canada was
given out by the census and statis-
tics office yesterday afternoon. The

A very important inquiry has been
made during the last few months,
and its report, just issued, consti-
tutes two of the most important val-
umes issued for a very long while.

The inquiry was concerned with
that vital problem, that problem
against which social reformers and
lovers of their kind are face to face
every day—How to give moral in-
structicn - to children so that they
may avoid those by-paths of life
which lead to an undesirable land,
and which are responsible so largely
for what is known as the Social Pro-
blem.

To four men is due the initiation
of this great inquiry—to the ever-
stimulating and venerable Dr. Paton,
of Nottingham, to Mr. Harrold John-
son (Secretary of the Moral Instruc-
tion League), to Mr. Clifford W.
Barnes (U. 8. A.), and to Mr. W. T.
Stead. A provisional committee was
formed with these and the Rev. J.
Brierley (%J. B.'), Mr. J. B. Yox
all, M. P., and Prof. Sadler, of Man-
chester University. A number of
tinguished men and women were
el to act as members of an Advisor
Council, and are told that
‘‘letter of invitatign met with a re-
AR The subject of

and training in
schools was evidently one which ex-
cited keen interest and ccmncern in all
parts of the country. No more repre-
sentative a council has ever been
formed for the investigation of an
educational problem in this coun-
try.”

The executive committee, hus en-
courazed amd supported—both finan-
cially and morally—commenced a
very detailed inguiry  into the meed
for moral education and into exist-
ing methods at home and abroad of
giving such education. Their plan
was first to prepare lists of tonics
which indicated the scope of the in-
iquiry. These were sent to members of
the Adviscry Council for their views.
Selected witnesses gave evidence to
the committee. Special investizators
of special ability were appointed ‘‘to
prepare reports upon the methods of
moral instruction and training in the
schools of,Great Britain and Ireland.
France, Germany, Switzerland, Bel-
gium, Norway, Denmark, Canada,
Australia, New Zealand and Japan.”’

The result of this extraordinarily
interesting inquiry can Now be se-
cured by everybody. It has been pub-
lished in two well-printed volumes by
Messrs. Longman. Each volume costs
five shillings net. The book is enti-
tled “‘Moral Instruction and Training
in Schools. Report of an Internatton-
al Inquiry. Bdited on Behalf of the
Committee by Prof. M. E. Sadler.”
The first volume\deals with the prob-
lem in the United Kingdom and tne
second with the problem agbroad.

The volumes constitute a wealth of
information to be obtained nowhere
else, and should be eagerly read by
all parents, schoolmasters and mis-
tresses, aod social reformers, and no
member of Parliament should be al-
fowed to speak on any educational
problem till he has passed an exami-
nation on this book.

To stimulate interest in the book
there is a lucid and arresting intro-
duction by Prof. M. E. Sadler, who
is Professor of the History and Ad-
ministration of BEducation in the
University of Manchester, He states
the general purport of the conclu-
sions to which the members of the
committee have been led, and by so
doing has added to his many ser-
vices to education.

Professor Sadler contends that
‘‘the question of moral education is
the heart of thg modern educational
problem. If this is neglected, educa-
\ tion is a peril. Economic and social
changes, the inrush of new knowledge
and new ideas, the weakening of an-
cient traditions, the shifting of old
landmarks of custom and belief have
thrown upon the schools a responsi-
bility beyond precedent ard expecta-
tion. )

‘“But the reports » show no reason
for regarding the crisis with dismay.
Their tone is hopeful and encourag-
ing. They prove that everywhere the

conditions which allow it to exert its
due influence; that as the gravity of
the problem is more clearly realised
the work of the school receives -
creased support and encouragement
from the public; and that greater
readiness is being shown to provide
the means for healthy physical-devel-
opment and for thorough intellectual
training, which, however valuable in
themselves, are still more important
when viewed in their bearing upom
moral character and as factors in the
formation of character.”’ -

The question is not discussed as to
whether *this disposition to turn to

| the schools as a chief means of mor-

al education is not only a sign of ' a
despairing = abandonment of other
agencies, the result of a conviction-
that the latter have proved incapable
of 'dealing with the problem, and that
tcerefore some substitute must at
any cost be found for them.”’

planation of the movement in opiniont
which has converged upon the ques-
tion of moral instruction and train-
The schools, it is
seen, are cnly one out of many in-
struments in moral training. The
care of childreo during the earlier
years of infancy, when kabits are
first formed, is only.in rare cases
committed to them. The work of the
schools can never take the place of

| the character-forming influences of a

good home. * * * Moral Influece of
some kind the school must have. The
nractical question therefore is—How
can the moral training which it helps
in giving be made most inspiring
upon conduct and character?

‘““What is sought for is not simply
better provision for moral instruction
and training, but also some more di-
rect application = of moral principles
to the duties of life under modern
conditions and to the civic obliza~
tions of the members of a self-gov~
erning community, especially a com-
munity which, like our own, is de-
pendent in the main for its liveli-
hood upon competitive industry and
commerce. The value of character
and principle can only be judged im
the light of a moral and social ideal.
The latter alone can determine our
judgment as to what types of charac-
ter are good and what applications
of principle are salutary.

*“Though the defects of our knowl=
edge and other reasons may prevent
us from formulating in detail a so-
cial ideal which would meet with
general gcceptance, we may neverthe-
less fairly say that there is in our
country an ideal of practical morali-
ty which for practical purposes can
be taken as a basis for school teach-
ing by thinkers of almost all schools
of thought. On this point all our wit-
nesses with few exceptions agree,’”
writes Professor Sadler.

The next point investigated
what methods

is by
schools can most ef-
fectively help in the formation of
character; by what means can they
impart with the best hope of perma-
nence g high moral and social ideal.
‘““The experiences of all teachers re-
mind us that the growth of a good
character is a complex process, in-
volving the right direction of senti-
ment, the bracing of the will, and
the clear intellectual apprehension of
an ideal of duty. For our guidance in
such a gradual and delicate process
no single formula can suffice.

““Our evidence,”” says Professor
Sadler, ‘‘shows how widespread is
the conviction that the most potent
force in moral education—more po-
tent even than the corporate influence
of an honorable community—is the
personality of the teacher, whether he
who teaches be'parent, or teacher im
the narrower sense of the word, or
employer, or elder comrade in. home.

Bee-Keeping as a Business

As bee-keeping is naturally a rural
pursuit, it follows that the erent ma-
jority of bee-keepers own or live on
small pieces of land, which they cul-
{ tivate to some extent as an adijanct
to their regular business of keaping
bees, and the income from this source
must, of course, be reckoned as a
pari-of the proceeds of the business.
The bee-keeper may perhaps keed a
horse, a cow, a few hens, and several
hogs, the proceeds from which vervy
materially add to his income, and
yet not-destroy his just title of
specialist. We cannot truthfully sav
that the farmer is any less a farmer.

The Dominion Department of Agri-
culture warns apple shippers that
pink rot appears to be prevalent this
year, and hence the shipping of ap-
ples not perfectly free from apple
scab and showing any signs of pink
Tot is particularly hazardous. Many
carloads of fruit were recently exam-
ined at the docks in Montreal by the
Dominion fruit inspectors which were
found practically worthless before
they went on board the steamer as
the result of this infestation. Ship-
pers will lose heavily on these ship-
ments. At least one dollar of expens-
es has been put upon each barrel of
these apples to reach Montreal, and
the freight ‘and other charges when

. they reach Great Britain will amount
to an equal sum, so that the logs
will be very serious.

top and Consider This Ea'sy Way to
Lose on a Corn Crop.
By J. B. PETERSEN, Kansas.

What constitutes an ideal ear of

corn? This question must be answered
| by every corn breeder if he wishes to
| succeed. He must have an ideal In

mind and work to that end. The ear of
| his ideal must be determined by the
condition of the soil and climate. In
buying seed corn it is not advisable to
secure it from a long distance,

Seed corn should not be shelled until
near planting time, but early in the
spring a germination test should be
made of each ear and the poorest ears
discarded and the good ears shelled
and the corn made ready for planting.

There is perhaps no one thing that
| will do as mfuch to increase the yield
of corn on every farm as the testing
of each ear to be used for seed. The
importance of discarding the ears tha
| are poor in vitality is essential whén

we realize that one good ear will plant
| one-eighth of an acre.

The simplest and best method of test-
ing the germination of each ear is by
| using a germination box. The most
convenient box is 3 by 4 feet, with
wire stretched crosswise forming
| squares large enough to hold six to
| eight kernels. I°ill the box with sand.
| Number each one of the squares. Take

a few kernels from each ear and put
| in each of these squares. Then wet
| the sand and place a damp cloth over
| the box, keeping the sand and cloth
moist and warm. Keep a record of
the time of germination and nétetfie
kernels which fail to grow.

What Eight Gcod Ears Will Do:

After the germination test the next
| step is to prepare the corn for the
planter—by removing the mixed ker-
nels, the ununiform kernels; the in-
Jjured or rotten kernels and the tip and
butt kernels, when the corn should.be
carefully shelled.

bow many farmers, even today, are
willing to plant corn without the least
' certainty that the seed will garminate
and produce good. healthy plants.

There are thousands of acres that have

been planted over each year on ac-

count of the poor vitality of the seed.

I wish each farmer would stop to

| consider this. Get a seed tester and
test your seed this spring. The vitali-
ty of each individual ear of corn in-
tended for planting may be determin-
ed. You can discard the poor ears,
keeping the good ears for seed. Some

! farmers say they have not the time to
test the seed. :

Stop and consider that it only takes
from eight to ten good ears for each
acre. Suppose youx‘ plant an ear of
low vitality. Then You are losing one-
eighth of your cru;?),r’ and it takes only
a few minutes tofmake the germina-
tion test.
