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The Old Stamp Duty on Newspapers.

As late as 1836 there ws a dluty on aci
nenspapel sold in Great lritain and there nas
besides a considerable duty si.\pnce or soile
such sul on C er% ad(crtismCncnt in .a nes-
paper. Il tie ca Iy da: s of our century the
staiimpî dut) wias about fourpîence though it Iad
been nuch higher than that. There vas also
a heavy excise tax on the paper itself and a
custonis duty that prevented foreign conipeti-
tion. These various charges pressed hcavily
on the newspapers of that day, so nuch so tiat
one could not cone into existence utntil it had
malde provision for nu end or factitious ex-
pCnses. hie conscquence %vas that in those
days the possession of a newspaper vas .a lux-
ury of the rich, and others w ere deeied fortun-
ate if thev obtained an occasional read of a
paper. It was a conmnon thing for a nunmber
of persons to club together and take a paper
which they read by turns, and as compensation
for late reception of the news the paper
reinained in possession of hii whose turn
came last.

'Ihe ai citiseniiiit ta\ was finally abolislhed
aid in 185; the stalip duty was also done
away witl. Tien nany papers were started
and sone of theni acquired influence and
reputation, but still the paper duties told
leavily against cheap journalisn. The vari-
ous taxes were originally iiposedi with the
object of checking the growth of seditious
newspapers, and when the agitation caime to
abolislh the taxes, it vas the crecd of manv that
chcap newspapers neant the establishment
of a daily propaganda of socialisn, comiun-
isn, red rclpul)licanimiii, blas.phiemv, bad spell-
ing and general immnîoralitv. The subject is
fully treated in Justin NIcCarthy's Ilistor% of
Our Own Tinies.

H lere
ever y idlage ab .ost has its nenxspaper at not
more than a ldollar a year, and mctropolitan
wccldies .r sold at half that -uni. E% ci the
average rural papier in Canada to.day gihes
vastly more nw" s than the Londin paprs did
hl.1f a tenur> ago ntnithtanding tieir pric
vas soinetling like S30 a ycar.

Teh thirty-one spaces were
nuimeriie fromt one to tiirt.one. It averaged
about three folios (for the entries cover the
wt(ltli of two pages) to hold the entries for each
ionth. \When copy cones in, the book is

taken, naine of advertisement and position re-
corded and the dates of insertion checked off as
far ahead as nay be desired. Three miontis
is a fair period to enter up at once, though the
full contract terni vouldl b, better. Wecklv
insertions are entered in red ink, dailv inser-
tions in black ink. lIn the space for the day of
the week- or muonth on which the advertisnent
is to appear is written the number of the adver.
tisenent or block or reading notice--or both.

Now when the mnake-up tackles the day's
proceedngs lie lias only one colunmn to refer to.
If the date be the 16th of November, tlien ad-
vertisnents and specials narked in col. 16, on
pages for the nonth go into the paper. Anyone
can carry out the details. 0f course, plain every
dav advertisenients and other niatters of like
character need not be enter cd.

If criors are clainied by the advertiser the
facts cani be looked up quicker by reference
to the book than by consulting the files of the
paper. Contracts andi important copy can be
retained in the business ollice, and it is prefer-
able to have entries, in the book made by the
business office staff, though this detail may be
attended to by the forciman. In nany ways the
book is a help. On a day wlien a crush of mat-
ter thîrcatens it can be ascertaincd in a minute
just wchat space will be taken up by advertise-
ients going in, outside of those stan(ligI in

the forns. Alsothe space available fromt the
dvertiseients taken out or be reioved.

Try it, brethren. On a sinall daily it is the
ole taing necded. It las lelped others and
will help you.

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A Scurrilous Press.
A writer in the Canadian gieagazine gives

the press of Newfoundland a very bad charac-
ter, s.) mîuch si that wve mliust conîfess they wvill
be no acquisition to the journalistic ranks of Can-
ada if Newfoundland should inallv decide to
cast its lot in with the Dominion. The follow-
ng are a few extracts from the article in ques-
tion -

"The piress of Newfoîudland proball talke' the
paltn for scurrility. . .Froil a literary point of
view titeir nierits are of the smnallest. I luge type,
capitals anid italics do duty for eloquence. Tleir
leaders are rather violent 'than clever. It is the
geieral practice to lill up vacant spaces with
anonymnous letters on various topics, morstl ulent
abuse of overnimient officials front the gover-
nor down to the Inînblest constable or tite-wait-
er. In auldlition to these there is alwav' a serial
novel, generallv of the nnv-lrearlful order. . . .
Teli press d .1e, ai lhas done for m1an1 %cars past,
incalculable harni : and the injury is two.folt, for
not oilv lias it a (leaig inliuence on the people,
but it blliehts tle reputat ion of the colonv abroad.
. . . hie ,o ple are very imcitli tg) blaine in the
iatter. il t lte case oflibel it is iext to impossile
to obtaii a ver<lict u the comnipllainant cain Show
tliat ha, suîTere< pecuniarx loss. It is therefore
coiclutled that Newfoun<llail juries coisider los', of
lioney a far more serioit iniatter than los of char-

acter. . . . 1H' course in ail places large allow-
ance 1inu1st ie maie to the press during electtions.
Wlen political feelinig ruis highi, even the iost res-
pectable piers ofltenl becomle violent and niot infre-
<ueitly personal. But the stock-in.trade of the St.
John's papers is persoail abse of the mnost ulnscrt-
pulous nature, an<i bioth p blic and private persons
are alike assaile<l. A mienber of the (overninient

>appointed governor <f the Savings Batk, and the
oI)Iositioi paper iminediately warnîs the public that
depîosits are not safe in his halds. The ternis lI.sr,
thief, traitor, scoudrel, to sa nothiig of sucl Cx.
pîression as loiller and hoodlum, iav le seen in
any iaper %ou imay happei ta uick up."

So great lias the scandal becomîe that the
clergy of NcVfotmndland have felt imupelled to
call tipon the adherents of the v.uions religious
denominations to iite in disc<ounittClalicilg the
scurrility and disloyalty of the press of the
colony. The resolution adoptcd by the clergy
contains the following very strong ltngt.ge
" In particular we consider its tendency is to
" polltte the minds of the young and to Couin-

"teract the teaclings of clurc, sclool and
" Christian lome : to poison the minds of the

wlole coininnity and vitiate and degrade the
public taste. While jounali of a proper
kind lias a wlolesoie and clevating inui-
ence, huat to whiclh we refer nerits the ablior-
rnc and condemnation of .ll Christian men
and womîen."

Advertising Rates.
'T'lie probleti of low to obtain fair advertis.

n- rates i countrv piaperls is still unwolved.
Somne time ago the Canadian lPless Association
discussed the question, and w e believe ariîved
at the conclusion that a mniimum rate of $2 per
inchi per year for cach 20 quires of circulation
would be about the tlinîg. This rate is cer-
tainlv low iouli in ail conscience, but vet
how few of the country papers secure il ? 'lie
customî is for sonie aîdvertising shark to send
a contract for signature, p. obablv accompanied
by the lirst quarter'ts payienit in cash at half
the above rate or even less than that. Ini many
cases rathier thlan rettrti the ioncy the pub.
lislier inscrts the advertisement and inds his
contract burdened vith sticli restrictions as " to
be inserted top) of colutimn next pure reading
ilatter," etc. etc. Then if tie advertisemîîent i'

not inserted according to instructions, the ad.
vertising gentleman aforesaid refuses to pay
until the advertisement is plut in another twenty
or thirtv tiues frec af charge to nake np for
the alleged wlong insertions. 'l'lie publisher
shou ld iigorotisly refuse ail such contracts, and
give no preferred positions to anyonc except
at an advance in price of fromn tveitv.tive lier
cent to double or' treble full rates according to
the position required. ''lic publisfher not only
depreciates the valtue of lis own space by ac-
cepting low priced contract,, but gives the ad.
vertising shark a battering ran with wliichi to
knock downi the prices of his brother journalist
elscwhiere.
