There is no doubt that the pressure has
been considerable, und although prices
have reucted rovoral points from the high-
ost, yot the actual amount of shares thrown
on the street have been smull in quuntity
and trading has beon dull on the ‘decline.
This goes far to provo the unexcepiionally
strong coundition of tho stocks to day, and
in what strong hands they are held.

Tho market 104ay showed remarkable
underlying sirength in some speaialtivs, in
spite .of tho general depression. Tight
money scems only to have temporary

offcct in putting down prices, while the -

general public seem willing 10 buy stock
on the decline.

Speculation is_getting back aguin into
the Stundard Stocks. This is giving a
stronger and healthier tone to the whole
murkel. Thereisa general feeling amongst
operators-that the promised spring riso is
apt to commence any time.

This morning's trading wus centrou inww
two specialiies, viz., Montreal Gas, and
Toronto Rails. In the former there was
congiderable liquidation. Montreal Gas
opened ,this'morning at 109 which was a
drop of three and a%a\f points from yestor-
day’s close.
