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THE CHURCH IN HALIFAX.

Tn this issue we give the readers of THE CHRISTIAN
a cut of the new house of worship in Halifax. And
when they see it thoy will be glad if they have

contributed toward the erection of such a beautiful
building, But if any feel sorry on ac-
count of their fajlure tc assist, they
will be pleased to know that an oppor-
tunity is still afforded them. The
house will be opened in February, and
in our March issde we hope to give a
full account of the occasion. In the
meantime let us give a brief account
of the struggles of the Church of Christ
in Halifax.

In 1864 the late Dr, Koox leit P, E,
Island to spend a short time in Halifax.
He found no church there, but decided
to proach the truth, and some heard,
believed -and obeyed .the gospel. He
soon returned to the Island; but these
brethren and one other disciple met
in-a school room from Lord’s day to
Lord’s day, breaking the loaf and
edifying one another,

Bro. T. B. Knowles visited the city
in 1871, and was persuaded to remain
with the chorch {or six months. Dur-
ing his stay the membership of the
church was increased by fourteen, His
leaving put the church again wpon its
own resources, except when preaching
brethren visited the city, and spake
words of encouragement and of truth,

In 1872, Bro. Ira J. Chase visited tho ochurch,
remainiug four days and baptizing four believers.
Thus -the church was growing, slowly, it is trues
for these were the days of small successes and large
discouragoments. But this stage has generally to
be passed through before tho days of small difficul-
ties and great successes appear.

Soven years later, or in 1879, Bro. T, H. Blenus
went to Halifax, and preached to the little band;
but like all the preachers who had gone before, he
did not remain long, and at the end of a fow
months the church was agaiu left to atruggle on as
beat they could.

It was found that if a successful work was to be
carried on, a concerted and protracted effort must
be made. So in 1881 Bro. F. W, Pattie was called

to labor with the church, and Quring that yesr
eleven were added by baptism and twelve other-

wise,
could have remained fo. several yoars the whole
future history of the church would probably have
beon brightened. But he left; not, however, until
ho saw the church worshipping in a house of their
own — thoy baving purchased the old building on
Corawallis street, formerly owned by the Baptists.

In 1883, Bro. .J. J. Cathcart undertuok the work
of building up tho church; but tho work was hard
and tho circumstances untoward; and at tho end of
three or four months he abandoned the work.

The fact of the church building being out of re-
pair, added to othor considerations, convinced the
brethren that thoy had better dispose of it. This
thoy did and the net proceeds wero doposited
in the savings bank and formed the nucleus of the
present building fund,

A recital of the further labors that led up to the
present success may very will be deferred until
after the dedicatiou of the new church home.

Since writing the above we learn that the breth-
ren at Halifax expect to open tho new church build-
ing on the secund Lord's day in February.

Tho church is a divine institution,
organized for a definite purpose. What
that purpose is we
would never discover
by examining the me-
thods and performan-
ces of the popular church of to-day.
It is of the earth carthy, and has no
more claim to be regarded as a copy
of the apostolic church than the clergy-
man has to he a auccessor to Paul.
Wallace Radcliffo states very teraely
what a church is not and what it is,
in the following words: ** The church
is not a social club, nor an msthetic
confectioner’s, nor an intellectual prizo
ring, nor a mutual admiration society,
nor a spiritual hammook; but a work-
shop in which you are a worker —do
not quarrel with your tools; an army
in which you are a soldier —do not
stain your honor; a republic of which
you are a citizen—do not be disloyal
to her history or her claims; s body of
which you are a member —do not be-
come paralyzed or diseased; a family
in which the old are not to be arrogant nor the
young presumptuous, but each serving the other,”
As soon as the church degenerates into a place ot
amusement the quicker its truo nature js known the
better, so that all who desire to grow apirituslly
will understand that they reed expect no more
help there than they can find in a music hall or a
theatre.

Its True
Charscter.

On the 2nd of February, 1881, the first Young
People’s Society of Christian Endeavor was organ-
ized. Since then the number of
societies has increased to about
25,000, with a membership of more
than 1,400,000. 'This rapid growth
indicates that there was a place for auch a tove-
ment, and that the place is now filled. Like the
Sunday achool it has become an eflicient agent in

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tho hands of the church for the accomplishment of
good. Like the Sunday sohool it is within, and
not without, the church, Liko it it has its oflicors,
and as in tho school cortain classes are assignod to
difforent tenchers, so in tho sociely thore is a
distribution of labors, varions committoes devoting
themselves to spocific lines of work. Tho Sunday
school teaches the Holy Scriptures to the rising
gonoration. Tho church uses it for this purposs,
and tho wisdom of its courao has been demon-
strated. But to have all knowledzo is not suffici-
ent. Kuowledgo is power only whon employed.
Tho Endeavor Society trains tho youny to work,
and in the coming years there will ba no lack of
consccrated young peoplo to fill the places loft
vacant, as God, one by one, calls his servants home.
Having voluntarily pledged thomsolves to strive to
do tho will of Christ, to read the Biblo and to pray
daily, to support the church as God gives them
power, they will be men and women who love the
Kingdom of God. In the hands of such Christians
tho intoreats of the Church of Christ will be safe.

When Ruth came in from her day’s toil her
mother-in-law said to her,  Where hast thou
gloaned to-day. The large quan-
tity of gleanings scoms to have
excited Naomi's surpriso, and cou-
vinced her futh had found a
particularly rich placo in which to work, and also
that she had not spont her time idly. Did you
evor ask yoursalf the same question when the day
had closed and you sat gazing into a cheerful firo?

Wo havo no authonty for making
exceptions the foundations of rules, They who are
in name and in fact members of Christ’s Church
are those who have specific promises of eternal lifo
and joy, It 1s cortan that the majority of those
without are living without God and without hope.
Paul states our duty to this preponderating class
when he says, ‘* Walk in wisdom towards thom
that are without.” If wo fail here can we eay that
we aro puro from the blood of all men? Our walk
must be a godly walk—a consistent walk. It must
be such that the world looking at us, and judging
Christ and Christianity—as unfortunately thoy will
~by us, will be drawn to Christ aud then seo Him
in His beauty. Ono resson why it is so hard to
induce thoso without to enter the fold is that they
can not sce sny advaniage to be geined by the
change. Moasuring the whole bady of belisvers by

a fow worldings, who thongh with them are 5ot of
them, it is no matter for amazement that they put
the standard of the church so low and foel as safe
without as they could within. Xloguont preaching
will never save the world, but oloquent actions
will be a mighty factor in drawing it to Christ.
All our talking will amount to nothing if, as Emer-
son says, “ What we aro spoaks so loudly that what
wo sgy cannot bo heard.
Satan and Jesus each offers you pleasure, and
cach js able to keep his promiso. There is this
differeuce, however: Tho Adver-
Take Your sary in holding out present enjoy-
Choice.  ment nevor fails to hide the sorrows
that crowd the future. If his cun-
ning failed him in this ho would soon find his
following largely docreased. Tho Redeomer, on
the othor hand, candidly tells His dinciples that it is
through bearing the cross that they shall saoure the
crown. This frankness of Christiarity is oue of
its distinguishing characteristics. Lyman Abbott
shows with great clearness the contrast between
Satan’s ways and those of Christ. ‘¢ The former,”
ho says  invites yon to pleasure through self-
indulgence; he invites you to succoss through aelf-
ishness: he inviies you to liberty through indepen-
once. But Christ invites you to blessodnoss
through sclf-sncrifice; and to success through ser-
vice; and to liberty through obedicnce.” So it has
been, so it is, and 80 it will continue to be. The
upward path may be hard to travel, but it leads
town:ds the sun, and the longor it is pursued the
less attraction the earth has for the climber, and
the smaller it grows, Ho loves not the world nor
the things of the world, A downward course is
run without any exertion, buc it is away further
and further from brightness and joy, until light
gives place to outer darkness, and happinoss to the
guashing of teoth, Is thero so little difference in
tho roads that time is needed to make a choice?

160 Benten Macai, Ushigome, K,
Tokio, Japan, Dec. 4th. 1892,

My dear Sister Flaglor: I thank you so much for
your kind letter. I dosn hope that you will not be
too bugy to write to mo often. You can hardly
4uess how we look for lettors from those we love
at home, away in this far land. I am suro if you
did you would write often. Iam pleased to hear
that iy lettor and photo awakenecd more intor-
o8t in the Japan mission. I can tell yon it is needed.
Looking from my window I can see seven tomples,
We aro surroundod by these temples and by people
who havo nover heard that thero is a God, anda
Saviour who is waiting to hoal all their diseases, of
miad and body, and at last take them to Himself,

Oh, how hard it is for us who have our mouths
sealed, not knowing the language. But there must
bo a wise Providence in it.

Lot mo give you a little account of myself:
Miss Harrison has taken Miss Oldham and my-
solf to live with her in her home for girls, to train
them for Christian helpers; this is the only thing of
*he kind the Disciples of Ohrist have in Japan, She
8 training these girls to teach the whole gospel, as
our pleais. She has now seven. Two have beon
taken in since J camo. They were to have boen
sold for dancing girls, which means a life of shamo.
Miss Oldhans and I took pity on thom and tonk
them in hoping that some of the churches at home
would at last hnlp us to support them; but, if not,
wo will do 80 from vur own pockets., Many times
I tromble at the responsibility that I have taken
upon myself; but with God’s help I shall not fail.
It the one I have taken grows to be a Christian
helper, M¥! what can sho not do? and how well
ropaid 1 shall be,

Miss Harrison has, besides this home, three
charity schools, teaching overy day except Saturday,
also Bunday school on Lord’s day. We havo our
native teacher and are trying hard to master this the
most difficnlt Janguage as thought by many.

Iknow you wonld like to hear of my journey.
I hope it will be poasible to write, describing it Jator,
And as for Japan my pen falls helpless at the
thought of desoribing it, but perhaps after I get
more accustomed to the strange sights, and if you
will ask me questions I might give you a little idea
of this woriderfal country.

My beart is very full of my littlo girl just now.
Lot mo tell you more uf hor.  She is elovon years
old, is protty for Japenese girl, 80 thin and pitiful
whon we got her, but is now growing plump and
healthy. Her father is. very poor, although a
descondant of the Emperor's youngest son who was
very rich till the abolishing of the feudal state.

Oh how I wish I could tell her myself about
Christ, I feel that I want her all to myself iv these
matters. In the foreign part of Tokin there are fine
Jarge churches and schools belonging to the different
denominations. But whore we aro we have no
church aud have to go a long way to seo a foreign
face. Wae are entirely among the natives. I must
close. Don't forget to pray for my Jittle girl and
mysalf, ) ]

We wore very thankful for the good news
thas caue to.us through Sister Sinclair, corres-
ponding secretary, 0. C, W. B, M. a few days
ago, stating that her cousin, Dr, Sinclair, a
Cana dian, but now of ‘Tonawada, N. Y., has

adopted the little Jupaneso girl which Sister
Rioch had taken.

Sister Sinclair suys, “I have been so thankful
over since ho told mo ‘he would do it. I could
not refrain from letting you know the good news.
How good our {"ather is, always oponing up the
way for us,”

It may be that sowe ono in bthese provinces
was contemplating doing just what Dr. Sin-
clair hus dono. I would like to say to any such,
tbat there is still an opportunity to do this kind
of missionary work, for Sister Rioch says they
aro always willing to take more children into
their home, when sowe one in the home churches
will be willing to adopt them, thus becoming
responsible for their support,

WHAT IS OUR GREATEST NEED?

The Christian Evangelist calls upon a number of
our prominent brethren to give what thoy consider
are tho subjeots which require special omphasia
from our press and pulpits the coming year. Soveral
havo already given thoir judgment. One subjeot
has been given by nearly all who have yet spoken,
that we will reproduce for tho sake of our roaders
that they may know what importanco our best
minds place upon the subject.

Chas. Louis Loos says, ‘‘ Tho great intorest of
tho church is in its strong catholic followship and
co-operation and its edifioution in intelligence,
piety, numbers and life.” Heru is a brothor of long
exporience and fine mind telling us that co-oper-
atiun, edification, piety and life is needed and
should be emphasized the coming year. Bro, W.
W. Hopkins gives as one needed subject that should
bo emphasized, ** a converted church membership.”
Bro, H, W. Everest says, ¢ omphasize the need of
the unity of our people, or our cause is loat.”
Bro. Wm. Bayard Craig says, *‘ omphasis is needed
on the great truth of human brotherhood as taught
by Christ.” Bro. N. S. Haynes laya streas upon
the subject of ** helping to make church membor-
ship equal to Christian lifo and ¢ aracter.” W.F,
Richardson emphasizes *‘a wore thorough conse-
cration of Christ's people to their boly mission, and
their more perfect unity in worship and work.”
S. M. Jefferson gives both ‘¢ private and public
living and life-giving, practical applicd christian-
ity is the need of the individval and of society. It
is the ouly life worth living or saving and the only
life that will or should beetecnal,” B. 0. Dewoese
says, ‘‘ practical godliness throughuut our churches
should be the chief concern of our preachers and
editors,” Bio. E. J. Gantz considers that one of
the most important questions for consideration is
** how can our churches be saved to us and be de-
voloped. We need to guard carefully our forces at
home, Our forces are only partinlly under the
control of the Gospel. Wo have many feeblo
congregetions, roany seldom meet, many are stolid-
ly indifferent to the demands of tho gospel. We
must find some way to help these churches to re-
move thoir difficulties and bring them within the
purpose of the goapel.”

We find in the above quotations strong emphasis
placed on the need of organized, systematio, co-
operative, united labor of the churches. That this
is the groatest need of the cause of Christ in our
provinces must be apparont to all who are ucquaint-
ed with the condition of the churches. An orgar-
ized budy of one hundred members moro or less,
with only a purtion of them, and in many ceses &
very small portion, co-operating in the work of
the body, can naver build up the cause of Christ.
It may possibly keep the body alive, like a man
with one side of him paralyzed; he may live many
years, or what we call living, but he can be but very
little use to himself or to any one else, in a physical
point of view, What mannor of good is & ohurch
to the world that 1 simply keeping itselfalive? But
this is about all that can be dune when only a part
of its mambers are working together for its growth
and prospersty. An evangelist way come and
preach the first principles of the yospel, and per-
haps add to the church a member, who will soon
lapso into the same do-nothing condition as * like
will always boget like.” The repott of the souls
added to the Lord sounds well, but roally aro such
douls saved unless they are workors in the kingdom
of the Lord.] Not unless it is true whon ** once
saved always saved.” The proacher who has had
exporienco in holding meetings in churchos that
aro simply keepiug alive, knows how excoedingly
dificult it is to reach the hearts of the unconverted

and induce them to come into the church of Christ,

And what is still harder is to get thom inte n line
of work aftor they hava been in a lifoloss church
any length of time. We aro perfectly safe in say-
ing that this kind of work is not the great need of
our canee just mow. We admit that tho salvation
of souls is the great desipa of the church. But how
is this to be successfully acomplished? Only
through a well organized active church, When the
church is alive and at work building itsell upin the
graco of God and in tho knowledge of the trath,
then we are as suro to sco souls added to its num-
bor as wo are to seo the growth of our physical
body whon its me nbers are fulfilling their functions.
The soul is not saved that is simply added to the
church. His oall into the sorvico of God is one
thing and his call to tho rowz:d of a faithful sor-
vico ia another. His abundant intorcourso into
the everlasting kingdom depends upen his diligonce
in making his calling suro. The greatest need of
our churches, thereforo, is the need of vrganized,
systomatic work, all its mombers at work and all
together. To undertake the increase of mombers
before this work is accomplished is ono hand work-
ing against the other. It is often tho caso that when
the least good is supposed to bo done, the very best
work i8 being established. We have in our mind
a church where the membors are coming into line
and putting on the armour of work, and could that
work be kept moving on in like manner, the time
would come when there would be an iogathering,
and after gathered into the church they would be
workers, *¢ as like begets like,” I heartily wish we
could have u consensus of ideas on this subject.
Speak out brethren, speaking may relieve you.
Lot us have your mind upon the subject of our
greatest need in our provinces. Wo need not to
bo told that we need to do a greater work, as we
know that already, but how can wo do it? What
is most needed to bring about the degreo of pros-
perity that will be commensurate to our abilities
and opportunities. Are we coming to another
annual meeting without any imprcvement in our
advancement ?

I was much interested and pleased as I read the
editorial article in the January number of Tug
CHRISTIAN. The writer says that ho is ¢ Agroo-
ably surprised to find the leaders of religious
thought of to-day falling into line with the Dis-
ciplos on apostolic teaching and practice.” Any
person who understands the trend of thought at
the present time and among the best thinkors and
writera in the Protestant denomiuations and is not
geatified with the change for the better which is
olearly manifest, is not a very thorough Disciple.

But my purpose at the present time is to eall
attention to 8 movement in behalf of union among
the people of God know, as ** The Brotherhood of
Christian Unity.” The following is the pledge of
the brotherhood:

¢¢ { hereb; e to accept the oreed promul
by the Fouﬂd?rr of Ohrist?anity—lovopto godga :33
love to man—as the rule of my lifs. I also agres
to recognize as fellow-Christians and members of
the Brotherhood of Ouristian Unity all who accept
this creed and Jesus Ohrist as their loader.

I join this brotherhood with the hope that sucha
voluntary association and fellowship with Christians
of every faith will deepen my spiritual life and
bring me into more helpful relations with my
fellow men,

Promising to accept Jesus Christ as my leador
means that Iintend to study His character with
a desiro to be imbued with His Spirit, to imitato
Hia ¢xample and to bo guided by His precopts.”

Somotimes this movement in bohslf of union ia
tpoken of as, ¢ Tho Laymon’s Movomeat.” There
ought to bo no such distinctions, howevor, among
the disciples of our Lord as olorgymen and laymen;

but such distinctions oxist, and are continually
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apparent in the language uf the dag. This movo
mont is spoken of in tho manner here indicated
because it originated with Mr. Thoodore F, Sow-
ard, s mombor of the Presbyterian Churen, but
not a preacher. Mr. Seward is a teacher of music,
The movement seems to bo all the more popular
bocause a man isat tho head of it who is notn
clergyman. The local habitation of The Brother-
hood of Christian Uity s No. 19 Park Place, Now
York City. A paper s issued fuur times a yoar
called, ‘¢ Christian Unity—A Laymen’s Journal,
Orgon of the Brotherhoud of Christian Unity."
The price is furty contsa year. Only twu numbers
have been issued,

Mr. Seward is * agreeably surprised to find
that he is working along tho lines aloug which tho
Disciples of Christ have boon moving for a number
of years, He is mero than ‘“ agroeably surprised;”
he is delighted. He does not seo baptism, for
ingtance, and many other things as we sce them,
but ho sgos that the only basis of Christian union
is Christ Jesus, our Lord, ¢ Other foundation can
no wan lay thao that which is laid, which is Jesus
Christ,”

Mr. Seward is now eugaged in a study of the
historic ¢ Declaration and address” issued by the
¢ Christian Association of Washington, Ponnayl-
vania” in 1809, and propared by the devout
Thomas Campbell,

It would be easy to criticise tho verbiage of the
¢ Pledge” given above. It is not the work of a
man skilled in drawing up religiousand theological

_statemonts, but the moaning of the consecrated

author must be apparent to all. He intends to
‘moke the Christ the centre, Jesus first; doctrine
afterward,

The explanatlou of what is meant by accepting
/Christ is woll presented in the last words of the
“ Piodge.” ¢ Promising to accopt Jesus Christ as
my.leader means that l.intend to study His char-’
acter with a desire to be imbued with His Spirit,

to imitate His example and to be guided by His

precopts.’” This is only a beginning, but can you
think of a better.

There is reason for joy and rejoicing in such a
movement as ** The Brotherhood of Christian
Unity.”

N. S, N. B. AND P. E. I BUILDING
FUND,

I kave thought over matters concorning the work
of our blessed Master in these provinces, and how
wo might, by united efforts, build up Christ's
Kingdom in desulate places where the gospel has
not as yet been preached in its fullness, Now, I
don't want to be tedious in giving you my idea how

,this may bo accomplished, but will come to the

pointat once. Let every reader of THE CHRISTIAN,
or every member of the Church of Christ in these
three provinces, give one dollar yearly to thia faad,
aa pamed above, * Nova Scotia, New Brupswick
and Prince Edward Island Building Fund.” You
will understand this fund will be to erect new
houses of worship, and to help pay off old debts on
houses already ereoted. You all understand how
kard it is for a few poor Disciples strugaling aloug
in this life to bear the burden of hundreds of dollars,
when all giving a little would make things pleasant.
Now. I would put it in this way: Say a Church
was about building a houso costing two thousand
dollars. Baving two thousand Christians in the
provinces, and giving one dollar eachk, you seo the
houso would be paid for, It isnot likely that we
will be building a house every year for somo time
yot, but if we start this fund this year we will be
gathering in and paying off somo old debis on
buildings. Now brethren, lot us cunsidor this
matter carefully.

It is nof right that some should be burdened
whllo ofhors aro at case. If you will carefully look
into this matter you will sco the importance of this

work., While a fos in puor places aro not ablu to
build, wo, by our united offorts in giving every
year the small amount of one dollar, can accomplish
great things. Brethren, I don t propose to have the
monoy loaned to auy Ohurch wantiug to build,
The monoy is to be put into o fund, at intorest in
some government savings baunk, until some one
calls for o cortain amount to build. Weo will also
have to l:mit the amount. Five thousand dollars
will bo the highest, [Itia right that we should have
alimit, for some, in those fast times, would not know
where tostop. However, I might say I have boen
talking tv a fow of vur brothren, and thoy appruve
of the idea, and think it a good one. I would
liko to hear from a guodly number on this subject
in our next CHRISTIAN, giving their ideas un thig
important work.

LIBE’RAL RD LI(rI ON

A good deal is written to-day on what is called
¢ Liberal Religion.” In the March number of the
“ New World " appeats two essays of considerablo
loength bearing upon the subject. Ono is written
by Lyman Abbot on the ** Evolution of Christian-
ity,” and tho other by J. G. Schurman on tho
** Future of Liberal Rohgion in America.”  Both
enduavor to apply the theory of evolution to Christ.
ianity, hut Mr. Abbot more particularly. While
both sesm to recoguize the decadence of Christian-
ity into mere dogmatism, yet they do not appesr to
admit that departure to be an abnormal arowth,
but consider it as one of tho stages of spiritusl
dovelopmont. It is certamly true that the Church
of Christ Jis not dogm:mc in its teaching. It lays
bofore its disciples one fundamental truth upon

which the whole fabric is built, viz., ** J sus is the.

Chriut, the Son of the living God." It does not pro-
sont for acceptanco to any one, eitner the Episcopal
thirty-pino  articles, the Mothodist ZEpiscopal
twenty-four, or the Westminster Confession of
Faith of thirty-three chapters. It asks no one to
accept as infallible truth the metaphysical specula-
tions of a hetd of fallible theologiuns, There can bo
noevolution of the fundamental truth of Christianity.
By no law or power resident in itself can it evolute.
It is the same truth to-day as it was when Pater
mado the confession over eighteen hundred years
ago and can never change. There can bo no evol-
ution then in the basis of Christianity. It caunnot
evolute up from the simple confesssion of faith.
Thou art tho Christ etc., through the Episcopal
thirty-nine arlicles to the thirty-threo chapters of
the Westminater Confession.

But what does Mr. Abbot meau by Christianity?
Ho certainly cannot mean the Kingdom of Heaven
as a great principle in the hoart and in tho world
for he speaks chiefly of ritual and not of spirit, and
this principle kas nought to do with ritual. 'Tis

“trne the Kingdom of Heaven has a larger dominion

yot in future. Itisdestined to grow so that it will
cover the whole earth. So Daniel the prophet
prophesies. Dan. ii. 44. Bo our Saviour himself
in the pamblo of the leaven intimates, This is the
only senge in which the Kingdom of Heaven can
be said to evolute. As a principle of love it will
cover the aarth but the principle remains the same
as when exhibited by Christ himself at the grave
of Lizarus. But to this Mr. Abbot does not refer.
To the only other sense in which I can understand
Christianity he must refor. He must certainly
mean the Gospel. But what is the Gospel? Let
Paul inform us in his master style. 7o the Corin-
thians, 1at Epistle, 16th chapter, he makes a full
declaration of it in these terms: ‘‘ Now 1 declare
to you, brothren, the Goapel which I preached to you
which you also received aud in which you stand;
by which also yo ave saved if you keep in memory
what I preached unto you unleas you have believed
in vaiu; for £ deliverod untoyou first of all that which
1 also recoived, how that Christ died for our sins

accurding to tho cctipturcs, and that ho was buried
aud that he rose wgain the third duy according to
the scriptures.” Hore is tho Gospol, the creed of
the Ohristian, and common sonso «sks, ** How can
it ovolute? How can this simple declaration of
Paunl become more complox as timo advaunces]”
Hear what tho samo apostle says to the Thessalon-
ians iii; 6, ** Now we command you, brothren, in
the name of our Lurd Josus Christ, that ye withdraw
yourselves from overy brouther that walketh
digorderly and not after tho tradition which yo
recvived of us.” Again in the 2nd chapter of tho
same epistle ho says, ** Therefure, brethren, stand
fast and hold the traditions which yo have beon
taught whother by word or our opistle,” Who can
deduce a law of ovolutivn frum these statoments of
the Spirit by Paul 7 But hear what Mr. Abbot
says in illustrating his argument that modern
Ohtistianity must bo found more complox than
primitive. Says Dr. Abbot, ¢ I donot go back of
Bethlehem.” Thoen the confession, ¢ Thou art the
Cl.rist, the Son of the living God;' now the Epis-
cupal Thirty-Nine Articles, tho Mothodiat Episcopal
Twenty-Four, or the Westminster Confession of
Fuith of thirty-three chapters with thoir nuinerous
sub-sections. Then the simple supper talk with the
twelve friends met in a fellowship sanctified by
prayer and lovo; now an claborate altsr, jewelled
vestments, pesling organ, kneeling and awe-stricken
worshippers. Thon menting from house to houso
for prayer, Christian praise and instruction in the
simple.facts of the Master’s life and the fuudatnon-
tal principles of his Kingdom; now churches with
preachers, eldors, bishops, sessions, presbyters,
councils, associations and missionary boards. Then
a prayer breathing the cominon wants of univeraal
humanity in a few simple petitions; now an olab.
orate ritual appealing to ear and eye and imagina-
tion, by all the accessories which art and music and
historic assuciations combined can confer.

Will Dr. Abbot tell us that it was the law of evolu-
tion that gauged the transmission of the Gospel
down through the first ton centuries of the present
eral His argument would lea? us to look for the
Gouspel evoluting into the cast-iron decrees of the
ecclesinstical Councils of the church of Rome. It
would lead us to look for the establishment of the
pnpal power with the infallibility of the pope. In
tho primitive days we seo Clirist himself sojourning
forty daye in the wildornuss hut in after ages we
must expect by the evoluting process an innumerable
host of tilthy moaks peopling the desert and moun-
tainous regions of Egypt, of Italy and of Palesting.
In primitive timos we find Paul living a life of
celitacy, now we expect to find thousands of the
race denying themselves the affections of mankind.
In primitive times we find a fow persons meeting
together in perfect aceord from house to house on
one simple basis, now we expect to find millions of
individua!s meeting undor different names and on
differant confessions of faith in ditferent places, with
a determined zeal for the propagation of their own
peouliar doctrives to the exclusion of all the rest.
Is not this the logical tendencey of Dr, Abbot’s
arguments? We think so.

Again. if he makes the Guspel evolute from the
simnple confession of Peter to the Episcopal Thirty-
Nino Articles and the Westminster cunfession of
faith it 1aust have alsv evoluted into the doctriues
of the Roman Catholic church, which will bo from
this logic a normal growth of Christianity, as it is one
of tho ovolutiorary stages. But perhaps he may
deny the Roman Catholic church to bo a normal
growth. If so then I ask by what right does he
place the Espicopal Thirty-Nine Articlesin the lino
of normal growth, If he does he sssumes that
Christianity, as he torms it, developes abnormally
for the first sixtoon centuries and then bagan to
devolope, to evoluto, to progress. To what! the
Thirty-Nino Articles of tho Episcopol church and

tho Westminster confession which are productions

of his granted abnormal prowth—TRoman Catholic
church, What logic for a doctor of divinity! We
are led to oxclaim with David at the death of Saul,
““Toll it not in Gath, publish it not in the streets of
Askolon; lest the daughters of the Philistines
rejoico, lest Ltho daughters of the uncirsumsied
triumph.”

Whoroein Christianity diffors from all nthor systems
of religion is in its eimplicity. It cun nover becomeo
complex. Whon this happons it loses its forco or
power. The Gospel of Christ is that puwer which
brings salvation to the soul. Rimunsi; 16, Itis
the Gospel of Christ that superinduces the new life
in every soul that obeys it. I Cor. iv, 15. The
Gospol can nover evolute. In every age he that
believoth and is baptised shall bo aaved, but he that
believeth not shall be damned. 'Thore is no room
for evolution in the Gospel. Tho Spi it through
Paul pronounces the Auathemas of the church upon
any one, be he an angel, who may preach any other
Gospel than that which he preached. Gal. i. 8
Brothren be non carried about by overy wind and
doctrine but soarch the Scriptures for thoy tostify
of Christ, JACK.

DON'T ALL SPEAK AT ONCE.

Deur Christian:  Weo ofton have good advico from
onr dear brethren writing in your columns relative
to the causs and effect of church growth, activity
and prosperity; and now I am going to ask for somne
more concerning a particular case; for the counsel
herotofore, thongh excellent, has been too general
to afford all the light I desire. It is concorning
the church of which I am a member, and which we
should like to see dving more active work for the
Master, if possible. I shall give you the principal
facts, and shall expect soveral answers from
different quarters.

There are about twenty local members, we hav-
ing lost some by emigration; and an average attend-
anco of about fifteen at our social meotings; not ar.
*‘ outsider” over putting in an appearance. Wo
havo almost noadherents to the church who are not
membors, and very few yousg people at all. We
have one elder aud two deacons, leaving about six
other male members, every one of whom tukes part
in our social meetings, which are held on Lord's day
morning only. But we have a preacher about one
fourth of the time though irregular, he living at a
distznce, who has a good hearing except whea wo
try to hold a protracted moeting, and then every-
body studiously avoids us, except our members,
and somo of thoso are so remote they cannot attend
regularly. There are three soctarian churches right
in the vicinity in a not very thickly sottled counry
district, and the opposition has always been very
bitter. Church is over twenty years old, and has
seen somowhat bottor days. Now, dear brethren,
lot us hear from you-—a whole lot of you—immedi-
ately. What shall we do? We are all willing to
work. Don't try to locate us, that is not to the
point. P. P,

‘The above affords a most excellent opportunity
for 8 number of our acribes to give some of their
best thoughts on successful church work, Perhaps
there is no one question that could bo more profit-
ably considered just now. Hore aro a number of
faithful brothren trying to build up the cause of
Christ, but judging from the above represontation,
aro failing to induce even one *“‘outsidor” to attend
their meotings. Thero must bo some causo for this
failure, that is largely in the power of that faithful
littlo band to removo.

Doubtloss theso brothron have the truth and
earnestly contend for the faith which was once
dolivered to the sxints, and yet they are failing in
the very work they seom anxious to do. An
average attendauce of fifteen mombers, out of a
mombership of twenty in a country distriot, is
certainly good. Wo must look elsowhere for the

causn of failuro to induce the people to attond the
meotings of the church. It scoms that when the
preasher is presont thero is a geod attendance.
From this wo conolude that the psoplo aro thero to
go to meoting, if the interest is auch that they are
induced to do so. The casy conctusion is, mako
your meotings so intereating that the outsiders will

bo pleased to attend.

Wo are not in a position to know anything of
the nature of the meotings as rogularly conducted,
but, judging from what wo have secen of such
attempts to maintain true worship, wo think it
quite likely that these brothren mest wituout any
preparation to edify ono another, and run these
meostings 1 old ruts that havo little or no attraction
for thoso not Christians, and too often fail to inter-
est, or profit even the mombers, Then we think in
reading betwoen the lines wo see another, if not the
cause of the failure to make those meetings so intor-
esting that tho pooplo would gladly attond them.
P. P. says that besides an clder and two deacons they
have *‘about six male members, crery one of whom
takes part in our svciul mectings” from which we
conclude that the women keop silont ovory one.

Now without opening the qu.stion whethor the
sisters should take part in our social meetings which
cxperience has settled in the aftirmative long ago,
wo would suggest that this particular church, or
any other similarly situated, is being shorn of more
than half its strength when the sistora fail to cooper-
ate to make those meotings both interesting and
and pr fitable,

Without enlarging further as to the probable
cause of the failure to induce the people to attend
tho meetings, wo suggest that you have live practi-
cal subjects on some phase of church work for
each meeting and that all either by word or scripture
reading, be induced to contribute something toward
making the wieeting so very intoresting that it will
not only be a pleasure for the members to be present,
but the world as well will come in and bo led to sec
the beauty there in it practical Christianity.

It will be time enough to consider the anawer to
the question ‘*What shall I do to be saved,” when
you have succeeded in so interesting some souls
in their salvation that they are seeking the way of
life. Till then muke the every day work of the
Christian the subject for your prayerful considera-
tion. This I never knew to fail, to both edify the
church and build them up and to lead them to
Christ as well, E. C. Fonp.
